In accordance with the provision of Art. 24 of the Agree-
ment between the Government of Romania and the Gov-
ernment of Greece on international road transport, con-
cluded on 15 June 1974, the meeting ofthe Romanian -Hel-

lenic Joint Committee was held in Bucharest, between the
2-3 December 1998

The delegation of Romania and the delegation of the Re-
public of Greece agreed on the following Agenda:

1. Exchange of statistical data; the development of the
road transports between the two countries;

2. Goods transport

3. Passengers transport

4. Other matters.

1. The exchange of statistical data; the development
of the road transport between the two countries.

The two parties informed each other about the develop-
ment of the commercial exchanges and of the road trans-
port between the two countries.

it was pointed outthe tend of further increasing of the lev-
el of the bilateral commercial exchanges and the need for
the two countries to sustain the promotions of the export of
their products, by facilitating conditions for road transport
operation too.

The Greek delegation underlined that serious obstacles
hindering efficient road transport operations between the
two countries have been noticed.

Such obstacles as referred to on the following intent must
be removed in the framework of the new agreement be-
tween the two countries and in the intermediate time,
through the present protocol:

a. the non existence of the "quota free" system of permits
for bilateral and transit transpon.

b. the fact that the limits of weight (including axle loaded)
for the lorries performing international carriages are not
harmonized in Romania with those applicable in the Euro-
pean Union.

c. the amount of the different charges levied on the vehi-
cle, especially at border crossing points, are not at all con-
sistent with those applicable in Greece or in the European
Union.

As far as the application of ADR application is concerned,
the two parties apply the regulations of the mentioned
Agreement as regards the authorisation ofthe vehicles and
the drivers for doing this kind of transport and the restric-
tions imposed by every class of goods transported.
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2. The goods transports. Settlement of quotas

For meeting the mentioned aims, the Greek delegation
asked for the year 1999, to liberalize the traffic between the
two countries, by establishing a" quota free" system.

The Romanian delegation pointed out that this proposal
shall be solved within the framework of the new Agreement
on Road Transport.

As a consequence of the iong negotiations, the two par-
ties agreed the following quota of the permits for 1999.

11 000 permits, valid for the direct traffic and transit,
without payment of road user charges.

100 permits, valid for the "third countries" traffic, without
payment of road user charges.

The mentioned quota is considered as a preliminary
quota for 1999.

In case carriers of either side need additional permits for
bilateral or transit transport of goods, the other side will re-
spond positively to such a request.

In this context the Romanian side stated that it will
examine the possibility for granting an additional number
of permits, without payment of charges, during the forth-
coming meeting of the Joint Committee, in accordance
with such needs.

For meeting the demand of the Greek side, the Romani-
an delegation proposed to grant a quota of 5000 permits,
with payment of a "tariff of 10.4 DM per hour", which means
more advantageous taxation system for the Greek
hauliers.

The Greek delegation replied that such a proposal could
not solve the problem stating that the only realistic solution
would be the establishment of a quota "free” regime, linked
to charging strictly associated with the use of road infras-
tructure.

As far as the Romanian negotiations with the European
Union in the road transport sector are concerned, the
Greek side will support the Romanian side so as to obtain
as many advantages as possible in this framework.

Concerning the Greek request for the application of the
Community provisions on weights and dimensions of vehi-
cles when operating on the Romanian territory, the Roma-
nian side stated that, in accordance with the national legis-
lation after the full rehabilitation on the "E'road network, the
weight per axle could be increased to 11.0 ton per axle in
case of the pneumatic suspension; for meeting the transit
demand, the aims will focused on the transit routes mainly.

Concerning the vehicles whose permissible laden
weight, including trailer, does nor exceed 6 tonnes, or
whose permitted payload, including trailer, does not
exceed 3.5 tonnes, the two parties agreed that these vehi-
cles will operate on the basis of permits.

3. The passengers transport

The two sides remarked that in the sector of road passen-
gertransport no particular problems have been noticed, as
regards the quality of the provided services.

It was, though, mentioned that the procedure provided
forin Chapter B .1 of the Protocol of the 16-th session ofthe
Joint Hellenic -Romanian Committee was not fully com-
pleted.

However, the two sides accepted that the present oper-
ation of the regular services should be continued until the
matter is finally settled, in order to avoid any problems in
the operation of passengers transport.

The Romanian side expressed the request of the Roma-
nian companies to operate, in addition to the lines agreed
on the occasion of the last protocol, the foltowing inter-
national regular line services:

- Galati - Athens:

- Constanta - Athens

- Brasov - Giurgiu / Moravita - Athens

The approvals for operation of the regular passengers
lines and " shuttle services" will be granted in accordance
with the provisions of the bilateral Agreement on road
transport observing also the national regulations.

Both parties agreed that both "A" type and "B" type occa-
sional transport services, in accordance with the ASOR
definition, shall be carried out on the basis of the "ASOR"
type way - bill.

4. Other matters

The Greek delegation handed over to the Romanian del-
egation a draft ofa new bilateral Agreement on Road Trans-
ports.

The Romanian delegation will send its point of view on
the mentioned draft by the end of January 1999.

It was agreed that the next meeting of the Joint Com-
mittee shall be held in Greece, in March 1999 ; the date
shall be established by correspondence.

The meeting of the Romanian - Greek Joint Committee
on road transports took place in an atmosphere of good
cooperation and mutual understanding.
