MEMORANDUM

OF THE

FIRST TRILATERAL MEETING
OF THE

INDUSTRY, TECHNCLOGY AND
ECONCMY COMMITTEE
AMONG
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC CF IRAN, AND
THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

In accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding,
signed by the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the Contracting
Parties on December 22, 1997 in Athens, the first Trilateral
Meeting of the Committee on Industry, Technology and
Economy, was heid in Athens on September 2 - 3, 1998,

The Meeting was attended by the following participating
States {Parties):

The Hellenic Republic

The Islamic Republic of Iran, and

The Republic of Armenia

The list of participants is attached hereto as Annex|.

The Agenda of the Meeting was approved and is
attached heretc as Annex 11.

The Parties agreed on the following:
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1. They reiterated their wilt and wish to further develap
their cooperation potential in the fields of industry. tech-
notogy and economy.

2. The ecanomic, industrial and technological cooper-
ation among the Parties will take place within the
framewark of the respective tegislation, based on contrac-
is, programmes and agreements, the content of which will
be defined on a common basis by the relevant organi-
zations and companies of the three countries.

3, To develop cooperation among them in industriat sec-
tors of specific interest such as:

Food and beverage industry, textile and ciothing, phar-
maceuticals, chemical industry, electronics. eiectrical
goods, agricuitural and fisheries, shipbuilding {construc-
tingand repairing of ships), railway rnaterials industry, con-
struction materials industry, mines and metaliurgy.

This cooperation shall take on the form of special treat-
ment of proposals for joint ventures and investments in the
above industrial sectors as well as close cooperation inthe
field of training and technology transfer.

4 To activate scientific and technological cooperation in
thefields of:

- Information Technologies and Telecommunications

- Earth Sciences - Seismology

- Energy

- Material Sciences

- Radioelectronics and Radiophysics

- Environment

- Cultural Heritage

It was agreed by all Parties that a Trilaterat Joint Working
Group will be set up within the next six months, in order to
agreetoacommon S & Tcooperation programme. The de-
tails of the procedure, as well as time and venue of the
meeting will be determined through the diplematic chan-
nels.

Given the particular impontance of environment to the
three countries, a proposal is made to the Steering Com-
mittee to establish a special committee to examine the en-
vironmental issues.

5. As concerns trade cooperation the Parties assessed
as necessary the following:

- To hold specia! exhibition weeks

- Their interest to organize every year in different cities of
each participating country a «Partenartat», which will en-
hance business links through celloquia, symposia, e.t.c.

- To cooperate in Market research and to encourage the
exchange of information among the national Exports Pro-
motion Agencies.

- To facilitate cooperation between the Chambers of
Caommerce & Industry of the Parties through the organi-
zation of business missions in allthree countries, as well as
inthird countries. -

- To cooperate in exchanging information and te carry
out a study which will specify the areas of common interest
and especially the categories of products which could be
exchanged.

- Toinvite officials from the private sector to work in busi-
ness organizations, Chambers of Commerce and Industry
and in private enterprises so as to get acquainted with their
services and fupctions.

- To develop close cooperation through technical as-
sistance and know-how transfer programmes, with the aim

to establish or upgrade their Exports Promotion Agencies.
The Hellenic Foreign Trade Board's {HEPO) running work-
shops programme for the countries concerned will con-
stitute the basis for the above initiative.

- Training programmes, to be organized by the three
countries, on subjects of common interest such as exports
promation or packaging.

- The Greek Packaging institute of HEPC shall contribute
to the Trilateral Cooperation, and examine the possibility to
provide Technical Assistance and know-how in packaging
and quality issues through special training courses.

6. Their common interest for the establishment of joint
ventures and atraction of Foreign Direct Investment te their
territories. To this end, they will facilitate the carrying out of
fact-finding missions of experts and special symposia to
be held in the respective countries.

- To exchange information on their legal framework for
toreign investrments and projects to be launched by the
end of March 1989,

7. The Parties also expressed their interest in the devel-
opment of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises as well as
their wish for creative exchange of information about SMEs
policies within the European Union.

They aiso expressed therr intention 1o take common ac-
tion with the Hellenic Organization of Small and Medium
Enterprises and Handicraft (EOMMEX}, to the benett of
SMEs such as husiness missions, exhibitions, training pro-
grammes and seminars, technical assistance, technology
transier etc.

8. Considering the banking sector, the Parties assessed
the necessity of exchanging experience and organizing
egucational programmes for High and Medium level offi
cials.

9. The delegations expressed their sincere gratitude to
the Government otthe Hellenic Republic for the hospitality,
extended to them and for the excellent arrangements
made for this Meeting.

10. The Parties agreed 1o hold the next Meeting in May
1999, in Yeravan, Republic of Armenia. Actual date will be
agreed through diplomatic channels.

of the 16-th Session of the Hellenic-Romanian
tntergovernmental Joint Committee
for Economic, industrial and Technical Cooperation

The 16-th Session of the Hellenic-Romanian Intergov-
ernmental Joint Committee for Ecoenomic, Industrial and
Technical Cooperation, was held in Bucharest, on 29-30
March 1999,

The Greek delegation was headed by Mr. Stefanos Av-
geuleas, Secretary Generai for International Economic Re-
lations in the Ministry of National Economy of the Hellenic
Republic, President of the Greek Side in the Committee.

The Romanian delegation was headed by Mr. Mihai
Berinde, Under-Secretary of State in the Ministry of In-
dustry and Commerce of Romania, President of the Ro-
manian Side in the Committee.

During his official visit in Romania, the head of the Hel-
lenic delegation, Mr. Stefanos Avgouleas, had also
meetings with Mrs. Elena Zamfirescu, secretary of state in
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Mrs. losefina Morosanu,
secretary of state in the Ministry of Finance, Mr. Mircea
Costea, secretary of state in the Ministry of Finance, Mr.
Adrian Gheorghe Marinescu, secretary of state in the Min-
istry of Transport, Mr. Alexandru Herlea, minister for Euro-
pean Integration, Mr. Radu Sarhu, president of the State
Ownership Fund, Mr. Serin Fodoreanu, president of the
Romanian Development Agency and Mr. Gheorghe To-
moiala, secretary general in the Ministry of Public Works.

The composition of the official delegations is listed in Ap-
pendixes 1and 2 to the Protocol.

The Committee determined the following agenda:

I. Mutuatinformation on the economic situationin the two
countries.

II. Analysis of the bifateral trade relations and economic
Cooperation and the possibilities for their future deveiop-
ment.

lii. Identification of the priorities for the development of
the bilateral economic Cooperation.

V. Credit Facility.

V. E.U. and Bilateral Technical Assistance Programmes.

VI, Other issues,

The works of the Sessicn were held in a cordial and
friendiy atmosphere, traditional for the relations between
Romania and Greece. The common will for the further de-
velopment of the economic cooperation between the two
countries was once again emphasized by both Sides.

The two Sides exchanged information on the current
economic situation and the devetopment of their national
economies, the legal and institutional framework, as well
as, the economic palicy measures in the two countries,
which can facilitate and further strengthen the develop-

ment of the bilateral trade relations and economic cooper-
ation.

Romania and the Hellenic Republic have had a long eco-
nomic cooperation. The two Sides agreed on the im-
portance of fostering mutual contacts and reciprocal visits
between the representatives of private and public sectors
in the two respective countries, as well as the need of
broadening cooperation at all levels.
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Both Sides agreed that the volume of trade is not repre-
senting the real potential ofthe econemies otfthe two coun-
tries.

Therefare, both Sides agreed to further encourage bilat-
eral contacts, business-missions, trade fairs, etc. in order
to achieve more positive resulis in the expansicon of trade
and services.

Having in view the increased share of the private sector
in the Romanian economy, the two Sides expressed their
readiness to further develop and diversifty trade
exchanges, as well as to foster the economic cooperation,
especially in the production sector.

Ta this end, the Greek Side requested the positive inter-
vention of the Romanian Side to solve the problems that
the Greek entrepreneurs might face in their efforts to es-
tablish business and/or to operate in Romania.

In order to expand and diversify their bilateral trade, both
Sides agreed onthe necessity o increase the participation
in the fairs and exhibitions organised in the two countries.
In this respect, the competent institutions/crganisations of
the Romanian Side will decide on the conditions and terms
of their future cooperation with Hellexpo andior other
Greek organisations.

i

The two Sides underiined the necessity of development
and diversification of the economic cooperation between
the business partners from both countries, as well as the
need to identify the practical means for the promotion of
economic relations.

Both Sides expressed their interestin a further and faster
enhancement of the cooperation in the fields of energy,
communications, transpont and environmental protection.
In this respect, the two Sides stressed the significance they
attach to the rapid development of the Pan-European Cor-
ridors and especially to those crossing the territories of
their countries, given their utmost impoertance for the up-
grading and modernisation of the regional, as well as the
European transport infrastructure.

The Committee anailysed the possibilities to develop
their economic cooperation in the following fields:

Industry

Both Sides agreedthatthey are both greatly interested to
cooperateinthe field of industry, especially in traditional in-
dustrial sectors such as: electrotechnical industry, manu-
facture of transport means and farm machinery, machine
tools, shipbuilding, bauxite processing, exploration of
crude oil, manufacture of equipment for oil industry, cil pro-
cessing, production of medicines.

Romania is interested to participate in projects in the Hel-
lenic Republic in the fields of. cil processing and petro-
chemical industry, production of rolling stock and wagons,
modernisation of rail road as weill as in the sector of ener-
ay.

Greece is interested to participate in projects, in Roma-
nia, in the sectors of. food industry, telecommunication,
shipping, non-ferrous metal industry,

Both Sides noted with satisfaction the cooperation be-
tween Greek and Romanian companies in the field of en-
ergy, as well as in the field of geclogical and metallurgical
research. They also agreed to further encourage them to

expand and broaden the bilatera!l cooperation in other
fields of their responsibility.

Asregardsthe fields of Standardisation and Certification,
both Sides agreed on the full implementation of the pilot
project, which is currently being carried out between the
Hellenic Stangardisation Organisation and the respective
Romanian Organisations.

Technologica! and Scientific Cooperation

Both Sides agreed to encourage the direct cooperation
between research and technological arganisations and in-
stitutions of the tweo countries, according to the praovisions
of the Agreement on Scientific and Technological Cooper-
ation between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of Romania, signed in Bucharest on
December 14, 1993.

Agriculture and Food Industry

Both Sides expressed their wish to intensify cooperation
in the field of agriculture and to sign as soon as possible the
Agreement between the Ministry of Agriculiure of the Hel-
lenic Republic and the Ministry of Agriculture of Romania.

The Heilenic Side will support the efforts of Romania's
accession to the E.U. through training courses and provi-
sion of information based on the Greek axperience in the
field-of agriculiure.

The Romanian Side will examine positively the Greek
Side's requestto support its initiative for the creation of the
Inter-Balkan Epizootic Centre.

Transport

Beth Sides expressed their satisfaction for the smooth
achievement of the bilateral and transit international road
transpon, after the last Session of the Joint Committee on
International Road Transport, in December 1998. They al-
50 agreed that there are possibilities to further improve the
cooperation, especially as concerns the passengers trans-
ports. Both Sides shall undertake all the necessary
measures 10 allow these transports to be carried out
without hindrance.

The two Sides reaffirmed their intention to start negoti-
ating an Agreement an the road transport between the
Government of Romania and the Government of the Mel-
lenic Republic.

Both Sides also expressed their satisfaction for the co-
operation in railways transports and they reaffirmed their
intention to further encourage this cooperation at the level
of railways organisations/ companies of the two countries.

The two Sides agreed to further cooperate in promoting
and upgrading the transport infrastructure on the Pan Eu-
ropean Transport Cerridors ne. IV and X, They also men-
tioned with satisfaction the good cooperation in the
framework of SECI and Black Sea Economic Cooperation.

Customs

As regards the cooperation and mutual assistance be-
tween the Customs Administration of the two countries,
both Sides expressed theirreadiness to conclude and sign
an Agreement as soon as possible.

tabourand Social Protection

The two Sides examined the progress on the impiemen-
tation ofthe Protocol between HEPQ and the Romanian In-
terministerial Committee, in compliance with the Agree-
ment between the Government of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of Romania for the final settlement of
the compensation ofthe social security contributions ofthe
Greek political refugees.
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The two Sides agreed to take all necessary measures in
order to support the faster implementation of the afore-
mentioned Protocol, mainly through the export of Romani-
an steel industry products,

In order to extend the legal framework regarding the bi-
lateral Greek-Romanian cooperation in the field of labour
and social protection, the ministries in the two countries
shall examine the possibilities to start negotiations ofa Pro-
tocol in the labour and social protectian field.

Inter-banking cooperation

Both Sides noted with satisfaction the rapid develop-
ment of the bilateral banking relations and the establish-
ment of some Hellenic Bank branches in Romania:
«National Bank of Greece», «Bucharest Bank («Alpha
Credit Bank=), «International Commercial Black Sea Bank»
(«Commercial Bank of Greece»).

The two Sides agreed to further encourage the banking
cooperation and the establishment of joint ventures be-
tween Romanian and Greek banks,

Tourism

Both Sides agreed to encourage the cooperation be-
tween the Hellenic and Romanian tourism organisationsin
order to increase the exchange of tourists between the two
countries.

Both Sides agreed to convene the 9-th Session of the
Joint Committee on tourism cooperation the soonest pos-
sible.

Privatisation

The Committee noted the important investment possibil-
ities and oppoertunities offered by the Romanian privatisa-
tion programme.

The two Sides expressed their satisfaction for the Greek
investment in the telecommunication secter of Romania
and agreed to continue their close cooperation in order to
improve the exchange of information caoncerning the
privatisation programme and encourage direct contacts
between the relevant organisations of the two countries,

Other fields of cooperation

The two Sides agreed upon the need for a closer coop-
eration within the framework of the Black Sea Economic
Cooperation and the Black Sea Regional Energy Centre,

The Committee noted the favourable prospects, which
are created for the Economic Cooperation in the Black Sea
Region after the establishment of the Black Sea Trade and
Development Bank.

The Romanian Side requested the support of the Hel-
lenic Side at the European Commission for financial as-
sistance aimed at the development of the road transports
infrastructure in the region on mutual benefit.

Both Sides agreed on the importance of South-Eastern
European Cooperative Initiative {(SECI), which has already
opened new opportunities for further cooperation ameng
the Balkan countries.

The Parties agreed to intensify the bilateral consuitations
on E.U. related subjects,

The Hellenic Side expressed its open support to Roma-
nia’'s efforts to become a full-member of the European
Union. In this respect, the Hellenic Republic will supporta
favourable decision concerning Romania’s accessian

among the candidate countries starting the negotiations in
the year 2000, on the occasion of the Council of Ministers
Summit, to be held in Heisinki, December 1999.

The Romanian Side requested the assistance ofthe Hel-
lenic Republic on issues related to preparatory works on
Romania’s accession to E.U. Ta this end, the Greek Side
agreed to arganise informal meetings.

The Romanian Side also requested the Greek support for
the improvemant of legal framework between Romania
and E.U. by the negotiations of other Agreements in the
field of trade with wines and certification of the quality ofthe
goods. as well as for the avoiding of any commercial de-
fence measures against the Romanian metallurgical prod-
ucts.

v

The Romanian Sicde expressed its satisfaction for the
granting ofthe Credit Facility, amountingto USD 20 miltion.
Furthermore, a new Credit Facility has been requested for
the unused amount of about USD 14 million to be ab-
sorbed, especially in investment projects and consumer
goods.

The Greek Side promised to examine positively the Ro-
manian Side’s request for a new Credit Facility, the terms
and conditions of which are 1o be mutually agreed.

v

The Romanian Side expressed its appreciation for the
technical assistance, programmes provided by the Hel-
lenic Bepubilic.

The Hellenic Side will also consider favourably the re-
quest ofthe Romanian Side to continue organising training
courses and seminars on E.U. related subjects {for Roma-
nian experts of the public and private sectors, as well as
other projects) in the framework of the Hallenic bilateral
technical assistance pragramme.

The two Sides expressed their satisfaction for the fruitful
cooperation among their competent institutions and or-
ganisations in the framework of the Q.E.C.D. and D.A.C,
programmes and underlined their interest to pursue this
coaperation for the mutual benefit of the companies’ mem-
bers participating in the JOP/Phare (Facility I) programme
and other programmes of the European Union.

They aiso agreed to apply jointly for the E.U. JOP/Phare
Programme aiming to finance the organisation of direct
contacts between Greek and Romantan companies, in or-
der to identify potential partners and projects for the cre-
ation and development of eligible joint ventures in Roma-
nia.

Vi

In parallel with the 16-th Session of the Romanian-Hel-
lenic Intergovernmental Joint Committee for Economic, In-
dustrial and Technical Cooperation a Romanian-Hellenic
Business Forum was organised in Bucharest, with the par-
ticipation of the business mission from Greece which ac-
companied the Governmental delegation,

The next Session of the Hellenic-Romanian Intergovern-
mental Committee for Economic, Industrial and Technical
Cooperation will be held in Athens, in the year 2000, at a
time which is to be mutually agreed.

The Protocol was signed on March 30-th, 1998, in
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Bucharest, in two original copies in the English language,
both texts being equally authentic.
