May 31. 1973,

have agreed wpon the following Cultural Programme for the years 1999, 2000 and
2004,

1. _SCIENCE AND EDUCATION

ARTICLE 1
Roth Sides shall encourage the cooperation between the Academy of Athens and the

Bulgarian Academy of Sciences on the basis of signing a direct agreement within the

limils of the available financial resnurces of the twao institutions

ARTICLE 2
Both Sides shall encourage the direct cooperation between the higher sducational

institutions of the two countries theough exchange of documentation and expericnce in

the field of educational management, scientific and research octivities etc.

ARTICLE

Both Sides shall exchange information on scizntific events, conferences, cungresses
and ymposia, organised by them, and shalt facitiate the participation of representatives

of th~ other side therein.

ARTICLE }

1 Both Sides shall grant each academi. year on a mutual basis, three (3)
scholarships for a full course of study at their resprctive institutions of higher education.

1 Roth Sides shall grant annuaity, on n mutual basis, five (§) scholarships of
duration ot ten (10) months each, for post- gradurie studies or scientific research

3. Both Siles shafl grant annually, on » mutual basis, six (6) scholarships tor

participation in summer conrses in language, history and culture

ARTICLL S

During the validity of the present Programme, Both Sides shall exchange six (6)
members of the academic statf of their institutions of higher education, for a period of
eight (8) days each, with the purpose of giving lectures, exchanging experience in the

field of higher education and facilitating scientific contacts.

ARTICLE 6

During the validity of the present Programme, Both Sides shall invite three (3)
scientists from the other country, for a petiod of up to eight (8) days, with the purpose of
participating in symposia, congresses etc. laking place in the other country or facilitating

scientific contacts.

ARTICLE 7

During the validity of this Programme, Both Sides shall exchange two (2) specialists
in the field of the administration of Educotion and two (2) teachers from the Primary or
Secondary Education, for a period of up to seven (7) days. in order to get acquainted with
the educational syslem of the nther side.

ARTICLE S
Both Sides shall continue their cooperation amed at providing objective
presentation of the history, geography and culture of the other country in the textbooks of
the Primary and Secondary Education, in accordance with the spirit and objectives of
UNESCO and the Coursil of Furope. To this end, specirlists fram both sides shall mect.
following an exchange of relevant texthooks. The mecting may be held in Athens or in
Safia during the secord half of 2000 Details shall be agreed upon through diptomatic

chunnels

Both Sides shai! encourage the exchange of information and documentation with a
view to [acilitating their respective competent authorities in the recognition and
equivalence of diplomas, certificates and scientific titles. in accordance with the

regutations and legal provisions of each country

ARTICLE 10
Both Sides shall facilitale the exchange of lectures in Greek and Bulgarian
language, in literature and culture respectively, regulated under the direct agreements
between the institutions of higher educatian.
The Bulgarian Side expresses its wish for the apening of a lectiurer post in Butlgarian

language and civilisation at a Greek University.

Students from Both Sidee could be enrolled. at their nwn expenses, for a futl course

of studies at the instittions ivher education of ther country, in accordance with

the legislation in the receivine my.

The Hellenic Side shall grant anemally five (5) one-month scholarships lor the

attendance to the summer seminar of language and culture.

ARTICLE 16

Both Sides shall encourage initiatives targeting the inter-bafkan cooperation in the

field of education

ARTICLE 17

Both Sides shat! take all necessary steps to promote their respective languages.

Both Sides shall encourage the cooperation between their libraries, which may
include exchange of books, publications and periodicals, as well as exchange of micro-

B. FINANCIAL P'ROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF SCIENCE AND

delegations vte, sent under this Programme to the receiving country's capital and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide:

- 22.000 drachmas daily for hotel accommodation and allowance

- expenses for a one or two-day (1-2) visit to archaeological or historical
sites.

3. The Bulgarian Party shall communicate in advance, through diplomatic

The recciving Pacty shall notify the sending Party of its decision, at least 30
days pricr to the proposed departure date. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving
Party. the sending Party shall communicate the exact date of departure, at feast 15 days in

b) Fxchange of Exhibitions

‘The sending Party shall inform the receiving Party at least 12 months in advance
abont the dates and the theme of the exhibition under preparation. To make proper
arrangemients for the exhihition the sending Party shall provide essential technical
information on the intended exhibition as well as material indispensable for the printing
of the catalogue {preface, list of objects, photos, etc), at least three (3) months before the
opening. Fxhibits will reach the place of destination at least 15 days before the opening.

Exhibitions of national value shall only be organised on the basis of a special
agreement, signed between the competent institutinns of the two conntries.

D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Fxchange of Individuals

Cost of travel and reception of persous arriving under this Programme will be
covered as follows:

In case of damage. the receiving Party shall
supply the sending Party free-of-charge with complete dncumentation referring to the
cause of damage, in order to facilitate the sending Party to claim damages fom the
Insurance Company. The receiving Paity is not authorised to restore the damaged exhibits
to their original state without the consent of the sending Party.
