OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

THE MINISTRY OF INTERIOR
OF THE ARAB REPUBLIC OF EGYPT

CONCERNING MATTERS FALLING WITHIN THEIR COMPETENCE

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Arab Republic
of Egypt, hereinafter called "the Parties”, expressing their willingniess to strengthen
and improve the already existing friendly and cooperative relations between the two

States,

expressing their concerns about the danger of spreading of international organized
crime, international illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances
and terrorism,

respecting the international agreements and legislations existing in both States and

without prejudice to their previous commitments, based on bilateral and multilateral
agreements with third conntries, the Parties agree on the following:

ARTICLE |
The Parties shall cooperate and provide mutual assistance on the following fields:
a) Fighting against terrorism.
b) Fighting .agn‘inst illif:it activities concerning weapons-and explosives in all their
forn.u wlth.m the' limits of available potentials of each Party and within the
ambite of its national laws and procedures prescribed by these laws.

c) Fuhﬁng against forgery and counterfeiting of any kind of identity documents.

d) Fighting agfin‘st. illegal immigration, illegal movement of individuals, trade in
- «people and illicit infiltration cases.
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'¢)  Fighting against illicit production, consumption and trafficking in narcotic drugs
and psychotropic substances.

f) Fighting ¥gainst organized crime.

g) Fighting against illicit trafficking of cultural inheritance, valuable stones and
metals as well as other valuable items.

h) Fighting against international illegal economic activities and legalization of
proceeds coming from criminal activities.

i)  Fighting against cbuntetfciting and forgery of banknotes, credit cards and other
values.

j)  Training and education of police personnel.

The cooperation between the two Parties on the above mentioned fields in the Article
1 will be achieved through:

ARTICLE 3

In otder to improve the effectiveness of the cooperation, the Parties shall hold
meetmgs of experts within the framework of their competence, whenever both agree
that it is necessary to deal with urgent and special matters, such as the mass flow of
illicit immigrants, systematic trafficking in narcotic drugs, weapons and other forms

of organized crime, as well as, terrorism in general.

ARTICLE 4

Each Party may totally or partially deny the cooperation in the cases, that it
could put in danger its national sovereignity, security of its national interests
ot it is contrary to its national legislation.

The denial of cooperation is served in writing to the other Party without delay.

The implementation of this Agreement is subject to the national legislation of
each Party.

Neither Party may make publlc or transfer to a third country any conf 1dent1al
information, unless it receives the other Party’ s consent.

For the ditcct cooperation in the implementation of this Agreement, the Parties
shall exchange a list containing the authorized bodies responsible for
communication and cooperation.

The responsible bodies are:

The International Police Cooperation Division of the Ministry of Public Order.

The International Cooperation Committee of the Ministry of Interior.
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ARTICLE 5

The Parties shall cooperate on cases of illegal entry and forged trave] documents. Each
case shall be examined individually, .

ARTICLE 6

The Parties shall communicate mutually, through diplomatic channels, specimens of
new travel documents, seals and types of visas, in order to prevent the illegal crossing

of frontiers.

ARTICLE_ 7

2. The two Parties shall set up 2 Coordination Committee, responsible for the
implementation of the Agreement, which shall be chaired byMinister of Public
Order for the Hellenic Republic, and the the Minister of Interior, for the Arab
Republic of Egypt or their representatives of the two Ministries, with the
participation of experts.
