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AGREEMENT
between the Goverument of the Hellenic Republic
and the Government of the Republic of Croatia
on Co-operation in the field of Tourism

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Croatia,
hereinafter referred to as “the Contracting Parties"

Guided by their joint desire to strengthen the existing friendly relations between the two countries
and by the need to develop a comprehensive bilateral co-operation in the field of tourism,

Aware of the importance of tourism, not only for the economies of the two countries, but also for the
understanding between the two peoples,

Intending to make their co-operation in tourism more effective for the benefit of both peoples,
have agreed as follows:
Article 1

The Contracting Parties shall encourage, as much as possible, the co-operation among travel
agencies, companies, organisations and other appropriate bodies of the two countries in order to
increase tourist traffic and tourist exchanges between the two countries and with the aim of
encouraging travel from third countries.

Article 2

With the aim of acquainting the public of the other Contracting Party with their tounst
attractions and of increasing the bilateral tounst movement the Contracting Parties shall encourage
reciprocal tourist promotion through the exchange of information and other promotional means in
accordance with their respective laws and regulations.

Article 3

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the exchange of experience and know-how in the
field of tourism with particular emphasis on arket research, privatisation processes and the
management of tourist firms.

Article 4

The Contracting Parties, in accordance with the legislation in force of both countries, shall
encourage and mutually facilitate the investments of Greek and Croatian entrepreneurs, as well as
joint ventures in their tourist sectors. For this purpose, they will also regularly report to each other
_the incentives for tourist investments granted by their national legislation as well as the opportunities
Tot-Such.investments existing each time in the two countries.
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Article §
The Contracting Parties shall encourage the exchange of visits of tourist journalists and
television and radio reporters as well as reporters from all other media, so that they can inform more
effectively the public about the possibilities of the two countries in the field of Tourism.

Article 6

The Contracting Parties shall investigate all possible forms of co-operation in the field of
training of personnel employed in the tourist sector.

Article 7

Each Contracting Party shall extend the necessary assistance to the tourists of the other
country within the framework of its national legislation.

Article 3

The Contracting Parties may establish national Tourist Information Offices in the territory of
the other Panty, offices that will not be engaged in commercial activities and the operation of which
will be regulated by a special agreement concluded for this purpose.

Article 9

All forms of co-operation resulting from this Agreement shall be carried out in conformity
with the national legislation of the Contracting Parties and without prejudice to their internauonal
obligations.

Article 10

With the aim of implementing this Agreement through bilateral consultations and through the
submission of recommendations to their competent authorities a Joint Commission shall meet
periodically made up of equal number of representatives of the Contracting Parties.

The Contracting Parties may invite their representatives and experts both from the public and
private tourist sectors to participate.

The Joint Commission shall meet in each of the countries alternately and, if possible, once a
year.

Each meeting shall be presided over by the Head of the Delegation ot the country in which
the meeting is being held.

Article 11

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date upon which both Contracting Parties will
have potified each other, through diplomatic channels, of the completion of the legal formalities
required in each country for the entry into force of the Agreement.

This Agreement shall remain in force for five (5) years and shall thereafter be renewed each
time for additional five year periods, unless denounced by notification by one of the Contracting
Parties at leastsix (6) months prior to the expiration of each period.
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The present Agreement shall, upon its entry into force, replace the Agreement concluded on 18-
6-1959 between the Kingdom of Greece and the Federal People's Republic of Yugoslavia for the creation
of a Jaint Committee on Tourist matters which remained in force in the relations between the Hellenic
Republic and the Republic of Croatia, according to the Agreement by exchange of notes (30-3-1995, 6-4-
1995) between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Croatia on the succession to bilateral treaties
concluded between Greece and Yugoslavia.

Done in Athens, on the 2374 day of November 1998, in two original copies in the Greek, Croatian and
English languages, all three versions being equally authentic. In case of any difference in interpretation
the English version shall prevail.
