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BASIC AGREEMENT ON SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNOLOGICAL-
COOPERATION BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED
MEXICAN STATES

The Governmant of the Heilenic Republic and the Govemment of the United
Mexican States, hereinafter referrad to as “the Parties™;

MOTIVATED by the desire to strengthen the traditional ties of frendship
existing between the peopie of the two countries;

CONSCIOUS of their common interest to promete and foster scientific and
technological progress and of the mutual advantage that would result from
cooperation in fields of commaon interest:

CONVINCED of the importance of establishing mechanisms that contribute to
the development of such progress and of the ne2ed to implement scientific and
technological cooperatlon programmes that have a significant impact on the
economic and social advancement of their respective countries;

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE |

The Parties shall encourage and support cooperation in the fields of science,
and technology on the basis of equality and mutual benefit, in accordance with the
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provisions of the present Agreament and the nationa laws and regulations of the
Parties.

ARTICLE Il

1. The Parties commit themselves to elaborate and execute, by mutual
agreement, programmes and projects on scisntific and technological cooperation,
taking into account the priorities of the two countries in research and development.

2. Far the purposes of bilateral caoperation, the Parties shall encourage
and support direct contacts between research and technological institutions of the
public and private sector, hereinafter referred to as "Cooperating Entities" of the two
countries in conformity with their respective national legislation.

3. Based on this Agreement, the Cocparating Entities may sign direct
agreements on scientlic and technological cooperation in conformity with their
respective paticnal legis!ation.

ARTICLE Ui

The cooperaticn between the Parties couid be effectad through the following
_modalities: |

a}  joint research and development programmes and projects,

including the exchange of documentation with the respective
results;

b}  exchange of scientists, researchers and technical experts;

ARTICLE IV

Whenever deemed appmﬁﬁate. the Parties may by mutual consent, request

_ﬁnanclng from and the participation of muitifateral organizations of scientific and

technological cooperation as well as the participation of scientists, researchers,

fechnical experts, civil institutions and organizations from the public and private

sectors of third countries in the exacution of programmas and projects. carmied out

under this Agreement. The cost of such participation for multilateral organizations
and third countries normally be bome by them uniess tha Parties stipulate ctherwise.

ARTICLE V

1. I order to bring aboyt appropriate mnditlons to concede facilities and
Mnmrt an effective implementation of the activities of this Agreement, the Parties wili
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set up a Joint Commission on Scientific and Technological Cooperation composed of
representatives of the Parties, The Joint Commission will meet biennially alternately
in each of the two countries on the dates agreed upon through dipiomatic channels.

2 Tha Joint Commission will have the following functions:

© a) defing the priority areas for the establishment and execution of
specific scientific and technological cooperation projects and
programmes. The said projects and programmas together with
defined coordinators and fimit of exchange will be financed by
the Parties according to arficie X;

b} sign protacols containing the evaluation of the past and current
activities and future cocperation as well as the list of mutually
accepted projects of cooperation after evaluation of the [oint

_propesals received;

c) overses, formulate and submit to the Parles its
recommendations for the proper implermentation of this:
Agreement.

3. The Joint Commission may elaborate its own rules of procedure,

ARTICLE VI

Each projact and programme should spaclfy the detailed areas, the objectives,
Modalities and the time frame of cooperation agreed upon and adepted by the Joint
Qumrhissinn. and shalt be presented in the form of Biennial Executive Programmes.
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ARTICLE Vi

Sclentific research and research and development projects results and any
other information derived from the cooperation activities under this Ag;'eement will be
anticunced, pubiished or mmmercially exploited by the Cocperating Entities
according to the intemational standards conceming the intellecteal property law, and
upon agreement by the Parties by mutual consent,

ARTICLE VIl -

1. Each Party will make every effort to provide to the personnel of the
other Party participating in the joint projects and programmes, as weil as to the
personnel of multilateral organizations and to thosa from third countries, mentioned in
Article IV, all the necessary assistance in its temtory, including the facilities for the
entry, stay and exit thereof.

2. The personnel sent to cna of the Parties by the Other, as well as tha
personne! mentioned In Article IV shall be subject to the provisions of the national
legistation of the receiving country. Such personnet in no case shall engage in any
activity other than their functions, nefther receive any remuneration beyond that
stipulated, without prior authorization of the Parties hereto, according to their
respective natienal legisiation.

ARTICLE IX

The Parties will facilitate the supply of equipment and materials {0 be used in
the executlon of pmjects and programmas in conformity with their respective natipnai
legisiation,
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ARTICLE X

The cost of intemational transportation between the capitais of the Parties,
incurred in transferring persconnel raferrad in Article lll-b of this Agreement, will be
covered by the Party who sends such personnel. The cost of accommodation,
subsistence and local transportation necessary o execute the programmes and
projects will be paid by the receiving Party, unless the Partles agree ctherwise.

ARTICLE XI

The Executive bodies in charge of coordinating the cooperation activities
derived from this Agreement wil be for the Government of the Hellenic Repubiic, the
Ministry of Development - General Secretariat for Research and Technology - and for
the Govemment of the United Mexican States, the Ministry of Foreign Relations -
Mexican institute for intemational Cooperation.

ARTICLE XII
The present Agreement shall not affect or wi“ not prejudice the valldity or

execution of any obligation arsing from other international treaties or agreements
concluded by aither Party, including those arsing from the European Union.

ARTICLE XHl

Any questions related to the interpretation or implementation of the present
Agreement shall be settled through consuitations within the Joint Commission or
betwesn the Parties.
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ARTICLE XIV

1. The present Agreement shall enter into force on the date when the
Parties notify each other through diplomatic channels of the completion of the
necessary naticnal legal procedures. The date of the last notification is deemed to be
tha data of the coming Into force of the present Agreement.

2, This Agreement shali remain in force for the next five years and will
then be automatically renewed for subsequent periods of five years at a time, unless
either of the Parties serves written notice to the. Other through diplomatic channels,.
six months in advance, of its intention to terminate the Agreemant prior to its expiry.

3. The termination of the present Agreement shall not affect the
programmes and projects already under execution, unless the Parties agree to the
contrary.

Done in Athens, on the fourteenth day of June1999, in two originals each in
‘the Greek, Spanish and English languages, all the texts being equally authentic. In
the case of any divergence, the English text shall prevail.
