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AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF ESTONIA
ON INTERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT OF PASSENGERS AND
GOODS

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Republic of Estonia, hereafter czlled the Contraciing Parties,

- desirous of prometing international co-ogeration in the field of road
transport between their two countries and in transit through their
territories;
inspired by the principle of liberalisation regarding road transport;

based on the principle of reciprocity and mutual interest,

have agreed as follows:

Article 1

‘the provisions of this Agreement apply to:

T. The road transport of passengers and goods between the two

Contracting Parties and in transit through their respective territories.

Z The journey of empty vehicles in connection with paragraph 1 of this
Article,
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Article 2

For the purposes of this. Agreement:

1. The term «carrier» means a physical or legal person established in
either Contracting Party who has the right to carry out transport of

passengers or goods by road, conforming to the laws and regulations

in force in its country.

2. The term «vehicie» means :

a. for the transport off goods : a motor vehicle or a combination of
vehicles of which at least the motor vehicle is registered in the
territory of one of the Caontracting Parties and which is used and

equipped exclusively for the carriage of goods.

b. for the transport of passengers : any motor vehicle registered in the
territory of one of the Contracting Parties, which by virtue of its
construction and its equipment, is suitable for carrying more than nine

seated persons , including the driver.

3. The term «transit» means the transport of goods and passengers by a
carrier registered in one Contracting Party through the territory of the
other Contracting Party.
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|. TRANSPORT OF PASSENGERS
A. Scope and Definitions

Article 3

For the purposes of the transport of passengers, this Agreement shall
apply to all passenger transport services for hire or reward or on own
-account by passenger motor vehicles {(coaches and buses), between the

two Contracting Parties and in transit through their territories.

The term «own account passenger transport cperations» means the
operations carried out by an undertaking for its own employees or by
a non-profit-making body for the transport of its members in

connection with its social bbjective provided that:

-the transport aétivity is only an anciliary activity for the undertaking
or body;

-the vehicles used are the property of that undertaking or body or
have been obtained on deferred terms by them or have besn the

subject of a long term leasing contract and are driven by a member of
the staff of the undertaking or body.

Article 4

for the purpose of transport of passengers:

1. «Regular services» means services which provide for carriage of
passengers according to a specific frequency and along specified

routes, whereby passengers may be taken up or set down at
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predetermined stopping points. Regular services are subject to the
cbiigation of respecting previously established time tables and tariffs.

2. «Shuttle services» means services whereby, by means of repeated
outward and return journeys, previously formed groups of passengers
are carried from a single place of departure to a single destination,
situated in the territory of the two Contracting Parties respectively.
Each group consisting of the passengers who made the outward
journey, shall be carried back to the place of departure on a later
journey.

a. [n the course of shuttle services, no passenger may be taken up or

set down during the journey.

b. The first return joumnéy and the last outward journey in a series of

shutties shall be unloaded.

C. Regular and shuttle services and conditions regarding their
operation are to be determined on the basis of a mutual
agreement of the competent authorities of the two Contracting
Parties, either directly or on the basis of conclusions accepted by
the Joint Committee which is established under Article 13 of this

Agreement.

3. In transit transport of passengers no passenger may be taken up or
set down unless the Contracting Parties decide otherwise through the

Joint Committee mentioned in Article 13,
4. «QOccasional services» are:

a. Closed door tours, that is to say services, whereby the same
vehicle is used to carry the same group of passengers throughout
the journey and to bring them back to the place of departure,
which is the country where the vehicle is registered.
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b. Services which make the outward journey loaded and the retumn
joumey unloaded.

c. Services which make the outward journey unloaded and the return
jourmey loaded with passengers picked up at the same point of the
country where the vehicle is not registered, provided that
passengers:

(1) constitute a previously formed group under a contract of carriage
concluded before their arrival in the territory of the Contracti.ng
Party where they are picked up, or;

(2) have been previously brought by the same carrier under the terms
of subparagraph b of this paragrach, and proviced that they are
picked up again and carried back o the territory of the country
where the vehicle is registered;

(3) have been invited to travel into the territcry of the country where
the vehicle Is registered, the cost of transport being borne by the

person issuing the invitation.

B. Access to the market

Article 5

1. The occasional services referred to in Article 4, paragraph 4, shall be
exempted from the need for any transport authorisation in the territory

of the Contracting Party, where the vehicle is not registered.

2. The occasional services shall be carried out under the cover of a

control document,

3. The control document shall consist of a journey form.
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4. The journey form shall contain at least the following information:
a) the type of service;
b) the main itinerary;
c) the carrier(s) involved;
d) acomplete list of passengers.

5. The control document forms shail be supplied by the competent
authorities of the Contracting Parties, where the vehicie is registered

or by bodies appointed by those authorities.

6. For the case of paragraph 4c (1) of Article 4, a copy of the transport
contract shail also be required.
For the case of paragraph 4c (2) of Article 4, the document that
accompanied the vehicle during the loaded outward journey and the
unloaded return journey shall be required.

7. No permit is required for the replacement of a breakdown bus.

8. Passenger transport on one’s own account is subject to authorisation
issued by the competent authorities of the Contracting Party, where

the vehicle is registered.

Article 6

1. Regular and shuttle services are subject to authorisation.

2. Authorisations shall be issued in the name of the transport carrier.
They may not be transferred by the latter to third parties. However,
the carrier who has received the authorisation may operate services

through a subcontractor.
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3.

The pericd of validity of an authorisation shall not exceed five years

and shall not be less than one year for reqular services and shall not
exceed che year for shuttle services.

4. Authorisations shall specify the following:

3

a) the name and address of the carrier;

b) the type of services;

c) the route of the service, giving in particular the place of departure
and the place of destination and the border-crossing points;

d) the period of validity of the authorisation.

Accompanying decuments of the authorisation are :

- a timetable of itineraries:

" - a drawing of the journey;

- tariffs;
- in additicn, the stops for reguiar services.

The above documents shall be approved and validated by the
issuing autherity.

Applications for authorisation shall be submitted to the competent
authority of the Contracting Party, where the vehicle is registered,
which can accept it or not. In case the application does not raise any
objections, the above authority shall communicate it to the competent
authority of the other Centracting Party. If the latter agrees, then each

competent authority shall issue the authorisation for that part of the
itinerary, which is performed in its territory.

The application in two copies shall contain data requested by
national regulations as weill as a drawing of the line containing well

marked bus-stops and kilometres. The competent authorities are
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allowed to ask carriers to provide any relevant data that may be
considered necessary.

7. Regular services in transit transport are performed with authorisations
issued by the country in transit after an application in written form with
all necessary attachments is submitted by the country which has
issued the authorisation for the regular service. Its validity shail be of

1 to 5 years and shall be granted free of charge.

8. During the journey the authorisation or its certified copy, issued by the

competent authority must be on the vehicle.

8. Authorisations shall conform to the model which will be agreed upon

by the Joint Committee, mentioned in Article 13 of this Agreement.

10. A regular service is approved and can start operating once the
competent authorities of both Contracting Parties have exchanged

the authorisation with all necessary enclosures.

Article 7

Curing the first three months of every calendar vyear, the carriers
operating regular services should forward the competent authorities in

their country the following data of the previous year :
a) number of journeys and kilcmetres:

b} number of passengers.

The above data must be exchanged between the Contracting Parties.
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Article 8

Transit through the territory of one Contracting Party of occasional

services, performed by a vehicle registered in the territory of the other

Contracting Party, is exempted frem any authorisation.

Il. TRANSPORT OF GOQODS

Article 9

Carriers established in the territory of one of the Contracting Parties
are allowed to carry out jnternational road gooeds transport for hire or
reward between the two Contracting Parties (bilateral transport), as
well as through their territories to other countries (transit transport)

using a permit issued by the competent authorities of the other
Contracting Party.

There shall be nc restrictions regarding the number of permits

provided for in paragrapn 1 of this Article.

. With regard to road goods transport carried out by carriers of one

Contracting Party, departing from the territory of the other Contracting
Party and bound for a third country (triangular transport), a special
permit shall be issued by the Contracting Party from which or to
which the transport is carried out. These special permits can only be
used by the carriers in whose name they were issued and they are
not transferrable. The potentiality of issuing such kind of permits, as
well as their number, shall be determined by the Joint Committee,
mentioned in Article 13 of thié_ Agreement.
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Article 10

The type of permits mentioned in Article 9 of this Agreement, is to be

determined by the competent authcrities of the Contracting Parties

directly or on the basis of the conclusions adopted by the Joint
Committee mentioned in Article 13.

Article 11

On the basis of Article 9, paragraph 1 of this Agreement, the competent
authorities of the two Contracting Parties shall exchange each year the
requested permits fhrough diplomatic channels or through the procedure

decided by the Joint Committee mentioned in Article 13.

During the first period of implementation of this Agreement, namely,
before its entry into force, the two Contracting Parties agree to fulfil the
needs concerning the bilateral and transit road goods' transport, as this
would be notified to their respective competent authorities through

diplematic channels.
Article 12

Notwithstanding the provisions of Article 9 of this Agreement, permits are

not required in the following cases:

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With regard to the transport operations referred to in this Article, the
driver must keep all papers and documents that clearly indicate that one

of the above kinds of transport is the case.

Ill. GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 13

In order to regulate all questions regarding the implementation and

application of this Agreement, a Joint Committee shall be established.

This Committee is to be composed of the representatives of the two
Contracting Parties who can invite representatives of the road transport

industry to the meetings.

The Joint Committee shall meet once per year or at the request of either

Contracting Party, alternately in either Contracting Party.

The agenda of the meeting shall be presented by the Contracting Party
hosting, or requesting if this is the case. Each meeting shall be
concluded with the adoption of a protocol signed by the heads of

delegations of the two Contracting Parties.

Article 14

The Contracting Parties notify each other that the competent authorities
to settle the questions connected with the implementation of the

provisions of this Agreement shall be:
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- For the Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of Transport and
Communications.

- For the Republic of Estonia, the Ministry of Transport and
Communications.

Article 15

1. The Contracting Parties agree thzat vehicles registered in the territory
of one Contracting Party are exempted from sl taxes and other
duties, for the use of the road networks, in the territcry of the other
Contracting Party, as well as any other possibie charges. However,
these exemptions shall not apply to the payment of road tolls and
bridge tolls which shall zlways be required on the basis of the
principte of non discrimination between the two Contracting Farties.

2. The fuel contaired in the normal, by the manufacturer built-in tanks of
the vehicle intended to drive the vehicle ‘and for the preservation of

goods at controlied temperature, as well as lubricants and spares are

exempt from alt import duty in the territory of the host country.

Article 16

Carriers of a Contracting Party and the crews of their vehicles shall,

when on the territory of the other Contracting Party, comply with the laws
and regulations in force in that country.
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Article 17

1. The permissible maximum weight, axle weight and dimensions of
vehicles must not exceed those entered in the registration
documents nor the upper limits in force in the host country, and in
no case must be lower than what applies in the European Union.

2. The use in the host country of vehicles whose weight, dimensions
or load exceed the permissible upper limits is permitted only with a
special permit applied for in advance, issued by the relevant

authorities of the host country.

Article 18

The vehicles of the Contracting Parties that carry out international

transport shall have insurance coverage.

Articie 19

The running of cabotage services in road transport of passengers and

goods is prohibited.

Article 20

The provisions of intemational conventions that the Contracting Parties

have acceded to, are applied to customs and health control at the border
Crossing points.

The said control is carried out, if possible, with priority given to transport

of patients, animals and perishable goods.

Article 21

Any vehicle of the Contracting Party carrying out international transport
in the territory of the other Contracting Party must be granted a valid

roadworthiness certificate by a state authoerity,

The relevant authorities of the Contracting Party in whose territory the
transport operation is carried out may request the performance of

technical controf on the vehicles of the other Contracting Party.

Any vehicle of the Contracting Party carrying out international transport
in the territory of the other Contracting Party and carryving dangerous

and/or perishable goods must keep all the documents foreseen by the
ADR and ATP Agreements.

Article 22

1. The carriers of a Contracting Party have a duty, in the territory of

the other Contracting Party, to comply with obligations arising from
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muititateral intemational agreements to which the twe Contracting
Parties are parties to, from the present Agreement and from
national legislation, particularly ftraffic and enforcement rules,
customs arrangements and any permit conditions and restrictions.
2. Without prejudice to criminal proceedings, the competent authority
of the country where the vehicle is registered, shall, in the event of
serious or repeated infingements committed in the territory of the
host country, and at the latter's request, take the following

administrative acticn:

- issue a warning,
- prohibit access to the territory of the Contracting Party
where the infringement was committed.

In particularly serious cases, the competent authority of the host country
may temporarily prohibit access pending a decision by the competent

authority of the country where the vehicle is registered.

The Contracting Parties shall keep each other mutually informed on
decisions taken.

Article 23

The Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last
notification through diplomatic channels by the Contracting Parties
confirming that the internal legal requirements have been fulfilled.
