PREAMBLE

In view of the Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty regarding
the Status of their Forces, signed in London on 19 June 1951,

In view of the Protocol on the Status of International Military Headquarters set up
pursuant to the North Atlantic Treaty, signed in Paris on 28 August 1952, and, in particular,
Article XVI, paragraph 2, according to which this Protocol may be supplemented by bilateral
agreements between the receiving State and a Supreme Headquarters;

In view of the Agreement among the States Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and
the other States Participating in the Partnership for Peace regarding the Status of their Forces
signed in Brussels on 19 June 1995, and any Protocols thereto which enter into force in the
territory of the Hellenic Republic; and

Considering that special provisi'ons should be determined regarding the establishment
and operation of International Military Headquarters on the territory of the Hellenic Republic;
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THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND

SUPREME HEADQUARTERS ALLIED POWERS EUROPE

have agreed as follows:

DEFINITIONS

In the present agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “Supplementary Agresment"),
the term:

1-1. "Agreement" means the Agreement between the Parties to the North Atlantic
Treaty regarding the Status of their Forces, signed in London on 19 June 1951;

12, *Protocol” means the Protocol on the Status of International Military
Headquarters established by virtue of the North Atlantic Treaty, signed in
Paris on 28 August 1952;

1-3.  “P{P SOFA” means the Agreement ameng the States Parties to the North
Autlantic Treaty and the other States Participating in the Partnership for
Peace regarding the Status of their Forces signed in Brussels on 15 June
1995 and any Protocols thereto which enter into force in the territory of
Greece;

1-4.  "Headquarters" means

(2) Any international military activities, including temporary headquarters or
units, subordinate to SHAPE located in Greece, or

(b} Any national or international support units of the Headquarters together
with liaison teams and NATO detachments and agencies attached to the
Headquarters, unless it is obvious from the text of this agreement that they are
not included.

1-5. “SHAPE" means the Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers, Europe.
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1-6. “SACEUR” means the Supreme Allied Commander, Europe.

1-7.  "MOD GR" means the Greek Ministry of National Defence.

1-8.  "Dependnt” means those persons as defined in Anticle I, paragraph 1(c) of the
Agreement. Upon approval of the Parties to this Supplementary Agreement,
other family members may be considered as dependants when authorized by
Greek legislation.

1-9. “"Members" means

(2) Members of the "Force" as it is defined in Article IIl.1.a of the Protocdl,
provided they are assigned or attached to a Headquarters in Greece, or

(b) Members of the civilian component, as defined in Article TILLb of the
Protocol, and who are assigned or attached to 2 Headquarters in Greece

(c) Members, both military and civilian, of the staffs of the national military
representatives or national units in support of a Headquarters in Greece.

(d) Persons employed by contractors whose official business address is in any
NATO member country other than Greece, and who directly provide services
to a Headquarters in Greece; unless they are:

(1) nationals of any State which is not a Party to the North Atlantic
Treaty;,

(2) Greek nationals; or

(3) persons ordinarily resident in Greece,
(e) Members, both military and civilian, from nations in the Partnership
for Peace Programme and who are attached to or associated with a
Headquarters in Greece and not ordinarily resident in Greece.

ARTICLE 2

RECOGNITION OF MEMBERS AND DEPENDANTS -~ RESIDENT PERMITS

2.1. Members and their dependants shall be recognized to have this capacity only

upon being officially announced to the Greek authorities, who will issue special identification
cards signed by competent Greek authorities. The Headquarters will assist the Greek
authorities in maintaining up-to-date lists of the recognized members and dependants. The
Headquarters will notify immediately the Greek authorities when such members and
dependants depart Greece at the end of the assignment.

2-2.  Resident permits in Greece shall not be required for the members and their
dependants.

ARTICLE 3
LOCATION QF HEADOUARTERS

The location and any change of location of any Headquarters on Greek territory in
time of peace shall be the subject of direct agreements between the Greek Government and

ARTICLE 4 §
L OF HEAD ERS o

4-1.  The Greek Government shall be informed of the authorized personnel strength of the
Headquarters. During times of peace, SHAPE is authorized to increase the personnel strength

of each Headquarters by a further 10%, and will annually inform the Greek Government of the
strengths of such Headquarters.

4-2. ' If a proposed increase in authorized strength would result in the 10% ceiling being
exceeded, SHAPE shall obtain the prior approval of the MOD GR to a new authorized
personncl strength, Such a new authorized personnel strength may thereafter be increased by
the Headquarters up to a maximum of 10% without any further authorization.

4-3.  Additional national support units, national estz:blishments, and national liaison teams,
beyond those established or declared to be soon established by the date of signature of this
Supplementary Agreement, will not be established without prior agreement of the MOD GR.

4-4.  If manoeuvres or other training exercises are to be conducted by the Headquarters or
by formations under the direction of the Headquarters, the Headquarters concemed shall
notify the general plans of such manoeuvres or exercises to MOD GR in advance. Plans so
notified shall include the authorized strength of personnel and numbers and types of vehicles
intended for participation.

4-5.  During manoeuvres and other training exercises and crisis management, Headquarters
are authorized to increase authorized personnel strengths by more than 10% above the level
existing on the day of signature of this Supplementary Agreement (or effective increase
approved under paragraph 4-2 above). MOD GR shall be notified of this increase as well as
the period of time for which it is to apply.
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ARTICLE S
MMUNITY.
Acting in the spirit of paragraph 2 of Article XI of the Protocol, and subject to the
restrictions contained therein, the Greek Judicial and Administrative Authorities shall not take

measures of execution or other measures the purpose of which is the seizure or attachment
against any property and funds owned by a Headquarters.

ARTICLE 6

IMMUNITY AND PRIVILEGES OF HIGH-RANKING PERSONNEL

6-1. The following immunities and privileges may, during the period of their mission, be
accorded to General and Flag Officers (NATO grade OF-6 and above) of a Headquarters,
provided such officers are not of Greek nationality, or are not permanently resident in Greece:

a. Immunity from arrest or detentian. .

b. Inviolability of their personal papers and documents.

c¢. Facilities with respect to currency or exchange such as accorded to Foreign
Diplomatic Staff of equivalent status.

d. Immunities and facilities with respect to personal baggage as are accorded to
Foreign Diplomatic Staff of equivalent status.

e. Immunity from jurisdiction with respect to words spoken and acts commitied,
including words written by them in their official capacity and within the scope of their

. authority. This immunity will be maintained after their appointment ceases, with
respect to the period of their mission.

6-2. The Greek Government will establish, in agreement with SHAPE, a list of persons who
will benefit by all or part of the immunities and privileges under this article.

6-3. These immunities and privileges are accorded not for the personal advantage of those
who received them, but in order to enable them to perform with complete freedom their
functions under the North Atlantic Treaty.

6-4. SHAPE shall have not only the right but the duty to waive immunity whenever this
would inhibit the normal course of justice and whenever the immunity could be withdrawn
without prejudice to the interests of SHAPE.
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6-5.  SHAPE shall cooperate with the Greek authorities in order to facilitate the prdpcr
administration of justice, ensure adherence to Greek legislation and prevent any abuses to
which these immunities and privileges might lead.

ARTICLET
LEGAL CAPACITY.
7-1.  Any Headquarters, acting on behalf of SHAPE, shall be entitled to perform such legal
actions in accordance with Greek legislation as are essential for its operation. As a result of
this delegation of power, and by virue of the powers of representation, which it possesses, a
Headquarters shall have the capacity to:

a conclude contracts;

b engage in legal or administrative proceedings, either as plaintiff or as
defendant; and :

c. acquire or dispose of property.

7-2. " Legal capacity of SHAPE is exercised by the Supreme Allied Commander, Europe
and in any other authority appointed by him to act in his name.

7-3.  Inaccordance with Article X1, paragraph 1, of the Protocol, when requested to do 5o
by a Headquarters, the Greek Government may act on behalf of such Headquarters in legal
matters in which the Headquarters is an interested party. The Headquarters shall reimburse
any expenditure incurred by the Greek Government under these circumstances.

ICLE 8
CIVILIAN PERSONNEL.

8-1.  The civilian personne! employed at a Headquarters may fall into one of the following
classifications:

t

a. Civilian personnel belonging to the categories specified in Article VII,
paragraph 2, of the Protocol and defined by the North Atlantic Council in its
decision of 10 February 1934 (hereinafter known as NATO civilians);

b. Civilian personnel with local status as anticipated by Article IX, paragraph 4, of
the Agreement (hereinafter known as Local Wage Rate personnel);

¢. Dependants of members of the Headquarters (hereinafter known as
dependants) employed by national elements, support units, or marale and
welfare activities; '
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d. Contractor personnel as defined in Article 1-9 (d) of this Supplementary

Agreement.

8-2. The Headquarters may make direct arrangements for the hiring of NATO civilians.
The terms and conditions of employment of this classification of persomnel shall be governed
exclusively by the contract of employment and by the regulations in force for NATO agencies.

8.3. Pursuant to Article VII, paragraph 2, of the Protocol, NATO civilians are exempted
from the payment of government and focal taxes on the income arising out of salaries and
emoluments paid to them by the Headquarters in their capacity as employees of such
Headquarters. Due to the fact that NATO civilians participate in mandatory NATO-sponsored
health and pension programmes, they are exempt also from similar Greek national
programmes.

8-4. The Government of Greece will hire and administer, on behalf of the Headquarters, the
Local Wage Rate personnel referred to in paragraph 8-1.b of this Agreement. Such personnel
will be employed in accordance with Greek laws and conditions of service, and only their
salary and related administrative expenses will be subject to reimbursement by the
Headquarters. Such administrative expenses shall not exceed 1.5 per cent of the grosssalaries
reimbursed.

8.5. Lahour disputes involving a Headquarters and the civilian personnel referred to in
paragraph 8-l.a of this agreement will be settled by the appropriate NATO internal
regulations.

8-6  When appropriate, civilian personnel, regardless of nationality, must be the subject of a
security check by the authorities of the relevant country. The Govemnment of Greece shall
carry out the security checks of all Greek citizens.

8-7. Al Greek citizens are required to fulfill their active duty military service obligations, as
determiined by Greek law, prior to initiation of their employment as a civilian under this
Article. Reserve military service obligations must also be fuifilled in accordance with Greek
law, but may be fulfilled while employed as 2 civilian pursuant Lo this Article so long as the
military service obligation is not expected to interfere with NATO duties. When requested on
an individual basis by the Headquarters, the appropriate Greek authority may exempt an
individual employee from reserve training, mobilization recall, compulsary labour direction,
and civil defence duties.

8-8. The Headquarters may hire dependants for positions in national elements, suppoct
units, or morale and welfare activities . The persons hired in this category are not subject to
Greek labour law or tax law, unless they are Greek nationals or ordinarily resident in Gresce.

3-9. Work permits shall not be required for the civilian personnel employed by a
Headquarters located in Greece.
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8-10. Any indemnities for loss of job or other termination costs payable to civilian personnel,
as a result of unilateral decisions by the Greek Government leading to the closure, reduction,
relacation, or realignment of any Headquarters, shal! be funded by the Hellenic Republic.

ICLES

ATL

9-1.  The Greek Government, acting on the request and through Greek military authorities,
to whom the Headquarters have previously applied, shall take such measures as may be
necessary to provide all land, buildings, and fixed installations, which have been determined by
mutual agreement to be required for the use by the Headquarters. The Greek Government
shall make such agreed assets available to the Headquarters free of charge and in accordance
with Greek legislation in force,

9-1.  Notwithstanding, the foregoing shall not deprive the Headquarters of the right to
contract independently for land, buildings, installations, and services, subject only to approval
by the Government of Greece of the site and the general plan of the proposed contract(s). At
the request of a Headquarters, the Greek Government may provide such assistance as may be
necessary for the exercise of this right, if practicable.

9-3.  Anyland, buildings, or fixed installations provided for the use of a Headquarters by the
Greek Government without charge, or for a nominal charge, and which is no longer required
by the Headquarters, shall be returned to the Greek Government within six months from the
date of such determination.

9-4.  Any land, buildings, or fixed installations provided for use of a Headquarters, as
defined in Article 1-4 herein, shall be subject to the residual value provisions of Article IX of
the Protocol,

9-5.  The Government of Greece will provide facilities for the Headquarters, which are
funded by the NATO Security Investment Programme (NSIP), according to the applicable
rules and procedures, as authorized by the appropriate NATO Committee.

ARTICLE 10

CURRENCY REGULATIONS:

10-1.  All Headquarters may possess money and currency of all kinds, and all funds
deposited, if in a convertible foreign currency, may be converted into any other foreign
currency, or if in Greek drachma or in Euro, may be converted into any other currency.

10-2. All bank and postal accounts of the Headquarters are exempt from Greek currency
regulations and from any Gresk national emergency measures against bank accounts, for
example, restrictions on withdrawals.
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10-3. While the personal bank and postal accounts of Headquarters’ personnel and their
dependants are normally subject to the appropriate regulations governing such accounts, in the
case of non-Greek personnel, such personal bank accounts are exempt from any national
emergency measures against bank or postal accounts, for example, restrictions on
withdrawals.

ARTICLE 11
POSTAL SERVICES.

11-1. All Headquarters’ correspondence and official postal items may be sent or received
through the Greek postal system by agreement o be established between the Headquarters
and the appropriate Gresk authorities.

11-2. All Headquarters shall be entitled to send and receive messages in cipher and to send
and receive official correspondence and packages by courier or in sealed bags, and shall enjoy
such privileges and immunities as are applicable to diplomatic couriers and bags. Official
correspondence and packages shall not be subject to censorship or customs examination
provided that:

a  the p'ackage bears an official seal, a model of which has been approved by the
North Adantic Treaty Organization and sent to the appropriate Greek authorities;

b. the package is accompanied by 2 courier pursuant to Asticle XI, paragraph 3 of
the Agreement.

11-3. Notwithstanding the exemption in paragraph 2e of Article 15 herein, letters and parcels
sent by or addressed to a Headquarters, or their personnel, from outside the European Union
through the Greek postal system, which do not satisfy the conditions specified in paragraph
11-2 of this Article, will be subject to cusioms examination. '

11-4. By agreement with the appropriate Greek authorities, a Headquarters may, at its own
expense, establish a special, integrated, military post office. '

11-5. Official correspondence and packages may be sent through national military channels,
where such are available, free of charge and free of censorship and customs examination.

11-6. Nations whose members are assigned to the Headquarters may establish and operate
armed forces post offices and courier services in accordance with STANAG 2109.
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ARTICLE 12 '
DRIVING LICENCES.

12-1. The Government of Greece recognizes as valid all civilian and military driving licences
issued by the sending States or subdivisions thereof to military personnel and civilian
components of all Headquarters in Greece, and to their dependants of driving age, under
Greek law, of members- when the vehicles they are driving either bear:

a. Military registration plates; or

b.  Special registration plates for privately-owned vehicles, whether issued by the
appropriate Greek authorities or a Headquarters authorized to issue them.

12-2, Military registration plates provided under paragraph 12-1.a of this Supplementary
Agreement shall be provided by the Government of Gresce without fee or charge, for all
military vehicles registered to a Headquarters. Privately-owned vehicle registration plates
provided under paragraph 12-1.b of this Supplementary Agreement shall be provided by the
Govemnment of Greece upon the payment of a nominal fee, covering only those administrative
costs necessary to cover actual costs associated with the issuance of a vehicle registration
plate.

12-3. When the driving licence is to be used for driving vehicles described under paragraph
12-1.b of this Supplementary Agreement, such licence must be accompanied by a translation in
Greek, endorsed by the Headquarters to which the bearer or sponsor is assigned, and showing
the rank, title, or dependant status of the holder of the licence. All such translations shall be
provided without a driving test or fee, and shall be prepared by the appropriate Hcadquartcrs
concerned.

12-4, The driver of a vehicle bearing Greek civilian registration plates must possess a dnver‘s
licence valid in Greece, in accordance with Greek regulations.

12-S. Members of a Headquarters in Greece holding only a military driving licence can
obtain a Gresk driving licence to drive vehicles described under paragraph 12-1.b of thus
Supplementary Agreement without undergoing an examination by submitting to the
appropriate licensing authorities a declaration by the military authorities concerned that the
applicant holds a military driving licence.

12-6. Members of a Headquarters in Greece or their dependants who attain driving age while
in Greece, or who otherwise do not possess a valid driving licence or permit from their
sending State, may obtain a Greek driving licence after complying with the appropriate Greek
regulations.
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ARTICLE 13

_TRAFFIC AND VEHICLES.
13-1. Greek traffic regulations shall apply to the official vehicles of the Headquarters and to
private vehicles of its members.

13-2. With regard to their ofﬁcml motor vehicles and trailers, the Headquarters shall not be
subject to Greek regulations concerning compulsory insurance of holders of motor vehicles.
Headquarters’ vehicles shall be self-insured. All claims arising from the use of such vehicles
shall be adjudicated and settled in accordance with Article VIIT of the Agreement.

13-3. Motor vehicles and trailers of the Headquarters shall receive the same treatment as
service vehicles of the Greek Armed Forces with regard to fess and tolls for road use.

13-4, The competent Gresk Authorities shall, in respect of motor vehicles and trailers of
Headquarters, grant exceptions from Greek regulations concemning the construction, design
and equipment of motor vehicles and trailers, with due regard to public safety and order, if
such exception is necessary for the fulfilment of the functions of Headquarters.

13-5. Deviations from the regulations governing conduct in road traffic shall be permitted to
Headquarters on such conditions and to such extent as are permitted to the Greek Armed
Forces, if the motor vehicles and trailers bear a clearly recognizable sign indicating that they
beleng to the Headquarters.

13-6. Privately-owned vehicles belonging to members or their dependants shall be subject to
the Greek legislation concerning compulsory insurance and technical control.

ARTICLE 14
COMMUNICATIONS.

14-1.  Subject to prior agreements with the appropriate Greek authorities regarding locations
and technical details of equipment, the Headquarters may import, establish, access, operate
and maintain, on either a temporary or non-temporary basis, inside or outside the premises
occupied by it, such telecommunications facilities and military radio transmitters and receivers
as may be required for its operational functions, military exercises, manoeuvres or emergencies
or for morale purposes.

14-2. The frequencies to be used, together with their parameters, will be agreed with Greek
authorities, through the responsible Greek military authorities, in accordance with the
procedures of the Frequency Management Branch, NATO C3 Staff. Call signs for HQ radio
stations will be assigned by NATO in accordance with the national policy of the Greek
authorities. The Headquarters and Greece will take measures to avoid or eliminate
interference with each others' and civilian telecommunication services and electrical facilities.
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_ 14-3. Military radio transmitters and receivers and telecommunication facﬂmes will be used
exclusively for official purposes.

14-4, Applications regarding telephone and telegraph/data systems and circuits shail be
submitted in accordance with the procedures established by the Allied Long Lines Activity !
(ALLA), NATO Headguarters C3 Staff.

14-5. The criteria, regulations and rates for work and services of the national
telecommunications providers and regulators shall not be less favourable than those applied to
the Greek Armed Forces, except that no taxes or surtaxes shall be charged.

14-6. In establishing and operating telecommunications facilities, the Headquarters shall
observe the provisions of the Intemmational Telecommunications Constitution and Convention,
Geneva, 1992, and of any other international instructions in the field of telecommunications
binding in Greece, as well as the Greek laws and regulations concerning telecommunications.
The Headquarters shall be exempt from this provision to the extent that such exemption is
‘granted to the Greek Armed Forces.

14-7. All Headquarters shall be entitled to send and receive messages and data in cipher.

IMMUNITIES - TAXATION AND DUTIES.

15-1. The Greek Government shall not derive revenue from the activities or property of a
Headquarters covered by this Agreement. The Headquarters shall enjoy exemption from
duties and taxes as laid down in Article VIII of the Protocol and these will be implemented in
accordance with the provisions of the Annex attached to this Supplementary Agresment and
through the issuance of relevant ministerial decisions. The exemptions from duties and taxes
are as follows:

a Duties:

(1)  Exemption from duties will, in principle, apply to goods imported from
outside the Europezan Union by the Headquarters itself, or on its behalf.

(2) - Reimbursement of duties already paid on goods purchased on the Greek
market will not, as a general rule, take place. However, exemption from this
rule will be made for motor vehicles, capital procurements, and other special
_cases on request.

(3) Exemption from or reimbursement of duties will be implemented by
means of a duty free application form in accordance with the relevant Greek
regulations.
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(1) Imported goods will not be subject to tax (e.g, VAT) upon
importation,

(2)  Services and goods purchased on the local mariet, will be paid tax-free.

(3)  The provisions of this paragraph shall not supersede any agreements
which may exist between Greece and individual nations, pertaining to tax relief
on expenditures for the common defence, as may apply to any national support
units, activities and outstations.

t icl Is Tax

(1)  Headquarters' vehicles are exempt from road taxes levied in accordance
with Greek law.

(2) “Motor fuels and lubricants used by Headquarters' vehicles will be
purchased tax-free. '

- Stamp dutv and Licence Fee on Radig and TV. The Headquarters is exempt

from all duties, fees and taxes on receiving and transmitting
telecommunications equipment procured for military purposes.

Other Taxes. With respect to any Greek taxes, surtaxes, duties, fees and
charges not specifically relieved by this Agreement, which might be found
applicable to the Headquarters, the two Parties shall confer to determine
whether relief from such taxes, duties, or fees would be consistent with the
principles underlying this Agreement. If so, the Parties will arrange procedures
providing relief similar to that outlined elsewhere in this Article.

Headauarters® Sales and Services.

(1)  The tax exemption granted in Article VIII of the Protocol includes
Headquarters’ messes, clubs, associations, restaurants, bars, canteens, post
exchanges and commissaries, as far as supplies are concemned for their activity.

(2)  Headquarters shall be exempt from taxes on income derived from sales
and services rendered in their messes, clubs, associations, restaurants, bars,
canteens, post exchanges and commissaries, or other morale and welfare
activities (MWA). Tt is recognized that such establishments are essentially non-
profit making, and that any income generated is spent in MWA for the
exclusive benefit of Headquarters’ personnel and their dependants.
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(3)  Inthose establishments mentioned above, Headquarters may further
utilize the immunities provided in Article XI, paragraph 4, of the Agreement to
import, free of duties and taxes, provisions, supplies, fuels, and other goods for
the use of the members of the force, civilian component and dependants.

(4)  Provisions, supplies and other goods so imported as above may only be
sold or distributed exclusively to members of the force, civilian component or
dependants, hereinafter known as entitled personnel. However, in order to
provide relief from impracticable administrative requirements, it is recognized
that Greek military and civilian staff and official guests of the Headquarters
may purchase food and drink items to be consumed in Headquarters’ messes,
clubs and associations, canteens, bars and restaurants; but that such individuals
shall be excluded from exchanges and commissaries.

(5)  Items procured tax and duty free from Headquarters' agencies shall not
be disposed of either by sale or gift to personne! not entitled to purchase thesa
items from such agencies.

(6)  Administrative measures shall be taken by the Headquarters to prevent
the abuse of tax and duty free facilities.

Airport taxes and fess. Airline tickets purchaséd by a Headquarters for official
travel shall be exempt from all airport taxes and similar fees.

The exemptions provided for in this Article shall also apply to the supply of
property of the same type, to the importation of materiel, equipment, supplies,
provisions, and other goods, and to services rendered to the Greek Armed
Forces for transfer to a Headquarters for the purpose of this Supplementary
Agreement.

15-2. Duty free import from outside the Eurapean Union of personal effects, furniture, motor
vehicles and other duty free privileges for the members of the Headquarters will be
implemented as set forth in the Annex attached to this Supplementary Agreement and through
the issuance of relevant ministerial decisions. The general policy governing such privileges is
detailed below:

a,

Persona) Effects and Furniture. During the 6 months subsequent to their
arrival, or if they arrive unaccompanied, the arrival of their dependants,
members and their dependants may import their personal effects and furniture
free of duties and taxes for personal use for the term of such service. After the
expiration of the § month period, they may also import ons supplementary
shipment of personal effects and furniture free of duties and taxes. Such items,
to include other personal effects acquired during the period of NATO

service, may also be re-exported freely.
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b, - Motor Vehicles and Motorcycles. Members and their dependants, may
import or purchase on the Greek domestic market, private vehicles, which
include recreational and camper vans, and motorcycles, free of duties and
taxes for the term of their service. Detailed arrangements for the
implementation of this privilege are contained in the Annex attached hereto.
Such vehicles can be replaced by further imports free of duties
and taxes if they have been sold or disposed of as authorized by the competent
Greek authorities.,

<. Caravans/Trailers. Members may also import or purchase on the Greek
’ domestic market one caravan or trailer, with its necessary equipment, free of
duties and taxes for the term of their service.

d. Pleasure Boats. Members may also import or purchase on the Greek
domestic market one pleasure boat with its necessary equipment, free of duties
and taxes for the term of their service.

e. Parcels and Letters. Members and their dependants may receive parcels and
letters from their sending State through the Sending State's or Greek postal
system freg of duty and tax provided the contents are for their personal use and
the value of the contents does not exceed the value agreed in the Annex
attached hereto.

£ Stamp dutv and Licence Fee on Radio and TV. Members and dependants shall

be exempt from stamp duties, and licence fees on any personally-owned radio
and TV sets.

g Alcohol, Tobacco and Motor Fuels. Members of the Headquarters and
their dependants shall enjoy exemption from duties and taxes for reasonable

quantities of tobacco, alcoholic beverages, and motor fuels, in accordance
with figures agreed in the Annex attached hereto.

h. Annual Road Taxes. Members shall be exempt from annual road taxes on
one privately-owned motor vehicle.

i. Household Furnishings and Appliances. Members and their dependants
may purchase on the local Greek market household furnishings and

appliances free of tax when the unit price exceeds the value agreed in the
Annex attached hereto.

15-3. Control.

a. Ttems imported or purchased free of duties and/or taxes by the HQ or by its
entitled personnel, under the provisions of this Article, will not be

disposed of in Greece by sale, barter or gift except as authorized by the
competent Greek authorities, provided:

(1) Such items may be disposed of without assessment of taxes to the Greek
Armed Forces, or to organizations, or individuals whe are exempt from
such taxes.

(2) Such items may be given as a gift to Greek governmental entities,
charitable organizations, or other organizations authorized by the Greek
Government.

b. All persons entitled 1o relief from duties and taxes will sign a statement on their
arrival in the HQ acknowledging the disposal restrictions set out above.

15-4.  Accounting and Management.

a. Rules and regulations governing the implementation, accounting and managing
of tax-exempt supplies will be agreed between the Parties. The Headquarters
on Greek territory may be authorized by SACEUR to agree
these details with the appropriate Gresk autherities.

b. The appropriate officer(s} of the Headquarters will be responsible for ensuring

the correct application of the rules and regulations on immunities from duties
and raxes.
c. The provisions of this paragraph shall not supersede rules and regulations

otherwise established by any national bilateral agreements with Greece as may
apply to any national support units, activities and outstations.
15-5. Cogperation. The Headquarters shall cooperate with and render all assistance to the
competent Greek authorities in order to ensure adherence to Greek legislation and to prevent
any abuses of the above tax exemptions.

ARTICLE 16
MILITARY CLUBS, TRAVEL CONCESSIONS AND SPORTS FACILITIES.

MOD GR shall give favourable consideration to requests for the granting to mernbers,
and their dependants, of access to military clubs, travel concessions and sport facilities with
regard to fares in the same way as these are available to members of the Greek Armed forces
and their dependants.

ARTICLE 17

INSURANCE.

Where Greik' law requires insurance cover against specific risks, members or their
dependants may arrange the necessary cover with any insurance company which provides
cover in Greece.

ARTICLE 18
POLICE AND ARMS.

18-1. Asregards the application of the Agreement, Articles VI and VII, paragraph 10,
concerning the possession and carriage of arms and police powers, a Headquarters shall make
arrangements through MOD GR with the appropriate authorities, in accordance with the
following principles of this Article.

18-2. A Headquarters shall promulgate detailed regulations concerning the custody of the
military arms and ammunition in their possession, to ensure that no member of a Headquarters
shall gain possession of or carry arms unless authorized to do so. The provisions of Greek law
shall apply to the possession and carriage of privately owned arms and ammunition.

18-3. A commander of a Headquarters shall have the right to police any camps,
establishments or other premises which the Headquarters occupies in accordance with the
national Greek regulations governing the use of police powers at national Greek military
premises. The military police of a Headquarters may take all appropriate measures to ensure
the maintenance of order, discipline and security on such premises. Such measures shall be
exercised under the terms of paragraphs 10.a and 10.b of Article VII of the Agreement, and
without prejudice to national sovereignty. The Greek Government will, when requested to do
so, render the necessary assistance by military and/or civilian police to the commander.

18-4. The exercise of police powers and measures in respect of occurrences outside a
Headquarters shall be the responsibility of the Greek authorities. Outside a Headquarters’
premises, employment of Headquarters' military police may only take place after arrangements
with Greek authorities and in liaison with those authorities in the specified circumstances as
laid down in the Agreement, Article VII, paragraph 10.b. The Headquarters may not post
sentries or guards outside their own premises unless agreements have praviously been
concluded with the appropriate military and police authorities.

TI 9
OL MISES.

19-1. Persons entitled, under Greek law, (including customs officers, tax officers, and labour
inspectors) to enter premises for the purpose of performing their official functions may only
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enter a Headquarters premises or installations if authorized by the Commander of the
Headquarters or his representative.

19-2.4 In criminal cases, however, such as "flagrante delicto”, or by virtue of an order issued
by an investigating magistrate, such authorization shdll be given to such persons as are entitled
to enter premises or installations in such cases and in the same manner as done by the Greek
Amed Forces in similar situations. The Commander of the Headquarters will adopt the
necessary measures to implement this provision.

19-3.. The above provisions shall not prejudicially affect the inviclability of archives and other
official documents or the verification procedures as provided under the Protocol, Article XTI

19-4. Customs regulatory and inspection procedures will be in accordance with the
provisions of Articles X1, XII and XIII, of the Agreement and Article XIIT of the Protocol.

19-5. Greek labour inspection authorities will be given access to the Headquarters for
inspection purposes at reasonable times as determined by the Commander. Such inspections
will be limited to those areas within which relevant authorities have jurisdiction. Those areas
which are not accessible to non-NATO personnel, for security reasons, will be inspected by
the Headquarters.

ARTICLE 20
PROTECTION OF THE ENVIRONMENT

20-1. The standards contained in Greek laws and regulations for the protection of the
environment shall apply to the Headquarters in the same manner they are applicable to the
Greek Armed Forces. Special attention shall be paid to: use and storage of fuels, lubricants
and ammunition; emission of gases, levels of noise; areas for training and exarcises;, and
disposal of all kinds of refuse. These laws and regulations will be provided to the
Headquarters by the Greek authorities.

20-2. Transportation of munitions, heavy goods, and hazardous materials will be in
accordance with the standards and regulations applicable to the Gresk Armed Forces. Greek
authorities will advise the Headquarters when Greek standards exceed those established by the
applicable international conventions.

20-3. All construction or other engineering projects will be in accordance with the rules and
regulations applicable to the Greek Armed Forces.

RTICLE 2

PUBLIC HYGIENE.

21-1. Gresk regulations for the prevention and control of infectious diseases of humans,

animals and plants and for prevention of control of plant pests shall apply to all Headquarters.
These regulations will be provided to the Headquarters by the Greek authorities.

21-2. All Headquarters and the Greek authorities shall promptly inform each other of the
outbreak, or suspected outbreak, development and elimination of any infectious diseasgs, and
of the measures taken,

2]1-3. IfaHeadquarters deems it necessary to take health protection measures in the vicinity
of the facilities and premises made available for their use, they shall reach agreement with the
Greek authorities regarding the execution of such measures.

ARTICLE 22
MEDICAL DENTAI AND EDUCATION SERVICES.

22-1. Asrecognized by the Agreement, Article IX (5), it may be impracticable for members
of the force, the civilian component and dependants to utilize the Headquarters’ medical or
dental facilities. They shall therefore be permitted to receive medical and dental care,
including hospitalization, under the same conditions as comparable Greek personnel. The
Greek Government shall take necessary measures to ensure that procedural provisions exist to
prevent delay or denial of such care by reason of lack of a Greek personal or identification
number or other proof of entitlement normally used by Greek citizens.

22-2. In connection with the location of any Headquarters in Greece, an international school
and/or national element schools may be set up under conditions and procedures to be agreed
between the participating nations and Greece. Such schools shall operate under their own
rules and regulations as to curriculum, teacher qualifications, and schedules. Where such
schools are inadequate or unavailable, or where members of the force or civilian component
find such schools to be impracticable, their dependants shall be granted access to Greek public
schools, not universities, at no charge, under the same conditions applied to members of the
Greek Armed Forces.

ARTICLE 23
WELFARE OF DEPENDANTS.

As non-Greek dependants have no right to permanent residence or domicile in Greece,
their education and social welfare will be the responsibility of their particular sending State.
Greek educatior and social services authorities may become involved in cases involving non-
Greek dependants when requested by the dependant's sending State. Should Greek education
and/or social service authorities become involved without being requested by the sending
State, then the appropriate National Support Element(s), shall be informed.
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ARTICLE 24

\'" T F TANS PENDANTS.

The sending States providing perscnnel to the Headquarters will have the responsibility
for the evacuation of non-Greek civilians and dependants in case of emergency situations.

ARTICLE 25
CLAIMS.

Claims for damage or injury to persons or property in Greece that are the result of
either the activities of a Headquarters, or NATO exercises or manoeuvres in Greece
authorized by the Greek Government, shall be adjudicated and settled in accordance with
Article VIIT of the Agreement and Article V1 of the Protocol.

TICLE 26
IMPLEMENTATION, DURATION AND TERMINATION.

26-1. This Supplementary Agreement shall enter into force upen notification by the Hellenic
Republic that ail necessary proceduras for its entry into force have been completed.

26-2. This Supplementary Agreement shall remain in force for as long as an international
military Headquarters subordinate to SHAPE is located in Greece. It may be reviewed at the
request of one of the Parties and amended by common agreement between them.

26-3. The Supplementary Agreement may be denounced by either of the contracting Parties
after having been in force for two years and shall cease to be in force one year afier notice of
the denunciation is received by the other Party.

26-4. In any case this Supplementary Agreement shall remain in Torce only as long as the
Government of Greece remains a party to the Paris Protocol.

26-5. Subject to the provisions of the sub-paragraph below, this Supplementary Agreement
shall remain in force in case of hostilities entailing the application of the North Atlantic Treaty.
However, the provisions relating to the location and personnel strength of Headquarters shall
immediately be the subject of examination by SHAPE and the Greek Government so that any
desirable changes may be made in the application of this Supplementary Agreement.

26-6. Inthe event of hostilities as defined above, each contracting Party shall be entitled,
after 60 days' notice to the other contracting Party, to suspend the application of any provision
of this Supplementary Agreement in so far as it may be necessary. If this right is exercised, the
two contracting Parties shall forthwith consult one another, if necessary, so that agreement
may be reached on the proper provisions to replace those which shall have been suspended.

TO THE SUPPLEMENTARY AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE
SUPREME HEADQUARTERS ALLIED POWERS EUROPE.

PURPOSE: To put into effect the policies outlined in the Greece/SHAPE Supplementary Agreement. The administrative
measures st out in this Aanex should therefore be read in conjunction with the said Agreement.

- L neral

a. The relief from duties, taxes, surtaxes and fees provided for under the Supplementary Agreement are
applicable only to individuals who are non-Greek nationals or not ordinarily resident in Greece, unless
specifically stated otherwise.

b. Any requests for changes to these relicf provisions, or any administrative regulations thereto, concerning their
operation and effect shall be transmitted through the Grzek National Military Representative (SHAPE), in the
case of SHAPE, and through GR MOD, in the case of other headquarters, unless GR MOD authorizes other

channels. . '
2. Entitled Persons

a, The Headguarters will provide GR MOD, or designared representative, with lists of all entitled personnel. The
HQ will ensure that changes to the lists are notified t0 GR MOD, or designated representative, each menth,

b. It is understood that tax and duty-fres food and drinks may be served at receptioas and other official functions

hosted by Grezk members on behalf of the HQ on the same conditions as other allied officers and officials of the
Headquarters.

3. Motor Vehicles
a, Personne! entitled to motor vehicles fres of duties, and taxes, under Article 13-2 of the Supplementary
Agresment, may acquirs such vehicles by importation or purchase from another person or on the Gresk domestic

market,

b. Entitled personne! may own at any one time one duty fres vehicle if unaccompanied o, if accompanied by
dependants, two duty fres vehicles,

<. Such vehicles may be replaced by any of the above methods, free of duties and taxes, as desired by the
individual owner, so long as the vehicle being replaced has been:

(1) Owned at least one year and sold to another person entitled to a tax-free vehicle; or
(2) Owned at least one year and sold with Gresk txes and duties paid; or

(3) Certified by the Gresk customs and police authorities that it has been destroyed or stolen, If
the vehicle is stolen, the tax exemption applies to one vehicle only.

d. When a motor vehicle is sold (or "traded in" on the purchase of another car) on the Gresk domestic-market
under paragraph 3.c.(2) above, taxes and duties shall be based on Greek regulations,
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€.+ The use of such vehicles shall be strictly limited to entitled Headquarters® personnel who owned them, and

g v N . Persounel entitled to a tax free motor car shall, in addition, be authorized to import or purchase a
motorcycle, (to include a motorcycle/tricycle, motor-scooter, or similar 2/3 whesl/skid machine), free of duties, and
taxes. Resale or replacement of such vehicles shall bt governed by the same pravisions specificd for motor vehicles

under paragraph 3 above. .
" s Caravans /Trailers and Pleasure Boats. Entitled personnel may own at any one time one duty free

caravanitrailer and one pleasure boat. Resale or replacement of such items shall be governed by the same provisions
specified for motor vehicles under paragraph 3 above.

6. Alcohol and Tobaccg. The Headquarters will be responsible for ensuring that any ration system put in placs is
sufficiently stringent as to control the privileges detailed below and to prevent abuse. .

a. Members and dependants may buy tax and duty fres wine, bezr, and ale for their own use, fres of taxes and
duties, without limits. They are, however, to observe the following ration limits for other alccholic drinks and
tobacgo, )

{1)  Sixbottles of distilled spirits, liqueurs or fortified wines per month.

{2)  Onc thousand two hundred (1,200) cigarettes per member of the fores or civilian component and

their dependants over the age of 16, per month, averaged for the duration of the tour, other
tobacco products may be substituted for all or part of this allocation on the following scales:

{2)  One cigar {or similar) weighing less that 3 grams = 3 cigarettes
(®)  One cigar (or similar) weighing more that 3 grams -6 cigarzttes.

(¢}  Fifty (30) grams of tobacco = 100 cigarettes.

b. The Headquarters and its national support ¢lements may determine the use for officially authorized purposes,
or by entidled personne!, of any unused part of the total quantities atlowed within the ration scale for individuals.

7. Fue! and Lubricants, Members may buy fres of taxes and duties the following amount of fuel and lubricants:

a. 130 to 400 litres of fuel per month, depending on the engine capacity, in accordance with the following
criteria:

{1) Motorcyeles. 100 Litras ’
(2) Cars under 5 CV; 100 litres
(3) Cars betwezn 5 CV and including § CV: 200 fitres
{4) Cars of 10 CV (1731 no) and above: 400 [itres,
b. Upto 10 titres of lubricant per month, depending on the engine capacity.
8. Household Fumishings and Appliances. Members and their dependants may purchase on the focal Gresk market

household furnishings and appliances free of tax when the unit prics exceeds $200 USD or equivalent in Greek
drachmas. v
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a, Sdﬁ os Inside Greece. When purchased tax and duty fres inside Greece, wines, spirits and tobacco products

“ean be purchased from authorized dealers with assistance, as necsssary, from GR MOD.

b. Sources Qutside Greece. The Headquarters may also import products on behalf of the members of the force,
free of duties and taxes, in accordance with the NATO SOFA. ' :

c. Parcels. Members and their dependants may receive parcels from their sending State through the sending
State’s or Greek postal system fres of duty and tax provided the contents are for their personal use and the value
of the contents does not excesd $200 USD or equivalent in Greek drachmas.

10. Rrovisions, Supolies and Goods. The Headquarters may import or purchase on the domestic market, for their
entitled personnel on a tax-free and duty-free basis: foodstuffs, persanal toilet articles, household articles, cleaning

products, national articles, electrical appliances, and any other kind of wares which are normally imported wich
household goods or sold through military exchanges and commissaries, unless such imponts are prohibited as a bona
fide health threat to Greek agriculture.

11. Medifications. The present Annex may be modified upon the agresment betwesn the Parties. Such
modifications shall be implemented within the Gresk internal order by relevant ministeriat decisions.
