FOR EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL 

CO-OPERATION BETWEEN AND THE GOVERNMENT 
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC THE GOVERNMENT OF 

THE REPUBLIC OF CROATIA FOR THE YEARS 
2000, 2001 AND 2002

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Go-
vernment of the Republic of Croatia (hereinafter referred to
as "the Parties"), desiring to further develop their relations
and co-operation in the fields of education, science,
culture, mass media, youth and sports and in accordance
with the Agreement between the Government of the Hel-
lenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of
Croatia on Co-operation in the Fields of Culture, Education
and Science, signed in Athens, on March 10, 1995, have a-
greed upon the following Programme for Educational, Sci-
entific and Cultural Co-operation, for the years 2000, 2001
and 2002.

I. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

Article 1

Both Parties shall encourage direct co-operation be-
tween their Institutions of Higher Education, in accordance
with the legislation of each country. Details shall be ar-
ranged through diplomatic channels.

Article 2

Both Parties shall exchange, annually, one (1) member
of university teaching staff, for a period of up to seven (7)
days, to deliver lectures and exchange information.

Article 3

Each Party shall encourage the teaching of the language
and culture of the other country in their respective Univer-
sities or other Institutions of Higher Education. Within the
means at disposal, this may be achieved through the
exchanges of books, pedagogical and literary works and
visits by guest lecturers, which shall be carried out through
direct co-operation between the institutions concerned.
Further co-operation shall be agreed upon through diplo-
matic channels.

Both Parties shall support the teaching of the Croatian
language and literature in a Greek University and of the
Greek language and literature in a Croatian University.

The respective Ministries shall decide upon the details
through diplomatic channels.

Article 4

During the validity of this Programme, both Parties shall
exchange three (3) experts from primary, secondary or
technological education or from the administration of ed-
ucation, for a period of up to eight (8) days each, with a view
to getting acquainted with the educational system of the
other country.

Article 5

Both Parties shall exchange information concerning the
educational system of the other country.

Article 6

Both Parties shall collaborate towards the objective pre-
sentation of their History and Geography in the primary
and secondary education textbooks, in accordance with
the spirit and aims of UNESCO and the Council of Europe.

To this end, they shall exchange school textbooks, fol-
lowed by a meeting of a mixed experts committee.

Article 7

The Hellenic Party shall grant, annually, one (1) scholar-
ship for postgraduate studies or research, for a period of
ten (10) months and two (2) scholarships for the atten-
dance to the summer courses of Greek language and
culture.

The Croatian Party shall grant, annually, one (1) scholar-
ship for postgraduate studies or research, for a period of
ten (10) months and two (2) scholarships for the atten-
dance to the summer courses of Croatian language and
culture.

Article 8

The Hellenic Party shall invite, annually, two (2) teachers
or students of Greek language, in order to attend summer
courses of the Greek language and culture.

Article 9

Both Parties shall exchange information and documen-
tation in order to facilitate their competent authorities in the
recognition and equivalence of certificates, diplomas, de-
grees and other academic titles, in accordance with the
legislation of each country.

Article 10

Both Parties shall encourage co-operation between their
state Archives and Libraries in accordance with the legis-
lation of each country.

During the validity of the present Programme, both Par-
ties shall exchange one (1) archivist and one (1) librarian,
for a period of up to ten (10) days. They shall also exchange
documentation concerning archives and libraries.

Article 11

Both Parties express their wish for co-operation in scien-
tific and research projects. These joint activities should be
carried out by the universities of both countries on themes
of mutual interest through direct agreements.

Article 12

Both Parties shall exchange information on technologi-
cal centres for the transfer of technology.
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II. ART AND CULTURE

Article 13

The Parties shall support direct co-operation between
Croatian and Greek institutions for the protection and p-
reservation of cultural heritage, as well as exchanges of
experts and information.

Both Parties shall exchange two or three (2-3) experts
from the fields of the protection of works of art and resto-
ration of monuments for a period of up to ten (10) days
each, in order to exchange information and experience on
issues of mutual interest.

Article 14

Both Parties shall exchange two or three (2-3) personali-
ties from various fields of culture (literature, fine arts,
theatre, music, dance, folklore etc.), for a period of up to ten
(10) days each, in order to exchange information and expe-
rience on matters of their speciality.

Article 15

With a view to safeguard and to promote the develop-
ment of European culture, both Parties shall encourage by
exchanging persons and activities, better understanding
and more particular mutual knowledge of music art and
heritage. 

Article 16

Both Parties shall encourage the participation of artistic
groups in cultural events organised in the other country.

Article 17

The Croatian Party shall send invitations to Greek artists
and ensembles to participate in major festivals in Croatia
such as: Eurokaz in Zagreb, International Puppet Festival
in Zagreb, International Children's Festival in �ibenik,
Music Biennial in Zagreb, Zagreb Summer Festival,
Dubrovnik Festival, Vara�din Baroque Evenings, Contem-
porary Dance Festival in Zagreb and Split Summer Fes-
tival.

Article 18

Both Parties shall support the co-operation of Musical
Youth Organisations of the two countries. 

The Croatian Party shall send invitations to Greek artists
wishing to participate in the international competitions or-
ganised in Croatia such as: International Violin Competi-
tion "Vaclav Huml", International Violoncello Competition
"Antonio Janigro", International Young Conductors Com-
petition "Lovro Mataèic" and International Piano Competi-
tion EPTA.

Article 19

Both Parties shall support the co-operation of their
theatres, exchanges of actors, directors and choreogra-
phers, as well as common production of performances.

The Greek National Theatre will participate in the
Dubrovnik Summer Festival 2000 with the tragedy "Oedi-
pus Tyrannos".

The Croatian Party proposes guest tours of the following
ensembles in Greece:

a) The Ballet Ensemble of the Croatian National Theatre
proposes a tour with the performance of "Ballads�
Brought by the Wind�" (choreography by Vasco Wel-
lenkamp and music by Igor Savin and Portuguese fado).

b) The Croatian National Theatre in Split proposes a tour
with a comedy "Buzdo", written by an unknown Croatian
author from the 18th century.

c) The Teatar &TD from Zagreb proposes exchanges
with the Small and Experimental Scene of the Greek
National Theatre in Athens.

Article 20

The Parties shall support the co-operation of their muse-
ums and galleries based on direct agreements on
exchanges of experts, publications and documentation.

Both Parties shall exchange two (2) archaeologists or
museologists for a period of up to ten (10) days each in or-
der to exchange information and experience on matters of
their speciality.

The Museum of Croatian Archaeological Monuments in
Split proposes an exhibition from its collection of early
Croatian art to be held in Athens in 2001/2002 year.

Article 21

The Parties shall support exchanges of representative art
exhibitions. The themes of exhibitions, the time of their p-
resentation and the number of persons accompanying the
exhibitions shall be determined by a subsequent agree-
ment.

a) The Croatian Party expresses a wish to present the
exhibition "Contemporary Croatian Graphics" in Athens
and in some other Greek towns.

b) The Croatian Party also expresses a wish to present
the exhibition of contemporary Croatian paintings in A-
thens during the validity of the Programme.

Article 22

The Parties shall exchange one art photography exhibi-
tion during the validity of the Programme.

Article 23

During the validity of the Programme the Croatian Party
shall send invitations to Greek artists to participate in the in-
ternational fine art events such as: International Biennial of
Original Drawings in Rijeka, Mediterranean Fine Art Bien-
nial of Contemporary Artists "Mediterranean Meetings" in
Dubrovnik, International Triennial of Graphic Design in Za-
greb - ZGRAF 9 in 2000, Zagreb Salon (Section of applied
arts and design).

The Hellenic Party shall send invitations to Croatian
artists to participate in adequate international fine art exhi-
bitions in Greece.
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Article 24

Both Parties shall exchange one ethnographic exhibi-
tion.

The Hellenic Party proposes the exhibition:
"Olympus in the Carpathos Island -Today's Ethnic Pic-

tures" in 2002.

The Croatian Party proposes one of the following exhibi-
tions:

a) The exhibition of the Ethnographic Museum in
Dubrovnik "Traditional Jewellery and Lace-making in
Dubrovnik", or

b) The exhibition from the collections of the Ethnograph-
ic Museum in Zagreb "Lace from the Island Pag" in 2001.

Article 25

Both Parties shall encourage the publication of a special
issue of a literary magazine dedicated to the contemporary
literature of the other country.

Croatian Writers' Association proposes the publication
of a review of contemporary Greek literature within the edi-
tion "Relations", and based on reciprocity the publication of
a review of Croatian literature in Greece.

Croatian Writers' Association shall send invitation to two
Greek writers to participate in Zagreb Literary Talks, expec-
ting the reciprocity.

Croatian Writers' Association proposes exchanges and
co-operation with adequate writers' associations in
Greece.

Article 26

Both Parties shall exchange one or two (1-2) literature
translators for a period of seven (7) days each, in order to
exchange experience and to elaborate common co-oper-
ation projects.

Article 27

The Parties shall support the translation of important lit-
erary and other works written by Croatian and Greek au-
thors, and with this aim they shall encourage co-operation
between Croatian and Greek publishing houses.

In this view they shall exchange one (1) publisher for a pe-
riod of seven (7) days.

Both Parties shall support the presence of their publish-
ers and booksellers at experts meetings and international
book exhibitions in the two countries.

Article 28

Both Parties shall support co-operation between the
Croatian Cinematheque and adequate institutions in
Greece.

Article 29

Both Parties shall encourage the participation in inter-
national film festivals organised in the other country.

The Croatian Party shall encourage the participation of
Greek artists at the Animated Film Festival in Zagreb. 

Article 30

Both Parties shall exchange a film week. Details shall be
regulated through direct contacts between the competent
authorities of the two countries.

Article 31

Both Parties shall encourage bilateral co-operation and
exchanges in the field of culture within the framework of U-
NESCO and the other international cultural organisations.

III. SPORTS

Article 32

Both Parties shall encourage co-operation in the field of
Sports and Physical Education including exchanges of
athletes, coaches, sport administrators, experts and sport
scientists, as well as participation in research pro-
grammes, in European Union's initiatives in the field of 
sports, competitive sports, "sports for all", professional 
sports etc.

The ways of implementation refer to competitions, train-
ing camps, seminars, schools of coaching etc.

The Co-operation shall be between the central services
of the General Secretariat for Sports and its governing bod-
ies of the Hellenic Republic and the equivalent government
and non government organisations of the Republic of
Croatia.

IV. YOUTH

Article 33

Both Parties shall encourage co-operation and contacts
between youth organisations and institutions of the two
countries in cultural and social activities. They shall
exchange relevant information and experiences, especial-
ly on developments taking place in every sector concern-
ing youth and aiming at the strengthening of youth re-
lations and the creation of friendly relationships.

V. MASS MEDIA

Article 34

Both Parties shall encourage direct co-operation be-
tween the state radio and television organisations of the
two countries, as well as between their respective official
press agencies, in order to exchange radio and television
programmes and relevant documentation.

VI. MISCELLANEOUS

Article 35

Both Parties shall encourage the publication of a Greek-
Croatian and Croatian-Greek dictionary.



Article 36

All provisions and activities laid down in this Programme
shall be carried out through diplomatic channels and in ac-
cordance with the rules and regulations valid in each coun-
try.

Article 37

The provisions of the present Programme shall not pre-
clude the two Parties from agreeing, through diplomatic
channels, on other arrangements which they may deem
desirable.

Article 38

The attached Annex containing general and financial
conditions of exchanges in accordance with the present
Programme, constitutes an integral part of this Pro-
gramme.

Article 39

The present Programme shall enter into force on the day
of its signature and shall remain in force until 31st of De-
cember 2002, whereupon it shall be automatically extend-
ed, if the Parties so agree, until the signing of a new one.

Done and signed in Zagreb, on the day of 14th June
2000, in two original copies in the Greek, Croatian and En-
glish languages, all the texts being equally authentic. In
case of any divergence in interpretation, the text in the En-
glish language shall prevail.

ANNEX

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND 
SCIENCE

a) Exchange of Individuals

The candidates to be exchanged within the provisions of
this Programme shall be nominated by the sending Party
which shall notify the receiving Party three (3) months be-
fore the candidates' proposed departure date.

The sending Party shall present to the receiving Party
personal particulars informing about specialisation, pro-
fessional qualifications, academic titles, languages spo-
ken (English, French or the language of the host country),
programme and duration of stay of the persons to be
exchanged, as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party shall notify the sending Party of its
consent at least one (1) month prior to the proposed date
of visit.

Upon the receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of de-
parture at least 15 days in advance.

b) Exchange of Scholarships
1. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party

the candidates' files not later than March 31st.

2. The candidates' files must contain:
� curriculum vitae
� copies of study diplomas (certified)
� programme of planned studies or research.
� health certificate

All the above mentioned documents should be trans-
lated in the language of the receiving country or English or
French.

3. The receiving Party shall announce the definite accep-
tance of the scholarship holders not later than June 30th.

4. Scholars must speak either the language of the re-
ceiving country or English or French.

As far as candidates for post-graduate studies or candi-
dates for research are concerned, their acceptance in a
post-graduate or research programme is indispensable.
Post-graduate candidates should have a fair command of
the language of the receiving country.

c) Summer Courses

The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party the
candidates' files not later than March 31st. The receiving
Party shall announce its final acceptance of the candidates
not later than May 31st.

As far as summer courses candidates are concerned, 
elementary knowledge of the language and culture of the
receiving country is indispensable. In the end of the semi-
nar, scholars must deliver a written report concerning their
stay.

II. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR EDUCATION AND 
SCIENCE

a) Exchange of Individuals

1. The sending Party shall cover the cost of travelling fare
for scientists, delegations etc., sent under this Programme,
to the receiving country's capital and back.

2. The Croatian Party shall provide: 
� 500 kunas daily for hotel accommodation and al-

lowance,
� travel expenses within Croatian territory if they result

from the programme of stay,
� cost for a one or two day (1-2) visit to archaeological or

historical sites.
3. The Greek Party shall provide:
� 22.000 drachmas daily for hotel accommodation and

allowance,
� travel expenses within Greek territory if they result from

the programme of stay,
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� cost for a one or two day (1-2) visit to archaeological or
historical sites.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge shall be provided by the receiving Party for persons
arriving under provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of Scholarships

1. The scholars themselves shall provide round trip trans-
portation between the two countries. 

2. The Croatian Party shall provide:
� accommodation in double rooms 
� food in a students' restaurant 
� a monthly allowance of 400 kunas for personal needs
� exemption from tuition fees.

3. The Greek Party shall provide:
� a monthly allowance of 150.000 drachmas for post-

graduate students or researchers beginning with the stu-
dent's arrival to Greece and covering the duration of the
scholarship

� a lump sum of 20.000 drachmas upon arrival for ac-
commodation fees for those settling in Athens or of 30.000
drs. for those in the provinces. Students whose scholar-
ship has been renewed are not entitled to this sum,

� exemption from tuition fees
� travel expenses within Greek territory, according to the

approved programme of studies of post-graduate studen-
ts or researchers up to the sum of 30.000 drs.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge shall be provided by the receiving Party for persons
arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

c) Summer Courses

1. The scholars themselves shall provide round trip 
transportation between the two countries.

2. All the remaining expenses shall be covered by the or-
ganisers of the summer courses/seminars in the receiving
country.

III. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this
Programme shall be nominated by the sending Party,
which shall notify the receiving Party of this nomination,
three (3) months prior to the proposed departure date. The
sending Party shall also supply the receiving Party with all
necessary information on the academic and professional
qualifications, as well as the proposed working pro-
gramme, duration of stay and any other information that
might be useful.

The receiving Party shall notify the sending Party of its
decision, at least 30 days prior to the proposed departure

date. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving Party, the
sending Party shall communicate the exact date of de-
parture, at least 15 days, in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Programme in the field of
cultural co-operation shall be required to have a good
command of the language of the host country or English or
French.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending Party shall inform the receiving Party at least
12 months in advance about the dates and the theme of the
exhibition under preparation. To make proper arrange-
ments for the exhibition, the sending Party shall provide es-
sential technical information on the intended exhibition, as
well as material indispensable for the printing of the cata-
logue (preface, list of objects, photos etc.) at least 3 
months before the opening. Exhibits shall reach the place
of destination at least 15 days before the opening.

IV. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

Cost of travel and reception of persons arriving under this
Programme shall be covered as follows:

1. The sending Party shall bear costs of international trav-
el to and from the capital of the receiving Party. 

2. The Croatian Party shall provide:
� hotel accommodation 
� 123 kunas daily allowance
� travel expenses within the Croatian territory if that

results from the program of stay.

3. The Greek Party shall provide:
� 22.000 drachmas per day for hotel and living expens-

es,
� a lump sum of thirty thousand (30.000) drachmas, up-

on arrival, per visit to cover cost of travels within Greece.

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance free of
charge shall be provided by the receiving Party for persons
arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions 

1. The sending Party shall bear cost of transportation of
exhibition to and from the capital of the receiving country.
The way of covering the cost of transportation of exhibi-
tions within the territory of the receiving country, in case
they shall be organised in more than one town, shall be
regulated by a special agreement between the institutions
concerned of the two Parties.

2. The receiving Party shall bear cost of the organisation
of the exhibition, including costs of renting halls, security,
technical assistance (storage facilities, installation ar-
rangements, lighting, heating, dismantling and printing of
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publications, such as posters, catalogues and invitations).
The receiving Party shall also provide publicity to the exhi-
bition.

3. The sending Party shall bear the cost of insurance of
the exhibits during the transportation and holding of the
exhibition. In case of damage, the receiving Party shall
supply the sending Party free-of-charge with complete
documentation referring to the cause of damage, in order
to facilitate the sending Party to claim damages from the In-
surance Company. The receiving Party is not authorised to

restore the damaged exhibits to their original state without
the consent of the sending Party.

4. Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner
and, when necessary, of persons whose attendance shall
be required for the installation and the dismantling of the
exhibition, shall be regulated according to the financial
provisions of the present Programme. 

Both Parties shall agree upon the number of persons ac-
companying the exhibition and upon the duration of their
stay.
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
