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AGREEMENT

between the Government of the Hellenic Republic 
and the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria

on cooperation in the field of Tourism

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Gov-
ernment of the Republic of Bulgaria, hereinafter referred to
as the «Contracting Parties».

Desirous to develop the tourist relations and cooperation
between the two countries;

Recognizing the common interest to assure an adequate
and a long lasting legal framework for their tourist collabo-
ration;

Guided by the principles and recommendations of the
United Nations Conference on Tourism and International
Travels, held in Rome in 1963 of the Final Document of the
Conference for Security and Cooperation in Europe held in
Helsinki in 1975; of the Charter of Paris for a New Europe of
1990 and according to the World Tourism Organization�s
recommendations.

Have agreed on the following:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties shall take all necessary steps in
accordance with their respective laws and regulations to
promote and develop tourist exchanges between their two
countries.

The Contracting Parties shall actively encourage the es-
tablishment of relations between their travel agencies,
hotel chains as well as other enterprises or organizations
operating on their territories in the field of Tourism.

ARTICLE 2

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the exchange of
data and information, on their tourism legislation, as well as
the exchange of documentation concerning statistics, ed-
ucational programs, professional training of human
resources, studies and researches on tourism.

Within the framework of their technical cooperation, the
Contracting garties shall exchange, whenever necessary
and possible, experts in the field of tourism with the pur-
pose of each of the Contracting Parties to be acquainted
with tourism infrastructure and tourism development on
the territory of the other country.

ARTICLE 3

The Contracting Parties shall encourage a dose cooper-
ation between their tourism training institutions and shall
study the possibilities of granting scholarships for special-
ists� education in the fields of tourism being of interest to
each of the two Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 4

The Contracting Parties shall facilitate the exchange of
tourism promotional materials in accordance with their re-

spective legislation and their international obligations and
shall encourage their tourist companies and agencies to
take part in cultural and culinary events, promoting each of
the two countries.

ARTICLE 5

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the organi-
zation of study trips for press-representatives, radio and TV
personnel, editors and travel writers and journalists in the
field of tourism as well as the organization of exhibitions,
presentation of tourism films, and other tourist events ad-
dressed to the public, so that each of them be able to pre-
sent the tourist offer of its country.

ARTICLE 6

The Contracting Parties shall encourage and mutually fa-
cilitate, in accordance with the legislation in force in each
of the countries, the investments of Greek and Bulgarian
entrepreneurs, as well as joint ventures in their respective
tourist sectors.

For this purpose they will also encourage direct contac-
ts between tourist businessmen and will regularly com-
municate to each other the incentives for tourist invest-
ments provided by their national legislation as I well as the
opportunities for such investments existing in each of the
two countries.

ARTICLE 7

The Contracting Parties shall cooperate within the
framework of international governmental and non-govern-
mental tourism organizations of which both are members.

ARTICLE 8

The Contracting Parties may establish national Tourist
Information Offices in the territory of the other Contracting
Party, which will not conduct commercial activities and the
operation of which will be regulated by a specific agree-
ment concluded to that effect.

ARTICLE 9

With the aim of implementing this Agreement through bi-
lateral consultations and of submitting recommendations
to their respective competent authorities, a Joint Commis-
sion shall convene periodically.

The Commission�s meetings shall take place in each of
the two countries alternately and at a time agreed upon by
the two Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 10

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of
exchange, through diplomatic channels, of written notifi-
cations between the Contracting Parties, that all formalities
required by their respective legislation for its entry into
force have been completed.
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ARTICLE 11

The present Agreement is concluded for a period of five
(5) years and it shall thereafter be automatically renewed
each time for an additional period of five (5) years, unless
either of the Contracting Parties informs the other Contrac-
ting Party through diplomatic channels of its intention to
denounce it, at least six (6) months prior to the expiration of
each period.

The termination of the present Agreement, however,
shall not affect the projects, programs and any other ini-
tiatives agreed upon during its validity, unjess otherwise
decided by the Contracting Parties.

On the date this Agreement enters into force, the Agree-
ment for Tourist Cooperation between the Kingdom of
Greece and the People�s Republic of Bulgaria signed in
Athens on July 9th 1964 and the Agreement for cooper-
ation in the field of Tourism between the Kingdom of
Greece and the People�s Republic of Bulgaria signed in
Sofia on July 3rd 1970 will be terminated.

In witness whereof the undersigned, being duly au-
thorized thereto by their respective Governments, have
signed this Agreement in Athens on the 14th day of the
month of May in the year 1999 in 2 (two) original copies in
Greek, Bulgarian and English languages, all the texts be-
ing equally authentic.

In case of divergence of interpretation of the provisions
of this Agreement, the English text shall prevail.

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AGREEMENT

BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC
OF UGANDA

ON CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELD OF TOURISM

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Gov-
ernment of the Republic of Uganda, hereinafter referred to
as «the Contracting Parties»,

Proceecfing from the necessity of developing and
strengthening the co-operation between their countries in
the field of tourism.

Wishing to strengthen the ties of friendship between their
countries, Recognising the importance of tourism in pro-
moting economic development, mutual understanding,
goodwill and dose relations between peoples.

Based on the full equality of rights and the mutual bene-
fits, nave agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties, within the framework of this
Agreement and in accordance with the laws of their coun-
tries, will the development and strengthening of co-oper-
ation in the field of tourism their countries.

ARTICLE 2

The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to facilitate
tourist traffic between their countries in accordance with
their respective laws and regulations and without Prej-
udice to their international obligations and shall encourage
the co-operation between their tour operators and travel
agencies, as well as other enterprises and Organisations
operating in the field of Tourism.

ARTICLE 3

With the view to make better known to the public of the
other Contracting Party their tourist attractions and in-
crease the bilateral tourist movement the Contracting Par-
ties shall encourage mutual tourist promotion through the
exchange of information, publicity and other promotion
materials in accordance with their respective !aws and reg-
ulations,

ARTICLE 4

The contracting Parties, in accordance with the laws in
force in their countries, shall encourage and mutually facil-
itate the investments of Greek and Ugandan en-
trepreneurs, as well as joint ventures in their respective
tourist sectors. For this purpose, they will also regularly
communicate to each other the incentives for tourist in-
vestments, provided by their national legistation as well as
the for in each of the two countries.

ARTICLE 5

The Contracting Parties shall encourage ail possible
forms of bilateral cooperation, with particular emphasis on

the exchange of know-how and practical experience be-
tween organisations and institutions of their countries ac-
tive in the field of Tourism.

ARTICLE 6

The Contracting Parties shall encourage bilateral co-op-
eration between their Travel Agencies and other spe-
cialised bodies with a view to attract and promote travel
from other countries.

ARTICLE 7

The Contracting Parties shall exchange information and
documentation concerning statistics, legislation, as well as
research on tourism development and examine all possi-
ble forms of co-operation in the field of vocational training
of personnel employed in the tourist sector.

ARTICLE 8

The National Tourism Authorities of the two countries
shall develop their cooperation within the framework of the
Worid Tourism Organisation, as well as of other iroec-
national Organisations of which both are members.

ARTICLE 9

With the aim of implementing this Agreement through bi-
lateral consultations and through the submission of rec-
ommendations to their competent authorities a Joint Com-
mission shall be convened periodically composed of an
equal number of authorised representatives of the Con-
tracting Parties. The Contracting Parties may invite their
representatives and experts both from the state and private
tourist sectors to participate.

The Commission�s meetings shall take place in of the two
Countries alternantely at a time agreed upon by the Con-
tracting Parties.

Each meeting shall be presided over by the Head of the
Delegation of the country in which it will take place.

ARTICLE 10

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date upon
which both Contracting Parties will have notified each oth-
er, through diplomatic channels, of the completion of the
legal formalities required in each country for the entry into
force of the Agreement.

This Agrement shall remain five (5) years and shall there-
after be renewed each time for additional five-year periods,
unless denounced by notification of one of the Contracting
at last in force for six (6) months prior to the expiration of
each period.

Done at Athens on September 29th, 1999, in two copies in
the Greek and English language, both texts being equally
authentic.
