AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE WORLD TOURISM ORGANIZATION (WTO)

AND THE CEU/ETC SEMINAR ON THE EURO AND TOURISM
Roya! Olympic Cruises Ship, Aegean Sea, Greece,
3-8 May 1998

[ have the honour to transmit herewith the text of the Agreement between the
World Tourism Organizaton (WTO) and the Government of the Hellenic Republic
relating to the holding of the thirty-third meeting of the WTO Commission for Europe
(CEU) and the CEU/ETC Seminar on a cruise-ship in the Aegean Sea from 3 to 8 May
1998, at the invitation of your Govemment.

The aforesald Agreement is based on Article 32 of the Statutes of the
Organization, which reads as follows: "The Organization shall enjoy in the territories of its
member States the privileges and immunities required for the axercise of its functions”.
Such privileges and immunities may be defined by agreement concluded by the
Organization, as welt as Resolution 136(V) of the fifth General Assembly of WTO.
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The Conventon on Privileges and Iypmunides of the Speclallzed Agencles approved
by the General Assembly of the United Nadons on 21 November 1947 is
applicable to the meetings.

Pursuant to Artcle I, Section 5, of the sald Convention, the meeting rooms,
offices and other premises and facllitles as are made available by the Government of
the Hellenic Republic for the meetings shall constitute the conference area and be
considered premises of the World Tourism Organizadon.

In accordance with Rule 3 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly,
which are applicable mutatis mutandis to all meetings of the Organization, the
participants in the meetings are Invited by the Secretary-General,

The Government of the Hellenic Republic shall facilitate the enty and departure of
the participants duly invited by the Secretary-General to the meetings and shall
grant partcipants all necessary visas without delay and free of charge. The _
Govemnment shall be provided with a provisional list of participants in due gme
before the meetings.

The representatives of the States invited 1o the meeting shall enjoy the following
privileges and immunides:

{(a) immunity from arrest or detention and, in respect of acts performed by them
in the exercise of their official functions, including oral and written
statements, immunity from legal process;

(b) customs facilities in respect of their personal effects and exemption from
baggage inspection in the same conditions as are accorded to diplomatic
agents on temporary missions;

{c) the right to use codes in their official communications and to receive and
dispatch papers and official correspondence by diplomatc courrier or in
sealed bags;

(d} exemption from immigration restrictions and alien’s registraton; and

(e) exempton from exchange restrictions in the same conditions as accorded o
diplomatic agents on temporary mission.

The representatives of Affiliate Members of WTO and other selected invitees shall
enjoy only the privileges indicated in subparagraphs (a), (d) and (e) above.

The Secretary-General of the Organization shall be accorded the privileges and .
immunities, exemptions and facilities accorded to heads of diplomatic missions.

Officials of the Organization, regardless of thelr nationallty, shail be immune from
legal process of any kind in respect of acts performed in the exercise of their
functons, Including oral or written statements.

in accordance with Rule 1(2) of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly
of the World Tourism Organization, applicable mutats mutandis to alt meetings of
WTO held away from Headquarters, the Government of the Hellenic Repubiic
shall cover any additional expenditure incurred by the World Tourism Crganization
as 3 consequence of holding the meetings in Greece rather than at its Headquarters
in Madrid.

This expenditure, which is detailed in the annex to this letter, shall cover:

wansportaton of the documentation necessary for the Commission meeting
and the Seminar as excess baggage;

air wansport from Madrid to the meeting place and return of four officials of
the World Tourism Organization whose presence s required at the
Commission meetng and the Seminar, the corresponding air dckets being
delivered to WTO Headquarters in Madrid vefore 17 April 1998;

* board and lodging of the four above-mentioned WTO offictals and for three
key speakers.

The present letter together with your Government’s affirmative reply constitute an
agreement that shail enter into force upon notfication by the Government of the
Hellenic Republic that the relevant necessary intermal procedures have been
completed. '
