PROTOCOL
OF THE FIRST SESSION OF THE JOINT ECONOMIC
AND TECHNOLOGICAL COMMISSION BETWEEN
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE SLOVAK REPUBLIC
15-16 DECEMBER.1999 IN BRATISLAVA

Upon the invitation of H. E. Mr. Lubomir Harach, Minister
of Economy of the Slovak Republic, H. E. Mrs. Rodoula Zis-
si, Deputy Minister of the Ministry of National Economy of
the Hellenic Republic, heading an official delegation,
visited the Slovak Republic. The First Session of the Joint
Economic and Technological Commission was held from
December 15th to December 16th, 1999, in Bratislava, ac-
cording to the provisions of the Agreement between the
Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government
of the Slovak Republic on Economic and Technological
Co-operation.

The Slovak side presented the current developments of
the Slovak economy, the reforms and the privatisation pro-
cess under implementation in the Slovak Republic. The
Slovak side also informed the Greek side on the economic
reforms and the restructuring of the public and private sec-
tors of the country.

The Greek side presented the recent developments in its
economy as well as the policies pursued in accordance to
the Convergence Programme 1994-1999. The Greek side
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also expressed its intention to continue the efforts for the
improvement of the harmonious cooperation already exis-
ting between the two countries, aiming at the further devel-
opment of the bilateral cooperation.

The Slovak side informed on the implementation of the
European Agreement between the Slovak Republic and
European Union and on the adjustment processes in the
Slovak economy to the European Union requirements.

The Greek side re-iterated the support of the Greek gov-
ernment for the Slovak Republic’s accession to the Euro-
pean Union and its readiness to provide information on its
experience acquired from the country’s accession period
and its participation in the European Union. In this
framework the Greek side underlined readiness to provide
assistance to the Slovak side within the provisions of the In-
stitution Building Programme of the European Union.

Economy

With regard to the state of their bilateral economic re-
lations, both sides agreed that despite the increase of the
volume of trade between the two countries and the closer
cooperation between their business communities in recent
years, there is ample room to further expand and strength-
en the economic ties between them.

Both sides consider the further development of their bi-
lateral economic relations as necessary and desirable, be-
yond the existing traditional forms of cooperation. To this
end, basic market practices should be fully exploited in or-
der to contribute to the promotion of the bilateral trade.

The two sides exchanged views regarding the develop-
ment of relations between enterprises, new forms of coop-
eration such as joint ventures, capital investments, and
provision of services. They also exchanged information on
the establishment of partnerships and the implementation
of specialised programs of cooperation.

The two sides expressed their satisfaction for the pres-
ence in Bratislava of a significant number of Greek En-
trepreneurs constituting the Business Mission, accompa-
nying the official Greek Delegation, and assessed that the
organisation of similar missions contributes to the expan-
sion of their bilateral economic cooperation. They also
agreed that the strengthening of the economic cooper-
ation should be facilitated by a further exchange of eco-
nomic missions, organisation of business contacts and a
broader participation of companies in fairs and trade exhi-
bitions.

Both sides reviewed and assessed the possibilities for
co-operation in the following sectors:

® industry forthe production of agricultural machinery, ir-
rigation systems, pharmaceuticals, chemical products,
construction materials, textiles, shoes and leather produc-
ts, paper, plastics, informatics and electronics

® telecommunications

e food processing

e furniture manufacturing

® banking, insurance and other financial services

Considering the greatimportance attached to the further
development of the Economic and Technological Co-op-
eration between the two countries, they reviewed and anal-
ysed the results of bilateral co-operation in the following
sectors:

® Industry.

® Energy,

® Ship-building and ship repairing,

® Construction and housing,

® Transport

® Tourism.

® Bilateral technical assistance

® Other activities of mutual interest.

Industry

Both sides while stressing on enhancement of industrial
co-operation, agreed on the following fields as appropriate
ways of realisation of the above mentioned target:

e Establishment of mutual relations between the in-
dustrial research centres of the two countries

® Joint implementation of applied industrial research
projects

® Exchange of experts and technical information.

e |nitiation of training courses.

® Increase in co-operation between Industrial Unions,

e Co-operation of small and medium enterprises and
exchange of information on EU policies

® Transfer of technology and know-how.

Energy

The Slovak side expressed their interest for Slovensky
plynarensky priemysel (SPP) to take part in the tenderas a
foreign investor for regional natural gas distribution com-
panies (EPASs) in Attiki. Thessaloniki and Thessalia.

The Greek side will transmit this wish of the Slovak side
to the respective authorities.

Ship-building and ship repairing

For the purpose of more active co-operation in this sec-
tor, both sides will encourage their interested companies
to co-operate jointly.

Construction and housing

Both sides agreed to encourage their companies to co-
operate jointly and to exchange invitations to international
tenders.

Both parties paid a great attention to the idea of co-oper-
ation between Greek and Slovak enterprises and compa-
nies in the process of the reconstruction of Balkan coun-
tries. They expressed mutual interest in this matter. They
agreed to remain in contact concerning this issue.

Transport

Recognising the important role of transport in the devel-
opment of the commercial and economic relations, both
sides agreed:

® to promote the procedures for signing the new Agree-
ment concerning the International Road Transport of
Passengers and Goods, within the context and regulations
of the European Union. For this purpose the sides agreed
to meet within the first half of 2000.

e to increase the number of the existing quotas of free of
any charge permits to 10 000 permits for the year 2000.
With this aim they will exchange the additional number of 2
700 permits until July 2000.

® to take all necessary measures in order to avoid delays
at the borders concerning international regular passenger
service.

Tourism

Both sides decided to conclude a new agreement on co-
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operation in the field of tourism. For this purpose the Greek
side will send a draft agreement to the Slovak side. The
Greek side offered to organise a seminar for officials from
the tourism public sector of Slovakia.

Agriculture

Both sides agreed on:

® the exchange of experience, know-how and new tech-
nologies in the agricultural sector

® personnel training and exchange of experts and con-
sultants .

® organising seminars of mutual interests |-

Bilateral technical assistance

Both sides will support activities of their countries aimed
at vocational and management training with the aim to se-
cure the above mentioned target.

Other activities of mutual interest

The Greek side requested wider participation of Greek
companies in the implementation of the PHARE Pro-
gramme in the Slovak Republic.

The Greek side expressed their interest to have immedi-
ate information on the privatisation procedure of the state-
owned enterprises.

The Greek-Slovak Business Forum was held at the hotel
Danube in Bratislava on 15-16 December 1999. The lists of
official participants are in Annexes No. 1 and No. 2. of this
Protocol. The list of participating companies are in An-
nexes No. 3 and No. 4. of this Protocol.

The negotiations were held in a friendly atmosphere and
both sides agreed to organise the next session in the year
2001 in Athens.

AGREED MINUTES

Starting from 13 to 14 December of 1999 economic con-
sultations between a Greek delegation headed by the
Deputy Minister of National Economy Mrs. Rodoula Zissi
and a Czech delegation headed by the Deputy Minister Mr.
Robert Sykora took place in Prague. The lists of the mem-
bers of the respective delegations appear in the Annex |
and Annex Il of this document. The talks highlighted the in-
terest of both countries to enhance and develop the mutual
economic relations and confirmed the importance which
they attach to it.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction on the progress
made towards the accession of the Czech Republic to the
European Union.

Both parties evaluated the development of mutual eco-
nomic relations in the 90’s. With regard to the state of their
bilateral economic relations, they agreed that despite the
increase of the volume of trade between the two countries
and the closer cooperation between their business com-
munities in recent years, there is ample room to further ex-
pand and strengthen the economic ties between them.

Both parties expressed their interest in the expansion of
joint ventures and/or new investment opportunities in the
following industrial sectors:

e food and beverages industry

® |eather products

® textile manufacturing

® ¢lectrical components

® mechanical engineering equipment (transport equip-
ment, metalworking and agricultural machines, etc.)

¢ information technology and telecommunication

® pharmaceutical products

® construction materials (marbles, aluminium etc.)

® paper industry

® chemicals.

In the same way both parties would like to promote en-
trepreneurial collaboration, especially between Small and
Medium Size Enterprises in both countries in various sec-
tors such as:

® consumer products

® ¢lectronic devices

® services.

Both parties emphasised the need of exchange of the in-
formation about particular Small and Medium Size Enter-
prises policies.

Both parties paid a great attention to the idea of cooper-
ation between Greek and Czech enterprises and compa-
nies in the process of the reconstruction of Balkan coun-
tries. They expressed mutual interest in this matter. They
agreed to remain in contact concerning this issue.

In the framework of the talks the text of the new Agree-
ment on Economic, Industrial and Technological Cooper-
ation between the Hellenic Republic and the Czech Re-
public was discussed on the level of experts. The text has
been agreed upon and initialled by authorized represen-
tatives of both parties. The text of the Agreement will be
submitted for respective approval procedure in both coun-
tries according to their legislation, with the aim of its sig-
nature at the earliest opportunity.

Both parties appreciated cooperation between the Hel-
lenic Export Promotion Organization -HEPO and the
Czech Trade Promotion Agency - CZECHTRADE. They
agreed that the agreement signed between these two or-
ganizations, without doubts, contributes to the further in-
tensification of the economic relations between the Hel-
lenic Republic and the Czech Republic.

The two sides exchanged views regarding the develop-
ment of relations between enterprises, new forms of coop-
eration such as joint ventures, capital investments, and
provision of services. They also exchanged information on
the establishment of partnerships and the implementation
of specialised programs of cooperation.

The two sides expressed their satisfaction for the pres-
ence in Prague of a significant number of Greek en-
trepreneurs constituting the Business Mission accompa-
nying the official Greek Delegation, and assessed that the
organisation of similar missions contribute to the expan-
sion of their bilateral economic cooperation.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction with the so far ob-
served progress of economic activity and agreed that the
strengthening of the economic cooperation should be fa-
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cilitated by a further exchange of economic missions, or-
ganisation of business contacts and a broader partici-
pation of companies in fairs and trade exhibitions.

Both sides will encourage cooperation in the field of agri-
culture as follows:

® the exchange of technical experiences in the agri-
cultural sector, know-how and new technologies

® personnel training and exchanging experts and con-
sultants

® organization of seminars of mutual interests

® exchange of information.

Both parties, recognizing the important role of transport
in the development of the commercial and economic re-
lations, agreed to promote the procedures for the signing
of the new Agreement concerning the international road
transport of passengers and goods, within the context and
regulations of the European Union. In order to meet this
end, the parties agreed to meet within the first semester of
2000. They also agreed that the new licenses of Regular

cooperation intourism sector. To this end they will examine
the possibility to conclude a new Agreement on Cooper-
ation in the Field of Tourism.

They will also encourage the exchange of experts as well
as the exchange of statistical information in the tourism
sector.
