Memorandum of Understanding Between
The Hellenic Republic and
The Palestine Liberation Organization
On Agriculture

28 deBpouapiou 2001

In accordance with the historical strong relations between the
people of The Hellenic Republic and the Palestinian people, and to
establish and develop cooperation in field of agriculture and agn-
business, the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Palestine
Liberation Organization acting on behalf of the Palestimian National
Authority herein referred to as the << Parties >> agree on the following :

ARTICLE ONE
Both parties will cooperate ;

a. in facilitating the agricultural trade between each other and in
promoting agricultural trade to other countries.

b. m exchanging the know how and techmical expertise in agricultural .
related matters.

¢. in initiating joint research and technology transfer programs.
d. in organizing training courses, workshops, seminars and other human

resource development activities,

Fields of cooperation will include, but not limited to, agncultural policy
and planming, marketing, farmers’ organizations, extension, forestry,
water management, livestock, production, veterinary medicine, plant
protection and quarantine, ranfed agriculture.

ARTICLE TWO

Encourage the investment and joint venture in agricultural projects
between the private sector from both sides.

ARTICLE THREE

Both parties will support each other in the international agricultural fora

will coordinate and exchange views and stands for the benefit of both
nations.

ARTICLE FOUR

A detailed cooperative plan will be developed every two vyears by a
technical commirttee from both parties.
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ARTICLE FIVE

A joint agricultural committee chaired by the mimisters of agriculture of
both sides will be established and meet at least once every two years
alternately in Greece and Palestinian National Authority.

ARTICLE 5IX

The local expenses including lodging, food and internal transportation
will be born by the recipient country while the international travel will be
born by the sending country.

ARTICLE SEVEN

This MOU enters into force, after the exchange of notes on its approval
between both sides, it is valid for four years from its date of approval, and
will be renewed for new periods of four years unless either, party informs
the other in writing of its intention to terminate the MOU three months
prior to the expiration date of the current period of validity.
