The Hellenic Republic, represented by the General Secretary for Community Affairs of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Mr.Ilias Plaskovitis, pursuant to a Power of Attorney

dated June 22. 2000. by the Minister of Foreign Affairs Mr. Georgios Papandreou,
and

the European Agency for Reconstruction (hereafter Agency). represented by its
Director Mr Hugues Mingarelli. pursuant to the decision of January 17, 2000, of the

Governing Board of the Agency.

Having regard to Council Regulation (EC) No 24354/1999 of 15 November 1999
amending Regulation No 1628/96 relating to aid for Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia,
the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia. in
particular by the setting up of a European Agency for Reconstruction, and in particular to

Article 16 thereof. for the establishment of the Agency's seat in Thessaloniki,

Having regard to the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 16 April

1961,

Having regard to the Protocol on the Privileges and Immunities of the European

Communities.
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Have agreed as follows :

Article 1

Legal Personalitv and Capacitv

1. The Agency has international legal personality

2. On the territory of the Hellenic Republic the Agency shall have full legal personality
and the most extensive legal capacity, including, but not limited to, the right to conclude
contracts, to acquire and dispose of movable and immovable property and to be party to

legal proceedings.

3. It shall be represented for those purposes by its Director.

Article 2

Status of the Agency

1. The Hellenic Republic confers hereby to the Agency. to its Director. to its Heads of
Divisions. to its Secretary General and to the Agency’staff recruited as temporary agents
of A and B categories. as well as to the members of their families forming part of their
respective households. such rights. privileges and immunities as those laid down in the
Vienna Convention of 16 April 1961 on Diplomatic Relations and accorded to
Diplomatic Missions accredited to the Hellenic Republic, to the heads and members of
those Missions, as well as to the members of their families forming part of their

respective households.

2. With regard to vehicles in particular, it is expressly agreed that, withcut prejudice to
the above para.l diplomatic registration will be also accorded to twenty-five (25)

vehicles used or to be used for the official needs of the Agency, including the needs of its
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operational centers. This figure may increase in the future, in accordance with the needs

of the Agency.

3. For the purposes of this Article, which applies irrespective of nationality, the
Organizational Chart of the Agency, as well as the references to the rules and regulations
concerning its various staff categories, appear in an annex, which forms an integral part of
the present Headquarters’Agreement. The above Chart and rules and regulations may be
subject to changes in accordance with the applicable procedures of the European

Communities.

4. By derogation to para.l of this Article. it is expressly agreed that the immunity from
the criminal jurisdiction. provided for in Article 51 of the Vienna Convention, applies

only for acts performed in the course of the official duties of the person concerned.

5. Within one month from the entry into force of this Headquarters’Agreement, the
Agency will provide the competent national authorities with the nominative list of the
persons to whom this Article applies. It will update the list by informing these authorities
of any departure and/or of any new nomination of persons falling within the above

para.l.

Article 3

QOther Privileges and Immunities

1. The provisions of Articles 7, 12, 13. 14 15 and 16 of the Protocol on the Privileges and
Immunities of the European Communities are applicable to those temporary agents of the
Agency, who do not fall under the above Article 2. For the purposes of application of
this provision all references of the said Protocol to the European Communities shall be

read as references to the Agency and all references to the officials and other servants of
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the European Communities shall be read as references to the staff of the Agency falling

within this Article.

2. Specifically, in respect of vehicles, the tax exemption referred to in Article 12 of the
said Protocol includes exemption of charges, VAT and of any other taxes or charges of
equivalent effect, including, inter alia, vehicles’ registration fee. This exemption shall be
granted once, and for one vehicle, for each staff member of the Agency falling within this
Article. The exemption shall not be granted to those staff members of the Agency, who,
irrespective of nationality, are habitually domiciled in Greece at the time of taking their

duties at the Agency.

3. With the exception mentioned at the end of the above paragraph, it is also agreed that
VAT exemption will be granted on household articles acquired by staff members of the
Agency falling within this Article. provided such acquisition takes place during the first

twelve months of the taking of their duties at the Agency.

Article 4

Local agents

It is expressly agreed that staff members of the Agency locally hired under Greek law do
not fall within the above Articles 2 and 3. However, they will be immune from legal
proceedings in respect of acts performed by them in their official capacity in accordance
with the provision of Article 12 (a) of the Protocol on the Privileges and Immunities of

the European Communities.

Article 5

ldentity cards

The Protocol Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic will

provide the staff members of the Agency falling within the above Articles 2 and 3, as well
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as the members of their respective households, with the necessary identity cards

according to international practice.

Article 6

Settlement of disputes

All disputes relating to application of the this Headquarters’Agreement shall be referred
to an ad hoc committee whose members shall be designated by the two parties. In the
event of failure to settle, the dispute shall be referred to the Court of Justice of the

European Communities.

Article 7

Entrv into force

This Agreement will enter into force provisionally upon signature and definitively after
completion of the constitutional procedures of the Hellenic Republic required to this end.
The Hellenic Republic shall notify the Agency of the completion of these procedures and
the Agreement will enter into force definitively on the date of reception of such

notification by the Agency.
