The Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey hereinafter called the
Parties,

Aware of the necessity to protect the environment in arder to ensure
the quality of life in both countries and recognizing that environmental
protection is an essential element of sustainable development.

Taking into account the relevant provisians of the Rioc Declaration as well as
the Agenda for the 21% century, approved by the 13982 United Nations
Conrerencs an Envircnment and Development.

the field of the preventicn of golluticn anc the pratecticn of the envircnment
within the orinciple of sustainatie develcgment.

Nothing in this Memaerandum shall prejudice cther existing or future
agreements concluded between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of
Turkey.

This Memorandum will not affect the rights and commitments of the
Pariies with respect to third states or regicnal integration organizations.

Each Party may communicate the rasuits of their coaperation to third parties
after mutual consent of the Parties.

cooperation including those from the cocrdinators.

Vi. ENTRY INTO FORCE, TERMINATION AND AMENDMENT
Article 9

Trnis Memaorandum shall enter intc force one menth fellowing the date
of the exchange of nctes between the Parties inferming the completion cof their
required national formalities for its entry into force, and, shail remain in force
for three years. lts validity shail be autcmatically extended for further three-
year pericds unless dencunced Dy either Party upon three-month cricr written
notice. Either Party upen three-menth written nctice to the cther Party may
terminate this Memorandum. This Memcrandum may be amended a1 any time
upon mutual consent of the Parties. The termination of the Memaora. :dum shall
not atfect the validity or duraticn ¢f activities agreed upcn gursuant to this
Memorandum and initiated prior te such terminaticn.
