OND TRILATERAL ENERGY COMMITTEE MEETING BE-
TWEEN THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN, THE HEL-
LENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

TEHRAN, FEBRUARY 24, 1999

In accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding
signed by the Foreign Ministers of the contracting parties
on December 22,1997 in Athens, and the Memorandum of
understanding of the first trilateral energy committee
signed in Yerevan on June 3, 1998 the second trilateral
meeting of the Energy committee was held in Tehran on
Feb 24,1999.

1. The Meeting was chaired by Mr. Hamid Chitchian,
Deputy Minister of Energy of the I.R.Iran.

2. The meeting was attended by the following partici-
pating parties:

- Islamic Republic of Iran

— The Hellenic Republic

— Republic of Armenia

List of participants is attached as Appendix I. The agen-
da of the meeting was adopted and is attached as Ap-
pendix Il.

3. The parties agreed on the following:

1. They reiterated their willand wish to contribute towards
further expansion of cooperation in the field of energy and
accelerating measures which have been agreed upon.

2. The parties adopted the Terms of Reference as re-
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ferred to Appendix lll entitle «Establishment of a Common
Database on Energy». They further agreed on future activ-
ities for the implementation of the above mentioned Terms
of Reference.(Appendix IV).

3. The parties expressed their continuous interest for the
I.R.IRAN-ARMENIA gas pipeline project.

The Armenian party presented an updated briefing on its
measures taken for further promotion of the project. The Ar-
menian party shall welcome the Hellenic and Iranian parties to
visit Yerevan and discuss the feasibility study of this project.

The Armenian party also agreed to communicate itto the
other two parties in written form.

4. The parties agreed to continue the exchange of expert
tours in order to become better acquainted with each oth-
ers’ energy infrastructures. The Iranian party expressed its
readiness to accept the experts from the other two parties.
The Hellenic side proposed that the visit be paid in June
1999 through direct links between respective companies
with information only passed to the ministries. All parties
agreed on this proposal.

5. The Armenian and Iranian parties informed the meeting
on status of «<SUNARM> and its founders and its broad spec-
trum of activities. This information shall also be communi-
catedtothe Hellenic party in awritten form. The Hellenic party
shall comment on this document by the end of April 1999.

6. In order to maintain a sound communication proce-
dure between the parties, the following focal points were
nominated and assigned to handle trilateral energy com-
munications:

8.1 The idea of a «Trilateral Umbrella Agreement» on
rules of cooperation i.e., institutional and legislatory
framework, and establishment of a trilateral secretariat.

9. The exchange of views regarding regional energy matters.

4. Parties agreed, to hold the next meeting in November
1999 in Athens in the Hellenic Republic .In September

1999, actual date shall be agreed through diplomatic chan-
nels. The Armenian and Iranian parties shall inform the Hel-
lenic party of their convenient dates.

5. The Hellenic and Armenian parties expressed their
gratitude to the Iranian party for the organization of the
meeting and hospitality extended to them.

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MEMORANDUM

OF UNDERSTANDING OF THE FIRST TRILATERAL
MEETING OF THE ENERGY COMMITTEE BETWEEN
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC THE REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA
AND THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN

Yerevan, 3 June 1998

In. accordance with the memorandum of understanding,
signed by the Foreign Ministers of the contracting parties
on December 22, 1997 in Athens, thefirst Trilateral meeting
of the Committee on Energy issues was held in Yerevan on
June 3, 1998.

1. The Meeting was chaired by Dr. Garen Galustyan, the
First Deputy Minister of Energy of RA.

2. The Meeting was attended by the following Partici-
pating States (Parties) of the:

Republic of Armenia

Hellenic Republic

Islamic Repubilic of Iran

The list of participants is attached in Appendix I.

The agenda of the meeting was adopted and is attached
in Appendix Il.

3. The Parties agreed on the following:

1. They reiterated their will and wish to contribute
towards further development of fruitful cooperation in the
energy field;

2. To establish an energy data base with access re-
stricted to the Parties involved. A Working Group will be es-
tablished for the elaboration of Terms of Reference and im-
plementation of the project. Each Party till June 20 will
nominate two experts to participate in the Working Group.
The Working Group meeting which will be organized by
CRES will be held in Athens by July 15, 1998.

4. The Parties expressed their continuous interest for the
gas pipeline project. All the information concerning the
Feasibility Studies and any relevant data shall be forward-
edto the Hellenic side in order to communicate its decision
in the shortest possible time.

5. The Parties agreed to implement the exchange of
expert tours for studying Energy infrasrtucture of partici-
pating countries. This exchange shall be implemented in
the following energy subsectors:

® Fossil fuel supply.

® Power, sector (thermal, hydro, transmission and distri-
bution).

® Energy efficiency, renewables, environment.

® | egislation, planning and management.

The Parties agreed to provide two experts for each men-
tioned subsector and the exchange of delegation will be
conducted according to the time schedule (Appendix lll).

6. The Parties referred to the importance of the estab-
lishment of joint-ventures and development of the existing
ones. The Armenian-Iranian joint-venture «Sunarms» will
provide the Hellenic Party with the necessary information.
The Hellenic Party will study the possibility to join this joint-
venture at its earliest convenient time.

The Parties agreed to consider the establishment of joint
venture in the sector of solar energy using the experience
of the Participating Countries. The Parties shall provide all
necessary information concerning results of marketing
services as well as studies on the solar energy potential for
the perspectives of the establishment of the joint-venture.

The Hellenic Party expressed its readiness to analyze the
received information and present a summarized report to
the Armenian and Iranian Parties by the end of October,
1998.

7. The Parties agreed on the usefulness of joint exhibi-
tions in the field of energy. Also they agreed on the infor-
mation exchange concerning their national exhibitions in
this sector.

8. The Parties agreed that all the expenses of the dele-
gations will be covered by the host Party except for inter-
national travel.

9. The delegations expressed their sincere gratitude to
the Government of the Republic of Armenia for the hos-
pitality extended to them and for the excellent arrange-
ments made for this Meeting.

10. The Parties agreed to hold the next meeting in Febru-
ary 1999in Tehran, Islamic Republic of Iran. Actual date will
be agreed through diplomatic channels.

11. Done in Yerevan on the third of June 1998, in three
originals m the English language in 11 Articles and three
Appendices, all texts being authentic.
