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FOOD AID CONVENTION, 1999

PREAMBLE

The Parties to this Conventian,

Having reviewed the Food Aid Cenvention, 1995 and its objective of sacuring at least 10 million tonnes
of food aid annually in the form of grain suitabie for human consumption, and wishing to confirm their
desira to maintain international co-operation on food aid matters among member governments;

Recalling the Declaration on World Food Security and the World Food Summit Plan of Action adopted

in Rome in 139986, in particular the commitment to achieve food security for all and to an ongoing effort
to eradicate hunger; -

Desiring to enhance the capacity of the international community to respond to food emergency

situations and to improve world food security, through the assurance of supplies of food aid irrespective
of world food price and supply fluctuations;

Recalling that, in their 1994 Marrakesh decision on measures concerning least-developed countries and
net food-importing developing countries, Ministers of WTO member countries agreed to revie'w the level

of food aid established under the Food Aid Canvention as turther elaborated at the 1996 Singapore
Ministerial Conference;

Recognising that the recipients and members have their own policies on food aid and related matters,
and that the ultimate objective of faod aid is the elimination of the need for food aid itself;

Desiring to improve the effectiveness and quality of food aid as a tool in support of foed security in

developing countries, particularly to alleviate poverty and hunger of the most vuinerable groups, and
to improve member co-ordination and co-operation in the field of food aid;

HAVE AGREED on the following:

PART | — OBJECTIVES AND DEFINITIONS

* ARTICLE |
Objectives

The objectives ot this Canvention are to contribute to world food security and to improve the ability

of the international community to respond to emergency food situations and other food needs of
developing countries by:

{a} making appropriate levels of food aid available on a predictable basis, as determined by the
provisions of this Convention;

{b} encouraging members to ensure that the food aid provided is aimed particularly at the alleviation

of poverty and hunger of the most vulnerable groups, and is consistent with agricultural
development in those countries;

{c) including principles for maximising the impact, the effectiveness and quality of the food aid
nrovided as a tool in support of food security; and,
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{d) providing a framework for co-operation, co-crdination and Information-sharing among rhemtmrs
on food aigd related matters to achieve greater efficiency in ail aapects of feod aid operaticns ang
better coherence between food aid and other policy instruments.

Any reference in this Convention to a "Government™ or "Governments” or "member” shall be
construed as including a reference to the European Community {hereinafter refarred to as the EC).
Accordingly, any reference in this Convention to "signature” or to the "deposit of instruments of
ratification. acceptance, or approval® or "an Instrument of accession” or “a declaration of
provisional application” by a Gavernment shall, in the case of the EC, be construed as including
signature or declaration of provisional application on behalf of the EC by its competent authority
and the deposit of the instrument required by the institutional procedures of the EC to be
deposited tor the conclusion of an international agreement.

Any reference in this Convention to a "Government®, or "Governments”, or "member”, shall be
understoad, where appropriate, to include a reference to any separate customs territory within the

meaning of the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade or of the Agreement Establishing The
World Trade Organization.

PART Il — CONTRIBUTIONS AND NEEDS

ARTICLE Il
Quantities and Quality

Members agree to provide food aid to developing countries or the cash equivalent thereot in the

minimum annual amounts specified in paragraph (e} below {(hereinafter referred to as "the
commitment”),

The commitment of each member shall be expressed in either tonnes of wheat equivalent or in
value or in a combination of tonnage and value. Members expressing their commitment in value
terms shall also specify a guaranteed annual tonnage.

Whaether Its commitment is axpressad in tonnage, in valua, of in a centinalion of tonnage and
valus, a member may also include an indicative value rapresenting its total estirated cost,
including the transport and other operational costs associated with the focd aid operations.

! Membaers shall report their food aid operations in line with the relavant Rules of Procedure.
@ Includes transport and other operational costs.

Transport and other operational costs, when counted towards a member's commitment, rmust be

incurred as part of a food aid operation which is also eligible to be counted towards a member's
commitment.

In respect of transport and other operational costs, 8 member cannct count more than the

acquisition cost of eligible products towards its commitment, except in the case of internationally
recognised emergency situations.

Any member which has acceded to this Convention under paragraph (b} of Article XXIll shall be
deemed to be listed in paragraph (e} of this Article, togethar with its commitmant.

The commitment of an acceding member referred to in paragraph (h) of this Article shail not be
less than 20,000 tonnes or an appropriate value as the Committee may approva. This will normatly

~apply in full starting In the tirst year during which the country is deemed by the Committee to

have accteded to the Convention. However, to facilitate the accession of Governments other than
those referred to in paragraph {e) of this Article, the Committee may agree that an acceding
member’s commitment should be phased in over a period of not more than three years, provided
that the commitment is at least 10,000 tonnes or an appropriate vaius in the first year, and
increases by at least 5,000 tonnes a year or an appropriate value in each succeeding year.

All products provided as food aid shall meet international quality standards, be consistent with the

dietary habits and nutritional needs of recipients and, with the exception of seeds, shall be suitable
for human consumption.

in the case of commitments expressed as a combination of tonnage and value, the
percentages in sub-paragraphs {i) and (i} above shall be calculated separately for tonnage
and value, excluding transport and other operational costs.

Far the purposes of fulfilment of their commitments, members may provide micro-nutrients in
conjunction with eligible products. They are encouraged to provide, when appropriate, fortified
food aid products, particularly In emergency situations and targeted developmaent projects.

Contributions of cash for the purchase of eilgible products supplied as food aid shall be evaluated
sither In accordance with the whesat squivatent of these products, or at pravailing international
market prices of wheat, In accordance with the methods laid down in the Rules of Procedure.

ARTICLE Vi
Carryover and Carryforward

Each member shall ensure that operations in raspect of its commitment for one year are made to
the maximum aextent possibie within that year,

If 2 member is unabie to provide the amount specified in paragraph (e} of Articie Ill in a particular
year, it shall report the circumstances to the Committee as soon as possibie and, in any case, no
later than the first session heid after the end of that year. Unless the Committee decides

otherwise, the unfulfilled amount shall be added to the member’'s commitment for the following
year,

If 2 member’'s contribution exceeds its commitment for any year, up o 5% of its overall
commitment, or the amount of the excess, whichever is the smaller, may be counted as part of

the member’s commitment for the following year.
ARTICLE Vi
Eilgible Recipients

Food aid under this Convention may be provided to the developing countries and territories which
are listed in Annex B, namely:

{i} least-developed countries;

{iil low-income countries;

(i) lower middie-income countries, and other countries included in the WTO list of Net
Food-Importing Developmg Countries at the time of negotiation of this Convention, when
experiencing food emergencies or internationally recognised financial crises leading to food
shortage emergencies, or when food aid operations are targetad on vulnerable groups.

For purposes of paragraph (a} above, any changes made to the DAC list of Developing Countries

and Territories in Annex B (2} to {(c) shall aiso apply to the list of eligible recipients under this
Convention.

When allocating their food aid, mombers shall give priority to least-deveioped countries and
fow-income countries.

ARTICLE Viii
Neaeds

Food ald should only be providsd whan it Is the most aifective and appropriate means of
aasistancs.

Food aid should ba based on an svaluation of neerds by tha racipiant and the membaers, within their
awn respantiva policles, and shouwld he aimed at enhancing foed security in recipient countries.

In respo;‘.rﬂng ta those neads, members shall pay attantion to meeting tha particular nutritionat
neads of women and children,

Foad aid for free distribution should be targeted on vuinerable groups.

The provision of food aid in emergency situations should take particular account of longer-term
rehabilitation and development objectives in the reciplent countries and should respect basic

humanitarian principles. Members shall aim to ensure that the food aid provided reaches the
intended recipients in 8 timely mannaer.

To the maximum extent pnssible, non-emergency food aid shall be provided by members on a
forward planning basis, so that recipient countries may be able to take account, in their

develapment programmas, of the likely flow of food aid thay will receive during each year of this
Convention.

1f it appears that, because of a substantial productlon shortfall or other circumstances, a particular
country, region or regions Is faced with exceptional food needs, the matter shall be considered
by the Committee. The Committee may recommend that membars should respond to the situation
by increasing the amount of food sid provided.

At the time of the identification of food aid needs, members or their partners shall endeavour to
consuylt with each other at the ragional and recipient country level, with a view to developing &

common approach to needs analysis.

Members agree, where apprapriate, to identify priority countries and regions under their fcod aid
programmes. Mambers will ensure transparency as to their priorities, policies and programmes,
by providing information for other donors.

Members will consult with each other, directly or through their relevant partners, on the
possibilities for the establishment of common action plans {or priority countries, if possible on a
multi-annual basis. '
ARTICLE IX
Forms and Terms of Ald
Food aid under this Convention may be supplied as:
i} grants of food or of cash ta be used to purchase food for or by the recipient country;

(i} sales of food for the currency of the recipient country, which is not transferable and is not
convertible into currency or goods and services for use by the donar members;

(iiil sales of food on credit, with payment to be made in reasanable annual amounts over periods

of 20 years or more and with interest at rates which are below commercial rates prevailing
in world markats. . :

wWiun respect only to food aid counted against 8 member’s commitment, all food aid provided to
least-developed countries shall be made in the form of grants.

Food aid under this Convention previded in the form of grants 3hall ;apresent not less than 80 per

Members shall undertake to conduct &il food aid transactions under this Convention in such 3 way

as to avoid harmful interference with normai patterns of preducticn and international commercial
trade.

Members sheil ensure that:

1) the provision of food aid iz not tied directly or Indirectly, formally or informally, explicitly or

implicitly, to commercial axports of agricultural products or other goods and servicas io
recipient countries;

(i} food aid transactions, including bilateral food aid which is monetised, ere carried out in a
manner consistent with the FAQ “Principles of Surplus Disposal and Consultative

Obligations”,
ARTICLE X
Transport and Delivery
The costs of transporting and delivering food ald beyend the f.0.b. stage shall, to the extant
possible, be borne by the donors, particularly in the case of emergency food aid or food aid
provided to priority recipient countries.
In planning food aid operations, dus account shall be taken of potential difficulties which may

affect transport, procassing or storage of food 2id, and the effects that the delivery of the aid may
have on marketing of local harvests in the recipient country.

In order to make optimum use of available logistical capacity, members shall establish, as far as
possible, with other food aid donors, recipient countries, and any other parties involved in the
delivery of the food aid, a co-ordinated timetable for the delivery of their aid.

Due reference to the payment of transport and other operational costs shall be made in any review
of the performance of membears under this Convention.

Transport and other operational costs must be incurred as part of a food sid operation which is
also eligible to be reported as part of a member’s contribution.

ARTICLE XI

Channelling

Members may provide their food aid bilaterally, through intergovernmental or other internationsl

organisations, or non-governmental organisations.

Members shall give full consideration to the advantages of directing food aid through multilateral
channels, in particular the World Food Programme.

In developing and implementing their food aid operations, members shali make use, whenever
possible, of information «..2 w.ipetencies avaiiable within the retevant international ocrganisations,
whether inter-governmental or non-governmental, active in the fiaid of food aid.

Members are enccuraged to co-ordinate their food aid policies and activities in relatior to

international organisations active in the held of food aid, with a view to strengthening the
coherence of food aid operations. .

ARTICLE X1
Local Purchases and Triangular Transactions

in order ta promote local agricultural development, strengthen regionat and local markets ang
enhance the longer-term food sacurity of recipient countries, members shalt give consideration to
using or diracting their cash contributions for the purchase of food:

{i}  for supply to the recipient country from other developing countries {*triangular transactions”);

{ly in one part of a developing country far supply to a deficit area in that country (*local
purchases”).

Cash contributions shall not normally be made to purchase food which is of the same type that
the country which is the source of supply has received as bilateral or muitilateral food aid In the
sama year as the purchase, or in a previous yeer if the food ald then recelved is still being used.

Ta facilitate the purchase of food from deveroping countries, members shall, to the extent
possible, provide to the Secretariat such information as is available to them on food surpluses that
may exist, or are anticipated, in developing countries.

Members shall pay particular attention to avolding harmful effects on low-income consumers due
to price changes resulting from local purchases.

ARTICLE X1l
EHectiveness and Impact

In all food ald transactions, members shall pay particular attention to:

(i} avoiding harmful effects on local harvests, production and marketing structures, by
appropriately timing the distribution of food aid;

liil respecting local food habits and nutritional needs of the beneficiaries and minimising any
possible negative effects on their eating habits; and

{iii) facilitating the participation of women in the decision-making process and in the

implementation of food aid operations, thus strengthening food security at the househald
level.

Members shall endeavour to support the efforts of governments in recipient countries to develop
and implement food aid programmes in a manner consistent with this Convention.

Members should support and, where appropriate, contribute to strengthening the capacity and
competence of recipient governments and the respective civil societies to develop and implement
food security strategies to enhance the impact of food aid programmes.

When food aid is sold within a recipient country, the sale shall be carried out, as far as possible,
through the private sector and be based on market analysis. In targeting proceeds from such sales,
priority shall be given to projects aiming to improve the food security of beneficiaries.

Consideration should be given to reinforcing food ald by other means (financial aid, technical
assistance etc.) in order to strengthen its capacity to enhance food security and to increase the
capacity of governments and clvil society to develop food sacurity strategies at all levels. -

Members shall endeavourto ensure coherence between food aid policies and policies in other
sectors such as development, agriculture and trade.

ARTICLE XIV
Information and Co-ordination

Meambers shall provide regqular and timely reports to the Commitiee on the amount, content,

channelling, costs including transport and other operational costs, forms and terms of thair
contributions in accordance with the Rules of Procedura,

Members undertake ta supply such statistical and other information that may be requirsd for the
operation of this Convention, in particular regarding their:

() aid deliveries, including the purchasa of products madae as the result of cash contributions,

local purchases or triangular operations, and these channelled through internationai
organisations;

(i) arrangements entered into for the future supply of food aid;

(ili} policies affecting the provision and distribution of food aid. To the extent possible, these

reports shall be submitted in writing to the Executive Director before each regular sassion of
the Committee.

Members who make contributions in the form of multilateral cash contributions to international

organisations shall report the fulfiiment of their cbligations in accordance with the Rules of
Procedurs.

Memters shall exchange information on their food aid policies and programmes and the results
of their evaluations of these policies and programmes, and shall endeavour to ensure the

coherence of their food aid programmes with food security strategies at national, regionai, local
and household levels.

Membaers shall Indicate to the Committee, in advance, the amount of their commitment which is
not made in the form of grants and the terms of any such aid.

PART 1t - ADMINISTRATION -

ARTICLE XV
Foad Ald Committee

The Food Aid Commiitee, astablished by the Fcod Aid Canvention of the International Grains
Arrangemant, 1967, shall continue in being for the purpose of administering this Convention, with
tha powers and functions provided in this Conivention.

~ The membership of the Committee shall consist of all parties to this Convention.

Each membaer shall designate a representative resident at the seat of the Committee to whom the
Sacratariat’s notices and other communications related to the work of the Committes shall
normally be addressed. Other arrangements may be adopted by any member in agreement with

the Executive Director,
ARTICLE XVI
Powaers and Functions
The Committee shall take such decisions and perform such functions as are required to carry out
the provisions of this Convention. It shall establish such Rules of Procedure as are necessary for
this purpose.

The decisions of the Committee shall be reached by consensus.

The Committee shall keep the requirements for food aid in developing countries and the ability of
members to respond to those requirements under review.

The Committee shall keep under review the progress made in attaining the objectives set out in
Article | of this Convention, and the fulfilment of the provisians of this Convention.

The Committee may raceive information from recipient countries and consult with them.

ARTICLE XVIl
Chairman and Vice-Chairman

At the last statutory session held in each year, the Committee shall appoint a Chairman and a
Vice-Chairman for the following year.

The duties of the Chairman shall be:
(i) to approve the draft agenda for each session;
{ii} to preside at sessions;-
{iii} ‘to declare the opening and closing of each meeting and of each session;‘
{ivl to submit the draft agenda to the Committee for adoption at the beginning of each session;
{v) to direct the discussions and to ensure observance of the Rules of Procedure;

The Vice-Chairman, when acting as Chairman, or tha temperasy Chairman, shail have the same
powers and dutles as the Chairman.
ARTICLE XVil}
Sessions

The Committee shail meet at least twice a yeer in conjuncticn with the statutory sessions af the
International Grains Council. The Committee shall meet aiso at such other times either as the

Chairman shall decide. at the request of three members, or as othsrwise required by this
Convention.

The presence of dalegatss representing two thirds of the membership of the Committee shall ha
nacessary to constitute a quorum at any session of the Committes.

The Committee may, when appropriate, invite any non-member government and representatives
from othar intarnational inter-governmental organisations to atteid its open meetings as observers.

The seat of the Committes shall be in London.

ARTICLE XIX
Secretariat

The Committee shall use the services of the Secretariat of the International Grains Council for the

performance of such administrative duties as the Committee may request, Including the processina
and distribution of documentation and reports.

The Executive Director shall carry out the directions of the Committee and shall perform such
duties as arae laid down in the Conventian and tha Rulas of Pracedure.
ARTICLE XX

default in obligations under this Convention, the Committee shall meset and take appropriate
action.

ARTICLE XXIV
Entry into Force

This Convention shall anter into force an f July 1999 if by 20 June 1982 the Governments, whose
combined commitments, as listed in paragraph [e} of Article I, equal at least 7% of the totai
commitments of all govermments listed In that paragraph, have deposiisd instumaents of
ratification, acceptance, approval or accession, or declarations of provisional sppiication, and
provided that the Grains Trade Conventlor, 1398 is in force.

If this Convention does not enter into force in accordance with paragragh (a) of this Arvizle, the
Governments which have deposited instruments ot ratification, acceptanca, approval or accassion,
or declarations of provisional application, may decide by unanimous consent that it shall enter into

The Committea may extend this Convention beyond 30 June 2002 for successive periods not
exceeding twao years on each occasion, provided that the Grains Trade Convention, 1995, or 3 new
Grains Trade Convention replacing it, remains in force during the period of the extension.

If this Convention Is extended under paragraph (b} of this Article, the commitments of members
under paragraph {e} of Article Ill may be subject to review by members betore the entry into force

of each extension. Their respective commitments, as reviewed, shall remain unchanged for the
duration of each extension.

The coperation of this Convention shail he kept under review, in particular with reference to the
results of any muitilateral negotiations bearing on the provision af foqd aid, including especially
on concessional credit terms, and the need to apply the results thereof.

The situation with respect to ail food aid operations and, in particular, those under concessional

credit terms, shall be reviewed before deciding on any extension cf this Convention or any new
convention.

In the event of this Convention being terminated, the Committee shall continue in being for such
time as may be required to carry out its liquidation, and shall have such powers, and exercise such
functions, as may be necessary for that purpose.

Any member may withdraw from this Convention at the end of any year by giving written notice
of withdrawal to the depositary at least ninety days prior to the end of that year. That member
shall net thereby be released from any obligations incurred under this Convention which have not

been discharged by the end of that year. The member shall simultaneously.inform the Committee
of the action it has taken. -

Anv member which withdraws from this Convention may thereatter rejoin by giving written notice
to the Committee and to the depositary. It shall be a8 condition of rejoining the Convention that
the member shall be responsible far fulfilling its commitment with effect from the year in which
