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AGREEMENT

BETWEEN :
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA
FOR COOPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF POSTS AND
TELECOMMUNICATIONS

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic
of Bulgaria, hereinafter referred to as "the Contracting Parties”,

Desiring to develop the bilateral relations between the Hellenic Republic and
the Republic of Bulgaria,

Recognising that effective communications are an important factor for
promoting these relations, as well as for the economic and social development
and welfare of the population of both countries,

Emphasising the common interest in establishing closer co-cperation in the
fields of telecommunications and postal communications based on
advantageous and equitable conditions and on the good neighbourly
traditions,

agree as follows:

Article 1

The postal and telecommunications relations between the Hellenic Republic
and the Republic of Bulgaria shall be establisned according to the provisions
of their national legisiation, the recommendations and acts in force of the
Universal Postal Union (UPU), the International Telecommunications Union
(ITU), the European Conference of Posts and Telecommunications (CEPT)
and the present Agreement.

Article 2

The Contracting Parties shall take all the appropriate measures within their
competence 1o continuously develop and improve the quality of the postal andy*
telecommunication connections between the two countries and ensure t/hg’fu“
rehabiity -
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Article 3

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the transit through therr territories of
the postal and telecommunication services and of the radio and television
programmes designated to or coming from third parties, under the most
favourable conditions for both Contracting Parties.

Article 4

In cases of natural disasters or force-majeur each of the Contracting Parties
shall give the highest priority to the other Contracting Party for the
transmission  of  communications wvia its  natonal networks  and
telecommunications media.

Article §

51 The Parties shall carry out the co-cperation by

- 2xchanging informaticn and documentatior, in particular on their
liberalisation programmes;

- Dbilateral consultations;

- missions of experts and estabiishment of working groups;
exchange of specialists
training programmes;

- other forms of co-operation.

5.2 The Contracting Parties can make proposals for closer cooperation and
for further co-ordination on specific issues according to this Agreement.
For this purpose, when appropriate and upon mutual consent, contracts
may be signed between the respective postal and telecommunication
entities stipulating, inter alia, the goals, plans of action, time periods, the
departments and persons responsible for the implementation and
successful completion of the contracts

Article 6

The Contracting Parties agree to co-operate in the preparation of the
viewpoints anc mutual support related to the participation in the activities of
specialised internaticnal organisations in the fields of posts and
telecommunications whenever this is practically possible and does not
contradict to the national interests of either Contracting Party B
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Article 7

Regarding the areas of competence of the National reguiatory bodies for
posts and telecommunications, the two Contracting Parties shall support
direct cooperation on such issues as:

7.1 establishment of rules and procedures for the performance of activities
like licensing, monitoring, control, frequency allocation, etc.

7.2 mplementation of economic and financial market principles in the
telecommunication and postal sectors;

7.3 optimum usage of the radio frequency spectrum and application of tari‘ff"

principles in this area;

7.4 type approval of telecommunication terminal equipment and mutual
recognition of the approvals;

7.5 standardisation; .

7.6 structure, organisation and functions of the two national regulatory
bodies; :

7.7 other issues as mutually agreed.

Article 8

in the fields of postal and telecommunication operation the Contracting Parties
shall support and recommend direct collaboration and establishment of
reciprocal accountings between the service provigers.

Article 9

Regarding the fields of research and design of postal and telecommunication
facilities and of training of specialists in this field the Contracting Parties shall
recommend and support direct coliaboration and cooperation between the
specialised entities in their countries.

Articie 10

The present Agreement shall not affect the rights and obligation.s of the
Contracting Parties resulting from international agreements with third
countries.
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Article 11

1.1 The competent authorities responsible for the implememation of the
present Agreement shall be:

111 in the Hellenic Republic the Ministry of Transport and
Communications.

11.1.2. n the Republic of Bulgaria: the Ministry of Transport and
Communications

112 In case of any change relating to these competent authorities the
Contracting Parties shall notify each other in due course.

‘Article 12

All the information acquired under this Agreement shall not be disclosed to

third parties without the prior written consent of the Contracting Party from
which it has originated.

Article 13

The Contracting Parties shall resolve all disputes arising from the
interpretation and application of the.present Agreement through direct
negotiations and consultations.

Article 14

14.1  Amendments or additions to the present Agreemeht may be made after
written proposal of any Contracting Party provided that they have been
mutually agreed.

14.2 The amendments and additions under the preceding paragraph shall
enter into force in accordance with Paragraph 1 of Article 15 of the present
Agreement.

Article 15

151 The present Agreement shall become effective on the date of receiving
the second of the two notifications in which the Contracting Parties mutually
nolify each other on the completion of the formalities necessary for enterina
into force required by their naticnal legislation.
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15.2 The present Agreement shall be valid for a period of 5 years from the
date it becomes effective and shall be automatically renewed for further
periods of the same duration, unless either Contracting Party denies it in
writing through diplomatic channels at least 6 months before the end of each
period.

Article 16

Upon entry into force of this Agreement, the Agreement Between the
Government of the Helienic Republic and the Peoples’ Republic of Bulgaria
for Postal Services and Telecommunications signed on 16 October 1873 in
Athens shall become null and void.

Article 17

For correspondence related to the implementation of the present Agreement
the two Parties may wuse the English language. The language of
correspondence between the other organisations and entities may be decided
by mutual agreement.

Done on 17 July 2001 in Sofia in two originals, each in Greek, Bulgarian and
Enclish, all the three texts being equally authentic and having the same value.
In case of difference in interpretation the English text shall prevail.
