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PROGRAMME OF EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL CO-OPERATION
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF HUNGARY

FOR THE YEARS 2002-2005

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Hungary
(hereinafter: the Parties), desiring to further develop their relations and co-operation in the fields of
education, sciences, culture, mass media and sports, in the spirit of the Cultural Agreement signed in
Athens on March 17th, 1977, and in accordance with the provisions of the Final Act of the Conference
on Security and Co-operation in Europe, have agreed upon the following Programme for the years
2002-2005.

I. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

ARTICLE 1

The two Parties shall encourage direct co-operation between their scientific and research centres and
institutions of higher education in all fields of science, and shall promote exchanges of publications
and experts in accordance with the laws and regulations of each country.

ARTICLE 2

During the validity of the present Programme the two Parties shall exchange five (5) university
professors, lecturers or other highly qualified experts for the purpose of exchanging experience and/or
delivering lectures in the other country. The duration of each visit shall be up to seven (7) days.

The Parties recognise the necessity of preliminary contacts between the visiting staff members and
their counterparts in the host country.

ARTICLE 3

The two Parties shall grant, annually, one (1) scholarship of a total duration of ten (10) months for the
purpose of post-graduate studies or research. These scholarships may be subdivided into two (2)
periods of five (5) months each.

ARTICLE 4
The Greek Party shall inform the Hungarian Party of the possible granting annually of ome (1)

additional scholarship of 10 months for a young Hungarian scientist for postgraduate studies or
research.

ARTICLE 5

The two Parties shall offer three (3) scholarships for a total duration of ninety (90) days annually for
participation in summer courses of language and civilisation organised in the other country.
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ARTICLE 6

The two Parties shall exchange, upon request, information about the educational system and the
educational administration, as well as school curricula, educational programmes and textbooks.

ARTICLE 7

The two Parties shall co-operate for the objective presentation of geography, history and culture of the
other Party in the school textbooks in use in primary and secondary education, according to the spirit
and the objectives of UNESCO and the Council of Europe.

ARTICLE 8

a) During the validity of this Programme the two Parties shall exchange two (2) experts on primary
and secondary education, for a period of up to eight (8)days each, with a view to obtaining a better
knowledge of the education system of the other country and being mutually informed about the
development plans.

b) The Parties shall exchange experts, for a period of up to fifteen (15) days in total, in order to
mutually inform each other and exchange experience in the field of adult education, and more
specifically, labour market training.

ARTICLE 9

The Greek Party shall support the teaching of Modern Greek language in Hungary, by providing
teachers, books and educational material.

ARTICLE 10

The two Parties shall encourage and promote the teaching of the other country’s language. The Parties
shall continue to support the teaching of the ancient Greek language and literature at institutions of
higher education in Hungary and the teaching of modern Greek language and literature at the E5tvos
Lorénd University.

ARTICLE 11

The Greek Party expresses its wish that the Greek language be taught to children of Greek origin in
Hungary, within the framework of the Hungarian education programme.

For this purpose it shall provide, at the request of the Hungarian Party, school textbooks and other
relevant teaching material such as maps, slides etc. in order to facilitate the teaching of the Greek
language.

ARTICLE 12

The Hungarian Party expresses its wish that the schools preparing students for the secondary school
leaving examination in the Old Greek and Modern Greek languages be supported by the Greek Party
with teaching aids.

The Hungarian Party expresses its intention that, at the request of the Greek minority living in
Hungary, it shall continue to provide books, literary and specialized works, textbooks, television and
radio educational programmes as well as computer-aided training programmes for the community's
educational institutions and Sunday schools so as to help them carry out their educational and cultural
activities.
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ARTICLE 13

The two Parties shall encourage the exchange of information and documentation with a view to
facilitating their competent authorities in the recognition and equivalence of certificates, diplomas,
degrees and academic titles, in accordance with legislation of the respective country.

II. LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

ARTICLE 1

During the validity of this Programme the two Parties will exchange one (1) archivist and one (1)
librarian for a period of up to ten (10) days each, in order to be informed on matters of their speciality
and conduct research in their respective Archives and National Libraries according to the laws and
regulations of each country.

The Greek Party agrees to send documents in the Greek language to the National Foreign Language
Library that plays an important role in supplying the Hungarian Greek community with reading
materials.

The National Libraries of the two countries will exchange books, periodicals, microfilms and
facsimiles of historic documents of the other country.

III. CULTURE
ARTICLE 1

The Hungarian Party suggests to establish at the Corinth Canal a ,,Tlrr Istvan” Memorial Room,
while the Greek Party a memorial site at the building of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences in
Budapest in memory of the Greek family Sina, which contributed to the construction of the building.
The two Parties shall explore the possibility of implementing those suggestions.

ARTICLE 2

During the validity of the present Programme, the two Parties will exchange eight (8) specialists from
various cultural fields (such as archaeology, restoration and protection of monuments and works of art
in general, ethnology-folklore, theatre, literature, music, dance, contemporary fine arts, applied arts,
and photographic art, etc.) for a period of up to ten (10) days each, so that they may exchange views,
information and experience on matters of their speciality.

ARTICLE 3

The two Parties will encourage the initiatives of their publishing houses to promote the translation and
publication of contemporary literary works of the other country. To this end they will receive
mutually, during the validity of this Programme, one (1) expert in this field (publisher or translator)
for a period of up to seven (7) days.

ARTICLE 4

The two Parties will examine the possibilities of exchanging one exhibition, the theme of which shall
be determined through diplomatic channels.
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The conditions of staging exhibitions shall be agreed upon directly by the sending and receiving
institutions, in each case.

ARTICLE 5

The Parties will promote direct co-operation between their professional and amateur art ensembles.
According to their possibilities they will encourage their participation in cultural events organised in
the other country. On international events of great significance, the two Parties will inform each other
through diplomatic channels, one year ahead, if possible.

Hungarian vocal ensembles wish to participate in international choir competitions in Athens, Karditsa,

Prevesa and Rhodos.

The Hungarian Party recommends the possibility of Greek participation in the following events
organised, yearly, in Hungary:

e Budapest International Choir Festival

e Kodély Zoltédn International Festival of Children’s Choirs (Koml)

e Miskolc International Chamber Choir Festival

» European and World Festival of Convivial Songs (Pécs)

ARTICLE 6

The two Parties will continue to promote co-operation in the field of cinema.

To this purpose, during the validity of this Programme, the Parties will initiate the mutual
organisation of a Film Week.

The Parties shall invite delegations consisting of one or two (1-2) film experts for a period of up to
five (5) days each, in order to attend film shows and festivals in the other country. Technical, financial
and other details will be arranged through direct contacts between their respective institutions.

ARTICLE 7

The two Parties will encourage direct co-operation as well as the exchange of information and
publications presenting contemporary artists between their cultural organisations and theatrical
institutes. The number of persons to be exchanged as well as the duration of their stay will be
arranged between their respective institutions.

ARTICLE 8

The two Parties will encourage the exchange of historical and archaeological publications, such as
catalogues of archaeological exhibitions, scientific magazines and editions in the English, French and
German languages.

ARTICLE 9
The two Parties will encourage co-operation in the framework of international cultural organizations.
ARTICLE 10

The two Parties will establish direct co-operation between their respective authorities concerned with
the protection of World Heritage sites, located in their territory.
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IV. SPORTS AND YOUTH

ARTICLE 1

The two Parties will encourage co-operation in the fields of Sport and Physical Education and will
pursue direct contacts and closer co-operation between their sports authorities.

The content and the details of this co-operation will be decided upon directly between the above
mentioned authorities.

ARTICLE 2

The two Parties will support the co-operation of local administration and other agencies and
institutions aimed at promoting the participation, mobility, information and self-organisation of the
youth to the advantage of young people in both countries. The Parties agree to regularly exchange
experiences and information in the field of youth policy and research.

V. MASS MEDIA

ARTICLE 1

The two Parties will encourage the direct co-operation between their Press Agencies in order to
exchange news and press related information.

ARTICLE 2

The two Parties will promote co-operation between the public service televisions of both countries
(MTV RT and ERT), with special regard to the common participation in EBU (European
Broadcasting Union) projects, where they are both members.

VI. MISCELLANEOUS

ARTICLE 1

The two Parties will promote co-operation between their respective National Commissions for
UNESCO.

ARTICLE 2
All provisions laid down in this Programme shall be carried out through diplomatic channels.
ARTICLE 3

The provisions of the present Programme shall not preclude the Parties from agreeing, through
diplomatic channels, on other arrangements, which they may deem desirable.

ARTICLE 4

The attached Annex, containing the general and financial conditions of the exchanges, constitutes an
integral part of the present Programme.
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ARTICLE §

The present Programme shall enter into force on the day of its signature and shall remain int force until
December 31, 2005, whereupon it shall be automatically extended until the signing of a new
Executive Programme in Athens, unless either of the Parties notifies the other, in writing, six (6)
months ahead, of its intention not to renew the Programme.

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ANNEX

A) On behalf of the Hungarian Party, responsible for the implementation of the provisions included in
section I "Education and Science', of the present Programme, is the Department.of International
Bilateral Relations of the Ministry of Education and the Joseph E&tvds Scholarship Public
Foundation, while for those in sections II “Libraries and Archives" and III "Culture" the Department
of European Affairs and International Relations to the Ministry of Cultural Heritage shall take full
responsibility.

On behalf of the Greek Party, the Ministry of Education is responsible for the implementation of the
provisions included in sections I "Education and Science" and II "Libraries and Archives" and the
Ministry of Culture for the implementation of the provisions of the articles included in section III
"Culture".

B) GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF EDUCATION AND SCIENCE
a) Sending and receiving guest professors/lecturers and experts

The candidates to be exchanged within the framework of this Programme shall be nominated by the
sending Party, which shall notify the receiving Party two (2) months prior to the proposed date of the
visit.

The sending Party shall submit to the receiving Party the personal files including the specialisation,
professional qualifications, academic degrees, knowledge of foreign languages (English, French,
German or the language of the host country), the programme and duration of the planned stays of the
persons to be exchanged, as well as other useful information.

The receiving Party shall inform the sending Party of its approval not later than four (4) weeks prior
to the proposed date of the visit.

Upon receipt of the approval by the receiving Party, the sending Party shall communicate the exact
date of departure, not later than two (2) weeks prior to the planned arrival.

b) Exchange of scholarship holders

1. The Party granting the scholarship shall send its offers with the application forms annually not
later than January 31.

. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party the personal files of the proposed candidates
not later than March 31.

. The candidates’ files must contain, in the English language, the following:
application form
curriculum vitae
certified copies of diplomas
programme of studies/research
health certificate

4. The receiving Party shall announce, not later than May 31, the final approval of the scholarship
holders.
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5. Scholarship holders must speak either the language of the receiving country or English or French in
Greece, and English or German in Hungary. As far as post-graduate studies are concemed in either
country, admission to a post-graduate training programme is indispensable as well as the
knowledge of the Greek language in Greece.

6. Scholarship holders arriving in either country are obliged to apply to the appropriate authorities for
a residence permit which will entitle the holder to multiple entry during the period of validity.

d) Summer Courses

The sending party shall forward to the receiving party the candidates' files not later than March 31.
The receiving party shall announce its final acceptance of the candidates not later than May 31.

C) FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELDS OF EDUCATION AND SCIENCE
a) Exchange of persons

1. with regard to scholars, delegations etc., travelling under this Programme, the sending Party shall
cover the international travelling expenses to and from the capital of the receiving country.

2. The Greek Party shall provide the following:

- 65 Euro per day for accommodation and allowance;

- travel expenses within Greek territory if they result from the programme of stay;
- costs for a one or two-day (1-2) excursion to archaeological or historical sites.

3. The Hungarian Party shall provide the following:
- a daily allowance of HUF 3 000;
- appropriate accommodation

4. In case of emergency, medical assistance, in a public hospital, will be provided by the receiving
Party, for persons arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of scholarship holders

1. The Hungarian Party shall cover international travelling expenses to and from the capital of the
receiving country, of the Hungarian scholarship holders.

2. Greek scholarship holders shall cover themselves the international travelling expenses, to and from
the receiving country.

3. The Greek Party shall provide the following:

- amonthly allowance of 440 Euro for post-graduate students or researchers

- a lump sum of 59 Euro, for accommodation fees for those settling in Athens, and of 88 Euro for
those settling in the provinces. Students whose scholarship has been renewed are not entitled to
this sum.

- exemption from tuition fees;

- travel expenses within Greek territory, according to the approved programme of studies, up to the
sum of 88 Euro

- free medical assistance in cases of emergency, in a public hospital
