In accordance with the provisions of the Cultural Agree-

ment between the Hellenic Republic and the Kingdom of
the Netherlands both sides agreed upon the following pro-
gramme:

Both Parties reaffirmed the key-role of their institutions in
the field of culture, education, science, health, sport and
social welfare and stressed the importance of direct co-op-
eration between their institutions.

At the Netherlands side the «Nederlandse Taalunie»
(Netherlands Language Union, a Flemish-Netherlands in-
ter governmental organisation) is responsible for activities
concerning study, diffusion and dissemination of the
Netherlands language and literature in third countries.

At the Netherlands side the Netherlands Organisation for
International Co-operation in Higher Education (NUFFIC)
is responsible for the exchange of persons in the field of ed-
ucation and science.

The Netherlands Institute at Athens co-ordinates, stim-
ulates and initiates educational and academic co-operation
and exchange between the six universities that participate
in the Institute (Vrije Universiteit Amsterdam and the Univer-
sities of Amsterdam, Groningen, Leiden, Nijmegen and
Utrecht) and Greek Institutions for Scientific Education.

The Netherlands Institute also stimulates the contacts
between Netherlands and Greek secondary school in-
stitutions through courses and exchange of information.
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I EDUCATION AND SCIENCE 

ARTICLE 1

Both parties will continue to encourage contacts and di-
rect co-operation between universities or other education-
al establishments that are approved as institutions of high-
er education by the competent State authorities. 

ARTICLE 2

Both Parties shall upon request exchange, in English or
French, whenever available, information, documents and
publications in the field of primary, secondary, technical,
vocational or higher education related to areas of common
interest. 

ARTICLE 3

Each Party shall encourage the study and teaching of the
language of the other Party at university and other appro-
priate levels.

ARTICLE 4

Scholarships: 
At the Netherlands side there is a general Fund for Schol-

arships (Huygensprogramma). The Netherlands Party will
make scholarships available for talented students 

- in the final year of their study or
- just graduated.
under the provisions of article 8 and 10 of this pro-

gramme. The request for a scholarship must fit into broad-
er co-operation between the institutions concerned. 

- The Greek Party, according to the provisions of its per-
tinent legislation. shall make, for the academic year 2003-
2004, 2 scholarships available.

Every year an evaluation shall take place, on the basis of
which the number of Greek scholarships can be adjusted.

Summer-courses
- The Netherlands Party will offer summer-courses of

Netherlands language and culture of the Nederlandse
Taalunie (Netherlands Language Union). Details can be
obtained at the Netherlands sections of the universities.

- As far as the number of Greek summer-courses is con-
cerned, a similar procedure will be used as with the schol-
arships.

II CULTURE 

ARTICLE 5

Both Parties shall encourage direct contacts between
their respective institutions both governmental and private,
in the field of culture and arts. Such activities shall be sup-
ported in the broadest possible manner within the
framework of the respective cultural policies. 

ARTICLE 6

Both Parties shall encourage experts from various fields
of culture (archaeology, restoration of monuments, liter-
ature, music, theatre etc).

ARTICLE 7 

The Greek Party expressed its interest in sending to the
Netherlands two (2) experts of the Greek Ministry of Culture
for one or more visits of a total not exceeding 20 days in or-
der to study the Netherlands system of cultural admin-
istration. 

ARTICLE 8

For the Greek Party, the Ministry of Culture will be re-
sponsible for the above mentioned exchanges. Their fi-
nancing will be regulated according to the standard terms
and conditions, valid for the Executive Cultural Pro-
grammes.

III HEALTH, SOCIAL WELFARE AND SPORT

ARTICLE 9

Both Parties underline the importance of co-operation in
the fields of health, social welfare and sport.

For this purpose direct co-operation will be encouraged
between governmental authorities, institutions and
experts in the respective fields in order to exchange infor-
mation about new developments in the relevant policy ar-
eas (a.o. youth, elderly, handicapped), the legislation,
structures and the level of facilities and services.

Details of such co-operation will be agreed upon be-
tween the organisations concerned.

IV MASS MEDIA

ARTICLE 10

Both Parties favour the development of relations be-
tween their press, radio and television organisations. 

V GENERAL and FINANCIAL PR0VISI0NS

ARTICLE 11

Exchange of persons: Details and finances for the
exchange of persons will be agreed by the institutes and in-
stitutions concerned (with the exemptions of scholarships
as mentioned in article 12).

ARTICLE 12 

Exchange of Scholarship-holders: All nominations shall
include candidates up to the age of 35. Exceptions of the
age limits will be agreed upon between the two Parties.

Scholars must know either the language of the receiving
country or one of the international languages, preferably
English. 

At the Netherlands side the first administrative selection
of candidates for scholarships will be made by the Nether-
lands Embassy. The selected applications will be forward-
ed to an independent national selection commission for a
definitive selection. 

Persons having obtained scholarships will not begin
their journey to the Netherlands before they have received
a formal written permission of NUFFIC.

The Greek Party will submit the files of the applicants to
the Netherlands Embassy not later than 1st February for
the year concerned.

At the Netherlands side the exemption from tuition and
registration fees for universities, colleges and academies
for courses that are a part of the regular subsidised system
of higher education will be to a maximum of EURO 1305.
This exemption can be yearly revised. NUFFIC will com-
municate the amount for the following academic year.

At the Greek side the selection of the candidates will be
made by the Greek Ministry of National Education, ac-
cording to the provisions of the pertinent Greek legislation. 

Persons having obtained scholarships will not begin
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their journey to Greece before they have received a formal
written permission of the Ministry of National Education. 

The Dutch Party will submit the files of the applicants to
the Greek Ministry of National Education not later than 1st
February for the year concerned. 

The files of the Dutch candidates'must contain: 
- curriculum vitae
- copies of study diplomas (certified)
- program of planned research or studies
- health certificate
The Dutch candidates for scholarships must speak either

the Greek language or English or French. Specifically, can-
didates to be exchanged for post-graduate studies should
have a good command of the Greek language and must
have already been accepted in a post-graduate program.

Each Party shall announce the final acceptance of the
scholarship-holders not later than 15th May for the year con-
cerned.

The Greek Party shall provide to the scholarship holders: 
- a monthly allowance of 440 euro for post-graduate stu-

dents or research scholars, beginning with the student's
arrival in Greece and covering the duration of the scholar-
ship.

- a lump sum of 59 euro upon arrival for accommodation
fees for those settling in Athens or of 88 euro for those in the
provinces. Students whose scholarship has been renewed
are not entitled to this sum.

- free medical care in public hospitals, in case of emer-
gency.

- exemption from tuition fees paid for post-graduate
studies or research.

- travel expenses within Greek territory, according to the
approved program of studies of post-graduate students up
to the sum of 88 euro.

Each Party will inform the other Party about changes in
the amounts and the way of distribution of scholarships.

Further details and finances will be arranged between
the institutes or organisations concerned.

VI FINAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 13

The recommendations of this Programme will be valid
until a new Programme is signed.

Athens, 27-28 March 2002

The Delegation of the Hellenic Republic, headed by Mr.
loannis Rizomiliotis, General Director of Transport, of the
Ministry of Transport & Communications and the Dele-
gation of the Russian Federation, headed by Mr. Anatolyi
Pinson, Head of Road Transport Department of the Min-
istry of Transport, met in Athens, on 27-28 March 2002.

The list of the Hellenic and Russian Delegations is
attached as Annex I to this Protocol. The Agenda of the
meeting is presented in Annex II to this Protocol.

As a result of the bilateral negotiations the two Dele-
gations reached the following conclusions and decisions:

I. PROPOSAL FOR A NEW DRAFT AGREEMENT ON IN-
TERNATIONAL ROAD TRANSPORT OF PASSENGERS
AND GOODS

The two Sides pointed out that the existing Bilateral
Agreement on International Road Transport of Passengers
and Goods has served the interests of both countries for
several years. However, the two Sides expressed their wish
to consider the elaboration of a new bilateral agreement,
which will be updated in accordance with new internation-
al standards.

I. ROAD TRANSPORT OF GOODS
Both Delegations exchanged statistical data concerning

operation of international transport of goods. The Russian
Delegation expressed their satisfaction for the increase of
volume of transport of goods by 15,2% in 2000 and 21,6%
in 2001.

Both Sides pointed out the decrease of the market share
of their operators in bilateral and transit transport and ex-
pressed.their concern for the fact that third-country oper-
ators perform the major part of bilateral exchanges.

The two Sides expressed their willingness to enhance
their co-operation in the field of international road transport
of goods. In this context, the two Sides declared their in-
tention to encourage co-operation between professional
Associations, involved in this sector, aiming at increasing
market share of bilateral and transit transport for their op-
erators.
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Furthermore, both Sides agreed to request their Diplo-
matic Authorities to support co-operation between the
Commercial Departments, regarding transport demand in
their countries, with a view to facilitating bilateral and tran-
sit transport for the operators engaged in this field, as well
as to increasing economic efficiency.

Both Sides agreed to preliminary exchange annually
1.000 permits valid for bilateral and transit transport, in
November of each year. Either Side will promptly satisfy
potential request for additional permits. Permits will be
valid until 31 January of the following year.

The Russian Side asked the Hellenic Side to increase the
number of permits to/from third countries to 150. The Hel-
lenic Side undertook to examine this request as soon as
such a need appears.

III. ROAD TRANSPORT OF PASSENGERS
The two Sides exchanged information concerning oper-

ation of the regular bus services between their Countries.
In this respect, they stated that the regular bus service
Athens - Moscow operates normally.

Given the lack of interest for the operation of the regular
bus service Athens - Rostov, the two Sides agreed to keep
it inoperative.

The Hellenic Side raised the problems concerning the
operation of the regular bus service Athens - Vladikavkaz
and undertook to provide the necessary information evi-
dencing malfunctions in this respect. The Russian Side un-
dertook to consider this issue and take appropriate
measures to solve the problems.

As concerns occasional bus services, mentioned in point
3 Article 3 of the Bilateral Agreement, the two Sides under-
took to inform the other Side directly by submitting infor-
mation indicating the name of the transport operator, the
registration number of the bus, the route of the journey as
well as the dates of entry and exit from the country in which
territory the occasional service will be performed. Follow-
ing, the other side will inform the competent authorities at
the border crossings about this occasional service, in or-
der to give a relevant permission.

For closed doors occasional services a control docu-
ment is required, in accordance with the agreements
reached in the present meeting. This document will come
into effect for the Russian Side from July 1st 2002, keeping
in mind that such a document already exists in Greece.

The Russian Side committed themselves to provide the
necessary documents and registration number of vehi-
cles, for all bus services in order to facilitate and enhance
border-crossing controls.

IV. MISCELLANEOUS
The Russian Side requested a reply by the Greek Side

concerning the payment of VAT by Russian operators on
Greek territory. The Greek side will inform the Russian Side
accordingly.

The meeting was held in a friendly and warm atmosphere
of mutual understanding.

PROTOCOL 
OF THE MEETING OF THE JOINT HELLENIC - 

GEORGIAN TRANSPORT COMMITTEE 

Athens, 3-4 June 2002 

The meeting of the Joint Hellenic - Georgian Transport
Committee took place in Athens from 3 to 4 June 2002. 

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. Vassilios
Kallivokas, Director of Freight Transport of the Ministry of
Transport and Communications. The Georgian Delegation
was headed by Mr. David Dzotsenidze, Chairman of the
Road Transport Administration of the Ministry of Transport
and Communications. 

The list of the Hellenic and Georgian Delegations is
attached as Annex I to this Protocol. 

The Agenda of the meeting is presented in Annex II to this
Protocol. 

As a result of the bilateral negotiations, the two Dele-
gations reached the following conclusions and decisions: 

I. Road Transport of Passengers 

The two sides reviewed the existing framework con-
cerning operation of regular bus services. 

In this context, the Georgian side proposed the liberalization
of the regular services, in order to ensure full competition in the
relevant market.

The Hellenic side stressed that the agreed number of
itineraries per week can hardly render the regular service
viable. 

The two sides agreed to maintain the status quo con-
cerning the operation of this service.

II. Road Transport of Goods 

Both sides exchanged information regarding transport of
goods between and through the two countries and stated
their desire to continue fruitful co-operation in this field. 

In view of given realities, the Georgian side proposed to
decrease the number of free of charge permits for bilateral
and transit transport from 350 to 100, arguing that the
agreed number is not fully used by both sides during the
previous years. Additionally, the Georgian side expressed
readiness to provide extra free of charge permits when re-
ciprocal necessity arises. 

The Hellenic side stated that this proposal is regarded as
step back in the context of prevailing international practice
and declared that the agreed number must not only be
maintained but also increased to 500, so as to allow for
better and more dynamic organization of the freight trans-
port market in the two countries. 

Furthermore, the Hellenic side added that in the Protocol
of the Joint Intergovernmental Commission for Economic
and Technological Cooperation between Greece and
Georgia, held in Athens on January 17-18, 2000, the two
asides noted that they would consider the possibility of in-
crease of the number of these permits. 

The Hellenic side stated that the remaining quota of 300
permits for year 2002 should be sent the soonest possible.
Moreover, the number of 350 permits is considered pre-
liminaty for year 2003. The permits will be valid until the 31st

of January of any following year.
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To this end, the Georgian side will consider this request
and reply in written within one month. 

III. Miscellaneous 

The two sides agreed to exchange information in case of
certified violations of law and penalties imposed to carriers
of either country. 

The representatives of the Road Hauliers� Associations
of the two countries expressed their willingness to organize
a meeting aiming at enhancing their cooperation. 

The Georgian side proposed the next meeting of the
Joint Committee to be held in Tbilisi in the second trimester
of year 2003. The Hellenic side accepted the invitation.
