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AGREEMENT OF MILITARY COOPERATION
BETWEEN THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE MINISTRY OF
DEFENCE OF UKRAINE

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry
of Defence of Ukraine, hersinafter referred to as the Parties

following the provisions of the UN Charter, the Final Act of the Conference
on Secwrity and Co-operation in Europe, the Paris Charter and the 1992 Vienna
Document as weil as the other appropriate OSCE documents

desiring 1o develop a military co-operation

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Parties accomplish the military co-operation obséwing the principles
of equality and mutual benefit. Such co-operation includes activities between
the Ministries of Defence, the General Staffs and the Armed Forces of both
Countries, within the framework of their capabilities.

ARTICLE 2
The co-opetation covers the following main issues:
- Armed Forces construction and administration at a peace time,
- Rapair and utiization of combat equipment and armaments,
\ogistical support,
- Military education and retraining of personnel of the Armed Forces,
Military topography and gecdesy,

- Humanitarian, cultural and educational work in the Armed Forces,
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Health protection, sport, tmr:rism and rest,
Military technical and military ‘egal information,
Environmental protection,

Military justice and international taw issues,

Other issues pursuant to further agreements of the Parties.

ARTICLE 3

The co-operation is accomplished in the following ways:

Official visits and current meetings at the ievels of Ministers of

Defence, Chiefs of General Staffs or other representatives of Ministers of

Defence,

Meetings, exchange of experience and information,
Consultations between working teams,
Training of specialists at the military educational institutions,

Mutual invitations to the displays of the equipment, armaments and

military exercises,

Participation in the official cullwral and other kinds of activities,

organized by the Ministries of Defence or other military structures,

Taking of the co-ordinated actions on the issues of airspace and

maritime security as well as rescue operations,

Invitations of experts on concrete issues as consuitants,

Other ways pursuant to mutual agreement.
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ARTICLE 4

In order to accomplish the provisions of this Agreement, the Parties
develop on an annual basis the Plan of Co-operation for the next year. To
determine the Plan, the Parties shall exchange proposals in the form of requests.
The requests will be sent to the General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and

the Hellenic National Defence General Staff of the Hellenic Republic by the 15
October annually,

The Plan of Co-operation includes: the description of the activities, quantity
of participants, places and time of their occurrence as well as other information (if
it is necessary).

The Plan of Co-operation will be signed by the Chiefs of Defence General
Staffs or their Representatives on the territory of each Parly consequently by 1
December annually.

Concrete issues of co-operation in the directions determined in this
Agreement, may be reflected in special Military co-operation protocols, signed by
the Representatives of the Ministers of Defence. The Parties organize working
teams for their preparation.

The Ministers of Defence and their Representatives have the right to
exchange correspondence.

ARTICLE &

The Parties shall cover expenditures connecled with the implementation of
aclivities envisaged by the Plans of Military Co-operation on the principle of
reciprocity.

In the occasicn that the Delegation includes more that 10 persons, an
independent agreement shall be signed and applied.

The Party sending a delegation undertakes the following:
- Transportation expenditures connected with the fravelling of

delegation from the point of departure until destination in the receiving state and
retuning back,

- Expenditures connected with the receiving, parking, g,ﬁelgﬁty;--
maintenance and refuelling of military aircraft which provide transportatior.of =
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military delegations.

- Allowances for own citizens {members of delegation and
probationers) which are necessary for personal expenses,

- Insurance of own personnel against sicknesses and accidents if the
national legislation of the receiving state does not envisage it,

- Expenditures connected with the transportation of the sick person to
the native state.

The receiving party undertakes the following:

- Expenditures connected with the service transportation of the
delegation from the arranged point on its territory and their activities (assemblies,
probation works) as well as expenditures connected with the accommodation,
messing of delegates and aircrew members who provide transportation (when the

travelling is made by military aircraft) as well as the expenses for cultural activities
which shail be organized,

Financial expenditures connected with the training of personnel and
specialisis shall be accomplished on the basis of independent agreements.

ARTICLE 6

The Parties safeguard the security of information and data obtained from
hilateral contacts including confidential data and assume the obligation not to use
as well as not to transfer them to a third Party without prior written approval of the
Party which provided that information or data.

Oral and written information and data obtained from the bilateral contacts

are preserved according to the state legislation of each Party which is in effect
and are not 10 be published in the mass media.

ARTICLE 7

This Agreement wili enter into force on the day of the iatest nolification
indicating that the necessary infernal procedures of both Parties required for its
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entry into force have been fulfilled and will be valid for a period of five years. It
will automatically be renewed for another five years if neither Party notifies in
writing of its intention to terminate this Agreement.

This Agreement may be terminated or broken off before the appointed time.
In order that to occur, a written notification of either party to the other is required at
least six months before the termination or suspension.

SIGNED in Athens on 6 October in year 1997 in two originals, each in
Greek, Ukrainian and English languages. All these texts are equally valid. In case
of differences of interpretation, the text in English language shall be considered as

the text of reference.
