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MEMORANDUM

On co-operation between the Diplomatic Academy of the Ministry of

Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic and the Diplomatic Academy of

the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Russian Federation

The Diplomatic Academy of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the

Hellenic Republic and the Diplomatic Academy of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of the Russian Federation hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”

In the spinit of the Protocol on consultations signed in 1992 between

their respective Ministries of Foreign Affairs,

Desirous of establishing and developing co-operation regarding

diplomatic staff training,

Have agreed as follows:

. This Memorandum 1s intended to create conditions for maintaining

regular contacts and promoting co-cperation between the two Diplomatic

Academies. Such co-operation shall not be guided by any commercial
considerations.

. The Parties agree that a priornity task of such co-operation 1s to elaborate

and introduce modern methods in training specialists in the field of
foreign policy, international relations, intermational law, foreign economic
relations, political sciences and other subjects of the curriculum as well as
to mform each other on matters relevant to teaching techniques and
sciennfic research along with the exchange of relevant literature and
publications and the holding of joint conferences.

The Parties shall co-operate through programs of basic and specialized
courses. The Parties may exchange teaching matenals. On the basis of
reciprocity, the Parties may exchange lecturers and students with a view
to upgrade their professional qualifications. The Parties shall exchange
experience concerning organization of work in libraries, teaching and
scientific institutions. The Parties shall hold consultations on questions
concerning courses in foreign languages.

The Parties may organize participation of their experts in confereg/ca
symposia and panel discussions, by informing each other of these -
activities in due tume.
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5. The Parties shall encourage promotion of agreed joint scientific research
in areas of mutual interest as well as carrying out of particular projects.

6. The Parties shall promote the crganization of meetings of Foreign
Ministries’ officials and repre<entatives of diplomatic missions of the two
countries with the students and faculty of the Academies on issues of
mutual interest.

7. The costs related to the above co-operation shall be borne by each Party

8. The Memorandum shall enter into force on the date that the Parties will
have notified each other through diplomatic channels that all formalities
required by their national procedures for its entry into force have been
completed.

This Memorandum is concluded for a period of three years and shall be
automatically extended for subsequent one year periods, unless one of the
Parties informs the other in writing of its intention to denounce the
Memorandum, not later than three months prior to its termination.
