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AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE
OF THE HEXLI1ENIC REPUBLIC

THE MINISTRY OF DEFENCE
OF THE REPUBLIC OF ESTONIA

ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF RELATIONS
IN THE FIELD OF MILITARY CO-CPERATION
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The Ministry of National Defense of the Heilenic Republic and the Ministry of

Defense of the Republic of Estonia (hereinafter refersed to as ~’ the Parties™) :

Aiming at increasing the development of reiations in the field of military
cooperation,

guided by the wish to strengthen mutual relations between their Ministries of Defense
in the letter and spirit of the Chapter of the UN and the Finai Act of the Conference on

Security and Co-operation in Europe. the Paris Charter and the Vienna Document 1992

and other relevant OSCE-documents,

in fulfiillment of the co-operaticn taking piace within the famework of the Euro

Atlantic Partnership Council,

striving to participate in the building of democracy, peace and unity by use of

mechanisms of co-operation on the whole European conunest.

recognizing that it will enhance securiry berween Eurcpean states and thus the

security of Europe as a whole,

recognizing the North Atlantic Treaty Orgznizaticn 2s a piilar of stabiiity and security,

aiming at a strengthening of peacefuil co-cperation and stabiiity in Europe,desiring to
complement and reinforce cooperation undertaken within the framework of the

Partnership for Peace,

Expressing the wish to develop mutual trus: through the ccoperation of the Minisinies
of Defense of both Countries and their Armed Forcas. have agreed as foilows:
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Articie 1

Applicable Legislation

The Parties will operate in accordance with their respective laws in order to

encourage angd facilitate co-operation on the developmemt of relations in the field of

military co-operation, on mutual basis.

Article 2

Fields of Co-operation

1. Miiitary co-operation berween the Parties wil! take place in the following
fields:

a. Organizational and procedurai aspect of activities of the Parties in the
process of developing democratically controlled, responsibie and effectively managed
armed forces;

b. Biiateral dialogue and exchange of ideas in the fieid of defense, defense
concepts, security, arms control, defense indusiries and procurement policy

c.  Exchange of ideas in the field of co-cperation berween military
education , administration, and managemen: of personnei.

The parties can determine other fields of co-operation by mutual consent.
2. Detailed issues of co-operation in the fields specified in paragraph 1 of
this article can be defined accurately by the Parties in the form of additional protocols to

this Agreement
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Article 3

VMlethods of Co-operation

L The annual plan of co-operation for the next vear will be worked out by
15. November of the current year based on this Agreement and earlier proposals
submitted by the Parties.

2, The conditions for temporary residence, jurisdiction and insurance are
completed, under the reciprocity principle, prior to the participation in courses arranged
by either of the Parties.

3. The co-coperation may take place either through the exchange of

personnel or by the exchange of the information.

Article 4

Jurisdiction

1. For the purpose of implementation of this Agreement the Parties while in
the territory of the other Party due to the activities connected to this Agreement will
exercise civil and criminal jurisdiction in accordance with the Aricle VI of the
“Agreement among the States Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty and Other States
Participating in the Partnership for Peace Regarding the Starus of Their Forces™ (P{P
2TATO/SOFA) and relevant national legislation, shall govern the relationship between the

Parties as to for status of their forces , if applicable.

2. In case the PP NATO /SOFA can not be referred to, the Parties shall be
under an oobligation to foilow the legislation of the Host Partv. The Host Party shall
refrain from submitting personne! from the visiting Party to penaities disciplinary
measures , other sanctions or measures according to the military criminal legisiation of

the Host Party.
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Article §

Financiai Arrangements

1. Possible co-operation activities will be funded on a murual basis and in
compliance with this Agreement, in particular :
a. The Visiting Party will pay :
* travel expenses to and from host Party.
N

travel allowances the cost of insurance and any other

allowances and pays under their own regulations.

b. The Host Party will pay :

* travel expenses within the territory of the Host Partv.

* costs of the planned activities.

accommodation and meals, if available.
* if required the medical and health care as well as any
necessary hospitalization in military medical institutions to the members of the visiting

ielegation, related to first aid oniy.

Article ¢

Security Issues

L. Classified Information will regulated by security agreement concluded
between the Parties.

2 The Parties, in case of absence of security agreement must keep the

security information received in accordance with the rules stipulated bv the Sending
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Article 7

Final Provisions

1. This Agreement shall become effective on the day on which both Parties
have notified each other that they have fulfilled in that regard their respective legal
procedures. It is concluded for indefinite period of time and may be terminated by each
Party at any time; in such case the Agreement will become invalid after six months

from the date of written notification of its termination to the other Party.

2. This Agreement may be amended by written arrangement between the
Parties and the relevant amendments will come into force following the same

procedures as those contained therein.

3. Disputes on the interpretation and implementation of this Agreement

will be settled via negotiations between the Parties through the official channels.

Done in Brussels on 14 May 2002 in two originals in Greek, Estonian, and
English languages, all having equai legal force. In the case of dispute as to its

interpretation, the English version will prevail.
