The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
National Defence of the Republic of LithUarﬁa, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”, -

recognizing the importance of the development of bilateral friendly relations in
the field of defence and security for the strengthening for stability in Europe, -

taking into consideration the fact, that co-operation between the Armed Forces

increases mutual understanding and confidence between the leadership and
command _of the Parties and Public,

reaffirming their commitment to the Charter of the United Nations and the ‘aims
and principles of the Organization for Security and co-operation in Europe and
engaging to base their activities on these principles,

regarding the North Atlantic Treaty Organization and the European Union as
main pillars for the security and stability on the European continent

supporting Partnership for Peace initiative as a factor of security and stability in
the word , and actively participating in it,

have agreed as follows: -
ARTICLE 1
S THE AG NT

1. The Agreement regulates relations between the Parties in co-operating in the fields

of defence and security according the competence of the Parties defined by their -
national legisiation.

2. Co-operation is to be carried out according to the fields and forms defined by this
Agreement on the principle of mutual benefit.

3. The parties may agree to take up co-operation in other fields and forms, which are
not provided in this Agreement.
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ARTICLE 2

FIELDS OF CO-OPERATION

1. Co-operation and exchange of infoxma,tion between the Parties may include
the fol]owmo fields:

11 Secunty and defence policy;

1.2 Functioning of armed forces in a democratic society , iﬁcluding legal issues;
l’.3 Armed forces organization, stmciurevand equipment;
- 1.4 Military training and educaﬁon;
1.5 Military personnel management;
1.6 Issues related to surveillance, control defence of territoﬁal wéter;
1.7 Issues related té civil emergency matters;
1.8 Military medicine.

2: Specific issues of co-operation in the above mentloned fields, or others , may
be defined in more-details by the Pames in the form of addmonal agreements, OF On an
ad hoc basis. -

ARTICLE 3

R ¢

FORMS OF CO-OPERATION

‘The Parties define of following forms of ob—op‘*raﬁoni

1. Meetings of the Ministers of National Defence Commanders-in-Chief, their
deputres or other officials authonznd by the Parties;

. Exchange of information on specific topics of common interest;

. Contacts bctwe’eq similar rhiﬁta;y institutions;

4. Participation in courses, workshops and conferences;
5 Exchange of information and ;ducational materials;
6. Participation in military exercises; |

7. Visits of warships and military aircraﬁ.-
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ARTICLE 4

PLANING QF CO-OPERATION ACTIVITIES

1. In order to implement the provision of this Agreemént, the Parties will give an
early (not less than 2 months) notification on the requested/proposed activity.

2. The requested or proposed cooperative activity will become subject to the
provisions of this Agreement when it has been accepted by the other Party in writing.

ARTICLE 5

COST SHARING

1. Possible co—operatlon activities shall be funded on the pnncxple of reciprocity,
in particular: ~

1.1 The sending Party shall cover the following expenses:
1.1.1 Travel costs to and from the country;

1.1.2 Insurance costs of members of the’ dn}egatlon, mcludmo non-
. emergency medical insurance,

1.2 The hosting Party shall cover the following expenses:

1.2.1 Costs of accommodation and meals;

1.2.2 Travel costs within the host country related to the programme of the
visit, '

3 Costs of emergency medical and dental care w}nle in the host country.

2. This general principle of reciprocity shall not be apphcable to groups counting
more than ten members including the support personnel (e.g drivers, interpreters etc.).
Funding procedures relevant to these groups shall be esmblished on a case-by-case
basis by mutual agreement between the Parties. As a rule, the travel, insurance,
accommodation and meals costs for such groups shall be sending Party’s responsibility.

ARTICLE 6

1. The Parties shall guarantee the protection of any information received during
bilateral contacts in accordance with the level of classification attributed to the
information by the originatot.
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2. The Parties shall not use information received against the interests of the other -
Party and shall not transfer it to any third party without the preliminary written consent

of the originator.

ARTICLE 7

ENTER INTO FORCE AMENDEMENTS AND DISPUTES

1. This Agreement shall become effective on the day on which both Parties have

notified each other that they have fulfilled in that regard their respective legal
procedures .

2. This Agreement is concluded for a period of five years and shall be automatically
extended for a period of one year ,unless any of the Parties notifies in writing the other

Party of its intention to denounce it. Such notification shall be made at least six months
before the period of validity expires.

3. This Agreement may be amended by written consent of both parties.

4. Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of this Agreement will be
resolved by bilateral consultation between the Parties.

Signed in Brussels on 19 December 2001, in two original copies in Lithuanian,

Greek and En.hsh languages. In case of dtfferent mterpretanons the English text shall
prevail.
