AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC
REPUBLIC AND THE CABINET OF MINISTERS OF
UKRAINE ON COMBATING TERRORISM,
ILLICIT TRAFFICKING OF NARCOTIC DRUGS,
ORGANIZED CRIME AND OTHER FORMS OF CRIME

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Cabi-
net of Ministers of Ukraine, hereinafter called the «Contrac-
ting Parties», in the spirit of the friendly traditional relations
existing between the two Countries,

- expressing their wish to cooperate in matters referred to
in the Present Agreement.

- respecting the international agreement and the nation-
al legislations of both Countries in force,

- following their obligations assumed in accordance with
bilateral and multilateral agreements with the third coun-
tries agree on the following:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties will cooperate and provide
mutual assistance in the following fields:

1.1. combating international terrorism,

1.2. combating the illicit production, consumption and
trafficking of narcotic and psychotropic substances,

1.2 combating organised crime,

1.4. combating the falsification of the documents, coun-
terfeiting of the currency and the other securities,

1.5. combating the illicit trafficking of arms, ammunition,
explosives, chemicals nuclear and radio-active sub-
stances,

1.6. combating international illegal economic activities,
especially money laundering,

1.7. combating smuggling of items of historical and
cultural value, precious, stones and metals and other
values,

1.8. improving methods and means for maintaining and
restoring public order,

1.9. combating illegal borders crossing,

1.10. training and professional skills development of the
law enforcement personnel,

1.11. combating car thefts and carjacking,

1.12. exchange of information on missing persons and
persons under search,

1.13. combating crimes against life, fundamental rights
and personal freedom.

ARTICLE 2

The cooperation between the two Contracting Parties
should be accomplished by means of:

2.1. exchange of information and sharing of experience
in the fields mentioned in Article 1,

2.2. exchange of data on organised crime prevention,
documentation, publications and results of scientific re-
searches, in sectors of mutual interest,

2.3. taking measures on mutual interest directions,

2.4. exchange of experts’ experience in the sector of
mutual interest of the Contracting Parties,

2.5. execution of assignments and requests.

ARTICLE 3

3.1. The two Contracting Parties shall set up a Joint Co-
ordination Committee, responsible for the implementation
of the Agreement, which shall be chaired by the Minister of
Public Order, for the Republic of Greece, and the Minister
of Interior, for the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, or their
plenipotentiaries, with the participation of experts. Repre-
sentatives of other Ministries could attend the meetings of
this Committee, if necessary.

3.2. The Coordination Committee shall be met in periods
determined through consultations, alternately, in Greece
and Ukraine.

3.3. In the framework of the present Agreement the Con-
tracting Parties will use the English language as a working
language or other, after mutual consent.

ARTICLE 4

4.1. The implementation of the present Agreement shall
be subject to the internal legislation of the Contracting Par-
ties and shall not affect their obligations arising from other
bilateral or multilateral treaties binding on them.

4.2. Either Contracting Party may totally or partially deny
the cooperation in such cases, which could put m danger
its national sovereignty, security of its national interests or
which are contrary to its national legislation. The denial of
cooperation is served in writing to the other Contracting
Party, without delay.

4.3. The Contracting Parties cannot publish or transfer to
athird country any confidential information, unless they re-
ceive the other Party’s consent.

4.4. For the direct cooperation in the implementation of
this Agreement, the Contracting Parties shall exchange a
list containing the authorized bodies responsible for com-
munication and cooperation.

Responsible bodies are:

For the Hellenic Republic:

The International Police Cooperation Division of the Min-
istry of Public Order.

For the Ukrainian Party:

- The Ministry of Internal Affairs

- The Security Service

- The State Frontier Guarding Committee

- The State Customs Service

- The State Tax Administration

ARTICLE 5

The Contracting Parties shall participate in scientific
studies of mutual interest. For this reason, they should
examine the possibility of providing assistance in data pro-
cessing, in equipment, machinery and special technical
means.
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ARTICLE 6

Forthe implementation of this Agreement the competent
Authorities will be in direct touch with each other using tele-
phone, telex, fax and other means of communication.

ARTICLE 7

In order to improve the efficiency of the cooperation, the
Contracting Parties shall hold meetings of experts within
the framework of their competence, whenever they both a-
greethatthereis aneedto face urgent and special matters.

ARTICLE 8

The Contracting Parties shall cooperate in the combat a-
gainst illegal migration. For this purpose, they shall con-
clude a separate Readmission Agreement, which shall be
put into force simultaneously with the present Agreement.

ARTICLE 9

Inorderto preventand combat the illegal crossing of bor-
ders and illegal migration the Contracting Parties should
exchange through diplomatic channels samples of new
travel documents, entry visas and stamps.

ARTICLE 10

10.1. Any of the Contracting Parties may suspend in
whole or in part the implementation of this Agreement for
reasons of national security, health and public order, in-
forming the other Contracting Party through diplomatic
channels.

10.2. This Agreement may be modified by the written
consent of the Contracting Parties. Any agreed modifi-
cations shall enter into force according to the procedure
described in paragraph 2 of Article 11.

10.3. The implementation of the present Agreement may
be terminated by either of the Contracting Parties, upon a
30 days advance written notice, communicated to the
other Contracting Party, through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 11

11.1. The present Agreement is concluded for an indefi-
nite time period and each Contracting Party can denounce
it upon a 30 days advance written notice communicated to
the other Party through diplomatic channels.

11.2. This Agreement will enter into force on the date of

last notification by which the Contracting Parties inform
each other that their relevant internal procedures have
been completed.

Done in two original copies, each in the Greek, Ukrainian
and English languages, all texts being equally authentic.

In case of any divergence in the interpretation of this A-
greement the English text shall prevail.
