of the First Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Committee on Economic,
Industrial and Technological Cooperation between
the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Azerbaijan

(April 10-11, 2003, Baku)

The first Session of the Joint Committee on Economic, Industrial and Technological
Cooperation between the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Hellenic Republic was held
in Baku on April 10-11, 2003 in accordance with Article 5 of the Agreement
between the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Hellenic Republic on Economic,

Industrial and Technological Cooperation signed on July 26, 1994 and ratified on
August 1, 1996.

The Azerbajjani Delegation was headed by Mr. Farhad Aliyev, Minister of
Economic Development of the Republic of Azerbaijan.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. Andreas Loverdos, Deputy Minister for
Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic.

The members of the two delegations are listed in Annexes [ and I1.

Both Sides noted the general positive development of the economies of the two
countries and, taking into account economic and trade potentials in both countries,
expressed their will to strengthen their economic cooperation in the future.

The Committee discussed the following issues:
1. Economic Cooperation

Both Sides recognizing the existence of broad perspectives for the development of
economic, industrial and technological cooperation between the two countries found
it necessary to exert efforts for extending such opportunities. For this purpose, they
agreed to cooperate closely in order to obtain means of financing various projects
from internal resources and from international financial institutions (IFI’s).

The two Sides confirmed their mutual interest to boost bilateral economic
cooperation through additional entrepreneurial undertakings at bilateral and
multilateral level.

Both Sides agreed to this respect, to promote their product at local and international
fairs and exhibitions, to be represented in third countries through mutual
undertakings, to create possibilities to get acquainted with the economies of both

countries through business visits and chamber missions, as well as to develop a join
venture network.

Both Sides recognized that their bilateral trade is notata satisfactory l evel
given the existing potential in both countries. Therefore, they agreed to
intensify their efforts in order to further develop and promote economic and
trade relations between the business communities of the two countries.

Both Sides agreed to e xchange information and provide c onsultancy on the
selection of the appropriate trade fairs in Azerbaijan or in Greece in order to
offer the opportunity of recognition ~f each country’s products, taking into
account relative interest of the import-export trading companies.

. In the framework of the further development of trade relations, the Hellenic

Foreign Trade Board (HEPO) will establish a close cooperation with the
relative Azerbaijani partners, aiming at facilitating the contacts and
cooperation between Hellenic and Azerbaijani companies.

. In this respect a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was signed between

HEPO and the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Republic of
Azerbaijan for the establishment of hilateral business units in Athens and
Baku, which will facilitate trade relations between the two countries. The
Memorandum of Understanding is attached to this Protocol as Annex I11.

. The Hellenic Side stated that Greece as a member ofthe WTO isready to

assist the Republic of Azerbaijan to accede to the WTO.

1.2. Investments

1.2.1,

In order to facilitate the development of reciprocal investments the two Sides
expressed their readiness for the conclusion of a Bilateral Agreement on
Reciprocal Protection and Promotion ot Investments.

For the future mutual development of trade and investment both Sides agreed
on the following:

exchange of information on investment possibilities and procedures;
establishment of favourable conditions for reciprocal investment in the
framework of existing legislation in each country;

. The Hellenic Side stated that it could consider to offer a credit facility of 10

million US dollars to the Republic of Azerbaijan. Both Sides agreed to
examine the issues related to the implementation of this credit facility, such as
the indicative list and the inter-bank agreement through consultations during a
meeting of experts to be held in Athens, in the near future.
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1.3. Banking and Finance

1.3.1 Both Sides agreed to cooperate in the field of banking and exchange relevant
information and data between their public and private financial institutions.

1.4. Natural gas

1.4.1. Both Sides consider the energy sector to be a very important component for
their overall economic cooperation. In this context they noted ‘with satisfaction
the cooperation, already initiated last year in Baku, between SOCAR and
DEPA and continued during top level meetings in December 9-11, 2002 held
in Athens between the two Companies.

1.4.2.In this context, both Sides emphasized the importance of the Gas
Interconnector Turkey-Greece Project, as a vital link for the transportation of

the Azerbaijani gas via Turkey to Greece and onwards to Europe and the
Balkan region.

1.4.3. Both Sides agreed to organize training programmes on the development of

natural gas field in order to exchange experience on all potential aspects of the
gas chain.

1.5. Taxation and Customs

I.5.1. Both Sides agreed to continue negotiations for an early conclusion of a
Bilateral Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation with Respect to
Income and Capital, as well as a Bilateral Agreement on Mutual Assistance
between their Customs Administrations, which will strengthen the economic,
financial and trade activities between the two countries.

1.5.2. Both Sides agreed to explore the possibilities for technical assistance on taxes
and customs.

1.6. Constructions - Infrastructure

Both Sides agreed to cooperate in the constructions field, in particular in the
following infrastructure projects:

- roads, bridges, railways, airports, land reclamation and port works;
- water management and public utilities enterprises;

- public and industrial buildings;

- historical buildings;

- electricity installations and networks;

- antiseismic construction technology;

- project management.

1.7. Agriculture

Both Parties expressed their mutual interest for the development of
cooperation in the agricultural sector and underlined the importance of
cooperation in specific fields, such as crop production, livestock production,
agricultural research, training services, plant phyto-sanitary services,
veterinary services, land management and cartography, mechanization of
agriculture, land reclamation, including irrigation and water resources
management,

The development of the agricultural cooperation could be implemented
through exchange of scientific and technical information and encouragement
of the cooperation of the private sectors in both countries.

The Azerbaijani Side specifically emphasized its interest in the field of
irrigation, agricultural engineering and mechanization, plant growing,
livestock  breeding. poultry farming, veterinary, disease control and
biotechnology, wine making, organization of exhibitions and visits of experts.

The Hellenic Side will consider to organize a training visit to Azerbaijan of 3-
4 Greek experts in order to transfer know-how in the following topics:

- management of territorial and water resources through the cartography of
their physical and chemical properties;

- development of methodology valuation of the agro-economic and agro-
technical studies through the analysis of cost-profit of irrigation system;

- technical specifications of hydro-geological studies and hydro-drilling
extraction;

- procedure of assignment and working out hydro-geological studies.

The realization of the above-mentioned programme will be examined by the
Hellenic Side in the framework of the Official Bilateral Development
Assistance within 2003-2004.

Both Sides agreed to initiate negotiations towards the conclusion of an
Agreement between the Ministries of Agriculture of both countries in order to
develop their mutual cooperation in the agricultural field.

1.8. Tourism.

Both Sides stressed the importance of enhancing and expdnding their bilateral
relations in the field of tourism through direct contacts of their competent
Tourist Authorities.

1.8.2. Both Sides expressed their willingness to sign an Agreement on Cooperation

in the field of Tourism in the near future.
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1.8.3. The Azerbaijani Side expressed its satisfaction for the vocational programme
the Hellenic Side organized for Azerbaijani students and the Hellenic Side’s
readiness to organize in the future an educational programme in Greece for
people working in public and private tourism sector.

1.8.4. Both Sides also agreed to:

a) encourage cooperation between their travel agencies and other enterprises or
organizations operating in the tourist sector;

b) exchange information, know-how, tourism statistical data, as well as
promotional material in the field of tourism;

¢) encourage mutual visits of journalists and media representatives specialized in
the field of tourism;

2. Development and Humanitarian Aid

2.1. The Azerbaijani Side expressed its satisfaction for the Hellenic assistance
offered since 1997 within the framework of Humanitarian and Development
Assistance Programmes, such as programmes for medical and pharmaceutical
assistance for refugees, participation in WFP programmes, as well as
programmes of financing medical intervention against iodine indigence,
economic and humanitarian support to the victims of ecarthquakes and
implementation of caution plans against tuberculosis.

2.2. The Hellenic Side stated that by Decision of the Hellenic Ministry of Foreign
Affairs, a financial support of 60.000 EURO has been approved to the NGO
“Medecins du Monde™ (Doctors of the World) in order to provide for the
implementation o f a programme on prevention and treatment of t uberculosis
victims in Northern Azerbaijan. The financing contract between Hellenic Aid
and NGO has been signed and the first installment of 30.000 EURO has already
been approved.

. The Azerbaijani Side expressed its gratitude to the Hellenic Government for the
offer of 50.000 US dollars, representing a contribution for the support of the
hospital for refugees in Azerbaijan.

The above sum will be handed over to the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic
of Azerbaijan within the next weeks.

2.4. The Azerbaijani Side expressed its hope that the Government of the Hellenic
Republic would continue the development and implementation of Humanitarian
Assistance Programmes including those aiming at the alleviation of difficult
living conditions of refugees and internally displaced persons in Azerbaijan.

3. Industry

3.1. Both Sides agreed to cooperate in the fields of mutual interest, such as

shipbuilding, information technology, machinery, sub-contracting, light
industry, etc.

The Hellenic Side is ready to cooperate with the Azerbaijani Side in sectors in
which the Hellenic industry shows strong performance, such as textiles,

clothes, leather products, shoes, paper, pulp and polymer products, cosmetics,
detergents, etc.

The Hellenic Side welcomes exchange of experts, regarding quality issues,
such as standardization, metrology and laboratories.

The Azerbaijani Side is ready to provide the Hellenic market with products and
know-how of the industrial sectors in which Azerbaijan shows specialization,

such as advanced geological and metallurgical research, energy processing,
consuming and saving systems, etc.

4. Transport and Communications

4.1. Both Sides agreed that they should make efforts for the improvement of

transport and communication between the two countries. In this spirit they will

facilitate the cooperation of transport companies (forwarders, shipping
companies, rail companies, etc.).

4.2. The two Sides stated that the text of the Bilateral Agreement on Air Transport,

initialized m 1995, would be signed at the earliest opportunity.

4.3. They also agreed to further cooperate in order to conclude the Agreement on

4.4.

International Road Transport of Passengers and Goods.

Both Sides stressed their particular interest with regard to the enhancement of
their bilateral relations in the maritime sector. To this end, the two Sides agreed
that the text of the Bilateral Agreement on Maritime Transport, a draft of which
had already been submitted by the Hellenic Side, would be signed at the earliest
convenient opportunity.

The next Session of the Committee will be held in Athens in 2004. The exact date
will be agreed through diplomatic channels.

Signed in Baku on the 11" of April 2003, in two originals, in the Azerbaijani, Greek
and English languages. All texts are authentic. The English text will prevail, in case
of any disagreement in interpretation of this Protocol.
