SCIENTIFIC AND TECHNOLOGICAL COOPERATION
BETWEEN |
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE TUNISIAN REPUBLIC

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government
of Tunisian Republic, hereinafter referred to as "The Parties".

Recognizing the importance of science and technology in the
development of their national economies,

Wishing to strengthen and develop cooperation in science and
fechnology on the basis of equality and mutual benefit,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties shall support and develop the
cooperation In science and technology according to the provisions of
this Agreement and existing legislation and regulations in the Hellenic
Republic and the Tunisian Republic, as well as take all necessary
measures to ensure the best conditions for its implementation.
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ARTICLE 2

The cooperation will be carried out, specifically, in the form or:

1) Realization of joint research, development and design projects,
including the sharing of results,

2) exchange of scientists, researchers and techmcai experts,

3) organizaticn and participation in scientific meetings, conferences,
symposia, courses, workshops, exhibitions, etc,

4) exchange of scientific and technonocnca] ingormation  and
decumentation,

5) joint use of research and development facilites and scientific
equipment,

6) other mutually agreed forms of cooperation.

ARTICLE 3

1) In order to implement, enhance and follow up the activities of this
Agreement, a Joint Committee s established, composed of
renresentatives designated bv the two Parties.

2) The Joint Committee shall carry out the following tasks:

a- Identifving fields of cooperation on basis of information provided
by institutions of each country and general lines or the respective
national policies in science and technology,

b- creating favorabie conditions for the implementation of this
Agreement,

¢- facilitating implementation of joint projects,

d- sharing experience arising from bilateral cooperation in science and

technology and reviewing proposals for its further development,
e- preparing periodical Executive Programs,

f- the foint Committee will meet at least once everv two vears, uniess

otherwise agreed, altermately in in the Hellenic Republic and the
Tunisian Republic on mutually convenient dates,
g- the Joint Committee shall draw up conclusions including the

evaluation of the past and present cooperation activities as well as the

planning of the future objectives,
h- the Joint Committee may elaborate its own rules of profeddre.
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ARTICLE

The Executive Programs mentioned in Article 3, paragraph 2,
point e, shall be elaborated on the basis of projects proposals submitted
by the Hellenic and Tunisian institutions concerned.

The Executive Programs will contain:

a- Joint scientific and technological research projects agreed by
the Hellenic and Tunisian institutions,

b- institutions responsible for the realization and
impliementation of joint scientific and technological research
projects, in particular : governmenial agencies, scientific entities,
research and development entities, scienfific  asscciations and
other mutually agreed entities, hereinafter referred to as
"cooperating partners”,

c- methods of use of joint scientific and technologicai projects
results,

d- financial resources and conditions of financing joint sciertific
and technological research projects,

e- the Executive Programs will be included in Protocols
adopted and signed durning the Joint committee's meetings.

ARTICLE 5

The costs of the exchange of scientists, researchers and technicai
experts, resulting from the realization of this Agreement, unless the
Parties agree otherwise in writing, will be covered on the following
basis;

1) The Sending Party shall cover international travel expenses.
2) The Receiving Party shall cover the costs of trips within its
territorv and dailv allowance subject to the current regulations,

ARTICLE 6

Results of scientific research and development profec'“s and anv
other information derived from the cooperation actmtles under this
Agreement, will be announced, published or commermallv explmted
with the consent of both cooperating partners and ‘according, to the
international agreements valid in both countries Loncem‘;ng‘ghe ruies
on the protection of the intellectual property nghis. i
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ARTICLE 7

Scientists researchers, technical experts and institutions of the
third countries or international organizations may be invited, upon
consent of both cooperating partmers, to participate in projects being
carried out under this Aoreement The costs of such participation shall
be borne by the third countries or international organizations, unless
both Parties agree otherwise in writing.

ARTICLE 8

The Government of the Hellenic Republic designates the
General Secretariat for Research and Technology, the Government of
the Tunisian Republic designates the Secretariat of State for Scientific
Research and Tachnology to be responsible for the impiementati on of
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 9

Any disputes related to the interpretation or application of this
Agreement shall be settled through dipiomatic channel between the
Parties. '

ARTICLE 10

The present Agreement shall not affect the rights and
obligations arising from other international agreements oinding either
Party.

ARTICLE 11

1- This Agreement shall enter into force on_the datg o the

exchange of written notifications between the Partiés mrorming Aatﬁr

other of the compietion or their relevant internal procedures. The date
or the last notification is deemed to be the date of the coming into force.
of the Agreement.
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2- This Agreement shall remain in force for an uniimited period
of time, unless either Party terminates it bv notification to the other
Party through diplomatic channels. The termination shail come into
effect after one vear from the date of the said notification.

3- The termination of this Agreement shall not aifect the
finalization of projects undertaken under this Agreement and not fully
implemented at the time of the termination.

Done in Athens, on 16t of December 2002, in three originals, each
in the Greek, Arabic and English languages, all texts being egually
authentic. In case of divergence the English text shall prevail.
