The Govemment of the Russum Federatmn and the Govemment of the
Hellenic Repubhc hereafter teferred to as thé ™ Partjes”, e‘q:lressmcr their
willingness to strencthen and. 1mprove -the a}.reada existing friendly
relations between the two. States exm‘essnrwr zhe; concerns about the
danger of spreading of’ 1ntemat10nal orcamzed Crime, international illicit
trafficking in narcotic drugs and pgy chotrople substances and international
terronism, respecting the international agreements and legislations
existing in both States, have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1 _
Competent Authorities and Obligations to Co-operate

1. The Competent Authorities responsible for the implementation of
this Agreement shall be, on the Hellenic part, the Ministry of Public
Order of the Hellenic Repubiic and on the Russian part, the Ministry
of the Interior of the Russian Federation, hereinafter referred to as
Competent Authorities.

2. Co-ordination of co-operation of the Competent Authorities under
this Agreement shall be carried out by the International Pehs:e C"‘“
operanon Division of the Mmlstry of Pubhc Order of tlzLe.fH*e‘ﬂEmc"j,

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3. The Competent Authorities shall co-operate in accordance with the
provisions of this Agreement, acting under their jurisdiction subJect .
to the international obhganons and domestic law of their States '

ARTICLE 2
Areas of Co-operation

The Competent Authorities - shall Co-operate in the prevention,
identification, suppression and detection of crimes, and in particular of:

- violent crimes against human life, health, freedom and dignity as
well as against property,

- acts of terrorism,

- orcamzed cnme, o

- corruption, -

- illicit trafficking in weapons, ammunition, nuclear and radioactive
material, as well as explosives and poisorous substances,

- illicit manufacture- of and trafficking in narcotic drugs and
pSyChOthpJ.C substancus as well as precursors,

- €CONOmIC crime, mcludmcr Iecallzanon (laundennc) of proceeds
from crime; - :

- hi-tech crimé, mcludmcr computer crime, -

- illegal ma:rﬁckmcr in human bej.uﬁs and trade of human organs,

- criminal activities rélarad to 111608.1 migration,

- exploitation of the prostinition of others,

- procduction and sale of forged banknotes, credit cards and securites,
as well as of any kind of official identity documents,

- criminal encroachments against historic and culwural values and
intellectual property,

- illicit trafficking in precious stones and metals,

- ecological crimes,

- car thefts and illegal operations connected 10 them.

ARTICLE 3
Forms of Co-operation

d) search and retum, in accordance with the national legislation, of
stolen objects having numbers or specific marks, including
cultural and historical values, vehicles and firearms, as well as
numbered securities and passports (identiry documents),

e} exchanoe of working experience including organization of
mtemsths constltations, seminars and upgraded courses,

f) cxchange of statistical data, as well as national legal texts,
brochures, publications and results of scientific researches in the
field of law enforcement.

The Competent Authorities shall carry out controlled deliveries of
narcotic drugs-and psychonropm substances, as well as precursors
used for their producuon in accordzmc\, with the national legislation
and international obllvatlons of the two States.

The Competent Authorities shall consider the possibility of applying
the method of controlled delivery to other objects being in illicit
raffic.

This Agreement shall not embrace extradition and mutual judicial
assistance in criminal matters.

ARTICLE 4
Requests

Co-operation within this Agreement shall be carried out on the basis
of requests for assistance submitted by the interested Co
Authornities.

execution of the request.

ARTICLE 7
Limitations related to the Use of the Received
Information and Documents

1. [Each Competent Authority shall ensure the confidentiality of
information and dotuments received from the other Competent
Authority, if they are of restricted use or if the providing Competent
Authority does not want their public disclosure. The degree of sucha
restriction applied 1o the received information and documents shail
be imposed by the providing Competent Authority.

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ARTICLE 10
Exchange of Representatlves

The Parties will consider a possible exchange of representatives of their
Competent Authorities.

ARTICLE 11
Wor]s:m0 VIeetmGS and Consultatlons

1. In order to improve the effectiveness of co- operation, the Competent
Authorities shall hold working meetings of experts within the
framework of their competence whenever they both agree that 1t is
neeessa:y to deal W1th urgent and special matters.

When it is- deemed necessary, representat ives of other Agencies of
the two States may attend these mestings.

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ARTICLE 13
Final Provisions

1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last written
netification by which the Parties inform each other that their relevant
internal procecures have besn completed.

2. This Agresment may be modified by the written consent of both
Parties. Any agreed medifications.shall enter into force according to
the precedure described in paragrapn 1 of the present Article.

3. The present Agrzernen: is conciuced for an indefinite period and

shall remain in forcs Tor three months after the dars on which either
Party receives from the other Party & written notice of its intention to
terminate it. '

4. Either Party may, for reasons of naticnal security, public order or
public health, suspend retally or partiaily the implementarion of the
present Agreement by written nofication fo the other Party through
the diplomatic channels. '
