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CHAPTER 1

Basic Provisions

ARTICLE 1 (CS)

Purposes of the Union

to maintain and extend international cooperation among all its Member

States for the improvement and rationa! use of telecommunications of all
kinds:

o promote and enhance participation of entities and organizations in the
activities of the Union and foster fruitful cooperation and partnership
between them and Member States for the fulfilment of the overall obiec-

tives as embodied in the purposes of the Union:

'o promote and to offer technical assisiance to developing countries in the
ficid of telecommunicaticns, and also to promote the mobilization of the
material. human and financial resources needed for its implerenation, as
well as access to information;

to harmonize the actions of Member States and promote fruitful and con-

structive cooperation and partnership between Member States and Sector
Members in the attainment of those ends;

effect allocation of bands of the radio-frequency spectrum. the allotment of
radio frequencies and the registration of radio-frequency assignments and.
for space services. of any associated orbital position in the geostationary-
satellite orbit or of any associated characteristics of satellites in other

orbits. in order to avoid harmful interference between radio stations of
difterent countries:

coordinate efforts to eliminate harmful interference between radio stations
of different countries and to improve the use made of the radio-frequency
spectrum for radiocommunication services and of the geostationary-
satellite and other satellite orbits:

foster international cooperation and solidarity in the delivery of technical
assistance to the developing countries and the creation. development and
mprovement ol telecommunication cquipment and networks in developing
countries by evers means st its disposal.including through its participation
m the refevant progranmimes of the United Nations and the use of its own
TUSOUICES, U appropriaie:

ARTICLE 2 (CS)

Composition of the Union

The International Telecommunication Union is an- intergovernmental

organization in which Member States and Sector Members, having well-defined
rights and obligations. cooperate for the fulfilment of the purposes of the Union.
It shall. having regard to the principle of universality and the desirability of
universal panicipation in the Union, be composed of:

The Member States are hound to abide by the provisions of this Constitu-
tion. the Convention and the Administrative Regualations in all telecommumcation
offices and stations established or operated by them which engage in international
services of which are capable of causing harmful interference to radio services of
other countries. except in regard 1o services exempted from these obligations in
accordance with the provisions of Anticle 48 of this Constitution.

2 The Member States are also bound 10 take the necessary steps 1o impose
the observance of the provisions of this Constitution. the Convention and the
Administrative Regulations upon operating agencies authorized by them to estab-
lish and operate telecommunications and which engage in international services or
which operate stations capable of causing harmful interference 1o the radio
services of other countries.

shall all be nationals of different Member States, and at their election due
consideration should be given to equitable geographical distribution
amongst the regions of the world; as far as the elected officials are con-

cerned. due consideration should also be given to the principles embodied
in No. 154 of this Constitution;

the members of the Radio Regulations Board shall be elected in their indi-
vidual capacity: each Member State may propose only one candidate.

ARTICLE 10 (CS)

The Council

IV The Council shall be composed of Member States elected by the

Plenipotentiary Conference in accordance with the provisions of No. 61 of this

Constitution.
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4 1y The Council shall take all steps to facilitate the implementation by the
Member States of the provisions of this Constitution. of the Convention. of the
Administrative Regulations. of the decisions of the Plenipotentiary Conference.
and. where appropriate. of the decisions of other conferences and meetings of the
Union. and perform any duties assigned to it by the Plenipotentiary Conference.

2) It shall consider broad telecommunication policy issues in keeping
with the guidelines given by the Plenipotentiary Conference in order to ensure that
the Union’s policies and strategy fully respond to the constantly changing
telecommunication environment, and shall prepare a report on the policy and
strategic planning recommended for the Union. together with their financial

implications. It shall use to this effect the material prepared by the Secretary-
General under No. 74A below.

ARTICLE 11 (CS)

General Secretariat

2) The functions of the Secretary-General are specified in the Conven-
tion. In addition, the Secretary-General shall:

a) coordinate the Union’s actjvities, with the assistance of the Coordination
Committee;

b) prepare, with the assistance of the Coordination Committee, material

required for the preparation of a report on the policies and strategic plan for
the Union, and coordinate the implementation of the plan;

c) take all the actions required to ensure economic use of the Union’s
resources and be responsible to the Council for all the administrative and
financial aspects of the Union’s activities;

d) act as the legal representative of the Union.

3) The Secretary-General may act as depositary of special arrangements
established in conformity with Article 42 of this Constitution.
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CHAPTER 11

Radiocommunication Sector

ARTICLE 12 (CS)

Functions and Structure

mind the particular concerns of developing countries, to fulfil the purposes of the
Union, as stated in Article 1 of this Constitution, relating to radiocommunication:

- by ensuring the rational, equitable, efficient and economical use of the
radio-frequency spectrum by all radiocommunication services, including
those using the geostationary-satellite or other satellite orbits, subject to the
provisions of Article 44 of this Constitution, and

- by carrying out studies without limit of frequency range and adopting
recommendations on radiocommunication matters.

munication conferences so as to improve the efficieney and effectiveness of the
Radiocommunication Sector. Radiocommunication assemblies shall provide the
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necessary technical bases for the work of the world radiocommunication confer-
ences and respond to all requests from world radiocommunication conferences.
The duties of the radiocommunication assemblics are specified in the Convention.

4 The decisions of a world radiocommunication conterence. of a radiocom-
munication assembly and of a regional radiocommunication conference shall in all
circumstances be in conformity with this Constitution and the Convention. The
decisions of a radiocommunication assembly or of a regional radiocommunication
conference shall also in all circumstances be in conformity with the Radio Regu-
lations. When adopting resolutions and decisions, the conferences shall take into
account the foreseeable financial implications and should avoid adopting resolu-
tions and decisions which might give rise to expenditure in excess of the financial
limits laid down by the Plenipotentiary Conference.

ARTICLE 14 (CS)

Radio Regulations Board

2 The Radio Regulations Board is composed of not more than either

12 members, or of a number corresponding to 6% of the total number of Member
States, whichever is the greater.

a) the approval of Rules of Procedure, which include technical criteria, in
accordance with the Radio Regulations and with any decision which may
be taken by competent radiocommunication conferences. These Rules of
Procedure shall be used by the Director and the Bureau in the application
of the Radio Regulations to register frequency assignments made by
Member States. These Rules shall be open to comment by administrations
and, in case of continuing disagreement, the matter shall be submitted to a
forthcoming world radiocommunication conference;

c) the performance of any additional duties, concerned with the assignment
and utilization of frequencies, as indicated in No. 78 of this Constitution,
in accordance with the procedures provided for in the Radio Regulations,
and as prescribed by a competent conference or by the Council with the
consent of a majority of the Member States. in preparation for. or in pur-
suance of the decisions of. such a conference.

2)  No member of the Board shall request or receive instructions relating
to the exercise of his duties for the Union from any government or @ member
thercot. or from any public or private organization or person. Members of the
Board shall refrain from taking any action or from participating in any decision
which may be incompatible with their status detined in No. 98 above,

mternational character of the duties of the members of the Board and retrain from
attempting 1o influence them in the performance of their Board duties.

General or Director of a Bureau shall refrain, as far as possible, from recalling that
national between two plenipotentiary conferences.

ARTICLE 33 (CS)

The Right of the Public to Use the International

ARTICLE 35 (CS)

ARTICLE 37 (CS)

Secrecy of Telecommunications

system of telecommunication used, with a view to ensuring the secrecy of inter-
national correspondence.

ARTICLE 38 (CS)

Establishment, Operation and Protection of Telecommunication
Channels and Installations

mop 186 1 Member States shall take such steps as may be necessary to ensure the
establishment. under the best technical conditions, of the channels and installa-

tions necessary to carry on the rapid and uninterrupted exchange of international
telecommunications. :

son 188 3 Member States shal] safeguard these channels and installations within their
jurisdiction.

won 189 4 Unless other conditions are laid down by special arrangements. each
Member State shall take such steps as may be necessary 1o ensure maintenance of
those sections of international telecommunication circuits within its control.

Settlement of Disputes

1 Mcember States may settle their disputes on questions relating to the inter-
pretation or application of this Constitution, of the Convention or of the Adminis-
trative Regulations by negotiation, through diplomatic channels, or according to
procedures established by bilateral or multilateral treaties concluded between

them for the settlement of international disputes, or by any other method mutually
agreed upon.

1 Each Member State which has ratified, accepted, approved or acceded to
this Constitution and the Convention shall have the right to denounce them. In
such a case, this Constitution and the Convention shall be denounced simultane-
ously in one single instrument, by a notification addressed to the Secretary-

General. Upon receipt of such notification, the Secretary-General shall advise the
other Member States thereof.

ARTICLE 58 (CS)

Entry into Force and Related Matters

4 The original of this Constitution and the Convention drawn up in the
Arabic, Chinese. English. French, Russian and Spanish languages shall remain
deposited in the archives of the Union. The Secretary-General shall forward. in the
languages requested, a certified true copy to each of the signatory Member States.
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PART 11 - Date of Entry into Force

The amendments contained in the present instrument shall, as a whole and in the form of one
single instrument. enter into force on 1 January 2000 between Member States being at that
time partics to the Constitution and the Convention of the International Telecommunication
Union (Geneva. 1992). and having deposited before that date their instrument of ratification,
acceptance or approval of. or accession to. the present amending instrument.

Definition of Certain Terms Used in this Constitution,
the Convention and the Administrative Regulations
of the International Telecommunication Union

Member State: A State which is considered to be a Member of the International
Telecommunication Union in application of Article 2 of this Constitution.

Sector Member: An entity or organization authorized in accordance with
Article 19 of the Convention to participate in the activities of a Sector.

Delegation: The totality of the delegates and, should the case arise, any

representatives, advisers, attachés, or interpreters sent by the same Member
State.

Each Member State shall be free to make up its delegation as it wishes. In
particular, it may include in its delegation, infer alia, in the capacity of
delegates, advisers or attachés, persons belonging to any entity or organization
authorized in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Convention.

Delegate: A person sent by the government of a Member State to a plenipo-
tentiary conference, or a person representing a government or an administration
of a Member State at another conference or at a meeting of the Union.

Recognized Operating Agency: Any operating agency, as defined above, which
operates a public correspondence or broadcasting service and upon which the
obligations provided for in Article 6 of this Constitution are imposed by the
Member State in whose territory the head office of the agency is situated, or by
the Member State whith has authorized this operating agency to establish and
operate a telecommunication service on its territory.

Standardization Sector which relate to tariff and accounting issues,
and relevant numbering and addressing plans;

Study groups may initiate action for obtaining approval from Member
