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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
OF THE FIRST SESSION OF THE
GREEK-TURKISH JOINT ECONOMIC COMMISSION

The Greek-Turkish Joint Economic Commission established in accordance
with Article V of the Agreement on Economic Cooperation between the two countries
signed on February 4, 2000, held its first session on February 12-13, 2002, in Athens.

The Greek Delegation was led by H.E. Andreas Loverdos, Deputy Minister for
Foreign Affairs. The Turkish Delegation was led by H.E. Kirsad Tiizmen,
Undersecretary of Foreign Trade.

The members of the two Delegations are listed in Annexes I and II.

During the Session, the Heads of the two Delegations stated that the
development of stronger commercial and economic ties as well as the promotion of
investments and trade relations between Turkey and Greece were the shared objectives
of the two Governments. Thev discussed at length ways and means to enlarge the
bilateral economic cooperation in all possible fields.

The First Session of the Joint Economic Commission was conducted in an
atmosphere of mutual understanding reflecting the desire and determination of both

countries to find practical, feasible and effective ways-for further developing bilateral
trade and economic relations.

The Heads of the -two Delegations presented an overview of current
developments in the economies of their respective countries.

The Greek Side informed the Turkish Side about the main targets of the Greek
economy and the results of the economic program which is being implemented, aiming
at keeping the Greek economy at a par with the economies of the other countries —
members of the European Union. The Greek Side also presented a comprehensive
overview of the challenges that Greece is facing, being a full member of the Euro zone.

The Turkish Side informed the Greek Side about the economic developments
and policies prevailing in Turkey and improvements in the overall bilateral economic
and commercial relations. The Turkish Side also underlined the importance of
encouraging business communities of both countries to engage in business activities,
which will be one of the most concrete results of the continuing dialogue between the
two Governments.

The two Sides made extensive reference to the developments in Greek-Turkish
relations in various fields with regard to investment opportunities in the two countries.
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L Bilateral Trade Relations

1. Overview of Bilateral Trade

The two Sides stressed that the current trade volume does not reflect the
potential of both countries. Therefore, both Sides agreed to exert every effort in order
to boost bilateral trade on a mutually advantageous and balanced basis.

2. Trade Promotion Activities
° - 4
The two Sides presented a comprehensive analysis of the problems that companies of
their respective countries are confronted with and reiterated that every possible effort
should be made in order to find solutions that will facilitate trade exchanges and thus
help increase the overall trade volume. The two Sides noted that under the present
conjunction trade is concentrated on relatively few product-categories and they

decided to examine new ways and means in order to diversify the range of products
subject to bilateral trade.

In this context, they agreed to:

- Continue the permanent dialogue at high level,

- Increase contacts between their business communities,

- Organize trade and economic missions,

- Exchange .of information regarding the business portfolio of their
respective countries,

- Participate in international fairs, exhibitions, symposiums, seminars and
conferences organized in their respective countries.

The two Sides reiterated the importance of contacts between the private and
public representatives of the two countries, which will contribute to a large extent to
the development of bilateral commercial end economic relations.

3. Improving Communication

The two Sides stressed that communication between both private and public
sectors should be enhanced by continuing dialogue at all levels, increasing contacts
between the business communities, organizing trade and economic missions and
participating in fairs, exhibitions, seminars, and other related events.

Both Sides, in this respect, expressed their appreciation for the activities of the
Greek-Turkish Business Council, which through its regular meetings in both countries
and other related initiatives, promotes with considerable success the trade and
economic relations between the business communities of the two countries. In this
context, they evaluated positively the last meeting of the Greek-Turkjsh- iQgss
Council held on November 7-8, 2001 in Athens. '
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II. Economic Cooperation

The two Sides expressed their appreciation for the progress that has been achieved in
the recent years with regard to the following fields of cooperation:

1. Energy

The Turkish Side expressed with satisfaction the support of the Greek Side, provided
under the leadership of Public Power Corporation (PPC S.A.), in the realization of feasibilitv
studies for the integration of the Turkish Powet System to the Union for the Coordination of
Transmission Electricity (UCTE) grid via the Greek Power System and the Balkans.

Both Sides expressed their appreciation for the assignment of a Greek
representative from the Hellenic Transmission System Operator (HTSO S.A.) as the leader
of the sub-group established by UCTE in order to examine the connection of the Turkish
Power System to the UCTE grid.

The Turkish Side appreciated the support of the Greek Side for the acceleration of
the studies of the sub-group. The Greek Side emphasized the importance of the finalization
of the sub-group studies and affirmed its support in this respect.

Both Sides confirmed their final decision on the border-crossing point of 400 kV
Babaeski (Turkey) - Philippoi (Greece) line, which has already been agreed as feasible on the
basis of the outcome of the studies. The Turkish Side expressed the importance of
exchanging the time schedule for the construction of the line as soon as possible, in order to
enable the parallel completion of the works within the territories of both countries. The
Greek Side stated that all possibilities for the implementation of the project in conjunction
with the UCTE study would be considered.

Both Sides confirmed their willingness to accelerate the procedures for the
construction of the line, based on the very positive and encouraging results of the
aforementioned feasibility studies. In this respect, both Sides, in order to finalize technical
details of the interconnection line and to discuss construction issues for its realization, agreed
upon to hold a joint meeting of the related companies in Ankara as early as possible.

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction with the progress of the ongoing work,
carried out jointly by DEPA and BOTAS, related to the development of the gas
interconnector Turkey-Greece project and confirmed their full support to this project.

Both Sides, in this context, stated that the realization of this interconnector project
would constitute a crucial component of a broader project, namely, the South-European Gas
Ring.

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2. Industry and Cooperation between Small and Medium Sized
Enterprises (SMEs)

a. Industry

The two Sides emphasized that industrial cooperation constitutes an important
field in bilateral relations and agreed to encourage enterprises and sectoral institutions
in both countries in order to examine joint investment opportunities.

The two Sides agreed on the following fields as priority areas for further
development of industrial cooperation:

e Automotive spare-parts industry

¢ Electronics and electrical household appliances
¢ Telecommunications and hardware equipment
e Construction materials

Shipbuilding

Textile industry

Footwear and leather products

Cosmetics

Detergents

Paper industry

Precious metals and stones processing industry -
Food processing industry

Both Sides agrfé'éd to look for the possibilities of collaboration in the fields of
joint-ventures in Greece, Turkey and third countries, know-how transfer and exchange
of industrial experts among the enterprises of both countries.

b. SMEs

The two Sides expressed the view that SMEs play a vital role in the economies
of both countries. Therefore, both Sides agreed to exert every effort in order to
improve contacts between the SMEs of both countries and support their initiatives.

The two Sides, in this context, expressed their satisfaction about the already
existing cooperation between the relevant organizations for the support and
development of SMEs in both countries, the Hellenic Organization of Small and
Medium Sized Enterprises and Handicraft (EOMMEX) and the Small and Medium
Sized Industry Development Organization of Turkey (KOSGEB).

Both Sides stressed that the respective Collaboration Protocol, signed on July
11, 2001, defined the following actions, which needed to be reinforced:

e Exchange of experience between the two organizations, regarding the creation
and development of SMEs in both countries, the services and facilities granted
by the authorities and also the strategies adopted by the Governments in this
respect. '
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e Facilitation of contacts between SMEs of both countries aiming at enhancing
trade and partnerships.

e Support of SMEs when participating in fairs and business missions in Turkey
and Greece.

e Exchange of information on seminars, symposiums, training programs
organized in both countries.

e Support of creation and development of projects at regional level (Balkan and
Black Sea Region), regarding the improvement of competitiveness of SMEs’
products and services, taking into account the methodology and potentialities
offered by the European Union and the other donors for the improvement of
SMESs’ products and services.

3. Agriculture

The two Sides stressed that the recent signing of the two Agreements regarding
the phytosanitary and veterinary fields will positively affect the bilateral cooperation.
In addition, the Protocol of Technical, Scientific and Economic Cooperation signed in
June 2000 allows the transfer of know-how and technological and scientific
information between the two countries.

The two Sides, underlining the importance of contacts between the related
Ministries and agencies in identifying specific cooperation areas, agreed to realize the
Second Session of the Turkish-Greek Agricultural Steering Committee to be held in
2002 in Turkey, at a date to be determined through diplomatic channels.

Both Sides agreed to develop cooperation in the field of agriculture through the
exchange of experts and experience in agriculture and fisheries as well as organization
of courses, seminars and meetings regarding to harmonization of Turkish national
legislation to the EU Common Agricultural Policy.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to realize an agricultural meeting
between the experts of the two countries at technical level in 2002 in Izmir.

4. Transport

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction for the development of bilateral
relations in the field of transport, indicating that the existing bilateral and transit quotas
cover present needs of the transporters of both countries. The two Sides, in order to
further promote road transport, agreed that any further needs for increasing the
bilateral and transit quota shall be covered.

Furthermore, both Sides expressed their willingness that all items laid out in the
Protocol of the Tenth Session of the Turkish-Greek Joint Transport Committee will be

discussed and finalized in the next meeting of the mentioned Committee, to be held in
2002 in Athens.

The Turkish Side suggested the réciprocal exchange of 1.000 m
transports to/from third countries, for the benefit of the hauliers of both cg&tﬁrﬁ% QN \\
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The Greek Side suggested that this issue should be negotiated during the next
meeting of the Turkish-Greek Joint Transport Committee.

Both Sides noted their satisfaction for the ongoing close relations between
international road transport associations of both countries, namely the Hellenic
Federation of International Transports (OFAE) and the International Transporters
Association of Turkey (UND). They agreed to encourage the above mentioned
associations to work together, facilitate road transport between the two countries and
elaborate pilot projects, which have the possibility to create synergies between the two
Sides and to obtain international funding, particularly within the framework of EU and
the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC).

The Greek Side informed the Turkish Side that the construction of the Egnatia
motorway connecting Kipoi to Igoumenitsa is underway, and stated that, once the
construction is completed, it will be a significant alternative for international transit
traffic as well as for the Turkish vehicles.

Both Sides also reaffirmed their willingness for further strengthening and
promoting their relations on the maritime transport sector within the framework of the
Agreement on Maritime Transport signed on February 4, 2000.

s. Tourism

Both Sides, taking into consideration the importance of the tourism sector in
their respective economies, agreed to encourage their relevant ministries, institutions
and organizations to get closer contacts and consider the possibilities of cooperation in
order to attract more tourist flow to both countries.

Both Sides underlined the positivé impact of the three Tourism Forums, which
have taken place in Bodrum, Rhodos and Marmaris respectively with the participation
of officials and representatives of the private sector.

Both Sides agreed to hold the Fourth Turkish-Greek Tourism Forum on May
17, 2002, in Kos Island.

Both Sides emphasized the importance of convening the Greek-Turkish Joint
Tourism Committee. The Greek Side proposed to hold the first Session of the Joint
Tourism Committee in June 2002 in Greece and the Turkish Side took note of this
proposal.

6. Customs Cooperation

Both Sides expressed their willingness to continue the regular meetings of the
Heads of Customs Administrations in order to strengthen the cooperation in the field of
customs aiming at further development of trade flows, simplifying the customs
procedures and combating against smuggling and drug trafficking.

The two Sides stated that the results of the above mentioned meeungs have

been very satisfactory and the third meeting has been scheduled to take place in May
2002, in Izmir.
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Both Sides expressed their appreciation that the Parliaments of the two

countries have ratified the Agreement for Cooperation and Mutual Assistance between
the Customs Administrations.

7. Inter-regional Cooperation

Both Sides agreed to develop regional cooperation through encouraging trade
associations and Chambers from both Sides to initiate cooperation in order to benefit
from the full advantage of the existing possibilities. The two Sides noted that the EU
offers a considerable range of progrdms, which aim at improving inter-regional
cooperation and that parties involved from the two Sides should explore the
possibilities offered by such programs.

8. Other Issues

The two Sides stated that during the last years and in particular after August
1999, subsequent meetings at expert level have been held, in order to finalize the
Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation of Income without reaching a
conclusion, since several issues are still pending. The last round of the high-level
negotiations was held on November 16, 2001, in Athens and the next round will be
held on February 27-28, 2002, in Ankara.

Both Sides recognized that negotiations on the Agreement on Avoidance of
Double Taxation of Income at an upgraded level should be continued in order to reach
a common ground that would be to the benefit of both countries. The two Sides stated

their expectation to achieve substar{tial progress on the pending issues at the next
meeting. ' ’ o o

Both Sides wunderlined the importance of promoting cooperation and
establishing regular contacts between the two countries for developing collaborations
in the field of contracting and consultancy services.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to encourage their respective business
communities to establish closer relations in order to explore and exploit business
opportunities not only in both countries but also in third markets through investment

projects, joint-ventures and technical advisory activities, as well as timely flow of
information.

Both Sides stressed that the improvement of trade and economic relations
between the two countries will have an overall positive effect on the welfare of the
peoples of both countries. Therefore, the two Sides agreed to further increase their
efforts with regard to the existing issues and improving contacts and cooperation
between the two countries at all levels.

The two Sides agreed to hold the Second Session of the Greek-Turkish Joint
Economic Commission in the last quarter of 2002 in Ankara, the exact eare will be
determined through diplomatic channels.

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
OF THE SECOND SESSION OF THE
GREEK-TURKISH JOINT ECONOMIC COMMISSION

The Greek-Turkish Joint Economic Commission established in accordance
with Article V of the Agreement on Econcmic Cooperation between the two
countries signed on February 4, 2000, held its second session on March 12-13,
2003, in Ankara.

The Greek Delegation was led by H.E. Andreas Loverdos, Deputy Minister
for Foreign Affairs and the Turkish Delegation was led by H.E. Tuncer Kayalar,
Undersecretary of Foreign Trade.

The members of the two Delegéiions are listed in Annexes | and li,
respectively. '

At the Plenary Session, the Heads of the two Delegations presented
comprehensive reviews regarding the economic developments and policies
prevailing in their respective countries and the improvements in the overall bilateral
commercial and economic relations, since the First Session of the Joint Economic
Commission held on February 12-13, 2002, in Athens.

During the Session, the Heads of Delegations also stated that the
development of stronger commercial and economic ties and the promotion of
investment and trade relations between the two countries were the shared
objectives of their respective Governments. To this end, both Sides discussed in
detail ways and means to develop and diversify the economic relations and
underlined the fact that the encouragement of the business communities of both
countries to intensify their contacts with an aim at engaging in joint business and
investment activities would be one of the most visible and positive results of the on-
going dialogue between the two countries.

The results of the deliberations of the Joint Economic Commission are
summarized, as follows:

I. TRADE RELATIONS

1. Bilateral Trade Relations

Both Sides reviewed the developments in their bilateral trade since the 1st
Session of the Joint Economic Commission (Athens, 12-13/2/2002) and noted that
the present level of trade does not reflect the real potential of the two countries.

and targeting of new products to be subject to trade, on a mutu
basis.
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The Greek Side considers that the bilateral trade is currently unbalanced.
Both sides agree to make all possible efforts to remove the remaining tariff and
non-tariff barriers.

The two Sides underlined the importance of contacts between their business
communities in enhancing bilateral trade and economic relations. Furthermore,
they agreed to take necessary measures in order to increase awareness among
the business communities regarding their respective economy and business
opportunities.

2. Trade Promotion Activities

The two Sides, aiming at increasing and diversifying the bilateral trade,
agreed to continue the dialogue at the highest Governmental level, increase
contacts between their business communities, organize trade and economic
missions and participate in international fairs, exhibitions, symposiums, seminars
and conferences organized in their respective countries.

Both Sides noted with satisfaction the regular participation of the Republic of
Turkey in the international fairs organized in Greece. Both Sides, sharing the view
that these fairs and exhibitions play an important role in giving new impetus to
bilateral trade relations by presenting new products and materials subject to trade,
decided to participate more effectively and frequently in such events organized in
pboth countries on a regular basis.

The Turkish Side informed the Greek Side that the Republic of Turkey
participated in the “67™ Thessaloniki International Fair”, “35" Home Exhibition Fair’
and “Fashion Fair” organized in 2002 in Greece, and the "INFACOMA Fair’ in 2002
and 2003 with a national pavilion.

The Turkish Side also expressed the decision of the Republic of Turkey in
participating the “Furnidec International Furniture Fair” to be organized between
March 12-16, 2003 and “Thessaloniki International Fair” to be organized between
September 6-14, 2003 in Greece, with a national pavilion. Both Sides noted with
satisfaction that the 2nd Turkish Export Products Fair would be organized in
Greece, in 2004.

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction with the joint activities of the Turkish-
Greek Business Council of the Greek-Turkish Business Cooperation Council of
-Greece and the Foreign Economic Relations Board of Turkey (DEIK), which held
its last meeting, in Athens, ocn December 1-2, 2002.

The two Sides stated that they worked diligently and with efficiency during
the last period so as to give support for the enhancement of bilateral_ commercial
and economic cooperation.
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Worth mentioning are several promotional activities, such as:

a) Two visits in Turkey, one of which was to the Western Anatolian cities
(March 4-8, 2002) and the other one to the Southeastern Anaiolian cities (April 15-
18, 2002), with a view to give information to the business circles of Turkey about
the recent developments recorded in Greek economy and to eliminate the
insufficient knowledge of the businessmen regarding the market potentialities as
well as consumer preferences.

b) Five business events in Greek cities comprising bilateral meetings with
Greek companies interested in the Turkish market.

c) Business events in Istanbul and lzmir in collaboration with Turkish
business associations.

d) Visits of Turkish businesspeople to Thessaloniki International Trade Fairs
invited by HELEXPO.

These activities should be reinforced in the future so that the two business
communities approach further one another.

Both Sides agree to organize visits in Greece in order to encourage
cooperation possibilities and direct contacts between the private sectors.

Both Sides underlined the importance of standardization in facilitating the
flow of commodities between the two countries and reiterated their desire to
strengthen ties between the Hellenic Organization for Standardization (ELOT) and
the Turkish Standards Institution (TSE) in this respect.

The two Sides noted that bilateral relations between ELOT and TSE were
continuing within the framework of the European Committee for Standardization
(CEN), European Committee for Electrotechnical Standardization (CENELEC).
International  Organization for Standardization (ISO) and International
Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) :

The Turkish Side expressed the willingness of TSE to initiate cooperation
‘with ELOT in the subjects related to both institutes. In this framework, the Turkish
Side submitted a draft Memorandum of Understanding on cooperation between
ELOT and TSE. The Greek Side agrees in advance. However, both Sides pointed
out that both countries must be aligned with the international standards and adopt
them.

Both Sides expressed the view that the Balkan Center for Trade Promotion
Agency (BCTP) aims at the development of commercial relations through the
facilitation of the exchange of mformatlon between the trade deve_ ety

with the Turkish Export Promotion Center (IGEME) on a brlaié’ af
within the context of BCTP. g i
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The Turkish Side expressed the readiness of the Turkish Eximbank to
extend credit facilities to the products and services to be exported to Greece under
the guarantee of the Greek banks, which meet the criteria of the Turkish Eximbank
and to provide financial support for the projects to be realized by Turkish
companies in Greece. '

_ The Turkish Side informed the Greek Side on the incentives and advantages
offered in Turkish Free Zones and invited the Greek businessmen to invest in
these Zones.

3. Trade Related Problems

In view of the developments recorded in the bilateral trade relations, both
Sides underlined the importance of the elimination of the impediments that their
business communities face in order to further enhance the total trade volume. In
this respect further measures should be taken.

Both Sides reiterated their belief that these problems, which mainly arise
from the bureaucracy would be elimjnated in the very near future with the positive
and constructive approach of both Sides.

. ECONOMIC COOPERATION

The two Sides, stressing the importance of eccnomic cooperation between
the two countries, agreed to further encourage their respective organizations to
enhance cooperation in the following fields:

1. Energy

Both Sides acknowledged the great importance of the Gas Interconnector
Greece-Turkey Project as reflected in the Intergovernmental Agreement signed in
Thessaloniki on February 23, 2003 between the respective Ministries of the two
countries.

Both Sides, in this context, stated that the realization of this project would
form the essential link of a broader project, namely, the South European Gas Ring
that would enable the Caspian and Middle East gas to flow through Turkey and
Greece to the European gas consuming markets.

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction with the progress of the ongoing
work carried out jointly by BOTAS and DEPA so far, related to the development of
the Gas Interconnector Greece-Turkey Project, as well as the financial support
achieved through the European Union TEN Program and reconfirmed their full
support to this Project. Furthermore, the two Sides agreed on the necessity of
accelerating the appropriate actions and decision-making process on all issues
connected to the realization of the Project with an immediate prigk the

between DEPA and BOTAS.
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The Turkish Side expressed its satisfaction with the activities of the sub-
working group established by the Union for the Coordination of Transmission
Electricity (UCTE) to examine the integration of Turkish Power System to the
UCTE System and the efforts of the Hellenic Transmission System Operator
(HTSO) representative as the leader of this sub-group.

Both Sides expressed their appreciation for signing a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) between their relevant electricity authorities PPC and TEIAS
in Ankara on March 28, 2002, on the construction of 400 kV Filippi (Greece)-
Babaeski (Turkey) Transmission Line for the integration of Turkish Power System
to UCTE System via the Greek Power System.

The Turkish Side stated that TEIAS has obtained the approval of its Board
of Directors, which was necessary for the entry into force of the aforementioned
MOU. The Greek Side, in this context, expressed that HTSO has included the
Greek part of the Filippi-Babaeski line into its Five Year Transmission System
Expansion Plan approved by the Ministry of Industry in mid 2002.

Both Sides also stated that the Project Construction Agreement, mentioned
in the Article 7.2 of the MOU and prepared by PPC and TEIAS in Istanbul on
March 7, 2003, should be finalized and signed in the first half of May 2003. The two
Sides emphasized that the construction should commence, as soon as possible, in
order to ensure the completion of the line by the end of 2006, as envisaged in the
MOU.

2. Industry

The two Sides decided to encourage their relevant institutions and
companies to further improve their cooperation in the following categories of
products:

- Automotive industry, spare parts and tires,

- IT products,

- Textile products,

- Pharmaceuticals

- Rubber products,

- Chemical products,

- Construction materials,

- Packaging materials

- Telecommunication and audio equipment,

- Aluminum products

- Iron and steel industry,

- Cotton fiber,

- Agricultural products like seedless dried grape and dried apricot, shelled
hazelnut and pistachios.

The Turkish Side stated the willingness of the Turkish
cooperate with its counterpart in Greece in the beet a¢
technologies.
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The two Sides expressed their satisfaction on the existing cooperation
between Organizations for the support and development of SME’s in both
countries, namely EOMMEX and KOSGEB, in parallel with the efforts of other
related Institutions.

Both Sides agreed that their respective Organizations should intensify their
efforts. in order to:

- facilitate contacts between SME’s of both countries in trade and
partnerships

- exchange experience regarding the creation and development of SME’s
of both countries and the services, facilities and strategies adopted by
their respective Governments

- reciprocally use the databases of SME's

- communicate, on a regular basis information on fairs, exhibitions,
training programmes, organized in both countries.

3. Agriculture

The two Sides expressed their desire for further enhancing cooperation in the
agricultural sector and agreed to encourage their relevant organizations and
authorities to take the necessary steps in this respect.

The two Sides, underlining the importance of contacts between the related
Ministries and Agencies in identifying specific cooperation areas, noted that
agricultural issues would be reviewed in detail, at the 2nd Session of the Greek-
Turkish Agricultural Steering Committee, to be held in Ankara within 2003, at a
date to be determined through diplomatic channels.

Both Sides noted that the Protocol of Technical, Scientific and Economic
Cooperation in Agriculture, dated June 22 2000, allows the transfer of know-how
and technological and scientific information between the two countries.

The Turkish side expressed its appreciation for the training seminar on “The
Common Agricultural Policy in the light of the future E.U. enlargement”, organized
by the Greek Ministry of Agriculture for officials of the Turkish Ministry of
Agriculture & Rural Affairs (Ankara, 3-5/6/2002).

The Greek side, implementing the Protocol of the Technical, Scientific and
Economic Cooperation in the field of Agriculture, undertook to organize a training
seminar for 20 Turkish experts of the Turkish Ministry of Agriculture. The training
seminar, regarding the common agricultural policy (CAP) will be realized in the
Mediterranean Agronomic Institute of Chania (MAICH-Crete), within the second
half of 2003.

(DAC), before the end of 2003.
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4. Road Transport

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction with the 10th Session of the Greek-
Turkish Joint Transport Committee held in Ankara (March 14-15, 2001).

The Turkish Side expressed its appreciation that the number of bilatera! and
transit permit quctas has been increased to 30.000 and in this framework
suggested to the Greek Side that bilateral permits to be limitless.

The Turkish Side requested the Greek Side to exchange permits for
transports to/from third countries, for the benefit of the hauliers of both countries as
was stipulated in the Protocol of the 1st Session of the Greek-Turkish Joint
Economic Commission. The Greek Side suggested that this issue and any other
relevant issue should be discussed during the next meeting of the Greek-Turkish
Joint Transport Committee, to be held in Athens (April 14-18, 2003).

Both Sides agreed to further promote the road connection Via Egnatia —
Kipoi / Ipsala —~ Kinali (junction on corridor V) — Istanbul as a priority infrastructure
project, interconnecting their countries.

5. Maritime Transportation and Shipbuilding

Both Sides noted with satisfaction that the Maritime Trade Agreement
between Greece and Turkey, signed on 4" February 2000, entered into force.

The two Sides agreed to develop their cooperation in the maritime
transportation and shipbuilding industry, which are considered as promising fields
of cooperation regarding to the joint ventures and investments between the two
countries.

The Turkish Side expressed the readiness and the willingness of the Turkish
Shipyards to cooperate and meet the demands of the Greek Side in the building of
all kinds of ships and maritime vehicles, provision of the services of repair,
maintenance and docking of the available ships and dismantling of the ships.

6. Customs Cooperation

Both Sides expressed their willingness to continue the regular meetings of
the Heads of Customs Administrations in order to strengthen the cooperation in the
field of customs, aiming at the further development of trade flows, simplifying the
customs procedures and combating against smuggling and drug trafficking.

Both Sides noted with satisfaction that the Kastanies/Pazarkule customs
gate started to operate, on a 24-hour basis, like the Kipoi/lpsala customs gate and
the Turkish Side stated that the renovation project of the Ipsala cust -gale has
been completed. -l
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Both Sides reiterated their satisfaction for the entering into force, as from the
3" of June, 2001, of the Agreement for Cooperation and Mutual Assistance of
Customs Administrations of Greece and Turkey, as it provides a satisfactory
mnstitutional framework for the enhancing of the cooperation at a bilateral
level.

Both Sides have also voiced their determination to take further steps to
strengthen and promote the existing level of cooperation, as well as their intention
to contribute actively to the successful resolution of any problem in this area.

7. Railway Transportation

Both Sides expressed the view that the commodity transportation via
railways between the two countries is far from reflecting the real potentials of
Greece and Turkey. They considered that the forthcoming Joint Transportation
Committee would discuss effective measures to upgrade the railroad transportation
sector.

The Turkish Side reiterated its desire to start a new train into operation on a
regular basis between Thessaloniki-Istanbul route as soon as possible. Both Sides
decided to urge their related organizations to accelerate studies to this end.

The Turkish Side, stating that the Turkish ports being operated by the
Turkish Railways have sufficient infrastructure to meet all kinds of demands,
expressed its willingness to develop railway transportation via sea transport. The
Greek Side took note of this proposal.

8. Tourism

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction with the results of the 1% session of
the Greek-Turkish Joint Tourism Committee held on February 5, 2003 in Athens.
Both Sides reiterated their desire to further cooperate in the field of tourism through
regular exchange of expertise in tourism planning, infrastructure, yacht and cruise
tourism, as well as encouragement of the travel agencies to develop the tourist
traffic between Greece and Turkey by arranging joint tourism programs.

Both Sides, taking into consideration the positive impact of the 4™ Tourism
Forum held in Kos on May 17-18, 2002, have agreed to hold the 5" Tourism Forum
on May 15-16, 2003 in Istanbul with an extensive participation of the
representatives of public and private sectors of both countries.

Both Sides expressed their appreciation for the successful implementation
of the various vocational training activities and in this context, agreed to reiterate
projects on exchanging trainers, tourism staff and students.
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The Greek Side proposed to hold meetings in the island of Samos and in
Kusadasi, end of April or May 2003 for the promotion of economic and tourism
cooperation. During these meetings it is envisaged to elaborate a common
proposal, to be forwarded to the European Commission, suggesting the
simplification of visa procedures for Turkish citizens, as well as the implementation
of a non-visa procedure for daily visits to several Greek islands of the Aegean,
during the summer season.

Both Sides, aiming at the intensification of the tourism movement between
the two countries, proposed to establish a ferry line between izmir, Greek islands.
Piraeus, Volos and Thessaloniki. The Greek Side, furthermore, reiterated its
proposal for the opening of a ferry line between Lemnos and Gékceada.

9. Health

The Turkish Side proposed the following areas for the development of
relations in the field of health:

- Cooperation on exchange of information and experiences regarding mother and
child healthcare and reproductive health,

- Cooperation on exchange of information regarding environmental safety,
identification of chemicals harmful to environment and taking precautions
against them.

- Cooperation and exchange of information in the technical subjects that will be
requested by Greece, regarding pharmaceuticals and the drug industry.

- .Cooperation on exchange of information and experiences regarding “Organized
and Common Health Education” in the field of health education.

10. Other Issues

The two Sides stated that the subsequent meetings regarding the
finalization of the Agreement on Avoidance of Double Taxation of Income - at an
upgraded level - have been held without reaching a conclusion. Both Sides,
referring to the last round of negotiations, held in Ankara on January 14-15, 2003,
reiterated their determination to finalize this Agreement, as soon as possible, in
order to create a better economic environment for upgrading the overall trade and
business activities.

The Turkish Side stated its willingness to facilitate reciprocal money order
services by means of the EUROGIRO electronic system, instead of the manual
system, which is being used currently.

Both Sides underlined the importance of promoting e
establishing regular contacts between the private sectors of t, 'y nggbunmeafor
developing collaborations in the field of contracting and cor}SGﬁ@/\’éy ser%ces \by
means of meetings held between their relevant associations. !
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Both Sides expressed their willingness to encourage their respective
business communities to establish closer relations in order to explore and exploit
business opportunities, not only in their respective countries, but also in third
markets through investment infrastructure projects, joint-ventures, subcontracting
and technical advisory activities.

The two Sides agreed to hold the 3™ Session of the Greek-Turkish Joint
Economic Commission in Athens, at a date to be determined through diplomatic
channels.
