between Greece and Georgia
October 28, 2004, Tbilisi, Georgia

The 2™ Meeting of the Joint Intergovernmental Commission for Economic and Technological
Cooperation between Greece and Georgia was held in Tbilisi on October 28, 2004, in
accordance with the provisions of the Agreement on Economic Cooperation, signed between
the two countries in 1995.

The Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic Mr. Evripidis Stylianidis
headed the Greek Delegation.

The State Minister of Georgia for European Integration Mrs. Tamar Beruchashvili headed the
Georgian Delegation.

The Agenda of the Meeting and the List of Participants of both delegations are attached to this
Protocol as Annexes I and 11, respectively.

The meeting of the Joint Economic Commission was conducted in an atmosphere of mutual
understanding and traditional friendship.

With regard to the Agenda, the two sides concentrated on the following issues.

The two sides reviewed the current situation of bilateral trade and economic cooperation and
stated the importance of ongoing economic reforms in Georgia for strengthening bilateral
relations.

To this aim, the two sides underlined the high importance of cooperation between the
Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Athens and the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of
Georgia.

The parties expressed interest to organize Business Forums on an annual basis consequently in
Greece and Georgia. The Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Athens and the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry of Georgia will actively work on this issue. The first forum will be
held in January, 2005 during an official visit of the President of Georgia to Greece.

The two sides also noted with satisfaction that extension of the repayment period of the credit
facility for Georgia would contribute to the promotion of the bilateral economic and trade
relations. The two. sides agreed that further steps will be based on the agreement already
reached between the parties.

The parties considered the existing level of cooperation in the following priority spheres:
agriculture, tourism, energy, banking, transport and communications.

The parties stated that the inclusion of Georgia in the European Neighborhood Policy (ENP)
creates new opportunities for cooperation and should be fully utilized to strengthen political,
economic and social ties between the countries.
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Both parties, as BSEC member states, emphasized the importance of cooperation withjn the
wider Black Sea region and stated the necessity of exploiting the potential of this cooperation
within the ENP framework, especially in the field of transports.

The Georgian side expressed gratitude for the technical and financial assistance rendered by
the Greek side over the past years, in particular in the sphere of Defense with emphasis on
reorganization of the Georgian Navy. It was stated that the Greek Development Assistance had
reached 12,17 million euros in the period between 1999-2003 including humanitarian aid,
medical assistance and scholarships. The Greek Development Assistance for 2004 will
amount to approximately 2 million euros. Moreover, an amount of 300.000 euros was
announced as additional development aid.

The parties discussed training opportunities for Georgian experts in Greece. The Georgian side
requested the Greek side to resume seminars and business meetings, especially in the fields of
SMEs and tourism, offered by Hellenic Organization of Small and Medium Sized Enterprises
and Handicraft (EOMMEX) and the Greek Ministry of Tourism Development respectively.

In the health sector, the Greek side proposed to set up, in cooperation with the Foetal Medicine
Foundation in the United Kingdom, a Center for Prenatal Examination and foetal medicine in
Georgia.

Moreover, the importance of realizing the project envisaging the handing over of the medical
equipment for the Mothers and Children Medical Center of Georgia was also noted at the
meeting.

The parties discussed the problems of the Greek companies, which had invested in Georgia,
specifically OTE International, EKO-GEORGIA, RUSVAR HOLDINGS B.V., S&B
Industrial Minerals S.A.. Representatives of the above companies participated in the meeting
of the Commission and had discussions with appropriate Georgian officials. It was stated that
within the framework of national legislation, the Georgian side would take all appropriate
steps to solve the existing problems.

The Georgian side expressed its satisfaction concerning the intention of Hellenic Petroleum to
examine possibilities for resuming operations in Georgia.

The two sides agreed that the 3™ Session of the Joint Intergovernmental Commission will take
place in Athens. The precise date will be communicated through the diplomatic channels.
