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PROTOCOL BETWEEN THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF
TURKEY ON THE FORMATION OF A JOINT HELLENIC-TURKISH STANDBY
DISASTER RESPONSE UNIT

The Governments of the Hellenic Republic énd the Republic of Turkey, hereinafter called the
Parties,

recalling the consequences from the devastating earthquakes that hit Turkey and Greece in
1999 and the mutual assistance rendered,

recognizing the importance of their cooperation in the civil protection field,

keéping in mind the decision of United Nations General Assembly resolution No. A/RES/54/30
‘Emergency Response to Disasters’ dated 22 November 1999,

expressing their strong satisfaction for the concrete steps taken during the discussions held in
Ankara (17 May 2001), Athens (11-13 September 2001) and Geneva (30-31 October 2001),

convinced that strengthening their cooperation in the management of natural disasters will
further improve the friendly relations between their countries,

have decided:

1. To establish a Joint Standby Disaster Response Unit with the aim to increase their
collective capacity to provide timely and effective humanitarian assistance to populations
affected by sudden onset natural disasters. The geographical area for the operations for
the Unit is defined but not limited to the Peri-Mediterranean area and the broad vicinity of-
the Parties. Earthquakes, floods and landslide disasters will be the main operational fields
for the unit,

2. To work in close cooperation with the United Natiens Office for the Coordination of
Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA) in order to ensure complementarity of efforts with
international and regional activities,

3. To request the United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs to
formulate the modalities for the utilization of the umit in third countries and extend
possible operational and logistic support as well as educational input, including United
Nations Disaster Assessment and Coordination (UNDAC) training. These modalities will
be reviewed and incorporated in the Memorandum of Understanding to be concluded
between the Parties and the United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian
Affairs. I '

To staff the JHET-SDRU with an approximate and indicative number of 40 people from
each Party, including personnel for urban search and rescue (location and extrication of*
victims), emergency medical care, engineering and geo-sciences, utilizing available
resources from Governmenial and non-governmental institutions of both countries as they
see fit.

To designate as competent bodies of this Protocol:
a. The General Secretariat for Civil Protection of the Ministry of Interior, Public
Administration and Decentralization of the Hellenic Republic,
b. The General Directorate of Emergency Management of the Prime Ministry,
Republic of Turkey,

To encourage scientific expert meetings and scientific programs and seminars on natural
disasters.

To establish a Coordinating Committee with equal membership from each Party. The
Coordinating Committee wil! be chaired by the Parties on an annually rotating basis and
will oversee ali the aspects of cooperation between the Parties. The Coordinating
Commuittee will adopt 1ts rules of procedure and will meet at least twe times per year.
OCHA will be invited to attend meetings of the Coordinating Committee on an ad hoc
basis. '

The terms of reference relevant to the training and functioning of the JHET-SDRU are
annexed. This Annex constitutes an integral part of this Protocol.

Any disagreement regarding the interpretation or implementation of this Protocol shall be
resolved through consultations between the Parties.

The present Protocol does not affect the rights and obligations of the Parties undertaken
in accordance with other international agreements to which they are also contracting
Parties.

With reference to the entry into force and duration of this Protocol the following has been
agreed: -

a. The present Protocol shall enter into force on the date when both Parties have
notified each other on the completion of their internal procedures required for its
entry intc force,

b. This Protocol shall remain in force for a period of ten (10) years and will be

automatically renewed for successive five (5) year periods, unless cne Party

notifies in writing the other Party of'its intention to terminate the Protocol at least
ninety (90) days before the date of termination,

Each Party may denounce this Protocol at any time by giving a nipety (90) days.

notice in writing to the other Party through diplomatic channels,

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d. - In case of termination or denouncement of the Protocol iis regulations will be
used for all contracts and duties, which arose on its basis and were not fulfilied to
the termination date until total implementation of such duties,

e. The terms of this Protocol may be amended by mutual consent at any time at the
request of either Party. Any such amendments shall enter into force according to

the procedure set forth in paragraph (a) and shall constitute an integral part of the
Protocol.

TERMS OF REFERENCE
These terms of reference relate to the implementation of the Protocol between the

Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey on the formation of a Joint Hellenic-

Turkish Standby Disaster Response Unit (JHET-SDRU) and the modalities for the
operational use of the Umt.

1. Definitions

The terms used in the present Protocol and Annex shall have the following meanings:
1.1. Disaster zone : the geographical area stricken by a disaster

1.2. Equipment : materials, technical and transportation means, equipment of the unit
providing assistance including the personal kits of the unit members

1.3. Support materials : materials intended for distribution among the stricken and
vulnerable population in an emergency situation

2. Guiding Principles

2.1. All decisions concerning functioning, training and deployment of the JHET--
SDRU shall be jointly taken by the Parties. Specifically:

2.1.1. In the event of the occurrence of a natural disaster (of the type defined in
paragraph 1 of the Protocol) in Turkey or Greece, at the request of the
affected country, the Unit, if deployed, will make its best efforts with a view
to carrying out the necessary response in a coordinated manner.

2.1.2. In the event of the occurrence of a natural disaster in a third country
seeking international assistance, the Parties will work closely with the

United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs
(OCHA) in determining the response of the Unit.

3. Establishment of the Joint Unit

: Protocol of which this Annex forms an integral part.
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3.2. The éhéiring Party of the Coordinating Committee will act as the Representmo'

3.3.

Party of the JHET-SDRU. The Coordinating Committee will oversee ‘the
operational, organizational, scientific and financial issues related to the actwwles'
of the JHET-SDRU. The Coordinating Committee is responsible to report to the
Governments of the Parties on the activities of the Unit.

The JHET-SDRU will, once established, be declared to the United Nations
through the Emergency Services Branch of the Office for the Coordination of
Humanitarian Affairs, with the goal of enhancing international capacity to assist
in disaster response, in accordance with United Nations General Assembly
Resolutions 46/182 of 1991 and 54/30 of 1999,

Structure and Organisation of the Unit

The Unit will be constituted of two national components. The national
components to be provided by each Party will encompass both managerial and
operational elements and will provide operational support for:

urban search and rescue (location and extrication of victims),
emergency medical care and
technical expertise including engineering and geo-sciences,

It is the responsibility of each Party to ensure the self-sufficiency, for the period
required (maximum approximately 10 days), of its corresponding national

‘component regarding equipment, personnel and logistics as well as transportation

to and, where required, within the disaster zone.

The Parties’ national components allocated to the JHET-SDRU will remain at
their permanent home-base locations and will come together to form the
appropriate, for the situation, form of the Joint Unit for exercises/training
activities with jointly prepared programs and for deployment at the disaster zone.

In cases where deployment is required the JHET-SDRU need not depioy in full
force; it remains the right of each Party to decide whether full deployment is
necessary.

" Operational Issues

dlcaster zone within 8 hours of bemg alerted. The receiving cou
to prov1de m-country transport to the Joint Unit.

5.2. Communications : Each component of the Joint Unit should be in possession of:
suitable communications equipment to enable communication:

within the component

between the two components

with their respective national authorities, and

where possible, with the authorities of the affected country.

5.3. Mobilisation and Deployment Procedures
5.3.1. The representing Party is the contact point for incoming requests, made by
international crganisations or individual countries, for the mobilisation of the
JHET-SDRU and has the responsibility to inform the other Party. Each Party
will designate a 24-hour national mobilising center.

53.2. Any mutual decision for deployment shall be in writing and will be
adopted by the Parties through their respective national procedures.

5.3.3. During deployment the two components will have their own command and

control structure. In order to enhance cooperation and effectiveness- the

“representing Party will appoint a Coordinator for the Joint Unit. In the event

of deployment in the territory of one of the Parties the commander of the

component of the affected country assumes the role of the Coordinator of the
Joint Unit.

5.3.4. Standard Operational Procedures (SOPs) will be elaborated and .

documented by the Coordinating Committee.

5.4. Working Language : The working language of the JHET-SDRU will be
English. At the operational level the national components of the Joint Unit will
use the official language of their country. When necessary translation services
may be utilised, with each component of the JHET-SDRU being responsible for
provision of such services.

Training Activities

Joint training activities and exercises will be conducted in order to increase the
effectiveness of the JHET-SDRU. These activities will be conducted according to

commonly agreed upon plans and programmes, elaborated by the Coordinating -

Committee. The Coordinating Committee will be responsible for evaluation of the
effectiveness of these activities. \
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7.. Import, export and transport through the state borders of the Parties of
" Equipment and Support Materials

7.1. The Parties shall facilitate the transport through their state borders of Equipment-
and Support Materials of the national component of the JHET ~ SDRU provided
by the other Party, according to the following terms and conditions

7.1.1. When crossing the borders, the leader of the national component of the
JHET - SDRU provided by one Party, shall be cbliged to submit to the

- customs authority of the other Party a separate list of the equipment required
for the activity of the group and a separate list of the goods transported as
support materials.

7.1.2. If a part of the Support Materials consists of pharmaceutical specialties
containing narcotic and psychotropic substances, a separate detailed list shall
be prepared for these articles. This list shall be sent to the national authority
accredited by the International Narcotics Control Board of the United
Nations' (UN INCB). The Competent Authorities of bcth Contracting
Parties shall act in accordance with the relevant recommendation® of the
World Health Organization of the United Nations * and shall inform the
Inteimational Narcotics Control Board of the United Nations (UN
International Narcotics Control Board).

7.2. During the discharge of the duties related to the application of the Protocol, the
national components of the JHET - SDRU are allowed to import and export to
and from the termitory of the other Party, apart from the trip supplies, only the
Equipment and the Support Materials.

7.3. The Equipment and the Support Matenals which are transported through the state
borders of the Parties are not subject to the prohibitions and restrictions
concerning the transport of commeodities. 1t is self-evident that only products
whose maintenance period has not expired are allowed to be used as Support
Materials. '

7.4. The Support Materials and Equipment shall be exempted - on the condition of the
confirmation that their use is in compliance with their destination - from duties,
taxes and other financial charges applied to the import or export of goods.

7.5. As far as the cars of the national components and the other vehicles transporting
the Support Materials are concerned, the Parties shall not ask for international
road transport licenses and such vehicles shall be exempted from the charges of
any nature imposed to the vehicles in general.

7.6. The unused Support Materials and the Equipment which was not finally used or

"~ destroyed, should be re-exported within thirty (30) days the latest.

In the event that pharmaceutical specialties shall be transported by the national

component of the JHET ~ SDRU provided by one Party, into the territory of the

other Party, the below regulations shall apply :

7.8.1. The regulations of paragraphs 7.3 and 7.6 shall apply accordingly to the
pharmaceutical specialties too containing narcotic and psychotropic
substances.

7.8.2. Such specialties are aliowed to be imported only in quantities required for
urgent medical help and are allowed to be used only by specialized medical
staff, in accordance with the relevant health provisions of that Party.

7.8.3. With reference to used pharmaceutical specialties containing narcotic or
- psychoiropic substances, the certificate of their use should be produced to
the Customs Authority of the Party, signed by the doctor of the national
component and certified by the representative of the Competent body of the
Party.

7.8.4. The import and export of the above specialties shall not be considered by
the Parties as import and export of goods in the meaning of the international
conventions about narcotic and psychotropic substances binding the Parties.

The import of arms, munitions and explosive materials into the ternitory of the

Parties is prohibited, except for the explosive materials of industrial use, required

for the discharge of the duties related to the application of the Protocol.

7.10. The Competent, according to the legislative regulations of each Party,

Authorities are entitled to control the use and storage of the equipment and the
materials mentioned in paragraphs 7.3 - 7.7.

8. Damages

8.1.

The Parties waive mutually any legal claim for compensation concerning
material damages, including the damages to the natural environment, caused by a
member of the national component of the JHET — SDRU provided by one Party,
while on the territory of the other Party and at the discharge of his duties related
to the application of the present Protocol. The Parties waive also any claim for
compensation concerning personal injury or death of a member of their
respective national components of JHET — SDRU, if that personal injury or death
were caused at the discharge or due to the dxscharge of the duties deriving from
the present Protocol.

The responsibility for compensation provided for in paragraphs 8.1 — 8.2 — 8.3
applies also to damages caused by a member of a national component of the
JHET ~ SDRU provided by one Party from the moment of the entry of this
national component into the territory of the other Party to its departure,

.In the event of any damage caused by a member of any of the national

components of JHET — SDRU within the territory of a third state during the
discharge of duties related to the application of this Protocol, and provided that
the third state does not assume the responsibility to pay. for the damage in whole
or in part, the amount due shall be born in equal parts (in the proportion of 50%)
by each of the Parties.

The competent bodies shall cooperate closely in order to tacilitate the approval of
the claims for compensation. To this end, they shall give mutually any
information which they may have about the conditions under which the damage
occurred.

Relations with Other States and Organisations

. The JHET-SDRU will ensure that its presence is promoted regionally and

internationally. Disaster-prone countries will be made aware of the procedures
necessary to request activation of the JHET-SDRU in the event of a sudden-onset
natural disaster.

The JHET-SDRU will develop guidelines, in accordance with those of the United
Nations and the International Search and Rescue Advisory Greup (INSARAG),
to facilitate its rapid deployment and reception in disaster-affected countries,

The JHET-SDRU may invite observers from other countries to exercises,
seminars and other events.
