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PROGRAMME OF CULTURAL COOPERATION BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF ROMANIA
FOR THE YEARS 2004-2007

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Romania, hereinafter referred to as
“the Parties”,

desiring to develop cooperation in the fields of education and culture, according to the provisions of
the Agreement between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Romania on
Cooperation in the Fields of Education, Science, and Culture, signed in Bucharest on 3 November 1995,

agreed on the following Programme for the years 2004-2007:

1. EDUCATION
Article 1

The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the field of education on a mutual basis through:

- exchanges of books, journals, curricula and other materials concerning the organization and
structure of their educational systems;

- the publication of studies in specialized journals;

- information on the scientific conferences on education organized in each State.

Article 2

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between the higher education institutions of the two
States. To this end:
- during the validity of this Programme, the Parties shall exchange two (2) members of the academic staff of
their higher education institutions for a period of up to seven (7) days each;
- they shall exchange scientific publications, organize joint research projects and exchange their experience in
the scientific and teaching fields.

Article 3

The Parties shall encourage cooperation at the level of lyceum and exchanges of pupils, aiming at the
participation in contests, cultural, artistic and sport events.

Article 4

During the validity of this Programme, the Parties shall exchange two (2) experts in the field of the
administration of education for a period of up to seven (7) days, in order to exchange information and
experience about the structure and operation of their educational systems.

Article 5

The Parties shall exchange annually, on a reciprocal basis:
- three (3) new scholarships of ten (10) months each, for a full course of undergraduate studies;
- ten (10) months of scholarship for postgraduate studies or research;
- three (3) scholarships for attending summer courses in language, literature and culture.

Article 6

The Parties shall encourage the exchange lecturers of Greek language, literature and culture to teach
in Romanian universities and of lecturers of Romanian language, literature and culture to teach in Greek
universities.

Article 7
The Parties shall encourage the exchange of information and documentation in order to facilitate

their respective competent authorities in the recognition of the equivalence of degrees, diplomas, certificates
and academic titles, according to the legislation of each State.
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Article 8

The Parties shall encourage meetings between experts in order to examine the presentation of history
and geography in the school textbooks of each State. These meetings shall be held annually, in Athens and
Bucharest alternatively, for a period of 3-5 days each.

Article 9

The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the field of education and at the level of
vocational/professional schools within the context of development projects of the European Union, the
Stability Pact for South-castern Europe and other structures at continental or local level.

Article 10

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between the school textbook publishing houses and between
the editorial boards of scientific publications concerning the educational systems of the two States.

Article 11

The Greek Party wishes to inform that the Greek Ministry of Education has set up a standardized
examination system for the evaluation and certification of Proficiency in modern foreign languages, which
leads to the acquisition of a State Certificate of Language Proficiency. The system aims at the unified
certification of foreign language proficiency both in Greece and other European States.

Libraries and Archives
Article 12

The Parties shall cooperate in the field of Libraries, according to the legislation of each State. To this
end, they shall exchange information and documentation.

Article 13

The Parties shall cooperate in the field of Archives, according to the legislation of each State. To this
end, the Greek General State Archives and the National Archives of Romania shall exchange, on a mutual
basis, two (2) archivists for a period of up to ten (10) days each.

Article 14

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between libraries, archives, and scientific research
foundations, to promote the study of the spiritual, cultural and historical links between the two peoples.

II. CULTURE
Article 15

The Parties shall encourage and support the development of cooperation in all the fields of culture
and art, the promotion of mutual knowledge of the cultural and artistic creation of the two peoples. They shall
encourage, through their competent authorities, cultural exchanges and direct cooperation, primarily between
their national institutions in the fields of art and culture, as well as between other cultural associations and
foundations.

Protection of Historical Monuments
Article 16
The Parties shall facilitate the direct cooperation between their national institutions that engage in the
protection of cultural monuments. This cooperation shall include exchange of information, special

publications and documentation, exchanges of experts for study visits and joint restoration and protection
activities, as well as exchange of experience in the field of conservation and protection of monuments.
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Article 17

The Parties shall take all appropriate measures, according to international conventions, to prevent
illegal exports and imports of movable cultural assets and ensure their return to the State of origin in case of
illegal export or impott.

Article 18

The Parties shall encourage the cooperation between experts in the field of historical assets and
monuments for the implementation of short and long term projects for analysis and elaboration of studies on
monuments of interest of either State that are located on the territory of the other State, as well as for the
inventory, protection and conservation of these cultural monuments.

The experts shall meet alternatively in Greece and Romania after consultation between the Parties
concerned.

Article 19
During the validity of this Programme, the Parties shall exchange three or four (3-4) experts in the
fields of archacology, cultural heritage, conservation, restoration, muscology etc. for a visit of seven (7) days
each.
Article 20
The Parties shall promote the exchange of publications on archacological issues.

Article 21

The Parties express their interest to establish on a mutual basis Archacological Institutes in Athens
and Bucharest. Details shall be agreed following direct cooperation between competent authorities.

Music and Theatre
Article 22

The Parties shall encourage the participation of artistic groups in international cultural events
organized in each State.

Article 23

The Parties shall exchange one or two (1-2) experts, for a period of up to seven (7) days each, in the
field of folklore between their national ethnographic and folklore institutions and museums. The Parties shall
encourage the joint organization of exhibitions and workshops for folklore artists and creators.

Plastic Arts
Article 24

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between the competent organizations in the field of
Plastic Arts, in order to exchange experience, information and programmes.

Article 25

The Parties shall encourage the participation of artists in international events and artistic creation
workshops.
Article 26

The Parties shall exchange one exhibition, the theme of which shall be determined through
diplomatic channels.

The conditions for the organization of the exhibitions shall be arranged by a special agreement
concluded directly between the relevant institutions.
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Literature, Translation and Publishing Activity
Article 27

The Parties shall encourage, through their competent authorities, the participation of writers and
translators in international meetings organized by their States.

Article 28
The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between organizations and institutions in the field of
literature and translation, in order to exchange information, to set up joint publishing projects, translations and
to publish works by authors of both States. To this end and during the validity of this Programme, two-three
(2-3) writers or translators shall be exchanged for a period of up to 7 days each.

Article 29

The Parties shall encourage the participation of the concerned organizations in the international book
fairs organized in their States.

Cinema
Article 30

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between their film archives. The content and scale of this
cooperation shall be determined between the competent institutions of both States.

Article 31

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between cinema institutions in order to mutually
present works created in this field, exchange experience and make joint productions.

Article 32

The Parties shall encourage, through their competent authorities, the participation in international
film festivals organized in their States.

Article 33

The Parties shall organize film days in each other’s State. Details shall be agreed upon between the
competent authorities of each State.

II1I. OTHER FORMS OF COOPERATION
Article 34

The Parties shall cooperate for the implementation of programmes of mutual interest within the
framework of the cultural and educational programmes of the European Union, the Council of Europe,
UNESCO, as well as regional organizations.

Article 35
The Parties shall encourage the programmes and projects in the field of education, culture and art

agreed between the Academy of Greece and the Romanian Academy, as well as between the scientific
institutes concerned.

Mass Media
Article 36

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between public radio and television corporations, as
well as between press agencies and other mass media.
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Article 37

The Parties shall encourage cooperation between the news agencies of both States. The content and
forms of cooperation shall be determined directly between the concerned institutions of both States.

Article 38

The Parties shall encourage the cooperation between their state television corporations, according to
the Cooperation Agreement signed between the Greek Radio and Television Corporation (ERT) and the
Romanian Television Corporation (SRT).

Article 39

The Parties shall encourage ERT and SRT to continue their cooperation through CIRCOM, the mass
media association within the framework of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation and the “BALKAN TV
MAGAZINE” consortium, which presents economic, social and cultural news from the Balkans.

Sport and Youth
Article 40

The Parties shall promote and encourage the cooperation efforts between the authorities and
organizations that are active in the fields of youth and sport.

Article 41

The Parties shall promote the development of relations in the field of youth through various means,
such as:
- exchange of experience between competent national authorities and youth associations;
- joint activities by youth associations, as far as possible.

Article 42

The Parties shall encourage direct relations between sport federations, organizations and institutions
of both countries.
Details of sport delegations exchanges shall be arranged between the participating institutions.

Article 43

The Parties welcome the joint efforts of the International Olympic Committee and the General
Assembly of the United Nations for the revival of Olympic Truce and its observance during the Olympic
Games and beyond.

Within this context they welcome the initiative of the International Olympic Committee and Greece
for the establishment of an International Olympic Truce Centre in Athens and reaffirm their will to support
actively this initiative by diplomatic, educational, cultural and other appropriate means.

IV. GENERAL AND FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

Article 44
Exchanges of individuals

1. Persons arriving under the provisions of this Programme shall be nominated by the sending Party.

2. The sending Party shall communicate to the receiving Party at least two (2) months before
departure the following information: name, professional qualifications, curriculum vitae, list of publications,
knowledge of foreign languages, the working programme, the proposed dates of the visit and a list of subjects
of lectures, as appropriate.

3. The receiving Party shall announce its consent to the possibility of realization of the proposed
working programme at least thirty (30) days before the proposed date of departure.

4. The sending Party shall communicate the exact date of departure at least two (2) weeks in
advance.
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5. The individuals to be exchanged according to this Programme shall speak French or English or the
language of the receiving Party.
6. The sending Party shall cover the round trip expenses to the capital of the receiving Party.
7. The Greek Party shall pay each person:
a) In the field of culture and art:
- a daily allowance of 90 EURO for hotel accommodation and board;
- a lump sum of 90 EURO for travel expenses in Greek territory.
b) In the field of education and higher education:
- a daily allowance of 90 EURO for stay expenses (hotel accommodation and other stay expenses);
- travel expenses on Greek territory, according to the programme;
- the cost of a one (1) day visit to archacological and historical sites.
8. The Romanian Party shall pay:
- the daily accommodation and board expenses, according to the legislation in force;
- travel expenses on Romanian territory, according to the programme.
9. In case of emergency, medical treatment shall be provided by the receiving Party, according to the
regulations in force in each State.

Article 45
Exchange of scholars

1. Candidates shall be nominated by the competent authorities of the sending Party.

2. The receiving Party shall announce its offer no later than 31 January every year. The sending Party
shall forward the candidates’ files no later than the 31 March. The receiving Party shall announce its
acceptance no later than 30 June. The candidates’ files shall contain the following supporting documents:

- curriculum vitae;

- translated and certified copies of diplomas and degrees or transcripts of academic record;

- health certificate;

- programme of studies;

- candidates for postgraduate studies ought to have been accepted by the university where they plan to study.

3. Candidates of both Parties for undergraduate and postgraduate studies and for summer courses
shall speak the language of the receiving Party or English or French. Candidates for postgraduate studies in
Greece shall speak Greek and ought to have been accepted in a postgraduate course of studies.

4. Candidates for undergraduate studies shall attend a one-year language course in each State.

5. Greek students shall bear their own round trip expenses to the capital of Romania.

6. The Romanian Party shall cover its scholars’ round trip tickets to Greece.

7. The Greek Party shall pay Romanian scholars:

- a monthly amount of 381.5 EURO for undergraduate and 440 EURO for postgraduate studies;

- a lump sum of 59 EURO for accommodation expenses for those settling in Athens and 88 EURO for those
settling outside Athens;

- 88 EURO per annum for travel expenses on Greek territory, if they result from the programme of studies;

- registration and tuition fees;

- in case of emergency, the costs of medical treatment in a public hospital.

8. For summer courses, the Parties shall cover all tuition, accommodation and board expenses,
including participation in cultural events.

9. The Romanian Party shall provide free tuition, free accommodation in the University campus, free
meals in the University canteen and medical treatment in case of emergency, according to the regulations in
force in Romania, while travel expenses on Romanian territory shall be the same as for Romanian students.

V. FINAL PROVISIONS
Article 46

The Parties may carry out other cultural and educational activities and projects in addition to those
included in this Programme. The details shall be discussed and finalized through diplomatic channels.

Article 47

This Programme shall enter into force on the date of its signature and shall remain in force until 31
December 2007.
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Article 48
The Parties may extend the validity of this Programme pending the signature of a new Programme.
