The Ministry for the Environment, Physical Planning and Public Works
of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of Environment of Albania,
hereinafter referred to as the Parties,

Aiming to build and promote cooperation between the two countries for
the protection of the environment,

Aware of the necessity to protect the envnronment in order to promote
the quality of life in both countnes

Recognizing that the_ environment of Albania and Greece is an
essential element of the Balkan natural and human environment,

Taking into account the relevant provisions of the Rio Declaration and
‘the Agenda for the 21% century, approved by the United Nations Conference
on Environment and Development (1992), and the Ministerial Declaration of
European Countries for Environmental Protection (Dobris, 1991),

Also taking into account the "Declaration on the creation of the Prespa
Park and the Environmental Protection and Sustainable Development of the
Prespa Lakes and their surroundings"”, done at Aghios Germanos, Greece, on
2 February 2000, by the Prime Ministers of Albania, Greece and the Former
Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Contracting Parties shall cooperate in the field of
protection, on the basis of equity, reciprocity and mutual ben
account the principles of sustainable development, and in

of each Party.
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Article 2

The Parties shall work together to improve their -activities in the fi eld of
environmental protection. To this end, the Parties shall:

(1)  Promote cooperation and provide assistance to the extent possible to:

- develop legislative measures, administrative mechanisms and

planning tools for the protection of the environment (according to European-

Union requirements),

- promote Institution Building, Public Administration reform and
modernization programmes, strategies and action plans in the field of the
environment as well as their implementation,

- strengthen environmental institutions and implementation-

structures, particularly at the regional level,
- develop environmental programmes, action plans and
implementation strategies.

(2) Cooperate in order to increase public awareness on environmental
issues and promote environmental education as well as specialized training.

(3) Undertake joint research efforts to monitor air, water and soil pollution,
establish monitoring systems for this purpose and provide bilateral linkage
between these monitoring systems, or use the information from the existing
monitoring systems in the framework of the relevant European Union
legislation.

(4) Exchange experience to develop and adopt environmentally sound
strategies and implement joint programmes for the management of industrial,
liquid, and solid waste (urban or hazardous).

(5) Exchange experience to develop and adopt environmentally sound
strategies and to introduce clean technologies in industry.

(6) = Cooperate for the environmental protection of coastal zones, including
coastal zone planning and management, restoration of coastal areas, control,
prevention and combating of marine pollution. Also cooperate for the
establishment and operation of adequate waste reception facilities at

harbours, according to the provisions of MARPOL 73/78 and other
Internatiovr‘lal Conventions in force.

(7)  The cooperation for the environmental protection and management of
the transboundary rivers and lakes fall under the competenc
Permanent Greek — Albanian Commission on transbounda
issues, to be established soon by means of a bilateral agreeme
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- cooperate in the environmental protection and sustainable development of the

Prespa Lakes and their surroundings.

(9)  Cooperate in the area of spatial planning, on the bases of sustainability
and equitable land use planning and management, with an emphasis on
measures relating to spatial planning indicators and environmental impact
indicators. ' :

(10) Undertake joint fesearch .programmes‘to address desertification and
soil erosion and to restore areas with problems of erosion or soil pollution.

(11) - Develop and implement programmes in the field of sustainable energy
production and energy conservation and efficiency. Exchange information and
experience concerning new technologies and renewable energy sources.

(12) Exchange information on environmental impact™ assessment
concerning the construction and operation of works and activities.

(13) Develop or improve envirohmentally sound national policies in the
sectors of industry, energy, transportation, agriculture and tourism.

(14) Cooperate and take all appropriate measures to prevent industrial

accidents capable of causing transboundary effects, and respond by ali
available means to ecological emergencies caused by natural disasters.

(15) Cooperate for the regulation and control of international trade of:

- industrial and toxic waste, hazardous substances and secondary raw
materials,

- endangered species of flora and fauna
(16) Undertake common activities to promote sustainable human

settlements and buildings. Special emphasis is given to the promotion of
clean technologies in the construction sector in general.

Article 3
The Parties shall cooperate in the sectors stated in Article 2 using the

following ways and means:

(1) Exchange of scientific, technical and Iegal

research and academic institutions, private companies ang
organizations, towards the achievement of the
Memorandum.
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(2)  Organization of technical symposiums, conferences and joint meetings
of experts and officials of the Parties on the issues covered by this
Memorandum.

(3) Training through seminars and workshops on enwronmental issues

and promoting the exchange of experts.

(4) Establishment of working groups for the Implementatlon of this.

yMemorandum

(5) Encouraging of participation of non-governmental organizations and
the civil society in the activities that will be carried out on the basis of this
Memorandum.

Article 4

(1)  The Parties shall make every effort to secure financing on a national
basis, and to gain financial support from international sources for cooperation
programmes.

(2) Each Party shall bear the cost of its own participation to the activities
carried out under this Memorandum.

Article 5

Either Party may pass the results of the mutual cooperation on to third

Parties, after common agreement of both Parties and according to the

provisions of the existing legislation.

Article 6

(1)  Nothing in this Memorandum shall affect the rights and obligations of

the Parties deriving from other bilateral and multilateral agreements to which
they are Parties.

(2) This Memorandum does not affect the rights and duties of
with respect to third States or regional integration organizations.

3) The implementation of this Memorandum will be c
conformity with the national legislation of each Party and Internat
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Article 7

Disputes between the Parties concerning their rights and obligations
under this Memorandum shall be settled according to the means prowded by
International Law.

Article 8

(1) " This Memorandum shall enter into force on the date when both Parties
have notified each other on the completion of their internal procedures
-required for its entry into force.

(2) . This Memorandum shall remain in force for a period of 5 years and will
‘be automatlcally extended for subsequent periods of 5 years, unless one of
the Parties notifies in writing the other Party of its intention to terminate this
Memorandum at least ninety days before the end of the respective period.

(3) Each Party may denounce this Memorandum at any time by giving a
ninety day notice in writing to the other Party through diplomatic channels.

4 (4)  Notwithstanding the expiration of this Memorandum its provisions shall
continue to apply with respect to projects and contracts already in course and
up to their completion, unless otherwise agreed upon by the Parties.

(5)  The terms of this Memorandum may be amended by mutual consent at
any time at the request of either Party. Any such amendments shall enter into
force according to the procedure set forth in paragraph (1) of this Article and
shall constitute an integral part of the Memorandum.
