the Govemment of the Hellenic Republic and
the Govemment of the Kyrgyz Republic

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Govemment of the Kyrgyz Repubhc and
hereinafter referred to as "Parties”,

Being Parties to the Convention on International Civil Aviation, opened for signature at
Chicago, on the seventh day of December 1944, and

Desiring to conclude an agreement for the purpose of developing air serwces between thelr
respective territories and beyond, :

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
: Definitions
For the purpose of this Agreement, unless the context otherwise requires:

(a) the term "Convcntlon" means the Convention on International Civil Aviation, opened for .
signature at Chicago on the seventh day of December 1944, including any Annex adopted
under Article 90 of that Convention and any amendment to the Annexes or to the

Convention under Article 90 and Article 94 so far as these Amnexes or amendments have
become effective for both Parties;

{b) the term "aeronautical authorities" means, in the case of the Kyrgyz Republic the Civil
Aviation ‘Authority under the Ministry of Transport and Communications and, in the case
of the Hellenic Republic theé Governor of the Civil Aviation Authority or, in both cases,
any other authority legally empowered to perform the functions exercised by the said
aeronautical authorities at present time;

(c) the term "designated airline” means any airline that one Party has designated in writing to
the other Party and which has been authorized in accordance with Article 3 of this
Agreement to operate the agreed services on the spec1ﬁed routes in conformity with °
paragraph (1) of Article 2 of this Agreement;

(d) the terms "territory”, "air service”, "international air service", "airline” and "stop for non-
commercial purposes" have the meaning respectively assigned to them in Articles 2 and
96 of the Convention; '

(e) the term “capacity" in relation to-agreed services means the available seat capacity of the -

‘ a1rcraﬂ used on such services, multiplied by the frequency operated by such aircraft over a
given period on a route or section of a route;

(f) the term "tariff", means the prices or charges to. be paid for carriage of passengers,
baggage and cargo (excluding remuneration and conditions for the carriage of mail) and
the éonditions under which these prices and charges apply, including commissions to be
paid on the carriage for agency services, charges and conditions for any services ancillary
to such carriage which are offered by airlines and also mclude any significant benefits
provided in association with the carriage;

(g) the term "Annex" means the Annex to this Agreement or amendments to it In accordance
with the provisions of Article 20 of this Agreement. The Annex forms an integral part of

Article 2
Grant of Rights

(1) Each Party grants to the other Party the rights specified in this Agreement for the

purpose of establishing and operating international air services by a designated a11§hne or
aitlines on the routes specified i the appropnate section of the Annex. Such servxces ’
and routes are heremaﬁer called " agreed services" and "specified routes respectively.

(2) In accordance w1th the provisions of this Agreement the desrgnated airline or airlines of

each Party shall enjoy, while operating the agreed services on the specified routes the
following rights:

(a) to fly without landing over the temtory of the other Contractmg Party,

(b) to make stops in the territory of the other Party for non-commercial purposes,

(c) to embark and disembark in the territory of the other Party at points specified in the
Annex passengers, baggage and cargo including mail, separately or in combination,
destined for or coming from point(s) in the territory of the first Party;

'(3) The airlines of each Party, other than those designated under Article 3 of this Agreement,

shall also enjoy the rights specified in paragraph (2) (a) and (b) of this Article.

(4) Nothing in paragraph (2)‘ of this Article shall be deemed to confer to the designated

airline(s) of one Party the right of taking on, in the territory of the other Party,
passengers, baggage and cargo including mail carried for remuneration or hire and
destined for another point in the territory of that other Party.

Article 3

Designation and Operating Authorization

(1) Each Party shall have the right to designate, and inform, through diplomatic channels the

other Party, an airline or airlines for the purpose of operating the agreed services and to
withdraw the designation of any airline or to substitute another airline-for one previously
designated.

(2) On receipt of such a designation and of application from the designated airline in the

form and manner prescribed for operating authorization, the competent authorities of the
other Party shall grant without delay to the airline so designated the appropriate operatmg
authorization, provided that:

a) in the case of an airline designated by the Hellenic Repubhc

1) it is established-in the territory of the Kyrgyz Republic and is licensed th

i1) the Kyrgyz Repubhc has and maintains effective regulatory control of the
airline; and

¢) the designated airline is qualified to meet the conditions prescribed'under the laws
and regulations normally applied — in conformity with the provisions of the
Convention — to the operation of international air services by the Party receiving the
designation.

(3) When an airline has been designated and authorized in accordance with this Arucle it
may operate in whole or in part the agreed services for which 1t s de51gnated provided: -/
that tariffs and timetables established in accordance with the provisions of Articles 13 -+
and 15 of this Agreement are in force in respect of these services.
