o THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE
GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF THAILAND ( hereinafter referred to
as “The Contracting Parties”),

Desiring to further develop cultural cooperation between the two
countries and their peoples,

Convmced that the cooperation WI|| contribute to enhance

relatuonshlp and better mutual understanding between their respective
peoples,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

" The Contracting Parties shall seek to promote

cooperation as well as provide appropriate opportunities for direct contacts
' in the fields of;-

a) language and literature, music, crafts, visual and
performing arts and other activities of cultural nature;
b) education and research;
C) mass media,
d)  social and youth activities; and
' e) = sports.
2. To achieve this end, the Contracting Parties shall

encourage and facilitate, on the basis of reciprocity and mutual benefits,
theabove cooperations through -

_a) Exchange of exhibitions and other dlsplays of arts and
-t cultural works;

b) ' Translatlon and publication of artistic and Ilterary works;

c) - Presentation of plays, dances and musical compositions;

d) Participation of their representatives in international
congresses, conferences, symposia, seminars, festivals,
competitions, and other cultural events organized in their
respective countries; :

e) Exchange of experts and information as well as
development of cooperation in the fields of archives,
libraries, history, museums, archaeology, architecture,
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painting, sculpture, literature, folklore, theatre, music and
other-related arts areas;
f) Exchange in the fields of mass media; and

g) Closer links. between educatlonal institutions at various
levels.

Article 2

. The Contracting Parties shall, to the extent permitted under their
laws and regulations, encourage the exchange of students, post-graduates,
scholars, teachers, lecturers, researchers, professors, educational
administrators as well as other specialists in education.

Article 3

" The Contracting Parties shall, to the extent permitted under their
laws and regulations, exchange scholarships and fellowships for university
and post-graduate studies as well as research in institutions of higher

education covering such subjects as may be agreed upon by the Contracting
Parties. : :

Article 4

The Contracting Parties.shall, to the extent permitted under their
laws and regulations, endeavour to promote and facilitate the study of the
language, literature and culture of each other's country.

Article 5

The Contracting Parties shali to the -extent permitted by their
Iaws and regulatlons ‘exchange 1nformat|0n and documentation, in order to
facilitate their competent authorities in recognition of certificates, attestat:ons
dlplomas degrees and academic titles.

Article 6

The Contracting Parties shall,, to the extent permitted by their
laws and regulations, promote cooperation as well as encourage exchanges
of personnel and contacts between their organizations concerned in the fields
of film, television and radio broadcasting.
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Article 7

~ The Contracting Parties shall, in accordance with their. policies,
laws and regulations, endeavour to promote youth exchanges, cooperation
and direct contacts between their youth organizations.

Article 8

The Contracting Parties shall encourage direct contacis and

cooperation in the fields of sports and physical education between their
respective sports organizations.

Article 9

The Contracting Parties shall encourage and facilitate, on the
basis of mutual benefit, exchanges and cooperation, in the fields of theoretical
and applied sciences and provide appropriate  opportunities of contacts
between scientific institutions and organizations, | research institutes,
universities as well as other institutions of higher ‘education, scholars,
researchers and specialists in the two countries; they shall also encourage
joint activities in specialized areas and topics of common interest.

In order toﬁrﬁ_plement scientific cooperation, the. Contracting

Parties shall assign the agencies concerned of both sides to'work out the -

appropriate modalities for a programme of joint activities in the following
areas: ' '

a) Visits, study trips and consultation of researchers, scientists
and other specialists, -

b) Joint collaboration and implementation .of research
programmers and projects and exchange of the results
thereof,

¢) Organization of joint courses, conferences and symposia,

d) Exchange of audio-visual materials of scientific nature,

e) Organization of scientific exhibitions and displays,

f) Exchange of scientific’ literature, documentation and
information. '

For the Greek side, the implementing agency shall be the General Secretariat
for Research and Technology, Ministry of Development. The Thai side, on its
part, shall inform the Greek side of the tmplementing agenmes on its S1de
through diplomatic channels.- :
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Article 10

The Contracting Parties shall promote their active cooperation
Within international organisations in the fields of culture, education and
science.

Article 11

For the purpose of implementation of this Agreement, the
representatives of the Contracting Parties shall meet alternately in Thailand
and in Greece to elaborate the details of programmes of cooperation as well
as their financial terms.

Article 12

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last
notification by either Contracting Party to the other Contracting Party that all
necessary legal formalities for its entry into force have been completed.

Article 13

This Agreemént may be amended by mutual consent in writing
by the Contracting Parties through diplomatic channels.

Article 14

This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five years
and shall be renewed automatically thereafter for further periods of five years
each time, unless either Contracting Party gives to the other Contracting Party
a six months’ prior written notice of its intention to terminate the Agreement.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being duly -
authorized thereto by their respective Governments have signed the present
Agreement. '
