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PROTOCOL
OF THE 9th SESSION OF THE
HELLENIC — ALBANIAN INTERGOVERNMENTAL
JOINT COMMITTEE FOR ECONOMIC, INDUSTRIAL
AND TECHNICAL SCIENTIFIC COOPERATION

The 9™ Session of the Hellenic — Albanian Inter-governmental Committee on
Economic, Industrial and Technical- Scientific Cooperation was held on March
28-29, 2005, in loannina.

The Greek Delegation was headed by H.E. Mr. Evripidis Stylianidis, Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic.

The Albanian Delegation was headed by H.E. Mr. Anastas Angjeli, Minister of
Economy of the Republic of Albania.

The composition of both delegations is presented in the Annex |, of this
Protocol.

The 9™ Session of the Committee approved the Agenda in Annex Il, of this
Protocol.

The two Sides underlined the importance of high level meetings for the
development of a positive climate in economic cooperation between the two
countries. In this context, the visit earlier this month of the Albanian Prime
Minister Mr Fatos Nano in Greece as well as the meeting held yesterday, here
in loannina, between the Presidents Mr Moisiu and Mr Papoulias contributed
to further develop economic and trade relations between the two countries.

The 9™ Session of the Joint Committee was held in a cordial and friendly
atmosphere, traditional for the relations between the Republic of Albania and
the Hellenic Republic. Both Sides emphasized once again the common will to
further enhance the economic cooperation between the two countries.

1. Economic and Trade relations between Greece and Albania - an
overview

Both Sides exchanged information on the economic situation in the respective
countries and on existing possibilities for increasing bilateral and multilateral
economic co-operation.

The two Sides agreed on the importance of fostering mutual contacts and

.reciprocal visits between representatives of private or public entities in both
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countries, as well as on the importance of broadening co-operation at all
levels.

Greece is the first trade partner of Albania among the Balkan countries and
the second partner of Albania among all other countries. Trade volume
between the two countries is constantly increasing, and the expected relevant
figure for the year 2004 is more than 400 min USD, of which approximately 57
min USD are Albanian exports to Greece.

Both Sides agreed that the volume of trade, although in growth, does not
represent the real potential of the economies of the two countries. Therefore,
both Sides agreed to further encourage bilateral contacts in order to achieve
more positive results in the expansion of trade activities.

The Albanian Side expressed its willingness for a co-operation protocol to be
signed, between the export promotion organisations of both counties. The
Albanian Side submitted to the Greek Side a draft protocol. The Greek Side
informed that will examine the above proposal

Both Sides expressed their interest in enhancing and diversifying bilateral
trade taking into account the increasing role of the private sector and
emphasized on the importance of co-operation in different economic fields.

Furthermore, both sides agreed on deepening bilateral cooperation through
frequent contacts between institutions such as Union of Chambers of
Commerce and Industry, organization of joint business’ fora, participation in
fairs and exhibitions to set and increase direct contacts between
businessmen, as well as a greater partnership between the two countries in
the field of commerce.

2. Enhancement of Bilateral Economic Cooperation and identification of
priorities by sector

21 Energy

Gas and oil

Both Sides expressed their will to explore the possibilities for co-operation in
developing the East-West regional gas pipeline including evaluation of the
possible advantages offered by passing it through the Albanian territory.

In the framework of intensification of cooperation between the relevant
research institutions of the two countries, both sides appreciate the

strengthening of cooperation in the regional geological and oil sources fields.

In the privatization process the Albanian side invited Greek companies to
_participate in the privatization of the state-owned petroleum companies.
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~In order to increase future cooperation in this field the Albanian side

proposed:
- Carrying out common geologigal studies on exploration of oil sources
in the border regions. '
- Gaining experience from the Greek side concerning legislation
improvement, standards and control in the field of hydrocarbons.
- Cooperation in the framework of EU projects.

Electricity

The Greek Side mentioned that the Greek Public Power Corporation is
interested in participating in the forthcoming privatization procedures of the
Albanian Integrated Electricity Company KESH.

The Greek Public Power Corporation has the possibility to offer consultant
and training services to the Albanian Integrated Electricity Company KESH in
the sectors of generation, transmission and distribution of electricity.

The Testing Research and Standards Center of PPC, which is mainly
responsible for quality control in PPC, can offer services of testing, examining
and analyzing materials, machinery, equipment and expendables on behalf of
every interested company (e.g. KESH).

The Albanian and Greek Electrical Power Systems work in parallel in the
frame of the interconnected network of UCTE (Union for the Coordination of
the Transmission of Electricity) for many years.

Taking into consideration the importance of energy supply and security for
Greece, Albania and the whole region, it is recommended that:

1 The Albanian Transmission System Operator and the Hellenic
Transmission System Operator will make efforts for a better utilization of
Overhead Transmission Line 400 kV Elbasan-Kardia in favour of electric
systems of both countries.

2 The 400 KV Overhead Transmission Line Elbasan — Podgoritsa should be
constructed as a first priority project as soon as possible.

In order to enhance co-operation in this field, the Albanian Side proposed:

- Setting up a sub-commission for the mutual-optimal exploitation of hydro-
electric potential through utilization of Vjosa River;

- Holding of meetings at the expert level to increase the cooperation between
the respective Energetic Corporation;

- - Realization of the projects in the border regions.
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Renewable

The Greek Side, in the framework of co-operation of the Center for
Renewable Energy Sources (C.R.E.S.) with relevant Albanian Organizations,
proposed and the Albanian Side agreed on the following:

1.

Development of a fruitful co-operaton on Renewable Energy

Sources (RES), Rational Use of Energy (RUE), Energy Saving (ES), in the

sectors of research, technical support, dissemination and information.

Co-operation with Albanian energy organizations and support of the

activities of the National Agency of Energy.

Development of public awareness and information programmes on

Renewable Energy Source, as well as programmes of education and

training of experts and technicians on relevant issues.

Establishment and operation of pilot and demonstration projects:

- use of solar energy (solar thermal systems for the production of hot
water, or photovoltaic systems for the production of electrical energy)

- exploitation of the small hydroelectric potential of the country with
retroffiting of old plants and installation of new ones.

Implementation of energy efficient systems and bio-climatic architecture in

public or/and private buildings.

Implementation of environmental impact studies of RES, RUE and ES

applications.

2.2 Telecommunications

Both Sides agreed on:

1. The continuation of the good collaboration of the two countries, in order
to achieve the process of co-ordination of the Analog frequencies of
Television Stations in the frame of the Revision of the Stockholm
Agreement 1961, and to continue with the designing of the Digital Plan
of Frequencies.

2. The good collaboration of the two countries, in the frame of the rules of

ITU, for the promotion of cross-border co-ordination of the 3™
Generation networks of mobile telephony. In this aspect the two parties
will meet in order to sign the relevant agreement.

3. The Albanian Side expressed its will for enhancing co-operation

between the telecommunication network of Albtelecom Sh.A. and
Greek Telecommunication Network of OTE, through enhancing the
transmission via optical undersea fiber, Albania (Durres) — Greece
(Corfu), aiming at a better communication between the two countries,
as well as to offer capacities to other telecommunication operators.

The Greek Side expressed its desire for enhancing co-operation
between OTEGIlobe and Albtelecom, by providing the Albanian
incumbent with reliable and competitive telecommunication services
connectivity over the new OTE network from Greece to W. Europe
(GWEN).

Both sides expressed their will to clear all current economic
differences between AMC, ALBTELECOM and OTE taking intg/
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consideration the liberalization of the Albanian telecommunications
market, for a stable mobile telecommunications development, including
LMDS.

The two Sides agreed that further discussions will take place
between the interested parties.

Both Sides indicated their will to further explore and strengthen, in various
areas, the already existing co-operation between the respective Public
Broadcasting Organisations.

The broadening of this co-operation may include exchanges of television and
radio programs, organising training seminars, participation in television
festivals and markets organised in both countries, exchanging information and
technical data, organising visits at different levels for mutual updating.

The greek Side requested that ERT-SAT programme can be properly
broadcasted in Tirana.

The Albanian Side took note of the Greek request and undertook the
obligation to transmit it to the relevant Albanian authorities.

2.3Post

In order to enable postal services of both countries to play a principal role in
the development of commercial exchanges between the two countries and in
a wider area in general, Hellenic Post - ELTA is interested in developing a
commercial collaboration with the Postal Administration of Albania and
particularly in the domains of postal parcels, courier services and international
mail, as well as of value added services (express, insured, recorded delivery
items, etc).

In this framework, both Sides agreed to examine ways of:

- Developing products (e.g. postal parcels, courier services, etc) on a
bilateral basis, taking into account the market conditions.

- Setting up a unit for handling international mail items.

- Shaping a competitive pricing policy for the above services to be
implemented by both countries.

- Exchanging know-how for the improvement of the provided services
and the development of technologies, which add value to the products
(track & trace, electronic tracking, quality of service monitoring, etc).

- ldentification of possible synergies in the sector of international mail

services.
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2.4Customs administration

Both Sides expressed their willingness to continue the regular meetings of the
Heads of Customs Administrations in order to strengthen the co-operation in
the field of customs, aiming at the further development of trade flows,
simplifying the customs procedures and combating against smuggling and
drug trafficking.

Furthermore, both Sides noted with satisfaction the opening of the new cross
border station in Mavromati — Qafe Bode on 1% January 2005, which is
expected to significantly facilitate the movement of persons and goods in the
Prefecture of Thesprotia (Igumenitsa) in Greece and the broader region of
Saranda in Albania.

Both Sides noted that, on the basis of the bilateral Agreement for Co-
operation and Mutual Assistance of Customs Administrations between Greece
and Albania, which entered into force on the 28" of August 1994, could render
their co-operation more efficient, by submitting the most substantial cases for
reply to requests of administrative assistance.

The Albanian Side expressed interest in concluding a Co-operation Protocol
between the respective Directorates at the operative level.

2.5Tax administration

Both Sides expressed their deep satisfaction for the signature and entry into
force, on January 1%, 2001, of the Double Taxation Convention between the
Republic of Greece and the Republic of Albania for the avoidance of double
taxation with respect to taxes on income and on capital.

This Convention will enable both economic communities to establish a steady
and tax friendly environment for the development of business between the two
countries, regardless of possible alterations into their national legislation.

Both Sides have also stressed their will to strengthen further their
collaboration, as well as their intention to contribute actively to the application
of the above mentioned Double Taxation Convention.

2.6 Agriculture

Both parties reviewed the development of the bilateral cooperation in the
agricultural Sector and agreed that considerable possibilities and prospects
exist for its further strenghening.

The Albanian Side expreésed its satisfaction for the technical assistance
training seminars and visits, food aid, establishment of green house,
colarships for post-graduate studies) provided by the Greek Side since 1999.
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The Greek Side expressed its interest to develop the cooperation in the sector
of forestall resources and exchange information in the fields of biodiversity,
conservation of species, fauna, and flora, exchange of genetic material and
management of forest.

Both parties also agreed to exchange information and experience in the fields
of veterinary, plant protection and animal production, so as the Albanian party
to benefit from the experience of Greece.

In response to an Albanian request, the Greek Side undretook to organise a
training seminar on Veterinary, Phytosantitary and Food Safety issues for
Albanian experts, within the second semester of 2005. The Greek Side will
cover all the expenses (e.g. accomodation, training, internal transportation),
apart from the international transportation.

Both Sides examined the draft of Agreement for economic, scientific and
technical cooperation in the field of agricalture, submitted by the Greek Side
and agreed to proceed to all the necessary actions for its finalization.

With respect to the participation of Albania in the Stabilisation and Association
Process and its gradual integration into EU structures, both Sides expressed
their willingness to encourrage the cooperation between their respective
bodies and research Institutes through CARDS program.

2.7 Environment

Both Sides underlined the high importance of the protection of the
environment and expressed their willingness to strengthen the bilateral
collaboration in this field.

In this aim, on 03.04.2003, a Memorandum of Understanding and
Cooperation in the field of Environmental Protection, was signed by the two
parties in Athens.

In regard to future co-operation, the Albanian Side proposed the activation
and implementation of the above mentioned Memorandum, by setting up a
joint commission for identifying common projects and fields of transboundary
co-operation.

The Albanian Side informed the Greek Side that it has ratified the aforesaid
Memorandum. The Albanian Side will be informed as soon as the ratification
process on the Greek Side of the Memorandum of Understanding is
goncluded.

The Albanian Side expressed its interest regarding two project proposals in
kh'& field of environment, which have been already presented to the Greek
e for financing them.
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The Greek Side will examine the two projects proposed by the Albanian Side
in the sector of environment protection namely waste collection and centre for
biotopes.

2.8 Transport

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction for the high level of cooperation
between the Ministries of Transport of both countries.

On the occasion of the last session of the Joint Committee on Road Transport
the two Sides agreed to set the quota of bilateral and transit permits for freight
transport to a total of 36.000 permits, free of charge.

Moreover, the two Sides agreed that any problem arising from the operation
of the eight currently existing regular bus lines as well as any request for the
establishment of additional regular lines should be dealt with through
correspondence between the competent Ministries.

As far as the non-liberalised occasional carriage of passengers is concemed
the two Sides agreed to exchange a total of 75 permits annually.

In the field of air transport, the Albanian Side proposed the following:
- the renewal of the existing agreement or the signing of a new
agreement in the field of air transport;
- the application of liberalized standards in this agreement in order to
exploit the air market between the two countries;
- the renewal of the agreement between the aviation authorities
concerning the “check flight procedures”.

2.9 Civil Protection

The Greek Side being convinced that in the case of natural, technological and
other major disasters (which extend State borders), co-operation and mutually
agreed actions are required. The Greek Side proposed to strengthen co-
operation and synergy between the two countries, in the field of civil
protection, via a bilateral Agreement.

Both Sides expressed their willingness to sign within 2005 a co-operation
agreement between Fire-Fighter Services of the two countries in the field of
training and logistics.

2.10 Public Works, Housing and Urban Development

Both sides expressed their willingness to promote co-operation on pilot
cts in historical cities with the participation of communities, in common
ctions coordinated by the municipalities (such as improving the dwellings

1. Gaining experience from the Greek Side, in drafting technical rules and
their harmonization with those of EU;

2. Getting assistance in drafting the regulatory framework;

3. Exchange of views and experiences on the role and responsibility of the
relevant Ministries concerning implementation Directive for the
Construction Products which will undergo the evaluation of conformity;

4. Gaining from the Greek experience on the way of functioning of
specialized control institutions in Public Works sector, including their
relationship with the Ministry.

Waters

The Albanian Side laid out the request concerning ratification from the Greek
Side of the Agreement for the Establishment of a Permanent Greek-Albanian
Commisison on Transboundary Waters, signed on 3 April 2003.

Urban development

The Albanian Side presented the request to get assistance from the Greek
Side concerning:
= Approximation of legislation on urban development;
» Methodology of drafting physic plans in cooperation with National
Planning - Urban Institute (ISPU) and government units.

EYDAP — Water Supply and Sewerage Corporation of Athens, indicated the
areas of co-operation with theAlbanian Side where EYDAP could contribute
in:

Operation and maintenance of potable water and wastewater treatment
plants.

Both Sides stressed the fruitful collaboration in the field of Health, comprising
assistdnce of Greek hospitals for the treatment of a number of Albanian
patients, as well as implementation of several projects related to public heaith
inthg framework of INTERREG project.

Both Sides stressed their readiness to develop furthermore the collaboration
between the two countries in the touristic sector through the well-established
co-operation of their relative national tourism authorites and by the
implementation of the Agreement on tourism co-operation.

The Albanian Side expressed its interest for cooperation in the following

fields:

1. Legislation on exercising the tourist activities and legal regulation of
relationships between state administration and private/public subjects.

2. Way of organizing and functioning of hotelier associations, tourist and
traveling agencies.

3. Exchange of experience in developing tourist zones aiming at
development of tourist resorts, infrastructure and tourism investments.
4. Exchange of experience in gathering and compiling statistical

information concerning tourism.

2.13 Scientific and Technological Co-operation

The Greek-Albanian Agreement on Co-operation in Science and Technology
between the General Secretariat of Research and Technology, Ministry of
Development, Greece and the Ministry of Education and Science, Albania
was signed on 4 December 1984 in Tirana. Since then, six (6) Protocols of
Cooperation were signed (1987, 1989, 1991, 1994, 2000 and 2003).

Finally, during the last Joint Committee, which took place in Athens in 2003,
twenty-two (22) common projects (from a total of 69 being submitted) were
approved with duration of 2 years and a total budget of 321.615 € (from the
Greek Side), in the following scientific sectors:

Cultural Heritage 5, Environment 3, Health Sciences 3, Energy 2, Geology,
Geophysics, Seismology 3, Agriculture, Veterinary and Food Technology 6.

The next call for proposals is expected to be published in the first semester of
2005 and the Joint Committee is expected to take place in Tirana at the end
of 2005, both in collaboration with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Before the
Joint Committee a workshop will take place in Athens during which the
scientists responsible for the S&T projects will present their work.

The Albanian Side expressed its interest in signing the next Protocol on
Scientific and Technological Co-operation.

2.14 Co-operation on Employment and Social Dialogue

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction for the cooperation between the trade

\\.upion movements of the two countries and bilateral exchanges realized at
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confederal and federal/sectoral levels. Furthermore, the respective trade union
movements expressed their will to further develop their co-operation.

The Greek Institute (INE - GSEE/ADEDY) and the newly established trade
union academy, highlighted the fields of trade union education - lifelong
learning and training for workers, as potential areas of co-operation, among
others such as:

Development of infrastructures to support trade union activity
Development of institutions and processes on areas such as social
dialogue, social partnership.

Material and technical equipment support

Issues relating to immigration and the problems of Albanians that live and
work in Greece.

The Greek OAED, in the framework of deepening the Co-operation in the field
of education and employment between NES of Albania and OAED, expressed
its readiness to:

» Contribute to the development and implementation of a completed system
of Vocational Training and Employment in Albania.

> Provide technical assistance in order to bring the legal framework in
employment, labour and Vocational Training step by step, near to the
European Union.

Both Sides expressed their will, concerning:

1. Deepening of cooperation in the field of employment and social
protection service of emigration;
2 Starting preliminary talks in view of the Cooperation Agreement

between the Albanian Ministry of Labour and Social Issues and Greek
Ministry of Labour and Social Protection;

3. Deepening of cooperation in the field of vocational training through
starting the second phase of cooperation between the Albanian
Ministry of Labour and Social Issues and OAED (increase of
institutional capacities of employment offices and vocational training
offices for Albanians of OAED)

4, Implementation of the existing agreement on seasonal employment
signed in 1996 and its improvement in line with new legislation

The two Sides agreed upon further improvement of industrial cooperation,
concerming exchange of administrative practices, transfer of know-how,
training of personnel, pubic tools for supporting SMEs and other mutual
inities at the most promising industrial sectors such as:
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e wood - pulp — paper industry,

o textile and clothing, leather and shoes,

e detergents,

¢ para-pharmacenticals

e cosmetics

¢ and other widely — consuming industrial products.

Both Sides have expressed their will for the re-activation of the fruitful past
collaboration between the Hellenic Organisation for SMEs (EOMMEX S.A.)
and the Albanian Agency for SMEs to the mutual benefit of the SMEs in the
two counties.

To this end representatives from EOMMEX S.A. and the Albanian SMEs
Agency will explore new areas of co-operation on aspects of their
responsibilities.

The Albanian Side submitted to the Greek Side a draft collaboration Protocol
between EOMMEX and the Albanian Agency of SMEs in order to convey it to
EOMMEX

2.16 Geology and Mining

Both Sides agreed to promote co-operation between the respective intitutions
in the framework of excisting instruments in the following fields:
- Extraction industries of minerals, construction materials and decorative
stones in Albania,
- Exchange of experience on procedures, documentation and monitoring
— administration of existing and closed mines, in the field of
administraton and management of private mining companies and
between technical and scientific institutions.

The cooperation may involve the submission of program proposals to the
responsible for approval and financing authorities, in the fields of water,
geothermal and mineral resources management and environmental
protection.

3 Greek Investments in Albania
i. Current situation and perspectives

Both Sides noted with satisfaction that Greek investments in Albania have
steadily increased and that they have contributed to the development of the
Albanian economy in a wide range of sectors.

The Albanian Side noted that 250 enterprises are currently active in Albania,
‘whereas the invested Greek capital amounts to more than USD 385 million.
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Both Sides noted that Greek or Greek-Albanian enterprises have invested
mainly in the sectors of banking, telecommunications, constructions, oil
companies, tobacco industry, textiles, food industry, informatics, as well as
metallurgical industry.

The Albanian Side expressed their interest for further development of Greek
investments in Albania.

Both Sides agreed to strengthen their co-operation in exchanging information
on sectors of common interest.

Both Sides committed to explore unexploited possibilities to further promote
Greek investments in Albania.

Both Sides agreed that the improvement of infrastructures (transport, energy
and water supply, banking etc), transparency, social stability, security, as well
as proper application of laws and bilateral agreements, regarding the
protection of foreign investments and the avoidance of double taxation, will
contribute to the increase of Greek investments in Albania.

The Albanian Side expressed interest conceming attraction of Greek strategic
investors in the mining industry, energy, tourism, banking, transport services
and infrastructure. Tourism and agriculture are two sectors that offer great
possibilities for long-term investments.

Both Sides expressed their readiness to explore ways in the field of
investment promotion between the respective Albanian and Greek Agencies.

The Albanian Side invited the Greek Side to encourage participation of Greek
investors in the privatisation process of state projects and to invest in main
industries of Albania.

ii. Improvement of business environment

Both sides agreed and confirmed that the business environment in Albania
has improved and is being more attractive for the private business.

The Greek side raised some concerns of the Greek business community,
especially from the petroleum companies, regarding some specific issues
related to the administrative procedures, implementation of the legislation as
well as issues of the administrative barriers and licensing, land property,
which are related with the activity of the Tax and Customs Administration
Departments and other Institutions.

Both sides agreed that the commitment to the stengthening of rule of law,

eliminating the administrative obstacles, improving the business environment

in Albania and working on their consolidation and especially on harmonization

}:imthe Albanian legislation according to the EU acquis communautaire
ains important.
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In accordance to WTO rules, Organization in which Albania is a member since
2000, it applies equal rules to all countries of the region.

The Albanian side assured the Greek side that the Greek companies and
businesses are welcomed and encouraged to invest in Albania on equal
treatment with companies of other countries.

Within the framework of the Schengen Agreement, the Greek side will
encourage and facilitate the entry into Greece for representatives of
companies registered in the respective Chambers of Commerce or Business
Unions.

4 Inter-Regional Co-operation
Local Authorities

Both Sides expressed their deep satisfaction for the excellent level of iner-
regional cooperation. The local authorities have successfully managed to
develop a large number of cross border activities in the fields of economic co-
operation, health care, environment, culture, civil protection etc.

The Albanian Side expressed its satisfaction for the assistance offered
recently by the Prefecture of Kastoria, regarding the cleaning of the main
roads in Korcha from snow, as a result of good relationship and cooperation.

Both Sides expressed their will to promote further the inter-regional co-
operation, by developing projects of common interest in order to create the
required background for the common economic development of both regions.

Both Sides agreed to examine the possibilities for deepening the cross-border
co-operation in the following fields:

1) Proper development of SMEs and business

2) Co-operation between the local Chambers of Commerce across the

borders
3) Training and know-how transfer
4) Development of the agricultural and coastal areas
5) Cultural and tourist industry development
6) Environmental protection

In the framework of the bilateral cooperation both Sides evaluated positively
the progress achieved so far in the Programme of Cooperation for Reciprocal
Assistance with the investment project for the infrastructure in South Albania.

In order to promote cooperation in this field, the Albanian Side proposed the
following:

=" Getting training and experience in the fields of economic-financial

management, local and regional economic development, management

f human resources in structures of local government, management of ,
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proper, common and delegated functions as well as legal aspects of
decentralization reform;

= Projects in the field of social development, in particular in
reconstructing the nurseries;

= Extending the investment project for the infrastructure in South Albania
in other units of local government.

Co-operation in the framework of INTERREG Illf CARDS

The Greek Side attaches particular importance to the co-operation between
border regions of Greece and Albania and has made significant efforts to
ensure that the funding available guarantees the successful implementation of
the actions of INTERREG Ill A Greece —Albania. In the framework of this
program a total amount of 126 million Euros has been eammarked.

The selected regions that will benefit in the framework of this program are the
following:

Greece
= Western Macedonia Region (Prefecture of Florina and Castoria)
= Epirus Region (Prefecture of loannina and Thesprotia)
= |on Isles Region (Prefecture of Corfu)

Albania
= Gjirokastra Region (Districts of Gjirokastra and Permet)
= Korca Region (Districts of Korce, Devoll and Kolonja)
= Vlora Region (District of Saranda)

Furthermore, the CARDS Program will focus in specific actions in the field of
transports in cooperation with BEl and other donors in order to improve the
roads connecting Albania with Greece.

In this framework both Sides appreciated the holding of some meetings and
seminars in the framework of INERREG Il A Albania Greece as well as the
holding of some seminars on coordination and implementation issues of
Neighbourhood Programme.

Concerning the above, the Albanian Side informed the Greek Side that it has
been signed the Financial Agreement between the Council of Ministers of the
Republic of Albania and the European Commission for the “Annual action
program of Neighbourhood CARDS 2004" on the Revised programme of
Neighbourhood Albania-Greece. In this agreement, accordance of funds to
Albania has been confirmed. The amount allocated to Albania for 2004 is 6.6
min EUR. In this framework, the relevant joint structures of managements
have been set up in order to precede the approval of procedures and rules of
funetioning. Neighbourhood Albania-Greece for 2004 allocates 2.2 min EUR
Wr projects to be implemented in Albania (Regions of Korce, Gjirokaster and
lore).
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The Albanian Side is in the phase of project preparation in order to present
projects for 2005 which should meet the criteria of the Program harmonizing
the procedures applied so far for the external funds (CARDS) and internal
funds (INTERREG).

Both Sides expressed their committment to elaborate common projects and
support their approval, so as to implement this programme in time.

In the framework of the CARDS Programme Management Committee, Greece
has strongly supported the allocation of funds for financing projects in Albania.
The amount of resources provided to Albania by the CARDS program, for the
period 2001-2005, is 232.9 million Euros.

In the framework of the European Community initiative INTERREG Il A, the
Hellenic Exports Promotion Organization - HEPO has signed 3 letters of Intent
with the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Gjirokaster, of Permat and
Saranta and a letter of Intent with the District Council of Gjirokaster. All the
above mentioned letters of intent express the will of the partners to promote
co-operation on a company level basis. HEPO has the intention to co-operate
closely with the above institutions when the relative measures of the
INTERREG Il A Greece -Albania will be activated.

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the signing, on July 2004, of a
“Memorandum of Cooperation” between the Counsil of District of Gjirokaster
and other units of local governments and the Region of loannina in the
framework of INTERREG lil.

Regional Co-operation

Both Sides emphasised the importance of their co-operation in the framework
of the Organisation of the Black Sea Economic Co-operation and the South-
East Co-operative Initiative (SECI).

5 Bilateral Co-operation in the field of Development Assistance.
The Greek Side informed the Albanian Side about the following:

- Albania is one of the primary recipients of the Greek Development
Assistance.

- During the period 1997-2003, Greece has provided Official Development
assistance (ODA) to Albania amounting to 182,48 million US $. Special
emphasis has been given to the sectors of education and social infrastructure,
peace building, health, national budget support, food aid, government
modernisation and environmental protection.

- As of last year, particular importance has also been given to the close
h’uonitoring of the management of cross-border waters.
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- The Greek Side underlined that Albania remains in the year 2005 a priority
country for the Hellenic Development Co-operation policy with particular
emphasis on the sectors of educational and social infrastructure, environment,
water management and human trafficking.

Both Sides agreed to speed up procedures in making effective the grant
amounting to 500.000 euros for the equipment of the Maternity Hospital of
Tirana.

The Greek Side reminded that the amount of 2.5 million euros committed for
the National Theatre in Tirana has been deposited to the Central Bank of
Albania, since December 2001 and asked the Albanian Side to continue with
all the necessary procedures.

6 Follow up of the Greek Loan Implementation Mechanism
Concerning the realization of the Greek loan:
(i) Greek Loan for the Housing Program

The Albanian Side would appreciate if the Greek Side would speed up
procedures for the disbursement of the rest of the funds within the framework
of the Housing Programme. The Albanian Side would appreciate a reaction
from the Greek Side on this issue.

The Albanian obligations concerning these requirements are met.

In the frramework of this program the amount of 500 million GRD (10% of the
total amount) has been dismbursed, in early 2002 and 125 appartments were
purchased. The Albanian Side has fulfilled all its obligation deriving from the
aforesaid agreement.

(i) Loan for the Support of the Private Sector

The Albanian Side presented to the Greek Side the request to utilize the
remaining part of the loan which aims at supporting the private companies to
the amount of 3916 mnl GRD through different forms of economic and
financial support of small and medium enterprises.

(i)  Social Infrastructures
The Albanian Side laid out to the Greek Side the request for speeding up the

procedures for realization of the loan in the field of education, amounting to
1.5 billion GRD.
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7 Hellenic Plan for the Economic Reconstruction of the Balkans —
Albania .

Economic relations will be further encouraged by the Hellenic Plan for the
Economic Reconstruction of the Balkans (HPERB-ESOAB under the Greek
acronyms). Especially for Albania, during the period 2002-2006, the total
budget available amounts to 49.890.000 euros. So far, four (4) official
proposals have been submitted and, following recent agreement between the
Greek and the Albanian Sides, full priority will be given to the co-financing of
the Sagiadas —Saranda Road. While the Konispoli new border crossing point
and Korce-Pogradec Road still remain under conSideration.

Experts form both Sides will meet to discuss the modalities for reviewing this
Agreement on the basis of Article 10.

Concerning the Small Projects Fund, three (3) proposals have been approved
for implementation and the relative procedures and preparations are under
way. Regarding private investments, so far, the Ministry of Economy and
Finance has approved nine (9) proposals for private investments. The total
amount of grants to these Private Investments amounts to 6.926.271 euros.

8 Review of the Albanian External Debt to Greece
The Albanian debt to Greece consists of:

a) The debt balance arising from the credit facility of USD 23,4 million
provided by a consortium of Greek Banks to the state of Albania,

b) The debt balance arising from the transactions in USD clearing in
accordance with the banking arrangement (interbank agreement of the
19.11.87) between the former state of Albania and the Bank of Greece,

¢) The outstanding debt towards two Greek private companies arising from
exports to albanian state companies in 1991.

The Albanian Side assumed the obligation to present the outstanding
amounts in relation to the above (a, b, c) nature of debts by 30.06.05.

The two Sides agreed that untii September 2005 they will finalize the
reconcilliation of the outstanding amounts.

After that, a meeting of representatives of both Sides will be held within a
period of two months and will decide for the repayments of the debt.
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Both Sides agreed the 10" Session of Hellenic - Albanian- Intergovernmental
Committee for the Economic, Industrial and Technical-Scientific Co-operation
to be held in Tirana, at a time agreed through diplomatic channels.
