PROTOCOL
OF THE MEETING OF THE
JOINT HELLENIC-MOLDAVIAN TRANSPORT
OMMITTEE

Athens, 6 - 7.4.2005

The Meeting of the Joint Hellenic - Moldavian Transport
Committee was held in Athens, on 6 - 7 April 2005.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. Vassilios
Kallivokas, Director of the Freight Transport Directorate
in the Ministry of Transport and Communications of the
Hellenic Republic.

13 AmpiAiou 2006

The Moldavian Delegation was headed by Mr. Andrei
Rusnac, General Director of Moldavian Agency of
International Road Carriers in the Ministry of Transport kai
Communications of Moldova.

The lists of the Hellenic and Moldavian Delegations are
attached as Annex | to this Protocol.

The following agenda was agreed by the delegations:

1. Road Transport of goods

2. Road Transport of Passengers

3. Miscellaneous

With a view of further enhancing the Hellenic - Moldavian
mutual cooperation in the transport field, the two Sides
held fruitful discussions on all issues of common interest
and reached the following conclusions:

1. Road Transport of Goods

The two Sides exchanged information regarding the
recently performed bilateral and transit road transport of
goods, between and through their territories.

The Greek Side noted that no more than a hundred out
of the 700 annually exchanged permits for bilateral and
transit transport of goods, are used by Greek carriers.

The Moldavian Side noted in response that comparing
the statistical data of years 2003 and 2004 there has been
a noteworthy increase in the volume of Greek exports
in Moldova. Moreover the Moldavian Side described in
general, the policy of the Moldavian Ministry regarding the
road transport of goods, namely the facilitation of trade.

In this light, both Sides agreed to maintain the current
status of 700 bilateral and transit permits, free of charge, as
foreseen in the Protocol of the previous Joint Committee
of November 2003.

The Moldavian side asked for an annual exchange of
fifty (50) permits to/from third countries.

The Greek Side, in response, stated that the Greek
transport operators face high operational costs in
comparison with non - E.U. transport operators and therefore
they cannot consent to such proposal. Moreover the Greek
Side noted that this type of transport is sufficiently carried
out with the use of the existing quota of ECMT permits
(141 permits for Moldova and 149 for Greece).

The two Sides exchanged views concerning the
discussions held within the ECMT framework and underlined
that in certain issues they share the same interests.
Furthermore the Moldavian Side stated that the ECMT
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permits should be valid till the 15" of January of the
following year. The Greek Side informed the Moldavian
Side that they share the same view.

2. Road Transport of Passengers

The two Sides presented the current situation in the field
of the regular transport of passengers.

The Greek Side handed to the Moldavian Side the
authorisation already issued by the Greek Ministry in the
name of the Moldavian carrier company George Travel
and informed the Moldavian Side that they would forward
the authorisation issued in the name of the Moldavian
company Auto-business the soonest possible.

The Greek Side proposed and the Moldavian Side
agreed for the liberalisation of the operation of regular
bus lines between the two countries paying respect to the
principle of reciprocity between carriers of both countries.
In this context each Side stated that is ready to grant
authorisations, to any future request from carriers of the
other Side, for as many weekly itineraries as requested.

The authorisations that will be issued will be valid for a
period of three years.

Moreover the two Sides confirmed that applications for
existing or new regular bus lines should be dealt with,
through correspondence between the Ministries of both
countries, according to article 2 of the Intergovernmental
Agreement on Motor Transport Services of 1992,

Regarding the occasional transportation of passengers,
the two Sides agreed to maintain the current status of a
hundred annually exchanged permits.

The Greek Side agreed with the extension of the
existing regular bus line Athens - Chisinau to Balti as
requested by the Moldavian Ministry of Transport and
Communications.

The representative of Greek carriers posed the following
issues:

1. lllegal embarkation or disembarkation of passengers
in Moldova, performed by Greek carriers, holders of
authorisations for regular bus lines with destinations
in Ukraine or Russia, normally transiting the Moldavian
territory.

2. lllegal transportation of passengers performed by
Moldavian carriers with the use of vehicles with less
than nine seats.

3. Overuse of the road inspection system by the
Moldavian authorities within the Moldavian territory.

The Moldavian Side acknowledged the significance of

these issues and undertook to inform the competent, for

controls within the Moldavian territory, Ministry of Interior.

Both Sides undertook to examine all appropriate measures

in order to reduce unnecessary delays for buses running

regular bus lines.

3. Miscellaneous

The two Sides underlined their satisfaction for the
constant improvement of bilateral road transportation as
well as for the level of cooperation achieved.

The Meeting of the Joint Hellenic - Moldavian Transport
Committee was held in a friendly atmosphere depending
upon mutual understanding and fruitful cooperation.

The Moldavian Side invited the Greek Side in Chisinau
for the next Meeting of the Joint Moldavian - Hellenic
Transport Committee.
