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AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HASHEMITE KINGDOM OF JORDAN
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF TOURISM

The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and The Government of the
Hellenic Republic, hereinafter referred to as “The Contracting Parties”,

Proceeding from the necessity of developing and enhancmg the cooperation
between their countrles in the field of tourism,

Wishing to strengthen the ties of friendship between thelr countnes

Recognizing the |mportance of tourism in promoting economic development mutual
understanding, goodwill and close relations between peoples Based on the full
equality of rights and the mutual benefits,

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

The Contracting Parties attribute particular importance to the development and
expansion, in accordance with the provisions of this agreement and their national
legislation of the relations between the two countries in the field of tourism as a
means to establish better understanding of the history and culture of both nations.

Article 2

The Contracting Parties shall take all possible measures, according to the laws and
regulations in force in each country and without prejudice to their international
obligations, to facilitate and encourage the reciprocal tourist movement.

Article 3

The Contracting Parties, taking into consideration the important role of the private
sector in enhancing the bilateral tourist exchanges, shall encourage the cooperation
between their travel agencies as well as other enterprises and organizations
operating in the field of tourism with a view to organizing and promoting package
tours between Jordan and Greece.

Article 4

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the mutual tourist promotion through the
exchange.of tourist publications, brochures, films and other publicity and promotional
materials in accordance with their respective laws and regulations, through the
participation, whenever possible to, to exhibitions and other events organized in the
territory of the other Contracting Party as well as by any other appropriate means,
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including modem multimedia techniques, which could reinforce the tourist movement
between the two countries.

Article 5

The contracting Parties shall facilitate the exchange of experts in the field of tourism
with particular emphasis on religious, health and recreation tourism with a view to
getting them acquainted with the tourist development of both countries. They shall
also encourage all possible forms of bilateral cooperation with particular emphasis
on the exchange of know-how and practical experience between organizations and
institutions of the two countries operating in the field of tourism.

- Article 6 -

The contracting Parties shall exchange information and documentation concerning
statistics, legislation, as well as research on tourism development and examine all
possible forms of cooperation in the field of ~ vocational training of personnel
employed in the tourist sector, including educational trips, on the job training and
attendance of special seminars.

' A&icle 7

The Contracting Parties -shall encourage the cooperation between their travel
agencies in order to attract tourists and promote travel from third countries.

Article 8

The contracting Parties shall promote and fé‘cilitate, in accordance with their national
legislation and within their possibilities, the investments of Jordanian and Greek
entrepreneurs, as well as joint ventures in their respective tourism sectors.

Article 9

Each Contracting Parties may establish in the territory of the other Contracting Party -
a national tourist information office, which will not conduct commercial activities and
the operation of which will be regulated by a specific agreement concluded to that
effect-and which will be elaborated by the competent authorities of the two countries.

Article 10

With the aim of implementing this Agreement through bilateral consultations and
through the submission of recommendations to their competent authorities a Joint
Commission shall be convened periodically composed of equal number of authorized
representatives of the Contracting Parties. The Contracting Parties may invite their
representatives and experts both from the state and private tourist sectors to
participate.

The Commiission’s meetings shall take place in each of the two countries alternately
at a time agreed upon by the Contracting Parties.

Each meeting shall be presided over by the Head of the Delegation of the country in
which it will take place.
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Article 11

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date upon which both Contracting
Parties will have notified each other, through diplomatic channels, of the completion
of the internal procedures required in each country for the entry into force of this
Agreement.

Article 12

The present Agreement shall upon its entry into force, replace the Agreement
concluded on June 2nd 1987 between the Government of the. Hashemite Kingdom of
Jordan and the Government of the Hellenic Republlc on cooperatlon in the field of
tourism. .

Article 13

This Agreement shall remain in force for five (5) years and shall thereafter be
renewed automatically each time for additional five years periods, unless denounced
by written notification by either of the Contractmg Parties at least six (6) months prior
to the expiry of each period. v

This termination of the present Agreement, however, shall not affect the projects,
programs and any other initiatives in execution, that may be fully completed, unless
otherwise decided by the Contracting Parties.

Done in’ A’thens,on December 21, 2005,in two original copies, each in the Arabic,
Greek and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
divergence of interpretation the English text shall prevail.
