Subject to its internal laws, regulations, procedures and appropriate mechanisms, each
Party shall accord fair and equitable treatment to the individuals, government agencies and
other Entities of the other Party engaged in the pursuit of activities under this Agreement.

Disclosure of information

The amendment of this Agreement shall not sffect the validity of arrangements and
contracts aiready concluded.

This Agreement shall not affect present or futurc rights, duties or obligations of the
Parties under other intemational agreements and wreatics, particularly the Hellenic
Republic’s obligations arising from its membership in the European Union.
