BOTH COUNTRIES
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The Ministry of Mercantile Marine of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
Interior of the Republic of Albania the hereinafter referred to as “The Contracting
Parties”:

LED by the wish to intensify the bilateral contacts and to enhance the cooperation
between the Border Authorities.

RECOGNIZING the significance of the Border Police Cooperatxon for the protection
of the Security and Public Order.

ENDEAVORING to impede the trans- border crime crbssing, via sea, the effectively
counteract of illegal immigration, the smuggling and trafficking in Human Beings
and the other forms of trans-sea border crime.

CONVINCED in the significant importance of cooperation for the efficient prevention
and fight against border crime via sea.

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the existing protocol of cooperation between the Hellenic
Ministry of Mercantile Marine and the Ministry of the Interior of the Albanian
Republic, regarding joint patrolling in the sea areas of both countnes (Low
2629/98).

HAVING DUE REGARD the results and conclusions of the common Hellenic -
Albanian meetings, held in Tirana at the 24-08-2004 and 16-12-2004 as well as in
Corfu at the 24-09-2004.

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT, in the framework of implementation of the present
Protocol, the establishment and operation of the Eastern Sea Borders Centre as
well as the actions undertaken and co financing by the programmes of E.U..

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
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Article 1

The Contracting Parties, in compliance with their National legislation, shall enhance
their cooperation, through their competent Authorities, with regard to prevention of
threats and criminal offences, endangermg Public Order and Security in the sea
areas of both countries. .

Article 2
The competent Authorities for the implementation of this Protocol shall be:

For the Hellenic Ministry of Mercantile Marine:
The Central Port Authority of Corfu.

For the Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Albania:
The Border and Migration Police Directorate.

At the local level: The Police Commissariat of Saranda.
The Police Directorate of the Viora District.
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Article 3

1. Cooperation between the competent Authorities of the Contracting Parties
shall be done in compliance with their National legislation and shall include :

(a) Mutual exchange of information on circumstances, the knowledge of which
may contribute to the prevention of threats and detectlon of criminal offences in the
sea areas between both Countries.

(b)  Exchange of experience on organized crime prevention as well as on criminal
methods in the sea areas between both Countries.

(c) Searching of persons and objects. Identiﬁcaﬁon of persons and bodies of
unknown identity.

2.  The Competent Authorities of the Contacting Parties shall provide mutual
assistance upon request.

3. The competent Authority of each of the Contracting Parties, in compliance with
its national legislation, shall submit information under paragraph 1 item (a), (b), (c)
to the competent Authority of the other contracting party also without request, if
the information could be of significance for the other Contracting Party for
preventing threats and detecting criminal offences in the sea areas of both
Countries.

4. The Contracting Parties shall cooperate especially when the criminal offence is
planned or committed in sea areas of one of the Contracting Parties and there is
information that it may have consequences on the territory of the other Contracting

Party.
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Article 4

In the framework of cooperation under Article 3, item (a), the component
Authorities of the Contracting Parties shall exchange information on methods and
routes of organized illegal immigration and information in support of passport and
visa controls, as well as specimens of passport and visas.

Article 5

In the framework of cooperation under Article 3, item (a), the competent
Authorities of the Contracting Parties shall exchange information on persons
involved in illegal production of drugs, routes, transportation means used, working
methods of smuggling organizations, places of origin, places of storage of drugs as
well as any other information referring to such kind of crimes, as far as it is
necessary for their protection.

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Article 6

The mutual exchange of personal data between the competent authorities of the
Contracting Parties shall be carried out in observance of the terms defined by the
providing competent Authority and of the following principles applied both with
automatic and non-automatic processing of data:

1. The data provided should not be used without the authorization of the
providing competent authorities for purposes other than those for which they have
been provided.

2. Upon request by the providing competent Authority the competent Authority
receiving the data shall give information for their usage.

3. The providing competent Authority shall ensure that the transmitted data are
correct and adequate. In case it is subsequently ascertained that incorrect data
have been transmitted or data, which should not have been transmitted, the
receiving competent authority must be notified immediately in order to destroy
them or make the respective corrections under item 4. ,

4. The provided data shall be destroyed or corrected when: ‘
afit is established that incorrect data have been transmitted or
b/the providing competent authority notifies that the data have been gathered orl
transmitted against the law or |
c/ the data are no longer needed for the purpose they have been provided unless
there is specific authorization the provided data to be used for other purposes as
well.

5. If the receiving competent Authority has reasons to consider that the
provided data are incorrect or should be destroyed, it shall notify immediately the
providing competent Authority of the fact.

6. The receiving competent Authority shall have the duty to effectively protect
the provided data against unauthorized access, altering or circulation.

7. The providing competent Authority and the receiving competent Authority
shall have the duty to register all cases of providing and receiving of the data and to
draw up the reports.

8. The persons concerned, in compliance with the respective internal legal
regulations, shall have the right to receive information on the data about them
provided under this Protocol as well as shall have the right to correction or
destruction of those data in the cases referred to in item 4 or to check up of those
data. In case an application for access, correction or destruction of personal data is:
filed by the person concerned, the competent Authority possessing the data shall]
take into account the opinion of the providing competent authority before taking the'
decision about the application.
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Article 7

The Contracting Parties shall exchange classified information after the conclusion of
an agreement on mutual exchange and protection of classified information between
the Contracting Parties.

Article 8

The competent Authorities of the Contracting Parties may, if necessary, hold
consultations in order to discuss measures for the implementation of this Protocol.

Article 9

1. In case one of the Contracting Parties considers that the fulfillment of a
request or other kind of cooperation may endanger the sovereignty and the security
of its State, or threaten some material interests, or violate principles of its national
law, it may wholly or partially deny the cooperation.

2 The Contracting Parties inform each other immediately in case of a denial or
partial fulfillment of a request for cooperation.
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Article 10

1.  The contracting parties shall set up a Joint Commission to implement and
assess the cooperation of this Protocol.

The contracting parties shall inform each other directly of the measures that will be
undertaken for the implementation and the other arrangements of this Protocol. The
Joint Commission will consist of at least three representatives of the competent
Authorities of each of the contracting parties. :

2.  Anyof the Contracﬁng ,_Pa.rti_es may initiate, if necessary, meetings of the Joint
Commission. '

The Joint Commission shall hold its meetings once or twice a month alternately, in
Albania (Saranda, Vlora) and in Greece (Corfu). The Joint Commission shall also
meet in urgent cases, if need be.

Article 11

The provisions of this Protocol do not affect the obligations of the Contracting
Parties deriving from other international bilateral or multilateral agreements, by

which their states may be bound.
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Article 12

1.  Any dispute concerning the interpretation or implementation of this Protocol
shall be settled by way of direct negotiations between the competent Authorities of
the contracting parties. . ‘

2. If a dispute is not resolved by means of negotiations, as provided for in
paragraph 1, it should be resolved by negotiations between the Contracting Parties.

Article 13

1.  This Protocol shall enter into force thirty (30) days after the date of the
receipt of the second written notification through which the Contracting Parties
inform each other that they have performed the internal legal procedures for its
entering into force.

2. The present Protocol shall be amended by mutual written agreement of the
contracting parties.

3. Amendments of the present Protocol shall enter into force in accordance with
paragraph (1).

4.  Either contracting party may denounce the Protocol by a six month written
notification.

5. Either contracting party may denounce, in whole or in part, the
implementation of the present Protocol or some of its provisions, if it is to the,
interest of the national security or other essential public interest. The other!
contracting party shall be immediately informed thereof. ’
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Article 14

The present protocol is concluded for a two-year period and shall be automatically
extended for another period of two years, unless either contracting Party announces

its intension to terminate it six months prior to the expiration of the initial period of
the protocol.
