of the First Session of the Hellenic-Kazakhstan Joint Committee
on Economic and Technological Cooperation
(Astana, 3 July, 2006)

The 1% Session of the Hellenic-Kazakhstan Joint Committee on Economic
and Technological Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the Republic
of Kazakhstan was held in Astana, on July 3™ 2006, in accordance with the
provisions of the Agreement on Economic and Technological Cooperation,
signed between the two countries in 2001.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by H.E. Evripidis Stylianidis,
Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs.

The Kazakhstan Delegation was headed by H.E. Rakhat Aliyev, First
Deputy Minister for Foreign Affairs.

The members of the two Delegations are listed respectively in Annexes I
and 11 to this Protocol.

During the meeting of the Joint Committee on Economic and
Technological Cooperation, which was conducted in an atmosphere of mutual
understanding and traditional friendship, the two Sides, reviewing their economic
relations, stated their readiness to take all necessary measures to improve the
bilateral relations on the basis of mutual interest.

The results of the deliberations of the 1* Session of the Joint Committee
are summarized as follows:

1. OVERVIEW OF ECONOMIC AND TRADE COOPERATION BETWEEN
THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

The two Sides presented an overview of current developments in the
economies of their countries, and reviewed the bilateral trade and economic
cooperation process.

The two Sides exchanged information on economic development in
both countries, as well as on measures of economic policy, which may facilitate
and strengthen the development of their bilateral economic and trade
cooperation.

1.1. Promotion of Trade and Economic Cooperation

The two Sides reaffirmed their mutual interest to boost bilateral trade
through additional entrepreneurial undertakings at bilateral and multilateral level.

The two Sides stated that the further development of commercial and
economic ties as well as the promotion of investments and trade between the
Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan are their shared objectives.
They acknowledged that the current trade volume does not reflect the existing
potential of both countries and stressed the need to increase its volume.

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Both Sides, in this respect, agreed to intensify cooperation between the
Chambers of Commerce and Industry, present their products at local and
international Fairs, be represented in third countries through mutual
undertakings, create possibilities, acquaint with business opportunities existing
in the respective countries through market research visits, as well as develop a joint
venture network.

They also reiterated the importance of establishing joint ventures,
organizing training courses, exchanging experience, business visits and
technical aid in the sphere of small and medium size enterprises.

The Kazakhstan Side mentioned the important progress made during the
last years in improving the investment climate in the Republic of Kazakhstan.
Both Sides stated that further steps should be taken for protecting each
country's investments in their respective territories.

1.2 Bilateral conventional framework

Both Sides stated the need for preparing the following Inter-governmental
Agreements to be signed:

1. The Agreement between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Hellenic
Republic on Air Transportation.

2. The Agreement between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Hellenic
Republic in the sphere of Seismology.

Both Sides confirmed that all necessary internal procedures have been
completed and that the bilateral Agreement on Road Transport has already
come into force.

Both Parties underlined that the ratification by the Kazakhstan Side of the
Agreement on Mutual Protection of Investments as well as the conclusion and
signing of an Agreement for the Avoidance of Double Taxation will enable
them to establish a steady and tax friendly environment for the development of
business activities between the two Side.

The Kazakhstan Side will consider the issue of signing an Agreement on
Maritime Transport after the determination of the legal status of Caspian Sea.

1.3 Investment Cooperation

The Kazakhstan Side reiterated its interest in making investments in the
Hellenic Republic, which expressed its willingness to provide the Kazakhstan
Side with the comprehensive information for making decisions, concerning
possible trends of investments in Greece.

It was agreed that the Kazakhstan Side will forward to the Hellenic Side
information on spheres of interest for the preparation of relevant investment
proposals and for holding negotiations, aiming at making Kazakhstan
investment possible in Greece.

The Parties marked the necessity to undertake relevant measures,
targeting at mutual growth of the total amount of investments. In particular, the
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Joint Committee stressed the need for the relevant Kazakhstan and Hellenic
bodies to exchange information on the investment legislation of the two
countries, as well as on the most promising investment projects.

2. ENHANCING COOPERATION IN PRIORITY SECTORS:

2.1 Energy

Both Parties expressed their interest and confirmed their willingness to
effect and promote cooperation in the oil and gas sector, taking also into
account that the Hellenic Republic through Greek petroleum companies is
seeking to locate investment opportunities for the development and production
of hydrocarbons in Kazakhstan.

The two Parties agreed on the significance on the construction of the
Burgas-Alexandroupolis oil pipeline which will facilitate the export of crude oil
through the Black Sea to the international markets. The two Parties also agreed
to start coordinating their efforts for the implementation of the above mentioned
project.

Both Sides agreed to consider the possibility of future countersigning by
the Republic of Kazakhstan to the “Memorandum on Cooperation while
implementing the Burgas — Alexandroupolis Oil Pipeline Project”, which was
signed on April 12th 2005, by the Russian Federation, the Republic of Bulgaria
and the Hellenic Republic.

The Parties will study the possibility of the Kazakhstan Side's
participation in the implementation of the project of the pipeline Burgas -
Alexandroupolis.

2.2 Cooperation in the maritime sphere

The Parties agreed to consider the possibilities of co-operation in the
sphere of shipping and shipbuilding.

The Parties will consider the issue of staff training in the Maritime
Education Schools in the Hellenic Republic.

2.3 Tourism

The two Sides exchanged views on the perspectives of development of
cooperation in the sphere of tourism. They stressed the importance of exchange
of expertise and participation in fairs and exhibitions in the two countries.

Following the Protocol of Intentions signed between the Hellenic
Republic and the Republic of Kazakhstan on establishment, development and
strengthening of cooperation in the field of Tourism, signed in Almaty on June
26" 2002, the Hellenic Side stated its readiness to elaborate and forward, as
soon as possible, to the Kazakhstan Side a Draft Agreement on cooperation in
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the field of Tourism including the possibility of construction by Greek
companies of tourist infrastructure in Kazakhstan.

2.4 Agriculture
The Parties agreed to consider the possibility of developing their bilateral
trade to their mutual benefit.
The Parties agreed that the bilateral cooperation in the field of agriculture
will include, indicatively, the following sectors:
- Crop production, including fruit and vegetable production,
- Livestock production,
- Agricultural research,
- Training services,
- Plant phyto-sanitary control,
- Veterinary services,
- Mechanization of agriculture,
- Processing and packing procedures of agricultural products.
This co-operation shall be implemented through:
a) Exchange of scientific and technical information and documentation,
b) Exchange of information on developments in scientific research,
c) Exchange of visits of experts and consultants,
d) Organization of training programs, seminars, conferences, and meetings in
either of the two countries and
e) Encouragement of joint ventures between the private sectors of both countries.
Both Sides also agreed to consider the possibility of grain delivery by the
Kazakhstan Side to the Hellenic Republic. They also agreed to consider the
possibility of signing a bilateral Agreement for the mutual recognition of
products with denomination of origin (P.D.0O.) and the products of geographical
indication (P.G.I.) of each country.

2.5 Constructions

The Parties agreed to consider the issue of exchanging expertise for the
construction of modern sports' facilities as well as the possibilities of the
Hellenic Side's engagement in the sport industry in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

The Parties marked the necessity to organise workshops and to hold joint
training programmes in their respective countries.

2.6 Small and Medium Sized Enterprises

Both Sides expressed their interest in cooperating in the sphere of small
and medium sized enterprises.
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3 DEVELOPMENT COOPERATION

The Hellenic Side stated that over the period 2000 - 2004, Greek total
bilateral ODA (Official Development Aid) to the society of Kazakhstan
amounted to € 1.288.429,00 of which 48,52% concerned education related
actions and 34,92% concerned the sectors of tourism and culture.

With regard to any future cooperation in the area of development aid, the
Hellenic side stated that it could review specific requests which will be
submitted by the Kazakhstan side, of strategic interest to the development
agenda of both countries.

Both Sides have agreed that the 2™ session of the Joint Committee on
Economic and Technological Cooperation between the Hellenic Republic and the
Republic of Kazakhstan will be held in Athens. The exact date will be agreed
upon through diplomatic channels.

Done in duplicate in Astana, on 3" of July 2006, in Greek, Kazakh, Russian
and English all being equally authentic. In case of divergence in interpritation, the
English text shall prevail.
