The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Mongolia,
hereinafter referred to as “Parties”,

In accordance with the Agreement of Cooperation in the field of Culture between the

Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of Mongolia signed on

February 21, 1986, in Moscow,

Desiring to further develop the cooperation in the fields of culture, education and
science between the two countries,

Convinced that such cooperation promotes better understanding and cognition
between the nations of the two countries,

Agreed to the following Programme on Cooperation in the fields of Culture and

Education for the years 2006 — 2009:

I. CULTURE AND ART

ARTICLE 1

The Parties shall encourage further development of cooperation in the fields of culture
and art. |

ARTICLE 2

In order to spread the knowiedge of culture and art of the other country, the Parties
shall promote:

a) cooperation in the fields of fine arts, music, dance, theatre etc. and facilitate
direct contacts between interested cultural and artistic institutions regarding the

exchange of persons active in these fields, including amateurs, professional upgrade
training and training of staff.

~ b) organization of musical events, exchange of artistic groups and theatre
performances.

.y
c) cooperation between museums and other cultural institutions, as well as

exchange of audiovisnal material, books, films, press material and publications on
archaeological igsues.
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d) joint organization of cultural events on previously agreed subjects.
i e) development of direct contacts between the cinema institutions of the two
countries regarding the organization of Film Days. The details will be agreed upon
directly through the institutions themselves or through diplomatic channels.

f) The Parties shall exchange one (1) art or ethnographic exhibition, the
subject of which will be agreed through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 3
The Parties shall promote co-operation between institutions dealing with
preservation and restoration of historical monuments and works of art.

To this end the Parties shall exchange one (1) expert in conservation and one
(1) archaeologist for a period of up to ten (10) days each.

I1. EDUCATION

ARTICLE 4

The Parties shall encourage further development of cooperation and exchange
of experience in the field of education by:

a) the exchange of academic teachers with the aim to conduct scientific
research,

b) implementing contacts between educational institutions on various levels,

¢) the exchange of information and documentation on the structure and
contents of the education, ‘

d) the exchange of pupils and students for participation in events organised by
the two countries,

v ¢) the dissemination of literature and the promotion of the teaching of the
language of the other country. :

ARTICLE §

The Greek Party will grant annually two (2) scholarships for postgraduate
studies or research. The duration of each one will be up to ten (10) months.

ARTICLE 6

N
The Parties shall encourage the exchange of information and documentation in
order to facilitate the competent authorities in the recognition and equivalence of
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diplomas, certificates and academic titles, according to the legislation in force of each
country.

ARTICLE 7

The Parties shall encourage direct contacts between the Mongolian Academy
of Science and the Greek Academy of Science and other universities and research
institutions.

ARTICLE 8

The Parties shall encourage direct contacts and cooperation between the
institutions of Higher Education, in order to implement joint research projects in the
fields of agriculture, and particularly in veterinary and botanic production, of
biotechnology, of information technology, of environment and medicine.

To that end the Parties will encourage their competent institutions of Higher
Education to conclude direct agreements of cooperation.

ARTICLE 9

During the validity of the present Programme, the Parties shall exchange up to
three (3) experts in the fields of agriculture, biotechnology, information technology,
environment and medicine in order to exchange experiences and know-how. -

The duration of each visit will be up to ten (10) days.

III. YOUTH AND SPORTS

ARTICLE 10

The Parties shall support contacts between youth and sports organizations and
shall encourage the participation of their representatives in youth and sports forums
held in the two countries.

ARTICLE 11

The Parties shall encourage the bilateral cooperation between the state services
responsible for youth and sports.

The financial conditions for carrying out the youth and sports exchanges shall
be agreed upon between the related sports federations, associations, youth societies
and other organizations.

IV. MASS - MEDIA

ARTICLE 12
The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between their public radio and
television organizations and news agencies with a view to exchange radio and
television programs, information and experts.

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V. FINAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 13

~ All provisions and activities laid down in this Programme shall be carried out
through diplomatic channels, and in accordance with the rules and regulations of the
host country.

ARTICLE 14
The provisions of the present Programme shall not preclude the Parties from

agreeing, through diplomatic channels, on other cultural or educational activities,
which they may deem desirable.

ARTICLE 15

The attached Annex containing general and financial conditions of exchanges
in accordance with the present Programme is an integral part of this Programme.

ARTICLE 16
The present Programme will enter into force on the day of its signature and
will remain in force until December 31, 2009, whereupon, it will be automatically

extended until the signing of the new Programme.

The negotiations and the signing of the new Programme will take place in
Athens within the year 2010.

A. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION

a) Exchange of Individuals under this Programme

1. The candidates to be exchanged under the provisions of this Programme shall be
nominated by the sending Party at least three (3) months prior to each candidate’s
proposed arrival date.

2. The sending Party shall submit to the receiving Party the candidates’ documents
containing their personal data, information on their specialisation, professional
qualifications, degrees and knowledge of languages (English, French or the language
of the host country) as well as the list of their publications and proposed programme
of visit specifying its duration. ‘

3. The receiving Party shall notify the sending Party of its decision as to the
acceptance of nominees at least one (1) month prior to the proposed commencement
of each candidate’s visit. ,

4. Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the sending Party shall

communicate the exact date of each accepted candidate’s arrival at least fifteen (15)
days in advance. -

b) Exchange of Scholarships under this Programme (Article 5)
1. The Party awarding scholarships shall annually announce its offer by January 31.

2. The sending Party shall submit the candidates’ files to the receiving Party by March
31.
3. The nomination files of applicants shall contain the application forms filled out in

the language of the receiving country or in English or French as well as the requested
documents, namely:

- curriculum vitae;

- certified copies of diplomas or other certificates of acquired education;
- programme of research or study visit;

- two recommendation letters;

- health certificate.

4. The receiving Party shall, by June 30, inform the sending Party whether the
nominees have been accepted.

5. Scholarship-holders must have a good command of either the language of the
receiving country or English or French.

6. Mongolian candidates for the award of scholarships for postgraduate studies must
have a good command of the Greek language and must obtain a letter of acceptance
issued by a Greek institution of higher education. The choice of language in the case
of research visits is to be agreed upon directly by the supervising professor and the
candidate.

B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION

a) Exchange of Individuals under this Programme

1. The sending Party shall cover the expenses for travel to the capital of the receiving
country and back.

2. The Greek Party shall:

- provide the Mongolian participants with daily allowance amounting to EUR 90 for
hotel accommodation and other stay-related expenses;

- cover the cost of the Mongolian participants’ one or two-day visit to archaeological
or historical sites.
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3. The Mongolian Party shall:
- provide the Greek participants with the expenses for accommodation and meal.

4. In case of emergency medical care expenses in public hospitals will be covered by
the receiving Party for persons arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of Scholarships under this Programme (Article 5)

1. Scholarship-holders will cover themselves the expenses for the round trip
transportation from their country to the place of their studies and back.

2. The Greek Party shall provide the Mongolian participants with:

- monthly allowance amounting to EUR 550 in the case of post-graduate students or
researchers to be paid from their arrival in Greece through the entire period of their
scholarship;

- a lump sum lodging allowance paid upon arrival and amounting to EUR 500 for
scholarship-holders accommodated in Athens and EUR 550 for scholarship-holders
accommodated in the provinces. Students whose scholarship has been renewed are not
entitled to receive this sum;

- exemption from tuition fees;

- coverage of postgraduate students’ travel expenses within the Greek territory,
according to the agreed programme of studies, which shall not exceed EUR 150.

- in case of emergency medical care expenses in public hospitals.

C. GENERAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE

a) Exchange of Individuals

1. The individuals to be exchanged under the provisions of this Programme shall be
nominated by the sending Party, which will notify the receiving Party of their
nomination three (3) monthg prior to the proposed departure date. The sending Party
shall also supply the receiving Party with all the necessary information on their
academic and professional qualifications as well as the proposed working programme,
information on the duration of their visit and any other information that might be
useful.

2. The receiving Party shall notify the sending Party of its decision as to the
acceptance of nominees at least thirty (30) days prior to the proposed departure date.
3. Upon receipt of the consent of the receiving Party, the sending Party shall
communicate the exact date of their departure at least fifteen (15) days in advance.

4. In the field of culture-related co-operation under this Programme, the Parties shall

receive individuals who have a good command of the language of the host country or
English or French. :

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

The sending Party shall inform the receiving Party, at least twelve (12) months
in advance, of the dates and subject of planned exhibition. Within the framework of
proper preparatory arrangements and co-ordination of the exhibition, the sending
Party shall supply the receiving Party with essential technical information on the
planned exhibition as well as material indispensable for the printing of a catalogue
(text, list of exhibits, photos etc.) at least three (3) months in advance. The exhibits

shall be delivered to the place of installation at least fifteen (15) days prior to the
exhibition opening.
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D. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE

a) Exchahge of Individuals

1. The sending Party shall cover the expenses for travel to and from the capital city of
the receiving country. '

2. The Greek Party shall provide the Mongolian participants with:

- daily allowance amounting to EUR 90 for hotel accommodation and living
expenses;

- a lump sum allowance per visit, amounting to EUR 90 and paid upon arrival to
cover the expenses for travels within the Greek state territory.

3. The Mongolian Party shall provide:
- the Greek participants with the expenses for accommodation and meal.

4. In case of emergency medical care expenses in public hospitals will be covered by
the receiving Party for persons arriving under the provisions of this Programme.

b) Exchange of Exhibitions

1. The sending Party shall cover the expenses for the transportation of exhibition to
the capital city of the receiving country as well as the return freight. Should the
exhibition take place at more than one location in the receiving country, the coverage
of expenses for exhibits transportation within the state territory of the receiving
country shall by governed by a special agreement between the appropriate bodies of
the Parties.

2. The receiving Party shall cover the expenses for organization of the exhibition
including the renting of the respective premises, security, technical assistance (storage
facilities, installation arrangements, lighting, heating, dismantling of the exhibition
and printing of publications, such as posters, catalogues and invitation cards). The
receiving Party shall also provide for the publicity to the exhibition.

3. The sending Party shall cover the cost of insurance of the exhibits during their
transportation and over the period when the exhibition is installed. In the case of
damage to the exhibits, the receiving Party shall supply the sending Party with a
complete documentation referring to the cause of damage free of charge so that the
sending Party could claim damages from the insurance company. The receiving Party
is not authorised to restore the damage exhibits to their original state without a prior
consent of the sending Party.

4. The expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner and, if necessary, of other
individuals whose attendance is indispensable for the exhibition installation and
dismantling shall be regulated by the financial provisions of the present Programme.

5. The Parties shall confirm in writing the numbér of individuals accompanying the
exhibition and the duration of their stay. Their stay shall be governed by the financial
provisions of the present Programme.
