The Govemment of the Hellenic Republic and the Govemment of the
Islamic Republic of Paklstan (herelnafter referred 0 as "the Contractmg
Parties”)

With a view to developing and strengthenmg cooperatmn ‘between the
Hellenic Republic and the Istamic. Repubhc of Pakistan in the field of tourism,

Wishing to strengthen the ties of friendship betweei. their countries,

Recognizing. the importance of tourism in promating economic
development, mutual understanding, goodwill and close relations between
their peoples, ’

Based on the equality of rights and mutual benefits,

Have agreed as follows:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties, within the framework of this Agreement and in

accordance with the laws and regulations of their countries, shall endeavour

to promote, develop and strengthen cooperation in the field of tourism

between their countries.



2908 E®HMEPIZ THZ KYBEPNHZEQZ (TEYXOZ NPQTO)

ARTICLE 2

~The Contracting Parties shall endeavour to facilitate tourist traffic
between their countries in accordance with their respective laws and
regulations and without prejudice to their intemational obligations and they
shall encourage cooperation among their travel agencies, as well as other
enterprises and organizations operating in the field of tourism.

ARTICLE 3 -

The Contractlng Parties shall with a view to makmg better known to
the public of the other: Comracting Party their tourist attractlons and increasing
the bilateral tounst movement, encourage mutual tounsm promot:on through
the exchange of |nforrnat|on publlclty and other promotlonal materials, travel
writers/joumnalists, fam:llanzatnon trips and publlcny campaigns through
electronic and print media in accordance with their respectwe laws and
regulations.

ARTICLE 4

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the exchange of trainees and
trainers of their respective tourist organizations and training institutions.

ARTICLE 5

The Contracting Parties, in accordance with the laws and regulations in
force in their countries, shall encourage and mutually facilitate the
investments of Greek and Pakistani entrepreneurs, as well as joint ventures in
their respective tourism sectors. For this purpose, they shall also regularly
communicate to each other the incentives for tourism investments provided by
their national legislation, as well as the possibilities for such investments

existing in each of the two countries.
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ARTICLE 6

The: Contracting Parties shall encourage all possible forms of bilateral
cooperation, with particular emphasis on the exchange of know-how and
practical experience between organizations and institutions of their countries
operating in the field of tourism.

ARTICLE 7

The Contracting P arties s hall e ncoumge b tlateral ccoperatson among
their travel agencies and other speciahzed bodles W|th a view to attractmg and
promoting travel fmm third countnes

- ARTICLE 8

In applying this Agreement the Hellenic RepUinc shall respect its
obligations arising from its membership to the European Union.

ARTICLE 9

The Contracting Parties shall exchange information and documentation
concerning statistics, legislation, as well as research on tourism development
and examine all possible forms of cooperation in the field of vocational
training of personnel employed in the tourist sector.

ARTICLE 10

The Contracting Parties shall encourage the National Tourism
authorities of the two countries to develop their cooperation within the
framework of the World Tourism Organization, as well as other relevant
international organizations to which both countries are members.
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ARTICLE 11

The Contracting Parties shall establish a Joint Commission composed
of their authorized representatives with the aim of implementing this
Agreement through bilateral consuitations and through the su_bmiséion of
recommendations to their competent authorities. ‘

The Commnssnon may invite representatwes and experts from the
private tourist sector to attend in its meetings.

The Commlssu)n s meetlngs shall take place altemately in each of the
two countries at a time agreed upon by the Contracting Partaes

The meeting shall be preslded over by the Head of the Deiegation of
the host country,

'ARTICLE 12

This Agreement shall enter into force upon recéipt of the last written
notification, through diplomatic channels, confirming the completion by each
Party of its relevant internal procedures required for theentry into force of this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 13

This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five (5) years. It
shall thereafter be automatically renewed, each time for a further five-year
period, unless d enounced in writing, through diplomatic channels, by either
Party, at least six (6) months prior to the expiration of the initial or subsequent
five-year period.

The termination of this Agreement shall not, however, affect the
completion of projects, programs and any other initiatives undertaken under
this Agreement and not fully implemented at the time of the termination,
unless otherwise decided by the Parties.
