between the GOVERNMENT of the HELLENIC REPUBHC
and the GOVERNMENT. of the REPUBLIC OF SOUTH AFRICA
on SCIENTIFIC and TECHNOLOGICAL CO-OPERATION

The Govemnment of the Hellenic Rebubhc and the Gévemment, of the Republic
of South Africa, hereinafter jointly referred to as the Parties” and in the
singular as a “‘Party”, . . R ' :

RECOGNIZING the impdrtancé of Science and Tébhﬁblogy in the development
of their national economies and in the improvement of their socio-economic
standards of life;

CONSIDERING that the development of scientific and technological relations
shall be of mutual benefit to both countries;

DESIROUS of strengthening the cooperation between the two countries,
particularly in the fields of science and technology; and

CONSIDERING further that such cooperation will promote the development of
existing friendly relations between the two countries;

HAVE AGREED as follows:

ARTICLE 1
Objectives

The Parties shall promote and support co-operation in the fields of Science and
Technology between the two countries on the basis of equality and mutual
advantages, according to the provisions of this Agreement and the domestic
laws in force in the country of each Party.

ARTICLE 2
Modalities of the Co-operation

The co-operation between the Parties in the fields of Science and Technology
may be effected by means of:
a. the implementation of joint research, development and demonstration
projects, including the excange of their results, as well as exchange of
_ Scientists, researchers and technical experts;
b. the organization of bilateral scientific and technological seminars,
conferences, workshops in areas of mutual interest;

. the exchange of scientific and technological information and documentation
as well as equipment and consumable materials;
. Other ways, agreed upon by the Parties.

ARTICLE 3
Implementation of the Agreement

. For the purpose of |mp|ementatzon of this Agreement, a Joint Committee,
composed of representatives designated by '.the Parties, shall be
established. The Parties shall notlfy each other of the names of their
representatives in the Jount Commuttae -

. The funcuons of the Jomt Commlttae shall be to

a. identify the fields of cq-operatian;

b. create the favourable conditions for the implementation of this
Agreement;

c. promote and support the implementation of joint programmes and
projects; and A

d. assess the progress of activities related to this Agreement;

. The Joint Committee shall meet aifjarnately in Greece and in South Africa on
mutually convenient dates The Jeint Committee shall conclude and sign
Protocols that shall include the evaluation of past activities and the shaping
of future priorities and perspectives. The Protocols shall also include the list
of co-operation projects selected for funding by the Parties after evaluation.

. The Joint Committee may elaborate its own rules of prt;cedure.

ARTICLE 4
Executive Programme

. With a view to facilitate scientific and technological co-operation, the Joint
Committee shall adopt an Executive Work Programme which shall be
incorporated in one of the Protocols reffered to in Article 3 (3).

. The Executive Work Programme shall establish:

a. Fields of co-operation;

b. Specific projects;

c. Institutions responsible for the realization and implementation of joint
projects, hereinafter referred to as "co-operating entities”, in particular:
governmental agencies, scientific entities, research and development
entities, scientific associations and other organizational units including
private and public companies.

Ways of use of joint research and development projects results;

e. Financial resources and conditions; and

f. Rules and procedures guiding the execution of the joint projects.

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ARTICLE §
Copyright

Scientific and technological results and any other information derived from the
co-operation activities under this Agreement, shall be announced, published or
commercially exploited with the consent of all co-operating partners and
according to the intemational provisions conceming intellectual property.
ARTICLE 6
Designation
The Government of the Republic of South Africa designates the Department of
Arts, Culture, Science and Tecnology and the .Govemment of the Hellenic
Republic the General Secretariat for Research and Technology of the Ministry

of ‘Development as their respective competent authorities responsible for the
promotion and co-ordination of the implementation of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 7
Equipment and Apparatus

The terms and delivery of the equipment required for joint research and for pilot
plant studies instituted in furtherance of this Agreement shall be agreed upon, in
writing, between the co-operating partners, enterprises and institutions, as may
be applicable in each individual case.

ARTICLE 8
Third Parties

1. No Party shall divulge information obtained by it or its personnel under this
Agreement to any third party without the specific consent of the other Party.

2. Scientists, researchers, technical experts and institutions of third countries
or intemational organifations may be invited, upon consent of both co-
operating entities, to participate in projects and programmes being carried
out under this Agreement. The cost of such participation shall normally be
bome by the Third Party, unless the Parties agree otherwise in writing.

ARTICLE 9
Financial - Medical Matters

1. Travel expenses for scientists and experts between the two countries shall
be bome by the sending Party, while other expenses shall be bome
according to the terms agreed upon, in writing, by the Joint Committee or
between the Parties.

2.. All visiting officials or experts should take out medical insurance for the
duration of their stay in the other country. The sending Party or cooperating
partner should undertake to reimbourse the officials or experts with the
amount that such insurance might cost.
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ARTICLE 10
Dispute Settlement

Any dispute between the Parties arising out of the interpretation or
implementation of this Agreement shall be settled amicably through consuitation
or negotiation within the Joint Commission or between the Parties.

ARTICLE 11
Implementation

With respect to the co-operation activities established under this Agreement,
each Party shall take, in accordance with domestic laws in force in the country,
all necessary measures to ensure the best - possxble conditions for their
|mplementatlon ;

AFiTICLE 12
Amendment

1. This Agreement may be amended by mutual consent of the Parties through
an Exchange of Notes between the Parties through the diplomatic channel.

2. Any amendment to this Agreement shall enter into force according to the.

procedure set forth in Article 14 (1).

ARTICLE 13
Other Rights and Obligations

This Agreement shall not affect or shall not prejudice the validity or execution of
any obligations arising from other intemational treaties or agreements
concluded by either Party, including those arising from the Hellenic Republic’s
membership to the European Union.

ARTICLE 14
Entry into Force, Duration and Termination

1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date on which each Party has
notified the other in writing through the diplomatic channel, of its compliance
with the constitutional requirements necessary for the implementation of this
Agreement. The date of entry into force shall be the date of the last
notification.

2. This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five years whereafter it
shall automatically be renewed for successive five-years periods, unless one
Party notifies in writing to the other, through the diplomatic channel, of its
intention to terminate this Agreement at least twelve months before the date

. of termination.
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IN WITNESS WHEREOF the undersigned, being duly authorized by their
respective- Governments, have signed and sealed this Agreement in two
originals in English and Greek languages, all texts being equally authentic. In the
case of any divergence in interpretation the English text shall prevail.
