OF THE FIRST SESSION OF THE HELLENIC-
AZERBAIJANI
JOINT COMMITTEE ON TOURISM

In accordance with the provisions of article 6 of the Agreement between
the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Republic of Azerbaijan on cooperation in the field of Tourism signed in
Baku on April 7" 2005, the first Session of the Hellenic-Azerbaijani Joint
Committee on Tourism was held in Athens on the 26™ and 27" of July
2007.

The meeting was also attended by Mrs. Esthir Vitali, Director General of
the Ministry of Tourism of the Hellenic Republic who addressed the
participants, made reference to the guidelines of the Greek Tourism
policy and welcomed the Azerbaijani delegation.

The Hellenic Delegation was headed by Mr. Athanasios Zacharoglou,
Director of International Relations of the Ministry of Tourism of the
Hellenic Republic and the Azerbaijani delegation was headed by Mr.
Elchin Gafarli, Chief of the Foreign Tourism sector of the Tourism
Department of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of the Republic of
Azerbaijan.

The two Sides agreed on the following agenda:

1. Exchange of information on the development of Tourism in the
two countries;

2. Review of the bilateral relations in the field of tourism;

3. Measures to be taken for the promotion of tourism investments
and tourism exchanges between the two countries;

4. Miscellaneous;

5. Place and date of the 2" Session of the Joint Committee.

ITEM 1 on the Agenda

The Heads of the two Delegations respectively exchanged brief
information concerning the tourist development in the Hellenic Republic
and the Republic of Azerbaijan and the measures taken to diversify and
enrich their tourist offer and emphasized the necessity of promoting
cooperation between the two countries in the field of Tourism.
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ITEM 2 on the Agenda

Both Sides expressed their satisfaction for the signing in Baku on
the 7" of April 2005 of the Agreement on Cooperation in the field of
Tourism which will give a new impetus to our bilateral relations in the
field of tourism.

The two Sides recalled with satisfaction the organization of an on
the job-training-programme for three months in the summer of 1998 for
five students from Azerbaijan in selective Greek hotels as well as of the
scholarship which was offered by the Hellenic Side to an Azerbaijani
student who attended the courses of the “Tourism Education and Training
Organization” (OTEK) from 1999-2001.

The two Sides made special reference to their fruitful cooperation
in the framework of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC) which
resulted in the participation of two Azerbaijani representatives to a “Train
the Trainers” programme for the BSEC countries organized in Athens
from 6-17/11/2005.

ITEM 3 on the Agenda

Both Sides taking into consideration the importance of implementing
the bilateral Agreement on Cooperation in the field of Tourism
effectively and obtaining concrete results by way of introducing the
necessary measures, have agreed as follows:

1. The two Sides will recommend to their appropriate Authorities to
facilitate, as much as possible, the tourist movement between the
two countries in accordance with their national legislation and
without prejudice to their international obligations.

2. The two Sides stressed the importance of a direct air connection
between the two countries which can increase the bilateral tourist
flow and also attract tourists from third countries and they will
recommend to their competent Authorities to consider this
possibility.

3. The two Sides will cooperate for ensuring sustainable tourism
development and for improving and upgrading their tourism
infrastructure.

4. The two Sides will exchange information on their tourism
legislation and on the structure and competences of their National
Tourism Administrations.
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5. The two Sides will encourage direct contacts between their
national associations of travel agents with a view to intensifying
tourism traffic between their respective countries.

6. To this end, the two Sides will exchange information and know-
how on cultural routes in the territory of their States connecting
archaeological Sites, historic and cultural monuments, well-known
museums and other places of interest to be disseminated to their
travel agents’ associations.

7. The two Sides will exchange information and know-how, among
others, on congress tourism, eco-tourism, rural tourism, athletic
tourism, curative and wellness tourism including spas and
thalassotherapy centers, and they will encourage their travel agents
to organize package tours promoting such special forms of
tourism.

8. The two Sides stressed the importance of exchanging information
on specific thematic tours, i.e. the Silk Road Project and the Wine
Routes, developed in their countries.

9. The two Sides expressed their readiness to exchange travel
journalists and mass-media personnel and to facilitate
familiarization trips of tour operators and travel agents organizing
package tours between the two countries.

10. The two Sides will encourage the organization of conferences,
workshops, as well as exhibitions and cultural events between the
two countries.

11.The two Sides will also consider participating in the major
International Tourist Fairs and similar promotional events
organized by the other Side.

12. The Hellenic Side notified its intention to examine the possibility
of organizing, during November or December 2007, a two-week
educational programme in Baku for officials and cadres working in
the public and private tourism sector of Azerbaijan. The themes to
be covered will be specified by common agreement.

13. The two Sides agreed to encourage and mutually facilitate, in
accordance with their national legislation, the investments of
Greek and Azerbaijani entrepreneurs, as well as joint ventures in
their respective tourist sectors.

For this purpose, they will regularly communicate to each other the
incentives for tourist investments provided by their national
legislation, as well as the opportunities for such investments
existing in each of the two countries.

The Azerbaijani Side informed the Hellenic Side that it has
submitted its candidacy for holding the 49™ Session of the UNWTO
Commission for Europe in Baku in 2009 and asked the support of the
Hellenic Side in this issue. The Hellenic Side will consider favourably
this request.

ITEM 5 on the Agenda

The Two Sides agreed that the 2™ Session of the Hellenic-
Azerbaijani Joint Committee on Tourism will take place in Azerbaijan in
June 2008 at a date, which will be mutually agreed upon by
correspondence.

The Azerbaijani delegation expressed its appreciation for the warm
hospitality extended to them by the Hellenic Side, as well as for the
results achieved during the 1% Session of the Joint Committee.
