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EDUCATIONAL, SCIENTIFIC AND CULTURAL CO-OPERATION PROGRAMME
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF HUNGARY
FOR THE YEARS 2007 -2010

The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Hungary
(hereinafter the Parties), desiring to further develop their relations and co-operation in the
fields of education, sciences and culture, in the spirit of the Cultural Agreement signed in
Athens on March 17th, 1977, have agreed upon the following Programme for the years 2007-
2010.

L. EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

1.The Parties will encourage direct cooperation in all fields of science between science and
research institutes and institutions of higher education of the two countries. To this end the
Parties will promote the exchange of publications.

2. The Parties will exchange annually three (3) members of higher education institutions
teaching staff/researchers for the purpose of exchanging experience and/or delivering lectures
in the other country for a period of up to seven (7) days each. Preliminary contacts between
the visiting members and their counterparts in the host country are necessary.

3. The Parties will exchange annually:

a) two (2) scholarships for postgraduate studies or research for a period of up to ten (10)
months each

b) three (3) scholarships for attending a summer course of language and culture for a
period of one month each.

4. The Parties, when it is required, will exchange information on each other’s educational
system, the management of education, school curricula, educational programmes and
textbooks.

5. According to the educational and cultural goals of UNESCO and the Council of Europe the
Parties will cooperate in the objective presentation of the other Party’s geography, history and
culture in primary and secondary school textbooks.

6. During the validity of the present Programme the Parties will exchange two (2) teachers of
primary, secondary or vocational education for a period of up to seven (7) days in order to
exchange information and experience on matters of their specialty.

Preliminary contacts between the visiting members and their counterparts in the host country
are necessary. ‘
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7. The Greek Party will support the instruction of the Modern Greek language in Hungary by
sending teachers as well as providing textbooks and other educational materials.

8. The Parties will encourage and promote the instruction of the other country’s language.
The Parties will keep supporting the instruction of the Ancient Greek language and literature
in Hungarian higher educational institutions and the instruction of the Modem Greek
language and literature at E6tvés Lorand University.

9. The Greek Party expresses its satisfaction that the children of Greek origin living in
Hungary are taught Greek within the framework of the Hungarian education programme.

The Hungarian Party will provide support to the operation of the school in Beloyiannis village
to same extent as the rest of the institutions of public education.

The Parties will cooperate in dealing with the housing problems of the Greek schools,
particularly in Budapest.

10. The Hungarian Party expresses its wish that the Greek Party provides schools preparing
students for school-leaving examinations in the Ancient Greek and Modern Greek languages
with supplementary educational materials.

According to the desire of the Greek minority in Hungary, the Hungarian Party expresses its
wish that the Greek Party provides in the future too literary and special books, textbooks,
educational television and radio programmes, instructional computer programmes for the
minority’s educational institutions in order to support their educational and cultural activities.

11. The Parties will exchange information and documentation in order to enable their
competent authorities to recognise the equivalence of certificates and diplomas issued in the
other Party’s country, in accordance with the legislation of the other country.

12. The Greek Party informs the Hungarian Party that the Greek Ministry of Education in
cooperation with the Centre of Greek Language in Thessalonica has established an
examination system for the acquisition of a State Certificate of Competence in Modemn
Greek. This Certificate provides special official recognition of the Greek language
competence. '

An examination Centre for the Certificate of Competence in Modern Greek has already been
designated in Budapest.

The Greek Party wishes that this Certificate is recognized by the Hungarian authorities as a
document that officially recognizes one’s level of competence of Greek language.

To this end the Greek Party is ready:

a) to forward all necessary information and documents about the Certificate of Greek
language Competence and the relevant examinations.

b) to invite two (2) Hungarian experts in Thessalonica for a period of up to five (5) days
in order to meet with the experts of the Centre of Greek Language and acquire
relevant information.

13. The Parties shall encourage the direct cooperation and contacts between the Hungarian
Kodaly Zoltan Pedagogical Institute in Kecskemét, the Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music in
Budapest and the Kodaly Institute and the Departments of Musical Studies of the University
of Thessalonica and the Ionian University (Corfu).

14. The Parties will encourage cooperation in the field of education in the framework of
European Union Programmes.

II. LIBRARIES AND ARCHIVES

15. During the validity of this Programme the Parties will exchange one (1) archivist and one
(1) librarian for a period of up to ten (10) days each, in order to be informed on matters of
their speciality and conduct research in the Archives and National Libraries of the other
country according to the laws and regulations of each country.

16. The Parties will encourage the Greek Research Institute in Hungary and the Institute of
Modern Social History in Athens to pursue joint archival research on the subject of Greek
emigration to Hungary for political reasons in the 20" century.

17. The Greek Party agrees to send documents in the Greek language to the National Foreign
Language Library that plays an important role in supplying the Hungarian Greek community
with reading materials.

18. The Parties will support the co-operation between their public libraries, with special
regard to the National Libraries of the other country.

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II1. CULTURE

19. During the validity of the present Programme, the Parties will exchange ten (10)
specialists and/or artists from various cultural fields (such as archaeology, restoration and
protection of monuments and works of art in general, ethnology-folklore, theatre, literature,
music, dance, contemporary fine arts, applied arts, photographic art, film art, etc.) so that they
may exchange experiences and information on matters of their speciality, as well as for the
purpose of participating in the cultural events in the country of the other Party. The maximum
duration of the visits is 10 days each.

20. The Parties will encourage the initiatives of their publishing houses to promote the
translation and publication of contemporary literary works of the other country. In order to
translate outstanding Hungarian literary works into the Greek language and make them
known in Greece, the Hungarian Party recommends to establish direct contacts between the
Translation Fund of the Hungarian Book Foundation and the National Book Center of
Greece.

21. The Parties will encourage the participation of their folk dance and folk music ensembles
and amateur art groups in major international competitions and festivals.

22. The Parties inform each other of the organisation of major folk art, theatre, dance and
music festivals to be held in each country during the validity of the present programme, such
as:

In Hungary:

a) Folk Art
o Summerfest International Folklore Festival in Szazhalombatta (annually in August)
¢ Danube Folklore Festival in Baja-Kalocsa-Szeged (2007)
o Crafts Festival in Budapest (annually in August)

b) Theatre —~ Dance

e Thealter International Meeting of Free Theatres in Szeged (annually, in July)
International Adult Puppet Festival of Pécs (in June 2007, in every three years)
Budapest Spring and Autumn Festivals (annually)
International Meeting of Studio Theatres in the Barka Theatre in Budapest (annually)
International Danube Carnival in Budapest (annually, in June)

¢) Music
¢ International Music Competition in Budapest (annually, in September)

¢ International Bartok Seminar and Festival in Szombathely (annually, in July)
Barték Béla International Choir Competition and Folklore Festival in Debrece
(2008)

o Budapest International Choir Competition (2009)
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In Greece:

a) Folk Art
e International Folklore Dance Festival in the Island of Levkas (annually, in August)
e International Polyphonic Festival in Thesprotia
¢ International Shadow Theatre of Patras

b) Theatre ~ Dance
e Festival of Centre for Musical Theatre of Volos (annually, in December)
¢ International Dance Centre of Kalamata (annually, in July)
¢ International Dance Festival of Athens (annually, in July)

¢) Music

Athens Festival (annually, in summer)

International Music Competition “Grand Prix Maria Callas” and
“Dimitris Mitropoulos”

Festival of Religious Music of the Island of Patmos (annually, in summer)

23. The Parties will support the exchange of managers and experts in the areas of theatre and
dance, and encourage the participation of their theatre companies and dance ensembles in
major international festivals to be held in the other Party’s country.

24, The Parties will encourage the participation of their jazz groups in major international
festivals to be held in the other Party’s country. The Hungarian Party wishes to ensure the
continued participation of young Hungarian jazz groups at the European Jazz Festival
organised annually by the Mayor of Athens Office.

25. The Parties will continue to promote co-operation in the field of cinema. To this purpose,
during the validity of the present Programme, the Parties will initiate the mutual organisation
of a film week.

26. The Parties shall encourage the direct co-operation as well as the exchange of information
and publications between their fine, applied and photographic art institutions and artistic civil
organisations.

27.The Parties will encourage the establishment of direct contacts between their respective
museums, such as the Hungarian Museum of Fine Arts and the National Archaeological
Museum of Greece, for the purpose of implementing joint programs.
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28. The Hungarian Party offers, through the offices of the Hungarian National Museum, the
exhibitions below to be organised in Greece:

¢ the exhibition “Greek Refugees in Hungary from the 1950s onwards”, showing
actual examples of the integration of Greeks who settled in Hungary and how they
co-exist with the Hungarian population;

o the photography exhibitions “Budapest, the Pearl of the Danube — between the
Two World Wars”, and “A Little Sunshine - Hungary 1945-1948”.

29. The Hungarian Party proposes fostering relations in the fields of the theatre history,
theory of drama and museology between the Hungarian Theatre History Museum and Institute
and the relevant Greek institutions for the purpose of realising joint plans.

30. The conditions of staging exhibitions shall be agreed upon directly by the sending and
receiving Party’s institutions in each case, and they will be stipulated by separete agreement.

31. The Parties express their interest for a closer cooperation between the two countries in the
field of archaecology and cultural heritage (excavations, restoration, conservation of
monuments, editions on archaeology etc.) through their competent authorities.

32. The Parties will encourage the exchange of historical and archaeological publications,
such as catalogues of archaeological exhibitions, scientific magazines and editions in the
English, French and German languages.

33. The Parties will establish direct co-operation between their respective authorities
concerned with the protection of World Heritage sites, located in their territory.

34. The Parties will encourage co-operation in the framework of international cultural
organizations.
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IV. MISCELLANEOUS
35. The Parties will promote cooperation between their National Commissions for UNESCO.

36. All provisions laid down in this Programme will be carried out through diplomatic
channels.

37. The provisions of the present Programme will not preclude the Parties from agreeing,
through diplomatic channels, on other arrangements, which they may deem desirable.

38. The attached Annex, containing the general and financial conditions of the exchanges,
constitutes an integral part of the present Programme.

39. The present Programme will enter into force on the day of its signature and will remain in
force until December 31, 2010, whereupon, it will be automatically extended until the signing
of a new Programme in Budapest, unless either of the Parties notifies the other, in writing, six
(6) months ahead, of its intention not to renew the Programme.

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ANNEX

A) GENERAL PROVISIONS
IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

1. Exchange of experts:

a. The sending Party shall nominate the persons to be exchanged and shall notify the
receiving country no later than two months prior to the proposed date of visit.

b. The sending Party shall forward to the receiving Party a file with information about the
persons to be exchanged. The file shall include specialty, professional qualifications,
academic degrees and titles, languages spoken (English or the language of the receiving
country), duration of stay, proposed programme of visit as well as any other useful
information.

c. The receiving Party shall announce its agreement no-later than one month prior to the
proposed date of the visit. Upon receipt of such confirmation, the sending Party shall
communicate the exact dates of arrival and departure not later than twenty (20) days in
advance.

d. Expenses of emergency medical care shall be covered by the european health insurance
card which the visitor must take out before leaving their country.

2. Exchange of scholarships

a. According to the Regulations 1408/71/EC and 574/72/EC of the European Council
scholarship holders and experts are insured by the European Health Insurance Card
The card must be obtained in the country of origin before arriving in the recipient country.

b. Hungarian scholarships:

e Conditions

The scholarships permit study or research in any field of arts and sciences during the granted
period. The scholarships must be spent at an accredited Hungarian higher education or
research institution determined in advance. This restriction also applies to the researcher
scholarships. Scholarships for post-graduate courses, post-doctoral as well as senior tutor and
researcher scholarships may only be extended exceptionally and then only one time. The
doctoral studies may not be extended. The scholarships are not valid for on-the-job studies,
part-time studies or correspondence courses. The scholarship holder must stay in Hungary for
the whole period of the scholarship.
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e Documents

The applications must contain 3 copies of the documents listed below in the given order. All
documents should be submitted either in Hungarian, English, French or German.

- Application form of the Hungarian Scholarship Board

- Certified copy of secondary school leaving examination. (Only for summer university
course applicants)

- Certified copy of qualifications. Senior tutor or researcher must hold a PhD or equivalent
degree and be at least at the level of an associate professor.

- Curriculum vitae

- Precise and detailed work plan - maximum two pages. (does not apply for summer
university course applicants.)

- Letter of interest (only for summer course applicants).

- Language certificate (doesn’t refer to summer course applicants). Since the teaching is
delivered principally in Hungarian, applicants must certify knowledge of Hungarian sufficient
to carry out the stated objectives of the submitted work plan. Exceptions may be made when
the host institution formally agrees to accept an applicant tuition-free, regardless of the
applicant’s Hungarian language proficiency.

- Two letters of recommendation (one to be issued by the applicant’s home institution;
doctoral applicants require advisor/mentor recommendation). This requirement does not
apply for summer course applicants.

- Letter of invitation from the proposed host institution in Hungary (does not apply to summer
course applicants). Applicants for partial doctoral studies (C/2) must have a letter of
invitation issued by the director of an accredited doctoral school in Hungary.

- List of publications (for doctoral, post-doctoral or senior tutorial / research scholarship
applicants only).

- Medical certificate verifying fitness for the appropriate programme.

o Age limit

- 40 years of age for scholarships for post-graduate programmes

- 35 years of age for doctoral scholarships

- 45 years of age for post-doctoral scholarships

- There is no age limit for senior tutors and researchers, and applicants for summer courses

¢ Procedure

Applicants must submit their applications to the relevant Greek scholarship authorities, who
will determine the deadline for receipt of applications. These authorities will forward the
selected applications to the Office of the Hungarian Scholarship Board (HSB) .Induvidual
applications are not excluded, nevertheless the HSB gives priority to the applications
forwarded by the relevant Greek authority. Applications must be sent to the HSB Office, until
30" April every year. The same deadline applies for summer course scholarship application
as well.

Application forms, a list of the relevant home country scholarship authorities and additional
information can be found on the homepage of the HSB at www.scholarship.hu.

The HSB will inform the Greek Party about the approved applications not later than the 31
of July with the excemption of the summer courses.
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The Greek scholarship holders must inform the exact details of the journey (flight number,
arrival time, etc.) not later than 4 weeks before the applicant’s arrival.

Greek scholarship holders must have a fair command of Hungarian or English or German. In
Hungary, participation in part-time bachelor’s and master’s trainings and full-time PhD
trainings shall only be possible on condition that the scholarship holder has an adequate
knowledge of the Hungarian language.

c. Greek scholarships

The Greek Party shall announce its offers not later than the 31* of January. The candidates’
files must be forwarded not later than the 31* of March.

The candidates’ files should include:
- application form

- curriculum vitae

- certified copies of diplomas

- proposed work programme

- health certificates

The Greek Party shall send its approval of the candidates not later than the 30" of June.

The Hungarian postgraduate candidates must have a fair command of the Greek language or
English or French and must have been accepted to a postgraduate studies programme of a
Greek University or Technical Educational Institution or Research Centre.

The postgraduate scholarships can be renewed for a period of up to 1 year for postgraduate
studies or up to 2 years for conducting PhD research. The scholarship holders that wish to
renew their scholarship must have a relevant confirmation from the University or the
Research Centre in order to continue their studies. The renewal of the scholarship does not
increase the total number of the scholarships offered according to the Programme.

d. Summer courses
The sending Party will forward the candidates’ files not later than the 31% of March every

year. The receiving Party will announce its final acceptance of the candidates not later than
the 31* of May.
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B. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

1. Exchange of experts

The sending Party will cover the cost of the international travel to and from the capital of the
receiving country.

The Hungarian Party will provide:
- adaily allowance of HUF 3 000

- costs of travel within Hungary, according to the approved programme of stay
- appropriate accommodation

The Greek Party will provide:

- 110 € daily for hotel accommodation and allowance

- travel expenses within the Greek territory, if they result from the programme of stay
- costs for a one day visit at sites of archaeological or historical interest.

Expenses of emergency medical care shall be covered by the european health insurance card
which the visitor must take out before leaving their country.

2. Exchange of scholarships

Travel expenses of the scholarshiph holders to and from the capital of the receiving Party will
be covered by the sending Party and/or the scholarship holder itsef.

A. The Hungarian Party through the Hungarian Scholarship Board will provide monthly:

HUF 79 200 and contribution to the accommodation costs for postgraduate students,

o HUF 91 050 for doctoral students, in addition access to budget price accommodation
in a university residence hall paid by the grantee,

e HUF 118800 and accommodation in a guest house or contribution to the
accommodation costs for post-doctoral scholars, senior tutors or researchers.

e For summer course participants, free accommodation, meals, tuition and a daily
allowance of HUF 300 will be provided.

Scholarships, according to the provisions of the present programme, cannot be awarded
parallel to other scholarships. If a scholarship holder has another scholarship or other
financial support (salary) he has to turn down the scholarship.

The scholarship is meant to cover the living expenses of one person only, so there is no
available financing or visa exemption for accompanying members of the family or any other
persons. Neither visa related fees nor travel and local transport costs nor any costs related to
the grantee’s stay in the other country shall be compensated for.
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B. The Greek Party will provide:
a. A monthly allowance of 550 € for postgraduate scholars or researchers

b. A lump sum for first accommodation fees:

- 500 € for those settling in Athens

- 550 € for those settling in the provinces

Students whose scholarships have been renewed are not entitled to this sum

c. A lump sum per year of 150 € for travel expenses within the Greek territory, according to
the approved programme of research. A justified proposal of the supervising professor is also
necessary.

d. Exemption from tuition fees. Postgraduate scholars or researchers are not exempted from
the relevant tuition fees, in case they wish to attend lessons of Greek language at the teaching
centre of the University.

e. In case of emergency, medical care at a public hospital.

f. All costs for summer course participants, apart of the travel expenses.
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C) GENERAL AND FINANCIAL PROVISIONS IN THE FIELD OF CULTURE

Exchange of specialists/artists

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of the Present Programme will be nominated
by the sending Party, which will notify the receiving Party of this nomination, two (2) months
prior to the proposed departure date. The sending Party will also supply the receiving Party
with all necessary information on the academic and professional qualifications, as well as the

proposed working programme, duration of stay and any other information that might be
useful.

The receiving Party will notify the sending Party of its decision, at least thirty (30) days prior
to the proposed departure date. Upon receiving the consent of the receiving Party, the sending
Party will communicate the exact date of departure, at least fifteen (15) days in advance.

Visitors exchanged within the present Programme in the field of cultural cooperation will be
required to have a good command of the language of the host country or English, French or
German.

Costs of travel and reception of persons arriving under the present Programme will be
covered as follows:

1. The sending Party will bear costs of international travel to and from the capital of the
receiving Party.

2. The Greek Party will provide:
- 90 euro per day for hotel and living expenses
- a lump sum of 90 euro, upon arrival, per visit to cover costs of travels within Greece.
