HAVE AGREED as follows:
ARTICLE |

The Contracting Parties shall encourage and support cooperation in the fieids
of science and technology on the basis of equality and mutual benefit
according to the provisions of the present Agreement and the laws and
regulations of each Party.

The Contracting Parties shall define, by mutual consent, various areas of

cooperation, taking into account the experience, which scientists and
specialists of the two countries have gained and the possibilities available.

ARTICLE Nl

Cooperation between the Contracting Parties in the fields of science and
technology may be effected by means of.
(i Realization of joint research and technological development
projects, including the exchange of their results;

(i) Exchange of scientificc and technological information and
documentation as well as equipment and consumable materials;
(v} Organization of and participation in meetings, conferences,
symposia, workshops, courses and exhibitions on flelds of interest

to both countries;

During these meetings the Joint Committee will conclude and 8ign
Protocols containing the evaluation of the past and cument activities, the
future objectives of the cooperation as well as the list of mutually accepted
projects of cooperation after evaluation of the joint proposals received.

4. The Joint Committae may elaborate its own rules of procedure.
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ARTICLE V

1. With a view to facilitate scientific and technological cooperation, the Joint
Committee will adopt an Executive Program that shal be incorporated in one
of the Protocols mentioned above. The Executive Program wil establish:

a. The fiekis of cooperation;

b. The spacific joint projects;

c. The Institutions responsible for the realization and implementation of

joint projects, -hereinafter referred to as “cooperating partners”, in

particular. govemmental agencies, scientific entities, research and

e. Rules and procedures guiding the implementation of joint projects.

Scientists, researchers, technical experts and institutions of third countries or
intemational organizations may be invited, upon consent of the two
Contracting Parties to participate in projects and programs caried out under
the present Agreement.

writing.

Each Contracting Party shall, subject to its laws and regulations, secure to
the citizens of the other Contracting Party, who stay on its teritory, all
assistance and faciiiies in the fullillment of the tasks they are entrusted with,
according to the provisions of this Agreement.

Any differences relating to the interpretation or implementation of the present
Agreement shall be settied amicably between the Contracting Parties through

diplomatic channels.

The present Agreement shall not affect or prejudice the valiity or execution
of any obfigations arising from other Intemational Treaties or agreements
conciuded by each Contracting Party.

This Agreement shall be subject to ratification by the Contracting Parties
according to their Constitutional procedures and shall come into force after
the instruments of ratification have been exchanged.

ARTICLE XN

This Agreement shall remain in force for a period of five years with effact

from the date of its entry into force in accordance with Articie XI and shall be
automatically extendedforfmnerpenods of five years, uniess one of the
Contracting Parties gives notice to the other .party, through diplomatic
channels, of its intention to terminate this Agmement twelve months before
the expiry of the said period.
