The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the
Government of the Republic of Uzbekistan, hereinafter referred to
as the Parties, -

Wishing to further develop and promote cooperation
between the two countnes in the fields of education, science and
culture,

With a purpose of 1mp1ement1ng the Agreement between
the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of
the Republic of Uzbekistan on Cooperation in the fields of
education, science and culture srgned in Athens on April 1,
1997,

Have agreed to conclude the followmg Program of

Cooperation in the fields of educatlon, sc1ence and culture for
2006 —2009. :

l EDUCATION AND SCIENCE

Artlcle 1
The Parties shall encourage direct contacts and cooperation
between their higher educational institutions in the fields of
mutual interest, according to the legislation in force in each
country.

Article 2
The Parties shall facilitate the participation of scientists in
symposia, seminars and conferences held in each country.

Article 3

During the validity of this Program, the Parties shall invite
one (1) member of teaching staff of higher educational institutions,
for the period of up to eight (8) days, in order to cooperate with
scientists of the other Party on subjects of mutual interest, in
particular delivering lectures or exchanging of experience.

Preliminary contacts between the persons to be exchanged
before the aforementioned visits are necessary.
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Article 4
The Parties shall promote the cooperation within the
framework of the European Union's projects.

Article 5

The Greek Party shall annually grant, to Uzbek students:

a) one (I) scholarship for post—graduate studies or research.
The duration of the scholarship shall be ten (10) months;

b) two (2) one month scholarships for summer courses on
Greek language and culture.

The Uzbek Party shall grant to Greek students:

a) one (I) scholarship for post —graduate studies or research.
The duration of the scholarship shall be ten (10) months;

b) two (2) one month scholarships for summer courses on
Uzbek language and culture _ :

v Artlcle 6
The Partles, upon request, shall exchange an information and

documentation concerning the educat:onal systems of their
respective States .

Article 7 ‘

During the validity of this Program ‘the Parties shall
exchange one (1) teacher from the primary or secondary education
and one (1) teacher from the secondary specialized professional or
vocational school, for a period of up to eight (8) days for each one,
in order to exchange information on the educational systems of
their respective States.

Article 8

The Greek Party informs that the Greek Ministry of
National Education and Religious Affairs has set up a
standardized examination system for -the evaluation and
certification of proficiency in modern foreign languages, which
leads to the acquisition of a State Certificate of Language
Proficiency. The system aims at the unified certification of
foreign language proficiency both in Greece and other European
countries.

The Uzbek Party informs that in Uzbekistan there is a system
for the evaluation and certification of the proficiency in
contemporary foreign languages. The system aims at the unified
certification of foreign language proficiency in Uzbekistan.

Article 9
Each Party shall encourage the dissemination of the
language, history and culture of the other country in its State. To
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this end, the Parties shall exchan'ge /teachers, educational materials
and relevant information.

2. ARCHIVES AND LIBRARIES

Article 10

The Parties shall encourage the cooperation between their
state archives and libraries in accordance with the legislation of
each State.

For this purpose they shall exchange one (1) archivist, one (1)
restorator of archival documents and one (1) librarian. The Parties
upon request shall also exchange periodicals about their archives
and libraries, and archival materials.

- Article 11 .

The Parties shall promote the cooperation between their
state cinema archives through exchanging information and
audiovisual matenals in accordance with the legislation of each
State.

3. ARCHEOLOGY

L Article 12
The Parties shall exchange visits of two (2) archaeologists for
a period of up to seven (7) days for each one in order to exchange
information and experience on matters of their specialty.

Article 13
The Parties express their interest for closer cooperation in
the field of archeology, especially in conductmg ]omt excavating
projects.
The Parties shall promote the exchange of pubhcatlons on
archaeological issues.

4. CULTURE

Article 14
The Parties shall exchange one (1) expert in the field of
conservation and one (1) ethnographer, for a period of up to seven
(7) days, in order to exchange experience on matters of their
specialty.

Article 15
The Parties shall exchange one art or ethnographic exhibition,
the subject of which shall be agreed upon through diplomatic
channels.
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Article 16
The Parties shall exchange two (2) experts in the field of
restoration of historical monuments and monuments of cultural
heritage for a period of up to seven (7) days for each of them.

Article 17
The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between their
associations of writers for the purpose of implementing joint
projects in the fields of mutual interest.

Article 18
The Parties shall encourage the publlshlng of translations of
national prize awarded hterature of the other State through their
publishing houses.
For this purpose they shall exchange one or two (1—2)
publishers, translators or writers for a perlod of up to seven (7)
days for each of them

: Article 19

Each Party shall organize cinema days in the other State.
The specific details shall be agreed upon dlrectly through the
competent authorities of the Parties.

The Parties shall promote further dlrect cooperatlon between
Uzbek and Greek cinema producers, particularly through
establishing joint projects. - .

Article 20
The Parties shall encourage the cooperation in different fields
of culture (music, dancing, theatre, folklore, fine arts and etc.).

5. MASS MEDIA

Article 21

The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation between .

their competent information agencies as well as television and
radio organizations.

6. SPORTS

Article 22
The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the area of
sports and physical training in order to establish direct contacts
between the state sports agencies.

7. YOUTH

Article 23
The Parties shall encourage and support cooperation between
their youth organizations and institutions. The Parties shall

exchange relevant information, publications and experience in this
field.

Article 24

1. The Parties shall encourage direct cooperation and
contacts between their respective youth authorities, promoting
exchanges of government experts to get acquainted with the
youth policies, youth development programs and youth
organizations of the other Party. Specific detalls will be agreed
through diplomatic channels. :

2. The Parties shall encourage mutual part1c1pat10n in youth
events and festivals to be organized in both countries.

3. The Parties shall promote cooperation between the youth
organizations of the two countries. _

4. The competent bodies of the Partles, if needed, shall
conclude a cooperation protocol with a view of determining the
general scope, forms, organizational and f1nanc1al terms of
exchange in the area of youth affairs.

5. The Parties shall encourage cooperatlon in the field of
youth research between the relevant research organizations in
their countries. :

8. FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 25
All provisions and activities laid down in this Program shall
be carried out through diplomatic channels, and in accordance
with the legislation of the States.

Article 26 :

The provisions of the present Program shall not proscribe the

Parties from agreeing, through diplomatic channels, on other

educational, scientific or cultural activities, which they may deem
desirable.

Article 27
The attached Annex containing general and financial
conditions of exchanges in accordance with the present Program is
an integral part of this Program.
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Article 28
Any issue deriving from implementation of thls Program will
be discussed through diplomatic channels.

Article 29
The present Program shall enter into force on the day of its
signature and shall remain in force until December 31, 2009,
whereupon, it shall be automatically extended until the siguing of
the new Program of cooperation.
The negotiations and the signing of the new Pro¢ram of
cooperation shall take place in Athens within the year 2010

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II. GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR CULTURE
AND ARCHEOLOGY

a) Exchange of individuals

Persons to be exchanged within the provisions of this
Program shall be nominated by the sending Party, which shall
notify the receiving Party of this nomination, three (3) months
prior to the proposed departure date. The sending Party shall
also supply the receiving Party with all necessary information on
the academic and professional qualifications, as well as the
proposed working program, duration of stay and any other
information that might be useful.

The receiving Party shall notify the sendmg Party of its
decision, at least thirty days prior to the proposed departure date.
Upon receiving the consent of the receiving Party, the sending
Party shall communicate the exact date of departure, at least 15
days in advance.

Visitors exchanged within this Program in the field of culture
and archeology shall be required to have a good command of the
national language of the receiving Party or English or French.
Otherwise, the . sending Party shall be responsible for
interpretation. : T

b) Exchange of exhlbmons

The sending Party shall inform the receiving Party, at least 12
months in advance, about the dates and the theme of the
exhibition under preparation. To make proper arrangements for
the exhibition the sending Party shall provide essential technical
information on the intended exhibition as well as materials
indispensable for the printing of the catalogue (preface, list of
objects, photos, etc.), at least three (3) months before the opening.
Exhibits shall reach the place of destination at least 15 days
before the opening.

III. FINANCIAL PROVOSIONS

A. Financial provisions for exchange of individuals
a) Exchange of individuals
1. The Greek Party shall cover costs connected with the
international flight to the capital of Uzbekistan and back for the
Greek scientists, delegations etc., sent in the framework of the
present Program.
The Greek Party shall also provide:
In the field of education, science, library and archives:
—90 euro per day for hotel accommodation and allowance;

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—travel expenses within the territory of Greece if they result
from the program of stay;

—free medical care in public hospitals, in case of emergency.

In the field of culture and archeology:

—90 euro per day for hotel accommodation and allowance;

—a lump sum of 90 euro, upon arrival, per visit to cover
travel expenses within the territory of Greece.

2. The Uzbek Party bears for the Uzbek representatives the
costs connected with the international flight to the capital of
Greece and back, in the framework of the present Program.

The Uzbek Party shall provide the representatives of the
Greek Party arriving to Uzbekistan in the framework of the present
Program for a period of up to seven (7) days with:

—hotel accommodatlon . ‘

—food; Co

—transport for movement within the hmlts of the program of
stay;

—at nece551ty, free-—of - charge health serv1ces.

b) Exchange of scholarshlps

1. Greek scholars themselves shall cover expenses round trip
transportation between the two countnes

The Greek Party shall provide: :

—a monthly allowance of 550 ‘euro for post— graduate
students or research scholars, beginning with the scholar's arrival
in Greece and covering the duration of the scholarship;

—a lump sum of 500 euro upon arrival for accommodation
fees for those settling in Athens, 550 euro for those in the
provinces. Those whose scholarships have been renewed are not
entitled to this sum;

—free medical care in public hospitals, in case of emergency.

—exemption from tuition fees paid for post —graduate studies
or research;

— 150 euro for travel expenses within Greece, if they result

from the study program.

2. The Uzbek Party will announces the financial provisions
pertaining to the exchange of scholarships through diplomatic
channels in due time. :

c) Summer courses

Scholars themselves shall cover expenses round—trip
transportation between the two countries.

All other expenses shall be covered by the organizers of the
summer courses/seminars in the receiving country.
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B. Financial provisions for exchange of exhibitions

1. The sending Party shall bear costs of transportation of
exhibition to and from the capital city of the State of the
receiving Party. The way of covering the costs of
transportation of exhibitions within the territory of the State
of the receiving Party, in case they shall be organized in
more than one town, shall be regulated by a special
agreement between the institutions of the States of the
Parties. Such special agreement shall not bind the Parties
to any obligation. |

2. The receiving Party shall bear costs of the
organization of the exhibition, including costs of renting
halls, security, technical assistance (storage facilities,
installation arrangements, lighting, heating, dismantling
and printing of publications, such as posters, catalogues and
invitations). The ‘receiving Party shall also prov1de publicity
with an access to the exhibition.

3. The sending Party shall bear costs of insurance of the
exhibits during the transportatlon and the holdlng of the
exhibition. :

In case of damage, the rece1v1ng Party shall supply the
sending Party = free—of—charge  with complete
documentation referring to the cause of damage, in order
to facilitate the sending Party to claim damages from the
insurance company. The receiving Party shall not be
authorized to deal with the work of restoring damaged
exhibits to their original shape or form without the consent
of the sending Party.

4. The Parties, in advance, express their consent on
the quantity of persons accompanying the exhibition and
on the length of their stay. '

Expenses connected with the visit of a commissioner
and, when necessary, of persons, whose attendance shall be
required for the installation and the dismantling of the.
exhibition, shall be regulated according to the financial
provisions of the present Program.
