OF THE SECOND SESSION OF THE
GREEK - TURKISH JOINT TOURISM COMMITTEE

In accordance with the provision of article 11 of the Agreement on
cooperation in the field of Tourism signed in Ankara on January 20" , 2000
between the Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the
Republic of Turkey, the Second Session of the Greek-Turkish Joint Tourism
Committee was held in Antalya on the 12" of November 2006.

The Greek Delegation was headed by the Minister of Tourism Ms.
Fanny Palli-Petralia and the Turkish Delegation was headed by the Minister of
Culture and Tourism Mr. Atilla Koc.

The members of the two Delegations are mentioned in the appendix A
and B of this Protocol.
The two Parties agreed on the following agenda:

. Exchange of information on the development of Tourism in the two
countries.

il. Review of the bilateral relations in the field of Tourism.

lll. . Measures to be taken for the promotion of tourist cooperation
between the two countries.

Iv. Place and date of the 3rd Session of the Joint Tourism Committee.

ltem |

The Heads of the two Delegations respectively exchanged brief
information concerning the touristic development in Greece and Turkey and
the measures taken to diversify and enrich their tourist offer and emphasized
the necessity of supporting cooperation between the two countries in the field
of Tourism.

item I

Both Parties expressed their satisfaction for the progress achieved so
far in their bilateral cooperation in the field of tourism, mentioning among
others the annual Greek — Turkish Fora held in both countries and in
particular the VI. Greek — Turkish Forum held in Samos and Kusadasi in 2005
at Ministerial Level with the participation of representatives of the private
sector.

They also mentioned the close cooperation that exists between the
Associations of Travel Agents of the two countries, which has resulted in the
exchange of visits of their representatives in tourist fairs, congresses and
cultural events organized in Greece and Turkey respectively and in the
examination of proposals for the launching of common programs covering
both Greece and Turkey. These contacts have been culminated by the
signing of a “Protocol on Cooperation between the Hellenic Association of
Tourism and Travel Agencies (HATTA) and the Association of Turkish Trav;l/

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Agencies (TURSAB) in the field of the Development of Tourism from
Overseas Countries” (Kusadasi, 30/6/2005).

The Parties reiterated their appreciation for the successful
implementation of the various vocational training activities as an exemplary
area of cooperation between the two countries in the field of Tourism.

Particular mention was made of two on-the-job training programs for
five students each year from the Tourist Schools of Turkey held for three
months in Greek hotels, firstly in the summer of 2004 and secondly in the
summer of 2005, as well as of the visit of 9 Greek cuisine instructors who
attended a seminar on “Applied Training on Turkish Cuisine” held in Istanbul
in the year 2003 and of the visit in Turkey of a delegation consisting of Greek
tourism school managers and instructors, from tourism organizations and the
University of Athens in order to get acquainted with the organization of
tourism training in Turkish Schools of Tourist Professions.

The Greek Side informed the Turkish Side that the preparations for a
special educational program for 15 managers and instructors of Tourist and
Hotel Schools of Turkey are being completed and this program can be
realized between 30 November -12 December 2006. While thanking the
Greek delegation for its kind offer, the Turkish delegation requested that this
program be realized at a later date next year so that they can establish a
group at the appropriate level. In view of the lengthy internal procedures
required for the approval of such programs on a year to year basis, the Greek
delegation agreed to examine the possibility of organizing this program during
the second half of 2007 and to send a letter of invitation two months in
advance so as to enable the Turkish Side to make the necessary
arrangements. )

Item Il

Both Parties taking into consideration the importance of implementing
the bilateral Agreement on Cooperation in the field of Tourism effectively and
obtaining concrete results by way of introducing the necessary measures,
have agreed as follows:

1. The two Parties will recommend to their appropriate Authorities to facilitate
as much as possible the tourist movement between the two countries in
accordance with their national legislation and without prejudice to their
international obligations.

2. The Parties will cooperate for ensuring sustainable tourism development
and for improving and upgrading their tourism infrastructure.

3. The Parties will encourage the activities of their tourism private sectors,
concerning the promotion of common products in the field of historical,
natural and cultural heritage to be presented as a combined tourist
package for long-haul destinations, especially major overseas markets like
Japan, China and the U.S.A.

4. The Parties will continue to undertake every effort, in cooperation with their
competent authorities, for improving ferry lines connections between the
two countries. Y
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5. The two Parties will give utmost importance to cooperate and share
experience in the field of yacht and cruise tourism and they wili examine
the possibility of organizing joint yacht rallies and festivals to this end.

6. The two Parties will encourage the development of general aviation.

7. The two Parties will encourage and stimulate the Travel Agencies from
both countries to develop the tourist traffic between Greece and Turkey by
arranging tourist programs.

8. The two Parties will encourage the cooperation or twinning between
marinas of the two countries, so that each Party can get acquainted with
the construction and management methods applied by the other Party.

9. The Parties will facilitate the reciprocal visits of the media members and
opinion leaders of both countries. Within this context, both Sides
expressed their wish to host tourism journalists and writers,
representatives of major tour operators and travel agencies for info-tours
which will be organized in each country.

10.In view of intensifying tourism between their respective countries, the two
Parties will encourage the mutual organization of familiarization tours,
congresses, seminars as well as fairs, festivals, exhibitions and cultural
weeks between both countries. The Parties will also consider participating
in similar promotional activities organized by the other Party.

11.The two Parties will exchange experiehce and know-how in the field of
“Agrotourism Certification-Systems”.

12.The two Parties, in order to share information and experiences in the field
of tourism education and training have agreed on the following:

a. To constitute a vocational Training Working Group composed of
representatives of educational Organizations and Tourist Schools
which are the competent bodies for tourism education and training
in the two countries.

b. This Working Group will meet once a year alternately in each
country in order to organize, coordinate and evaluate the exchange
of visits of students and instructors of Tourist Schools as well as on-
the-job training, gastronomy seminars and events on the cuisine of
the two countries and other educational programs agreed by the
two Parties.

The two Parties agreed that the 3™ Session of the Greek-Turkish Joint
Tourism Committee will take place in Greece at a date which will be mutually
agreed upon by correspondence.

The Greek Delegation expressed its appreciation for the warm
hospitality extended to them by the Turkish Side as well as for the results
achieved during the 2™ Session of the Joint Committee.
